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ohildbek's palm hats. BLACK and WHITE CAMBltlCS.some of them are, by thousands of miles 
fl’om the capital of the Dominion.

In regulating the times and sessions 
when Parliament is to be called together, 
the Executive is bound not only to con­
sider the reasonable convenience of these, 
gentlemen, but also to protect the fédér­
al right of the provinces which they rc- 
iresent, and under these circumstances
have concluded, on the advice of my 

ministers, and even If I differed from 
them as to the policy of such a course, 
which I do not, it is a point upon which 
I should be disposed to accept their re­
commendation, to issue a royal commis­
sion of enquiry to three gentlemen of 
such legal s-ending, character and au­
thority, as will command the confidence 
of the public.

By virtue of the powers conferred up­
on me by the Act, Vic. 81, Cap. 89, on 
the other hand, I have determined in 
proroguing Parliament to announce to 
the members of both Houses my intention 
of their re-assembling, immediately the 
Commission of Inquiry shall have con­
cluded their labors. By those means, au 
opportunity will be afforded for the preli­
minary purgation of these unhappy mat­
ters before a tribunal to take evidence on 
oath; ample opportunity will be given to 
the members of the more distant provin­
ces to make their preparations in view 
of an Autumnal Session ; and within two , 
months or ten weeks from this date a 
full Parliament of Canada will take su­
preme and Anal cognizance of the case 
now pending between my ministers and 
their accusers.

Gentlemen, the situation we have been 
discussing is one of great anxiety and 
embarrassment, but I can but hope that 
on a calm retrospect of the various con. 
sidérations to be kept in view, you will 
come to the conclusion that in determin­
ing to be guided by the advice of my 
ministers, on the present occasion, in 
other words, in declining to act as though 
the charges which have been advanced 
against them were already proven, and 
In adhering to arrangements upon the 
faith of which many of your colleagues 
are absent from their places, I have 
adopted the course most in accordait; 
with the maxims of constitutiolnal govern­
ment, and which is due to those 
whom the Parliament of Canada his re. 
commended to my confidence.

Gentlemen: It is quite unnecessary for 

me to assure you that any representations 
emanating from persons possessing the 
right to speak on public affairs with such 
authority as yourselves. will always be 
considered by-me with- the greatest re­
spect, even had not1 circumstances, al­
ready, compelled me td give my most 
anxious thought to the matters to which 
yon are now anxious of calling my at­
tention.

JTou say, in your memorandum, that 
four months have elapsed since the Hon. 
Mr. Huntington preferred grave charges 
of corruption against my present advis­
ers, in reference to the Pacific By con­
tract, and that although the House has 
appointed a committee to enquire into 
those charges, the proceedings of this 
committee have on several grounds been 
postponed, and the enquiry has not taken 
place.

Gentlemen, no person can regret more 
deeply than Ido these unfortunate delays, 
the more so as they seem to have! given 
rise to the impression that they have been 
unnecessarily interposed by the action of 
the Executive.

It may be premature at this moment to 
enter Into a history of the disallowance 
of the oath bill, but this much, at all 
events, it is but fair to every one that I 
should state, viz., that immediately after 
I had assepted to that Act, I transmitted 
a ce rtifled copy of it to the Secretary of 
State, in accordance with the instructions 
by which I am bound on such occa­
sions.

That leaning myself to the opinion, an 
opinion founded on the precedent afforded 
by the Act of the Canadian Parliament, 
which empowers the Senate to examine 
witnesses on oath, that the Act was not 
ultra vires, I accompanied it by a toll ex­
position of the arguments which could be 
urged in Its support, but on the point be­
ing referred by the Secretary of State tor 
the professional opinion of the Law 
Officers of the Crown, it was pronounced 
inconsistent with the Act of Confedera­
tion, and

That, therefore, the postponement of 
the enquiry, so far as it has arisen ont of 
this circumstance has resulted wholly by 
the operation of law, and has been beyond 
the control of any one concerned.

Yon then proceed to urge me, on 
grounds which are very fairly and forcibly 
stated, to decline the advice which has 
been unanimously tendered to me by my 
responsible ministers and to refuse to 
prorogue Parliament; in other words,you 
require me to dismiss them from my 
counsel, for, gentlemen, you must be 
aware that this would be the necessary 
result of my assenting to your recom­
mendation.

Upon what grounds should I be justi­
fied In taking so grave a step?

What guarantee can you afford me that 
the Parliament of the Dominion would 
endorse such an act of personal Interfer­
ence on my part?

You, yourselves, gentlemen, do not 
form an actual moiety of the House of 
Commons, and I have no means therefore 
of ascertaining that the majority of that 
body subscribed to the opinion you have 
announced.

Again, to what should I have to appeal 
in Justification of my conduct?

It Is true, grave charges have been pre­
ferred against those gentlemen, charges 
which I admit require the most searching 
investigation, but as you, yourselves, re­
mark in your memorandum, the truth of 
those accusations still remain contested.

One of the anti ors of tl p corr spout'- 
ence which has made so paiuiul an im­
pression upon the public has admitted 
that many of his statements were hasty 
and inaccurate, and has denied, on oath, 
the correctness of the deductions drawn 
from them.

Varions assertions contained in the 
narrative of the others have been posi­
tively contradicted.

Is the Governor General, upon the 
strength of such evidence as this,to drive 
from his presence gentlemen who for 
years have filled the highest office of 
State, and in whom the present Par­
liament has repeatedly declared its 
continued confidence? It is true certain 
documents have lately appeared in con­
nect'd)» with these matters, of very grave 
significance, in regard to which the full­
est explanation must be given, but no 
proof has yet beep adduced which neces- 
sariy connect them with the culpable 
transactions of which it is asserted they 
formed part, however questionable they 
may appear, as placed in juxtaposition,

The Whole Thing in a Nut Shell.

The action taken at the last session of 
Parliament on the PAciflo Railway 
Scandal was nullified by the unconstitu­
tional authority given the committee.^ 
Parliament has been prorogued, acddM- 
ing to the agreement with the members 
at the time of adjournment. Now Par­
liament is to be summoned to investi­
gate the Pacific Railway Scandal. Be­
fore this session begins, however, a 
Royal Commission will take evidence 
that may be useful to Parliament in con­
ducting the investigation; tnore especi­
ally as a committee of Parliament can­
not take this evidence on oath. Parlia­
ment may avail itself of the labors of 
the Commission or it may not. The 
Commission merely prepares material 
for Parliament to work on. It does not 
usurp a single Parliamentary function. 
No Parliamentary authority is required 
for the issue of a Royal Commission on 
any subject whatever. The country can 
afford to wait eight or ten weeks for 
Parliamentary action if the evidence 
can be prepared, in the meantime, so 
that it may be promptly acted on. Near­
ly a quarter of a million dollars will be 
saved by not having Parliament in ses­
sion while the evidence to being taken.
