HOW HUGH MORRIS ESCAPED.
The Story of a Welsh Bard Who Aroused
the Ire of the Royalists.

There was an influential ‘‘Round-
head” called Hugh Morris, a Welsh
bard, who sang the praises of Crom-
well and the new rn common-
wealth, whose chair—a stone one fix-
ed in a wall—is still pfeserved neara
place called Y Pandy, in the Valley
of the Ceiriog, North Wales. e
name of the farmhouse is Errw Ger-
rig. Morris’ bardic talent got so hot
sometimes that he would go into the
river, close by, to cool off. His poetry,
of which they are two volumes ex-
tant, roused the men and women of
Wales to a _high pitch of enthusiasm
in favor of 5liver Cromwell. The
Royalists were anxious to discover
Hugh Morris. A company of wilitary
delectives were commissioned to ap-

rehend him. It was no easy task to

nd the farmhouse, Krrw Gerrig, at

that time. On the, Great Western
railway, the original branch of the
uﬁswm, from Shrewsbury to Chester,
there is a station at Ruabon, from
which a railway branches off tflmugh
the Valley of LlangoHlen.

From the same place to the left, or
southwest, the Ceiriog valley begins,
along which there isa tramway. The
tramway starts at a point some dis-
tance from the railway, and
sengers have to walk from Ruabon
or else Chirk i
way, to get
The tramway ends at Glyn Ceir
iog, where there are several ra-
vines leadin%‘w various hamlets. By
following the river Ceiriog, three
miles higher up, Pandy is reach
where two deep ravines converge, an
Nanthir joines the Ceiriog. By cross-
ing the Nanthir.rivulet and following
the course of the Ceiriog a little dis-
tance Errw Gerrig, the home of Hugh
Morris, is reached, the road ison the
left bank of the Geiriog.

Errw Gerrig is surrounded by hi%h
mountains. The high nose of the
Nantyr branch of the Berwyn moun-
tains, at the foot of which Errw Ger
rig lies, is covered with farms on the
Ceiriog side; the other slope towards
the Nanthir rivulet being still a wil-
derness. It isdifficult to find the place
even now. It was a hundredfold more
difficult before there were tram carsor
railways, and especially so more than
two centuries ago. And what added
to all the topographical ditficulties
was the fact that the inhabitants in
that part of the country at the time
could not speak 'English, and when
the soldiers managed to make known
that they wanted Hugh Morris of
Errw Gerrig the Welsh folk did not
want to understand. ;

Ultimately, however, the military
detectives came to Errw Gerri,g, and
they asked Hugh Morris himsell (who
was at the time-attending to the cows)
where Hugh Morris was. Morris
pointed to a field on the mountain side,
lTiE‘nifyin that Hugh Morris was there.

ither the detectives ed in all
haste, greatly-elated that they had
caught their man at last. But he was
not caught. While they were looking
for him Hugh Morris made his escape.
The ‘‘unlucky™ detectives had to re-
turn to those who sent ‘them without
‘Hugh Morris.

A second -company, reputed wiser
than the lirst, with'one of the former
to guide them to the pluce, madea
nd attethpt. They found the ‘‘cow-
fman” in a -field ndﬁi::ing the house
and demanded of him where Hugh
orris was, It had not dawned on the
first company noron the second that
“the apparently ignorant cowman was
the eloquent Hugh Morris.

‘and make himself visible, the cowman
iumped into a ravine covered with
‘briers and crept into a safe hidi.ng
Iplace. They then understood that th
lwas Hugh Morris. Several shots were
lﬂred into thicket, but Morris was not
hurt, and his pursuers were obliged to
lgive up the ¢ :
! Hugh Morris was never captured,
jbut from that time forward Ee was
jobliged to keep away from home and
live in various hiding places.—Chi-
cago Tribune.

