The law, too, has worked the
most oruel injustice to honest, hardwork -
ing traders who straggle to pay twenty
shilliogs in the pound because it is an
honorable thing to do so. In almost
every town you will ind bankrupt stocks
heing sold off, and that by the bapkrupt
himself, who has been scttled with at
fifty cents on the dollar rather than put
the estate for admimistration into the
hands of an assigeee. These stocks are
openly sold at under cost prices, asystem
azainst which it is almost impossible for
the honest trader to contend, and which
becomes a direct incentive to dishonest
assigaments. We believe ("anada would
get an admirably for a few years without
an insolveat law upon the statute baok,
and we should view its entire repeat
without the slightest regret.— Montreal

Asour ScABLET FEVER.—We copy
the following from Home and Health :

The following advice eomes to us from
a suceessful physician, regardivg the best
method of avoiding contagion in scarlet
fever, :

1. On the first appearance of the dix-
ease the patient should be pluced in a
separate apsrtment as pear the top of
the house @s possible, from which
curtains, carpets, bed hangings and other
needless articles of furniture should be
removed, and no person except the medi-
cal attendant and the purse or mother
permitted to enter the room.

2, A basin eontaining a solution o}
ehloride of lime or earbolic acid should
be placed pear the bed for the patient
to spit in, ol

3. Handkerchiefs pot to be used, but
pieces of rags employed instead, for
wiping the nose and mouth of the patiest ;
each piece, sfter being used, should be
imwediately burned.

4 A plentiful supply of water and
{towels 'should be kept for the ure of the
Ipurse, whose bands of necessity will be
soiled by the—secretions of the patient.

In oge hand besiu the water should be
impregnated with  Condy’s fluid or
chlorides, by which the tainton the bands
may it opee be removed.
* B. Outside the door of the sick room
u sheet should be suspended fo as to
cover the entire doorway ; this should
be kept eonstantly wet with a solution of
lime. The effeet of this will be to keep
every other part of the house free from
infection. -

6. The discharges of the bowels and
kidneys of the patient should be received
into vessels charged with disinfeetants,
such as the' solntion of carbolie aeid, or
ehioride of lime, and immediately remov-

. ed, By these meaos the poison thrown
off from internal surfaces may be ren-
dered inert, and deprived of the power of
propagsting disease.

7. The thin skio or euticle which peels
off from the hands, face and other parts
of the body in eonvalescent putienth, is
bighly contagious. The plan recomended
for preventing the poison frow the skis
“being disseminated througt: the air is to
rub oil or’lard sll over the skin. This
practice is to commenece on the fourth day
after the appesrance of the eruption, and
to be eontivued every day until the
{mtieut is well enough to také a warm
bath should be adwivistered cyery other
day for four times, when the disinfection
of the skin may be regarded as com
This, bowever, should not be done with-
out first consulting the medieal attend
snt,

The foregoing direetions will apply to
8l kinds of fever, emall pox undwozur
contagious diseases. :

MODE OF DISINFEOTING A SICK ROOM.,

The patient having been removed, all
linen articles, such as sheets-towels, pillow
cases, and body liven, sre to be disinfeet-
ed by placiog them in a large vesse
contaiping either ' Condy’s fluid or the
solution of ebloride of lime or soda.

Some interesting Statistics in reference to
Ircland have lately been published, from
which it appears that during the past year
the acreage of potatoes; mangold-wurtzel
and hay increased by 75,000 acres,.while
wheat, oats, barley, bere, rye and turnips
decreased by no less tham 143,000 acres
'showing. net decrease of nearly 70,000 acres.
The crops shawed a genesal decreass of an
alarming nature. In the principal cerexl
crops there was a decrease of 303,442 quar-
ters, potatoes by 1,424,804 tons ; flax, 17,841
toug; hay, 71,919 tons ; and cablage, 11,366
tons. The report fully bears‘out the state-
ment of recent visitors in reference to the
large emigration fromr ‘the country, The
townlands arc desolate, e ditches fallen
into decrepitude, the “borees” and stage car
roads showing marks of little travel; the
cabins by the wayside and in the hamlets
bereft of roof-trees ; the chupéls as tenantless
as the Round Towers and the “smiling val-
leys,” of which much has been said and sung
converted into “happy hunting grounds,” for
the squireens, or left to yawn in their solitary
misery. The total emigration for 1871 was
72,004 souls, 300 of whom were infamts in
arms, 2,611 under five years of age, 33,962
nnder twenty-five, 20,450 under thirty, while
1,846 were bordering on sixty, and 564 had
passed the Psalmist’s terminus. Nearly
23,000 sailed from the Cove of Cork, 10,000
frem Belfast, and 11,000 from Londonderry
and Moville. Five are putdown as “having
“returned from the United States or Canadaf
“for permanent residence in Ircland,” and as
one of them was fifty yeass of age and the
remaining four sixty, it may be safely réckon-
ed that they returned only to take up “per-
“manent residence” in an®Irish grave.

The members representing
agricultural interest: are almos\ unani-
mously opposed to i , and the Mimster
of "Agriculture, ruongnizing the fact,
voted with them, though in doing so he
opposed his colleagues. Perhaps a law
conferriag on farmers the same advanta-
ges that the existing aet gives to traders,
might meet with more favor.

Much of the time of Parliament, this
week, has been consumed in discussing a
qucstion which seemed insigmificant
enough at the outset, but has since
assumed an importance second only to
the Washington Treaty. The subject
is the School Act recently passed in New
Branswick, whi¢h the Roman Catholics
of-that Provinee wish to have disallowed.
The history of the matter is simply this:
Prior to Confederation the schools were
supported by voluntary assessment.—
There was a conscience clause providing
in cases where the parents or guardians
of children objected to their using the
Protestant version of the Bible, that the
Douay or Catholic_ version be allowcd
such pupils. There was no law existing
on the statate books of New Brunswick,
at the time of Confederation giving to the
Catholics of the Province the right of
separate or denominational schools ; con-
sequently, when the local legislature at
its last session passed an Act establishing
a nonsectarian system of common schools,
they interfered with no rights guaranteed
to the Catholic minority at the time of
Confederation or subsequent to that
period, by law. The Catholics of New
Brooswiek, however, like their co-re-
ligionists the wor'd over, object strongly
to non sectariau  iacation, and failing to
inflaence the local Legislature fo repeal
or modify the chnoxious law, they have
‘brought their grievance to this Parlia-
ment, and asked the Government to dis-
allow the Act. The difficulty, however
is, that the Act has received the sanction
of the Governor Genmeral. Its comstitu-
tionality is, therefore, admitted, and it
has been about six months in operation.
The government admit—even defead its
constitutionality, while expressing their
disapproval of its provisions. The
Premier, the Minister of Mihtia, and
the Minister of Public Works pointed
out to their followers this aspect of the
question, and the daoger which would
inevitably result fiom infringing the
righta guaranteed the province at the
time of the union.
