A proposed boycott of the churches 

is the latest manifestation of the wo­
man's rights movement. Mr. Henry 
Macklin, J. P., is authority for the 
statement that the ladies of the Angli­
can Diocese of Huron have in some 
places seriously considered the idea 
of absenting themselves from church 
services until they are given some 
voice in the church’s affairs.

Mr. Macklin, who was the father of 
a resolution passed by the synod last 
night, authorizing the executive com­
mittee to consider the question of al­

lowing women members of the con- 
gregation to participate in vestry 
meetings, has for seven years been 
working to secure this privilege for the 
feminine workers of the church, and 
feels very strongly on the subject.

Shall we intrust the power and 
patronage of the Presidency in the hands of a man who might use it to keep 
himself in power for life?

The third term issue is no trivial tiling—the protest against it is not 
■ an idle cry of alarm. A dictatorship is the one danger which threatens re- 

publics. Because of the intelligence of our people the danger is less here than 
elsewhere, but it is not a danger that we can afford to invite even here.

No one who has had experience in public affairs is indifferent to the fact 
that a President has several hundred thousand officeholders who can be 
coerced into activity in his behalf; be has an army that is obedient to his 
command land the standing army has been doubled since ninety-six), and 
battleships whose guns can overawe our seaport cities. Given the desire to 
establish a dictatorship, and the man in the White House has a material ad­
vantage over any rival in his own party or in any other party.

But these suggestions are by way of illustration to show how the action 
of our convention will be influenced by the action of the Republican conven- 
tion. If a dark horse should happen to be nominated our platform would 
have to be written to correspond with the new conditions which such a re­
sult would create.

New District Supervisors Appointed 
to Complete the Enlarged 

Number.

Edmonton, June 13.—The General 
Assembly of the Presbyterian Church 
finished its work here shortly before 
7 o’clock tonight. The home and for­
eign mission committee finished their 
reports, and there was a general dis­
cussion of college work, some of the 
western colleges having matters to in­
troduce.

The home mission committee was 
charged with their responsibility of 
naming ten district superintendents 
for the work of supervision. A number 
of these were, however, reappoint- 
ments. New names were those of Rev. 
J.. V. Tanner, for the Synod of Mon­
treal and Ottawa, and Rev. J. T. 
Ferguson, for Western Alberta. Two 
positions were left for the present un- 
filled, the appointments to be made 
later by the home mission committee. 
The budget for 1913 was again dis­
cussed. and it was unanimously de­
cided to accept the report of the com­
mittee. • This fixes the amount to be 
secured for the year 1913 at $1,200,000. 
In connection with the discussion of 
the work in the colleges, a request 
was presented for authority to organ­
ize a new college at Saskatoon, and 
this was given without a dissenting 
voice.

Two Overtures.
After 6 o’clock two important over­

tures were introduced. Judge Swanson 
brought one from British Columbia.

James is side-stepping somewhat, and 
simply lias the attitude, not the equip- 
ment, of greatness. No, James has been 
■listening to the vaporings of the “Swat 
the Fly" editor, who writes sport on the 
Hamilton Spectator, and draws a salary 
for acting as secretary of the Canadian 
League.

President Fitzgerald has got out of 
couch with the situation in London, or 
rather never lias been in touch, and 
has not the remotest idea of conditions 
in this city. It is all very well to act as 
an autocrat or dictator, regardless of the 
right or wrong of the matter, but the 
fact is that dictators ard autocrats have 
frequently been victims of their own 
folly. James may get some satisfaction 
out of his attitude, but at the same time 
he is giving baseball an awful jar in 
London. Probably he figures that the 
Canadian League can get along without 
this city, but it is equally certain that 
London can get along well without the 
Canadian League. It is not essential to 
our happiness in London, as some of 
the dictators will discover some of these 
days.

The president intimates that this is the 
second time that London has threatened 
to withdraw from the league this year. 
The first instance was on the appoint­
ment of a certain umpire for London. 
There never was a greater injustice done 
to any club in any league than to foist 
Johnston on the London club for a long 
series of games. He* was so absolutely 
incompetent, in London at least, that the 
attendance was affected, and only the 
attractive powers of the Ottawa club 
made the directors anticipate a game 
with any degree of satisfaction. Still, 
Mr. Fitzgerald refused to listen to the 
protests, not only of London, but of Ot­
tawa, and kept him here day after day, 
until the fans were disgusted not only 
with the umpire but with the actions of 
file president, who boasts loudly of fair 
play and then gets his inspiration from 
the sanctum of the sporting editor of the 
Hamilton Spectator. Of course, the 
directors were not pleased with the ac­
tion of the president, and they informed 
him of such in rather a nice manner. It 
should have been more forcibly done.

Then came the fine on London. Mr. 
Fitzgerald had no reason to assess that 
fine, under any consideration. Hamilton 
gets by with more crude work than any

perverted sense of humor, a la the Ham­
ilton Spectator. The facts of the case 
have not been properly stated to the 
president, the offer of the London club 
being very generous. To go into the 
matter a trifle further, what right had 
the general factotum of the league, the 
secretary, to hold back for six months 
or more $300 which was the lawful pro­
perty of the London club? It was not 
the league's money. The directors of 
the London club are responsible men, 
and are solvent. The league, if it had 
any rightful claim on the men, could 
obtain redress. Yet it holds the money 
belonging to the London club without 
making any effort to play squarely by 
the local directors.

“All last season London, against the 
rules of the league, issued passes on 
which they paid no percentage to the 
other clubs, with the exception of St. 
Thomas, who demanded and received its 
share. The very fact that St. Thomas 
collected its share convicted the man­
agement of double dealing.

“A committee was appointed by the 
league to investigate the matter, and 
they assessed London $243—the full 
amount of every ticket issued. At the 
last meeting of the league, at the re­
quest of London, the decision was turned 
over to the president for reconsideration. 
London at the time expressed them­
selves as willing to pay $125. which they 
said was owing on the tickets used as 
stated by the gentlemen who held them. 
One club owner stated that in one day 
68 went in on these tickets, those hold­
ing them bringing tn several others with 
them. On this basis the amount figured 
was $25, a decidedly conservative esti­
mate.

"Whether knowing of their manager’s 
action or not. the London club were cer­
tainly guilty of double-dealing, and on 
that count a fine of $50 was imposed up­
on them. The other $200 is ordered di­
vided among the clubs London filched- 
Brantford. Berlin, Hamilton and Guelph.

"The London owners are rather mis- 
stating their powers. It is the second 
time in the past few weeks that they have 
threatened such dire proceedings. The 
gentlemen in possession there forget that 
they can't disrupt the league by with­
drawing from a territory which is not 
theirs at all. but the league's. In the 
next place their possession of the fran­
chise is entirely a matter of the league’s 
sufferance. It is high time the London 
gentlemen should learn that they are but 
eighth partners with the other seven 
clubs in the London territory, and they 
xn settle."

In 
reply to the question whether during 
the period in which the number of 
careers had been doubled the import­
ation of meat had been doubled also.
