Kinds, valued at $1,000,000, seizeq in this

The liquor
will be sold to “the highest bidder,” he
said, but bidders are restricted to phy-
siciane, hospitals and other persons
and institutions authorizeq to purchase
it for non-beverage purposes.

CANDYMAKERS ARE
NOT VERY OPTIMISTIC

ABOUT LUXURY TAX

“:Deputation Well Received At

Ottawa and Promised Con-
sideration of Request.

WANT TAX REMOVED

Candies Only Foodstuff Carry-
ing Ten Per Cent
Tax.

W. McFarland, representing D. S.
Perrin & Co., who went to Ottawa with
representatives of other manufacturers
to protest against the luxury tax on
candy, telephoned back to C. C. Currie.
of the same firm, that the deputation
had been favorably and courteously re-
ceived and due consideration of their
request promised.

The candy makers. however, are not

any too certain that the tax will be
removed, unfair as they believed it to
be. Other representatives from London
were Frank McCormick, of the McCor-
mick Manufacturing Company, and 11.
E. Boomer.

At the present time candy is the only
food product taxed as a luxury. Whiskey,
plaving cards, and perfumery are the
other lines that are taxed as luxuries.
and it is presumed that the perfumery
is taxed because of its alcoholic con-
tenta. The candy manufacturers do not
like to think that candy is a luxury in
the same class as whiskey. But so it
is. Only small ¢ and 10c packages or
small chocolate bars escape the luxury
tax. All bulk candy, even stick candy
sold in bulk, or anything in the candy
line from a half-pound package up is
taxed 10 per cent. The poor man who
buys cheap candy pays the tax just the
same as the mlan who pay $2 a pound.

The tax is collected from the manu-
facturers on all candy shipped from
their factories.

Local Cops Experience No Holiday Rush of Prisoners to the
Carling Street Court.

While the whole world is seething in

the throes of a crime wave and cities

i1 numerable are shrinking in terror from

burglars, gunmen and other outlaws,
London remains serene. During the
past two days not an arrest of any
description has been made, and the
local police court cells are deserted.
Kven in normal times when content-
ment reigns supreme it is no uncom-
mon thing to find each morning the
volice court docket crowded with eight
or a dozen prisoners, brought in during
the previous 24 hours, charged with be-
ing drunk, disorderly, vagrancy or one

of many common offences or crimes.
But since Monday night last no one

has been found drunk, no one was dis-
covered gambling, carrving a bottle, or
even committing a burglary.

The police are dumbfounded. The
city has been known on several oc-
casions to go 24 hours without an ar-
rest, but two days in succession is
something entirely uncommon.

Not only has re been no offences
against the siatutes, or the -criminal
code, but no ene has been discovered
breaking a city bylaw. 'The arrival of
the  snow, wever, may have had a
great deal do with curbing the de-
sires of r enthusiasts who habitual-
reak the speed laws and sections

Toronto Practitioner.

Dr. Forbes Godfrey, a prominent To-
! ronto practitioner, who received such
| a letter, sald last night: “I am simply
| not going to pay any attentlon 1o the
letter. I am not going to stand for any
interfecrence in the practice of my pro-
fession, and T advise all
throughout the province to take the
same stand.g What right have three
laymen to in&rt‘ere with me in the
! practice of my profession.”
| The letter which is of a circular
! character, has been received by many
district physicians, and a memo at the
bottom indicates to the recipient the
number of prescriptions issued by her
or him during the past flve months, and
ithe quantity of liquor obtained at tie
dispensary by order for office use.

A local medico informed The Adver-
tiser today that any patients whom he
learned had become Intoxicated or
abused the use of his liquor prescrip-
tions were immediately denied them
thereafter, although their treatment re-
quired liquor in some form. This, he
felt, was in accordance with ethics of
the profession, and the procedure fol-
lowed since the inception of ‘‘pers’ by
practitipners. and was not as a result
of the ‘cautionary epistle.

A Black List.

As a matter of fact, many loca! and
district medical men maintain a *black
list,”” upon which are registered the
names and addresses of all those ‘‘per
seekers who visit doctors in their of-
fices and endeavor by malingering and
false statements to obtain an order for
liquor. Others include on their list
those who have a relative being treated
by the physician, and for whom liquor
is ordered but is diverted to be used
for a gpree.