The falsehood of this story
is exposed by Bennett, whosays: *“The
tree (upas), while growing, is quite
innocuous, though the imcema. be
used for poison; the whole neighbor
hood is most richly cove with
vegetation; men may fearlessly walk
under the tree and birds roost in its

ches.” Darwin, in his *“Loves of
the Plants,” has perpetuated Foersch's
fable when he says:

On the blasted heath

Fell Upas sits, the hydra tree of death.
It is probable that the fable of the
blighting influence of the upas tree
has been derived from the fact that
there isin Java a small tract of land
on which nothing can live. This is
caused, not by the *‘fell upas,” but by
emanations of carbonic acid '“;.
which are constantly going on. A
the same time, it is quite true that the
juice of the upas is a deadly poison.—

A Baby w‘l.:itul': :en- on That Awfal
A very small baby who has had a very
large experience crowded into its brief
career sailed for England Saturday in
the Inman steamsbip City of Chicago.
He is the youngest child of Griffith Wil-
liams, who, with his wife and four litile
ones, is returning to their former home
in Wales, after having lost everything but
their lives in the Johnstown disaster.
The baby was born amid the horrors of
that awful night when the flood swept
down the Conemaugh Valley and thous-
ands of lives were engulfed in its cruel
waters.

Soon afterwards the
house was swept from its foundation and
began an awful voyage down the surging
L 1 heid.

Carriages Run by Gas.

A Munich firm has made a carriage
ropelled by gas, which it’ generates
rom benzine or analagous material,

The motor, which is not visible from
the outside, is glnced in the rear of
the three wheeled carriage over the
main axle, and the benzine used in
its propulsion is carried in a closed
copper receptacle secured under the
seat, from which it passes drogm
drop to the generator, and whi
holss enough benzine for a journey of
about seventy-five miles. The
mixture is ignited in a closed cylinder
by means of an electric spark. After
regulating the admission of the gas,
the motor can be started by simply
turning a hand lever. Power is
lied by the medium of a link chain

lted to a toothed wheel on the rear
axle.

The strangest canal in the world is
one I never saw mentioned in any
book or newspaper.

The whole procession only
extended from the foot of King street
to Kings Square. It did not commence to
compare with the polymorphian parade in
Fredericton on Dominion Day of last year.
Fredericton would be ashamed of such &
celebration, but the people of this great city
down here are ‘‘tickled to death,” and fee
that they have opencd the eyes of the ‘‘farm-
ers” who have come to see them. If the
people of the Celestial City, whom, as a St.
John paper eays, have been twallowed up in
crowds here, were to begin preparation this
evening, they could, on Saturday morniog.
carry out & programme that would knock
the whole of this week’s celebration ‘here
higher than a “burnt boet.”

Let me say that Edmundston is not a
Scott Act town, nor is the County of Mada-
wasks, for you see too frequently a sign
which reads *‘licensed to sell spirituous or
fermented liquors,” and they are pretty
well patronized, although I must say I never
saw & drunken man durinpg my journey.
What would you think of one dealer out in
the country giving an order for one thou-
sand cases of gin. Such was the fact, how-
ever. Another old timer can be seen on the
streets at Edmundston in the person of Mike
O'Leary—everybody knows Mike. There
are gome vel d private resid
in this town aid vicinity, notably the Em-
mersons, Medley Richards, Hodgson’s and
others whose names I do not know. They
have a splendid R. 0. Churcb, built of brick,
with tower and tall steeple, which is about
the first you see of the place. A very sweet
toned bell 18 in the tower, which is sure to
awaken you about 5 a. m. The priest
in charge is a fine gpecimen
of s gentleman, in fact wherever you go
through this county jyou cannot but ad-
mire the fine appearance of the R. C. clergy.
There is algo a very unpretentious Church
of England place of worship, but it is small
indeed wn;iﬂ to the R. C. chapel. I
think I have Wwstioned everything of note
in and about Edmundston, and as your
columns will be taxed with news from the
carniyal I will close the present and start
next on a trip to St. Francis, some 40 miles
above Edmundston. I forgot to mention
that the terminus of the New Brunswick
and Temiscouata railways is at this pl,ce
and it surprises a stranger to see two station
houses within a stone’s throw.