Groups of doctors here frequently
compare and discuss their black list,
and by this means all unworthy cases
are kept under observatlon. This 8sys-
tem emanated from that maintained
for drug addicts, which has been in
vogue similarly for years, and is not

medical mon!

because of the fear of the law,
due to the profession’s solicitation of
the interests of the commumty. Police
court habitiues who are ill, shile not
always included on the black list, are
carefully observed, and practitioners
prescribe liguor for them with reluct-
ance, and theén in minimum quantities.

The Christmas Rush,

The majority of the cautionary cir-
culars were sent out early in December,
rossibly, 2s a local doctor ventures, ‘““to
forestall the Christmas rush.”” That it
did not work was evidenced at the Gov-
ernment dispensary here last week,
when long lines of '‘bad cold” sufferers
lined up for their Christmas cheer. A
fellow-practitioner jokingly remarked
today that after this rush each doctor
guilty of exreeding the fifty mark in
December would no doubt receive
pamphlets from the license board after
the stubs of ‘‘pers’ issued are checked
up at Toronto. Christmas is usually
recognized as the season for a bottle,
and it would require a stony heart to
turn down a lucrative patient who de-
sired a little Yuletide cheer in the form
of brandy for the pudding, wine for
guests who drop in, or a little Scotch.
However, the board may stretch a point
and overlook Christmas week and check
up the few remaining December stubs
in the doctors’ books.
~ Here Ig the Letter.

I'ollowing is the letter in full sent 1o
Ontario physicians in an effort to cur-
tail the number of yellow slips pre-
sented at Govarnment dispensaries
throughout the province:

‘“The board thdmks that the medical
profession by thif time are acquainted
as to the extent af their privileges un-
der the Ontario ZwsffB#rance act, and of
the board’s po:w@¥% avith regard to hon-
oring o refes ivgtio or. thelr liguor
prescriptions and orders at dispensaries,
and hence merely draws attention to
what it regards as the abnormal num-
ber of liquor prescriptions upon dis-
pensaries by yourself, as evidenced by
the memo. in the lower corner.

“It is not to be assumed that the
board sets a limit of one hundred per
month as a number which every physi-
cian has a right to issue. In the hoard’s
view, this number is rarely, if ever,
justifiable under the principle set forth
in the Ontario temperance act of actual
medicinal need. The average of all

but

{ doctors issuing liquor prescriptions upon

dispensaries is under twenty-five. Many
doctors of large practices issue under
twenty-five per month on dispensaries.
So far as the board can judge, it ques-
tions whether fifty per month should
be exceded, and thinks that when one
hundred per month are approximated
or exceded there is something requir-
ing explanation.

‘*Accordingly, the board draws atten-
tion to your record of recent months,
and trusts vou will so modify same
that it will not be necessary to instruct
dispensaries {0 cease honoring your
liquor prescriptions and orders. Should
the condition econtinue. the board re-
serves the right to immediate action.

"REVEEWS THE HIGH
SCHOOL QUESTION

Gives Reasons for Advocating
Three-School Plan.

The following letter for publication
haé been submitted by Trustee 3. B
Wright of the board of education:

To the Editor of The Advertiser:

Tae issue before the electors in refer-
ence to the Collegiate Institute is of
such vital importance that 1 feel that I
| should be negligent in my duty as a
representative of the people on the
board of education did I not do some-
thing to prevent a decision being forced
on the board that would reap nothing
but condemnation in the years to

come.

“When the fire made the building of
a new school imperative, it was voted
to erect a 36-roomed school on the
present site, and plans for such a
structure were immediately drawn. A
sirong protest from the department of
education caused a change in plans,
and a 26-roomed schoo: on the present
sits, with a 10-roomed school in south
or East London was then contemplated.
Even this was considered unsatisfac-
tory by the department, and the three-
school plan was finally adopted.

The department of educatlon, most
high school teachers, the past principals
of our own collegiate, in short, every
importunt educational authority, favors
several small schools rather than one
large central collegiate, and they have
given us a great deal of informetion in
support of their opinion.