ties where gt had been adopted when our
hands were tied by the Justices of our Su-
preme Court,and afferwards by the Court
itgelf. Convictions obtained on good evi-
dences and properly made out were swept
away by tens, we might be correct in say-
ing by hundreds. The majority of those
convictions thus rendered inoperative were
afterwards declared good by the judgment
of the Supreme' Uourt of Canada. It was
not until we had carried appeals to the very
foot of the Throne, and our Judges, and
our Supreme Court were told that their de-
cigions were erroneous, ttat the least de-
gree of success crowned our efforts.
Even afwr the law had been  pro-
nounced good by Her Majesty in Her Privy
COouncil, btays of proceedings were obtained
from our Judges on the most frivolous
grounds in nearly every case where there
wag conviction, and nearly every effort to
enforce the law was rendered abortive by
appeals allowed on the most captious ob-
jections, and prosecutors put to all the
trouble and expense conseguent thereto.
Under these circumstances our very best
citizens, feeling that our Supreme Court was
the rock on which all their efforts to enforce
the law were wrecked, became, as well they
might be, discouraged, while the men en-
gaged in the vile traffic were encouraged to
continue in their lawleseness. It may not
be advisable here farther to refer to the an-
tagonism of our Supreme Oourt to all laws
and legislation calculated to free our country
from the csncerous liquor traffic as that
court as now constituted has the power to
punish even the innocent when it becomes
displeased with the legitimate discussion of
its acts. While it is careful of the liberty
of men who set the laws of God and man at
defiance by engaging in a vile and out-lawed
traffic, it bas not hesitated to lay the inno-
cent victim of its displeasure by the ‘‘heels’’
in durance vile in adungeon. Theantagon-
ism of our supreme court to temperance
seems to have been but slightly allayed by
the reversal of its erroneous decisions by
superior tribunals.

If the liquor traffic is to be suppressed by
law the battle must be fought out in our
dominion legislature, from which we must
firat secure the required amendments to ““The
Canada Temperance Act,” and afterwards,
and as soon a8 it can be obtained, a prohib-
itory law. Another thing we want, and
must contend for, is to have liquor dealers
placed in the same position as other crimi-
nals, made felons by law, and assigned on
conviction to a place in the penitentiary.
The man who sows brosdcastin society
misery, wretcbedness and death should not
be allowed to occupy a euperior position to
the petty thief who robe our hen roosts, or
invades our sheep folds.

We are indebted to the courtesy of E. A.
Ohenery for the following narration of the
railroad work of Mr. Thompson :

“Elbridge Gerry Thompson was born
March 25th, 1853, at Nashwaaksis, York
county, New Brunswick. He cuwe west in
1870, entering the service of the Missouri
Pacific railway under A. W. Dickiason,
superintendent, as assistant to the agent at
Lee’s Summit. In May, 1872, heentered the
office. of Mr. Dickinson as chief clerk and
train dispatcher, where he served until Mr.
Dickinson’s acceptance, in J une, 1876, of the
position of ganeral superingendent of the
Galveston, Harrishburg and San Antonio
railroad, when he was made master of trans-
portation, with headquarters st Columbus,
Texas. la November, 1881, he wa3i promot-
ed to the superintendency of the same road,
aad in Febreary,-1883, on the completion
of the extensipn of the G., H. and 8. A.
road and organization of the Southern Pa-
cific railway, he was made geaeral euperin-
tendent of the Atlantic systcm, froh Ei §.
Pago, Texas, to Lafayette, Ls, including
branches.

Owing to ill health, he resigned his
position in June, 1886, and, after a few
months’ vacation at his old home in New
Brunswick, he accepted the position of train
master of the Wabush Western, with head-
quarters at Moberly, Mo. July lst, 1887, on
the resignation of Mr. A. W. Dickioson, he
was appoiated superiatendeat of the St.
Louis Terminals.

Mr. Thompson proved to be acapable and
competent man in all positions which he
held, and was recognized as sn excptional
and brillisnt railroader. His life was char-
acterized by kind deeds to his fellow man,
and numbers of rising men in the railroad
world owe their present positioas to his
tutorage and friendship. To bis family he
was devoted, and his cne aim ia life was
ocentered on his happy bome. A loving wife,
two bright children,—a boy of 7 and a girl
of 2,—besides his friends, whose names are
legion, moura their loss.