They tell us that the best work can
be done in a school of 16 roomg or less,
and that teacherg that have been un-
usually successful in smaller places can.
not get as good results in a large
school, Even our old collegiate was SO
lar§: that only pupils of more than
average ability could be successful.
Four or five classes of pupils drop out
between the first and second yveara in
the collegiate, and a corresponding
number hetween the second and third
years. The great majority of these
would receive more individual atten-
tion in smaller schools and would re-
main a longer time at school.

It is estimated that 500 of the Lon-
don collegiate pupils are forced to pay
on an average of $20 per annum, or an
aggregate of $10,000 a year, in street
car fare, and then must walk three
blocks after getting off the car, and
thig falls most heavily on the working-
man who is endeavoring to educate his
children. Next year the number will be
largely increaseq by the coming into
force of the new adolescent act, which
makes 16 instead of 14 the age at which
a child may leave school.

The centre of the city, given over as
|1t is to business and public buildings,
{ doeg mnot furnish a school population.
| The mass of people live a mile or more
from the centre, so that we are advised
to build more towards the outskirts.

From the standpoint of cost it makes
little difference whether one large or
three small schools be built. Each
classroom must have a large emount of
outside wall to provide adequate light-
ing, =o that the price of building Is
reckoneg at so much per room. The
amount of equipment. varies with the
number of pupils, and in the end would
cost practically the same. The number
of teachers would be the same in either
case.

It is unfortunate that it has gone
abroad that a central school is contem-
plated in any part of the city, It is our
intention * to build thrce complete
schools, one in the north, one in the
east, and one to accommodate the south
and west.

Considering the large amount of
money Involved, and the fact ethat
prices are rapidly decreasins, a rea-
, sonable hesitancy to embark at once
on the whole scheme seemed to us to
be ir the people’s interest.

There are some candidates who are
seeking election on the platform of one
collegiate, with junior schools to be
added as needed. Most of these have not
had the opportunity of hearing the ad-
vice given by the department of edu-
cation. Thus it seems a pity that they
are pledzing themselves to follow a
course which, T am sure, if they ap-
proach with an unprejudiced mind, and
avail themselves of all the facts, they
will see ig not in the best interests of
I.Ai:;lo‘;x.

Some events make the whole world kin, and
death is one of them. We bow our heads and keep
silence in his presence.

designs of stone and metal, the people of
London are asked to provide a memorial more

practical and more enduring than these, in,

the form of a hospital where children with
deformities and chronic diseases can be
m to health and made physically fit for
useful citizenship—taking the place of fathers
and friends who sacrificed so much for us in
the late war. Initiated by the 1. 0. D. E. of
this city, the movement is now in charge of a
committee of representative women of various
city organizations, and is peing carried on
with the support and co-operation of the trus-
tees of Victoria Hospital and an advisory board
of prominent citizens.

The London Daughters of the Empire’ have
shown their interest in this movement by con-
tributing nearly $15,000, and are still engaged
{n raising money by entertainments of various
kinds. Local fraternal and benevolent societie:s
are doing their share of the good work. Women's
fnstitutes and church clubs, as well as indi-
viduals through the adjacent counties, are

gending in their donations. The county council,

of Middlesex generously voted $12.000. And not
feast in importance, the orphans in one of our
local institutions have gathered in their little
pennies for the cause of the suffering. Mean-

while, London, as a corporation, has done noth-

fng. The Welfare Association undertook to
raise money in their campaign for the various
charitable institutions, but they failed in reach-
ing their objective, and nothing has yet been
l%ceived from that source. It is understood,
fiowever, that the association has some money
on hand for the purpose, which will be handed
over in due course.

In a few days the citizens will be asked
to vote on a bylaw granting $50,000 to the
building fund of the proposed hospital. Indica-

tions are that the bylaw will carry by a large

majority. And it should, for many reasons. In
the first place, there is the need. There are

' ° children in London and the adjacent counties

afflicted with deformities and chronic diseases
who, with proper treatment, could be cured.
There is no properly-equipped hospital for this
purpose nearer than Toronto, and that ome

is not sufficient. And while our proposed hos-l

pital is intended to meet the requirements of
the entire district, it will be of special value to
the citizens of London, who will have what they
may require within walking distance. And it
will add to London's prestige as a progressive
city by increasing the number of important in-
stitutions located here. It will be actually Lon-
don’s hospital, for it will be owned by the city,
end managed by our local board of hospital
trustees. Finally, every patriotic citizen should
fell an interest in the establishment here of a
memorial of the late war which will not

only keep fresh in our minds, and in the minds '

of succeeding generations, the debt of gratitude

we owe to those who bravely suffered for us,

but will help to redeem some part of the loss
the country has sustained during the few years
that are past.

Vote for the bylaw, then. And not only that.
There is abundant opportunity for our citizens
to render pecuniary aid personally. We know
that those who are able have contributed liber-
ally in the past to patriotic and benevolent
causes. Another contribution will add to the
crown of glory they have attained by their un-
selfish devotion to the cause of humanity.

It may be said that the $50,000 called for by
the bylaw will not make up the full amount
required. That is true, but it will help to swell
the fund materially, will give an impetus to the
movement, will show our friends in the county
that London is not waiting for outsiders to

build the hospital, and will enable the trustees |

to put into effect the plans they have already
prepared, and commence building in ¢he spring.

There is no reason why, if our people so desire, |

the hospital should not be in complete opera-

tion before the summer months of 1921 have!

WHAT’'S THE BUS FARE?
To the Editor of The London Advertiser:
The London Chamber of Commerce is asking its
membership to express their opinion as to whether

|the Chamber of Commerce should or should not
'indorse motor bus operation in the city of London.

After carefully reading-the statements inclosed in
reference to operation of motor buses, I am unable
to fing any mention as to the rate of fare to be
charged on the buses, and believe I am correct in
stating that so far nothing has appeared in the
‘press as to the fares to be charged.

~ In view of the fact that a recent article by Mr.
G. A. Green, general manager of the Fifth Avenue
Coach Company, New York, covering operation by
motor buses in that city, states that a 10-cent fare
is a fixed and necessary factor in motor bus opera-
tion, and also that in general the Fifth Avenue
Coach Company loses money on 30 per cent of the
mileage operated, I am therefore of the opinion
ithat in order tp vote intelligently on this proposition
the rate of fare to be charged should be stated.

After all the most important factor is not the
merits of bus operation as against street railway
opergtion, but it is an Important factor to the car
,rider to know just what the rate of fare will be
for a ride on the motor bus as compared with the
rate to be paid on a street car.

If the promoter of the motor bus will kindly
state the fare to be charged to cover successful
operation of buses, I believe the members of the
Chamber of Commerce, and also the citizens of
London, will be able to intelligently vote «
question.

Mr. Jenkins was also a close student of the Bible.
He was, indeed, a prophet in the true sense of that
word, for a prophet is not a foreteller of future
events, but a man who sees the truth below the
surface of things, and discovers the divine purpose
that is being worked out. Mr. Jenkins had that gift
of insight into the heart of things. I have never
known anyone with a firmer grasp of principles, or
who was less swayed by appearances or temporary
considerations. He always got down fo the bed-
rock of principle, and there he took his stand, i

Above all, Mr. Jenkins was a great servant of
Jesus Christ. To him, attachment to Christ meant
attachment to Christ's church. Loyalty to Christ
without loyalty to the church was to Mr. Jenkins
an impossible, an unthinkable attitude. His love of
the church was part of his love of Christ. He loved
to read its history, loved its ways, and was inde-
fatigable In promoting its efficiency and extension.'
Hence Mr. Jenkins was also a great churchman, and
as a great churchman his name will remain for ever
treasured and honored In the history of the Church
of England in Canada. It was my good luck to be
brought into association with Mr. Jenkins during my
earliest days in this country, some thirty-three
years ago. For some &ix or seven months I stayed
at his house every week, and for five or six hours
every Sunday enjoyeq his fellowship. Then I learned
to appreciate his massive intellect, his earnest
churchmanship and the kindness of his heart. The
associations then formed continued until now
severed by death. It was an inspiration and a
delight to confer with him on great church problems.
and so highly dig I value his judgment that, since
I became bishop, I never embarked upon any new
policy without discussing it first with him. So,
when I heard of his death, I could not help ex-
claiming: “My Father, my Father, the chariot of
Israel and the horsemen thereof!™

Formed the Synod.

church was, of course, the formation of the General
Synod. That lifteq him out of the category of
ordinary men, and marked him out as a great
statesman, and he will take his place in history as
one of the great constructive statesmensof the
Church. For the General Synod was practically his
child. Humanly speaking his vision conceived it.
His money paid for the publicity that was necessary
in the molding of public opinion. His advocacy of
it in our own and other synods ang with individuals
secured its adoption. In this respect he stands
alone in his service to the Church in Canada.

Few people have an adequate idea of the extent
of his services to the church. For about forty years
he represented this parish in the synod. For pearly
the same time he was a member of the Provincial
Synod and he was a member of the General Synod
from its beginning. He was a member of the
executive committee of the diocese, and of numerous
subsidiary committees. He was also a member of
the board of management of the Missionary Society
since its formation in 1902. His services, therefore,
were great in the length of time over which they
spread. They were also great in the amount of
time that he devoted to the church every year. To
my knowledge he gave, during the last fifteen years,
over five weeks every year to the work of the
church. He took a keen and constructive part in
the compilation of our Hymn Book, and in the
revision of the Prayer Book. His excellent taste as
to both the words and the sentiments appropriate
in hymns, and the fact that he was a musician of
no mean ability, made him a most valuable member
of the hymnal compilation committee. The revision
of the Prayer Book was the last work in which he
was engaged, and he enloyed that work perhaps,
the best of all, because it gave him an opportunity
to participate in theological discussions, in which,
like most Scotchmen, he took a keen delight. From
what has been said, it is obvious that in all synods
and committees he was by no means a sleeping
member. His part was never perfunctory, but
active, courageous and devoted. It was his peculiar
gift to illuminate every subject with flashes of
original light. He always penetrated beneath the
surface, and dealt with principles rather than with
form and detafls. Time and again do I remember
when a debate had degenerated into trivialities
through the play of lesser minds, how he would
rescue it and lift it up by recalling us to the prin-
ciples at stake. Thus his contribution to every
deb®®e was fresh, original and helpful.

A Great Churchman Gone. f

And now the great servant of God, the great
churchman is gone. His place shall know him no more
in this world; but his work remains an enduring
monument to all generations. His example of
loyalty to Christ anq his church is an inspiration to
us who knew him, and the General Synod, of which
he was the father, he has left as a heritage to the
church. For this his name will be forever honored
and his memory will live.

And yet if this were all the immortality open
to us, if to live in the memory of posterity were al
that we could look forward to, the outlook would
be a poor ending for a great soul. Thanks be to
God, we have in Christ another and infinitely better
immortality assured. We know that they who hav.
passed away in Christ are not dead, but alive in
Him, ang in possession of the fullness of personality,
and that they are far better off than they could
possibly be in this world; for *“to derart and to be
with Christ is far better,” says the Apostle, than
merely to live on in this world. Therefore, let us
not sorrow as others who have no hope, but rather
be of good cheer. For in Christ, even in the presence
of death not gloom, but hope is the last word. Nor
must we forget amid the festive rejoicings of Christ-
was that one of the chief causes of joy Is the fact
that He who came into our human werld at this
time came “to give light to them that sit in dark-
ness and in the shadow of death, and to guide our
feet into the way of peace,” into which may He

vouchsafe to bring us all.

Though Dempsey saved himself, I
could see all through the fight that the
blow had taken something away from
him. His judgment of distance was
poor all through the rest of the fight.
tie lacked confldence and did noi fight
the way he did against Jesg Willard at
Toledo nor the way he battled Billy
Miske at Benton Harbor. There was
nothing about his carriage in the ring
nor his general actions to indicate the
energy and youthful vim and vigor that
have generally been such a prominent
feature of his battles. Possibly it was
that terrific uppercut to the jaw that
he suffered in the second round that
robbed him of much of his strength.
Whatever the cause, certain it was that
the Dempsey of the next few rounds was
not the Dempsey who has been accus-
temed to lay his opponents low in two or
three rounds. He seemed worried. Bren-
nan’s long, slinging left bothered him
no little. The champion seemed at sea
as to how to avoid it, and, try as he did,
he was unable to drive his powerful
rights and lefts to a vital spot.

QUIT LANNIN FORGE

TORONTO, Dec. 29.—J. P. Smith !
and J. P. Hannah, two provincial con-

They say that when they
appealed to Attorney-General Ranev he
persuaded them to return to duty. They
offered to do so, thev said, but In-
spector Lannin told them they would
have to apologize before he would re-
instate them.

IS LABOR PLEA

Irish Assembly To Form
Constitution.

LONDON, Dec. 29.—A movement cal-
culated by its organizers to place the
full weight of British organized labor
11 support of the Irish self determination
claims began with a specially convened
conference of the parllamentary labor
party in London today, after which
several members of the party’s com-
mission which investigated the situa-
tion in Ireland told of what they had

observed and learned there.

A resolution was adopted unanimously
challenging the government to disprove
the commission’s accusations regarding
reprisals and other outrages charged to
the crown forces. The conference was
held as a curtain raiser for a campalgn
in behalf of self determination, and in
opposition to the government's alleged

olicy of repression to be inaugurated

y the laborites in Manchester on Jan-
uary 17, and concluded in London on
February 15. :

A. G. Cameron, chairman of toda{'s
conference, in opening the lengthy dis-
cussion on the inquiry commission’s re-
port, characterized it as the most
“serious indictment against British
methods in trying to govern lrelang
ever placed beiore the Mritish people.
The speaker declared: ‘“I'he manner in
which Sir Hamar Greenwood (chief sec-
retary for lreland), has evaded ques-
tions in the touse of Commons reuect’s'
discredit upon himself and the House.

Mr. Cameron added: "“As a resuit of
her handiing of the irish question, Great
Britain has not a friend 1n the world.

Approves Declaration,

Another resolution adopted ’by a
large majority at this afternoon’s ses-
sion of the conference voices approva'tl
of the parligmentary Labor party’'s
declaration regarding ‘outrages con-
ducted in the name of the Sinn Fein
and reprisals by servants of the
crown.’

It expresses satisfaction’ with the
efforts of the Labor party inguiry com-
mission to secure a cessation of. all
violent and provocative actions with a
view to opening peace negotiations be-
tween the Government and elected
representatives of the Irish people.

Horses, Deplores Pass‘{ng
of Charges — Says They
Will Return.

Detroit,

Dec. 29.—In about fifteen

owned 400 horses, and it was the delight

of the small boy to hang around a fire
house and watch the horses dash out
of their stalls when the alarm rang,
get under the suspended harness and
wait there lap.uemly until the fire
laddies hitch them up.

But thngs have changed and today
all the youngster can see, if he hap-
pens to be at the fire house when an

internal combustion engine has all but
ousted horses from e fire depart-
ment. There are only 88 left, 65 run-
ning and 23 in reserve. No more are
being bo t, and as fast as a team
is dispo: of its place is taken by a
motor engine or truck. A gasoline
motor can draw a heavier load and get
to a fire faster than the best team in
the service, and progress demands that
the change be made.
Predicts Return of Horses.

‘““The horses are not gone for good,”
declared Hugh Peters, superintendent of
horses, as he sat in his office in the
supply stables at Russell and Erskine
streets. ‘‘They will come back. We
ml( not live to see it, but the time
will come when the department will
have to fall back upon horses again.”

In this case the wish may be father
to the thought, for Captain Peters is
a lover of horses, and it seems as if
he could not pass within arm’s reach
of one without talking to it or giving
it a friendly pat.

‘“You would hardly believe how in-
telligent horses are,” he said. “When
a2 horse has been in a station for some
years he gets to know the boxes he
has to respond to, and I believe some of
them could get to the fire alone. They
say that horses can’t count, but just
watch them when an alarm comes in.
If it is a box they have to respond to
they are all excitement, but #f it is an
outside box they seem listless.

Training Is Hard Job.

‘“It is some job training horses for
the fire department. We used to train
them on a track behind this building.

e had a stall for the horse and a gong
we could ring with a string. When the
gong would strike a man standing in
the stall would run the horse out and
very soon it would get to know what
we wanted, and would jump at the first
stroke of the gong. Of course all

orses were not like that. Some would
get nervous and excited and do every-
thing, but what we wanted them to do.
When standing In the stall it would
be continually waiting to hear the gong,
and when it heard a door opening or a
foot-step it would throw up its head
and fidget around. It would lose flesh
and fade away. It wouldn't lie down
end so would develop leg worry and
become useless to us. Then we had to
dispose of it.

‘“The horses that last are those with
short, stocky bodies and sound nerves.
They are eager enough when the gong
strikes, but the rest of the time they
are content to remain in their stalls
and take thln‘s easy. No. 16 is just
such a horse. We bought him on March
£9, 1909, and he was 6 years old then.
He is a handsome roan and is in the

ink of condition. He is runnimg in
] ine 14 with a young horse alongside.
He is more than 17 years old, but he
can step some yet. He is a great pet
with the men. No. 139 is another old-
timer. He was bought on June 19, 1910,
and was 6 years old then. He is run-
ning yet as the near horse on Engine
¢, and you wouldn't think he was more
than elght years old. No. 16 looks like
a 2-year-old.

Horses Seem to Love Work.

“‘Horses seem to love this work. I
saw a horse that was so anxious to get
‘o its place when the gong struck that
when the chain in front of it would not
fall as it should, it jumped clear over
it. Farmers that have bought our
horses say they can never break them

‘of the desire to return to the depart-

ment. When they bring them intd
town with a load, and they hear a fire
alarm or see the engines go past they
always try to break away and join
That is one reason
why we sell our castoff horses to
‘armers. Another reason is that we
don’t want them to be badly treated.
“These old horses get very knowin
and pick up some funny tricks.
think the funniest stunt is that of No.
48, who runs with Engine 15. He will
beg like a dog for an apple or an onion,

or even a chew of tobacco. Yes, beg
like a dog. Get up oW his hind legs.
+ You never saw such a funny thing.

‘‘Are motors cheaper than horses?
Well, I suppose they are in the long
run. . But the price of horses is not
going down. A good heavy horse will
cost you $300 or more. We use a lighter
horse than that and the last we bought
cost us $240. But we're getting no more
of them. Ten new motor trucks order-
ed for the spring and no horses. All
the new stations are being built for
motors. The day of the horse is past—
for a time at least.”

POULTRY IN DEMAND
ON HOLIDAY MARKET

Prices Advance in All Lines of
Fowl—0at Prices Higher.

Exceedingly active was the demand in |

!every line of produce offered at the
ilocal market square this morning. To-
day being the New Year's market, it ap-
peared to be just as large ag that of one
week ago today. Poultry prices were a
little higher. Turkeys still held the
demand that has been experienced all
this week, and prices jumped to 60c per
pound, wholesale, and 65¢ per pound,
retail. Geese were more plentiful than
any other fowl, but quotations were
higher. They sold for 35c per pound,
wholesale, and 33c per pound to the re-
tailer. Ducks hrought 40c per pound,
;retail, and 35c r pound, wholesale,
'Chi~kens were 80 quoted at these
prices,

Lave chickens were plentiful this
morning. ‘Theyr were higher in price and
sold for 25¢ per pound. Old fowl brought
30c per pound, but the demand was slow.
Live geese sold for 30c per pound, and
ducks at 25¢ per pound. . All these prices
are higher than those that have been
ruling this week. .

Butter and eggs were in an unsettled
condition. Some women In the market
house were asking as high as 638c per
pound for dairy butter, but this price
was not pald and there is every indica-
tion that the ruling prices this after-
noon will be from 60c to 63¢ per pound.
Egegs were selling around 70c and 80c
per dozen, wholesale, and from 80c to
90c per dozen, retail. A slump in but-
ter and eggs is expected before long.

Oats advanced to $1.50 and $1.55 per
hundredweight, and from 5ic to 53¢ per
bushel today. This was due to the
&mall supplien.
