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OPENING OF THE CHURCH IN
HALIFAX,

On Lord's day, February 12th, 1893, tho Disciples
of Ohrist had their new house set apart for the wor
ship of God. The day was clear and beautiful,—
all that could bo desired for this notable event in
the history of the Church of Christ at Halifax.

Wao wero glad to wolcome brothren from difforont

parts of the pravinco who had come to the opening
of our houso of worship; and when the hour drew
nigh, many persons could be seen wending their way
to the Christian Church, North atrect, which had
been announced to be opened for divine worship.
The building, seating about three hundred, was
cumfortably filled by an intelligent audience  The
preaching brothron presout wore . Bros. Honry W.
Stowart, of St. John, N. B., Howard Murray, of
Mi'ton, Queons Co., N. S.; and Joseph A Gates,
of West Goro, Hants Co., N. S. Bro. H Murray
proached o fine discourse from Acts xi. 20, ¢‘ The
disciples wore called Christians first in Antioch.”
In the afternoon at three o’clock every seat was
ocoupied and Bro. H. W. Stewart preached tho
dedication sermon from Exodus xxxiv. 14, * And
he said, My presenco shall go with thee.” The
discourse was listened to with a great degreo of
interest. In the evening at seven o’clock our bro-
ther preached from Hobrows v. 8, 9, *‘ Though he
were a son, yet learned he obedience by the things
which he suffered; and being made perfect he be-
came the author of eternal salvation wito all them
that obey him.” All seemed pleased and dolighted
with what they saw and heard. Tbis was deraon-
strated by their liberality; the collections for the
day amounting to $150.23. Theo hearts of the fow
Disciples who have struggled on in this city for so
mauy years wero inade glad, that they now had a
house of their own to worship God in. But, breth-
ren, the crection of this house, at a cost of about
$4,600, is not the consummation of the work, but
simply a means to carry on the good work begua
more efficiently in this great city. Now we will
have opportunities to sound out the word of the
Lord more fully, and thus get our plea before the
people. The ignorance concerning tho teaching of
the Disciples as a people is truly marvollous, and
that by guod honest-hearted poople. Our houso of
worship ia said to be the nestest and prettiest church
in Halifax aty,

On Monday evening Bro, Joseph A. Gates preach-
ed to a large congregation on ‘¢ The simplicity of
the Goapel of Christ,” from Gal. i, 9, * If any man
preach any other gospel unto you than that ye have
recoived lot him be accursed.” Bro. Stewart con-
tinued the meetings through the week with good
congreyations and interest increasing. Two youny
ladies came forward and confessed their faith in
Christ as ** the Son of the living God.”

Ou Lord’s dey, February 19th, Bro. Stewart
preached morning and evening, and at the close of
the evening service, tho two young ladies who had
confessod their faith in Christ were baptized. The
congregation was very large and listened to an able
discourse from Jeremiah vi. 16, ** Ask for the old
paths, where is the good way, and walk therein, and
yeshall find rest for your souls.” In the afternoon
a Sunday-school was formed, and two Bible classes
—about thirty-five present.

On Monday and Tnesday evenings our brother
preached again to good congregations. Thero are
several who are almost persuaded to become Christ-
ians, and we hope and pray that the good seed sown
by our brother may be received into good and honest
hearts and yield fruit to the glory of God.

LiscoMs, Iowa, U. 8 ,}
F.bruary 16, 1893.

On November 3rd 15, S, Stevens and wife,
Sister Rioch and Sister Oldham landed in Japan.
They began the study of the language, which is
the first and most essential duty.

Japan is a most truittul field, It is a cause
of gludness to huve these young, earnest workers
udded to our forces in that land.

During the year 1892 the writer reported
eighty-vwo additions, There would have been
wore if the writer could huve worked io good
health and remained till the close of the year;
tho doctor, a member of the Canadian Methodist
mission, would not comply with his request to
cure him of sleeplessness and headnches. The
doctor prescribed a year’s rest in America, and
assorted thut if it were not taken the patient
would find himeelf where it would require years
for bis recovery. The patient begged for a
wore boweopathic dose, say six mouths, but “he
wedicine man way inexorable, Naver was the
outlovk more tull of promise, so the journey was
reluctantly taken,

The Japavese see no sense in so many seots.
They say, ¢ One Church of Christ for Japan.”
They want Christianity, but not our westera
theology. The missionaries have been obliged
to heod this request. The Episcopals, four dif- |
ferent chorches, from England and America,
combined ¢to build only one Episcopal church in
Jupan. Five Methodist churches tried to unite,
but the weaker oues suid that the biggest wanted
to swallow the others, and they were not ready
to be swallowed yet. We made overcures to
tbe Baptists, but we found that it ig true, as a
Congregationalist missionary wrote to the Ais-
sionury Review, thut tLe Baptists have sent their
emall men to Japan, They wanted us to accept
the New Hampshiro confession of faith and close
communion,

Seven Presbyterian missions wanted to form
one church, The Japanese dropped the name
“ Presbyterian ” and adopted instead ¢ Japan
Church of Christ.” 'They threw aside the
Westminster confession of faith and wrote out
a short, simple creed. To Calvinism they are
strangers.  They laid aside the practice of
infant baptism as being a senseless ceremony.

There is no other people than the Disciples
who will tell the Japaneso that thoy are right
in their aim, and that sectarianism is sin, We
are needed in Japan—in all the east—that wo
may show a more excellent way than sectarian-
ism, We received five preachers last year, I
was explaining our plea 10 one of them one day
when he suddenly arose in his enthnsiasm, and
with an expressive gesture said, * Why that
teaching will sweep Japan?” Yet our force is
two weak to bring this teaching before forty
willions of people,

We wmissionaries are powesless without you,
Through your generosity we obtain a foothold
in the east, and your prayers sustain and
strengthen us, When the Lord makes up His
jowels, rare gems from India, from China, from
Japan, will be brilliant in His diadem, and
groat shall be our joy if we remember that we
have sacrificed something in order to help along
this good work.,

Every nation, whose peoplo worship idols, is
poor. Interest in Japan is from twelve to
thirty per cent per anmum. The people are
poor. They are not strong. Armor, in the
town of London, is too small for the modern
Englishman; boxes, or cages, used for carrying
nobles in ancient Japan, now on exhibition in
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the musoum in Tokyo, are too heavy for the
present day Jupanese, The lattor has retro-
graded during the past six hundred years under
Buddbism, while the Englishman has grown
physically, mentally and spiritually, Ingland
and the United States are almost Christian
nations. Japan needs tho head of life, You
baveit, Hore people are bungry. ‘There are
wore invitations for our prexching thun we aro
able to accept. In truth, the wiier wag
obliged to write to the native preuchers outside
of Tokyo to atop travelling out s ng the towns
and villages, because there wrs no mavey to pay
oxpenges. The Bourd did not hmve it to send.
1f ono should offer you ar invesuuent, sure to
pay thirty per cent, you could raise ten, twenty,
a hundred dollars in a month, could you not!
Why not do it for foreign missions? It would
be a victory over selfishness, it would be a joy
to momory throngh life, it would be an unre-
grotted investment in the hour of your departure,
it will be rapture through eternity. Why not
do it? An old man who had given his energies
to money making was converted. Under the
influence of a missionary sermom he decided
thut he ought, and would, give largely. As the
baskets approached, however, his fove of money
arose, and he mentally lessened the amount ho
would give, His better nature whispered low,
“You ought.” The basket was before him,
with a heroic effort be dropped the pocketbook
and all into the basket, and straightened himself
up, saying, ¢ Now squirm, old nater.” A nan
may be a bero in the home church. To deny
bimseif, to conqueror selfishness, demands
strength. Heroism is possible at home, Alas!
the spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is

TIIE LWGHT OF MEN,
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In Him was life, and the life was the light of wen.
ohn i, 4.

Tvery thinking man desives to know his origin,
and asks, ¢ Whonco came my hfe and tho life of
tho race?” Moses tolla us that ** 1n the begiuning
God oreated tho heaven and the earth aud every
living thing, both hetb and ammal.” John tells
by whomn God made overything that is made. It
was by tho word that was in the bezinniag with
God and was God, By recenving the testimony of
Moses and of John the mind 18 at rest on the origin
of life, but rejecting that testimony tho enquirer
is left in utter darkvess, tossed to and fro on the
contradictory and over-changing theories of men,
for ** the life 1s the Liour of men.” The Bible trace®
all lifo back to Him who wasin the beginning with
God and no farthee, From Him it sprangand with
Him it vests.

When the word was made flesh and dwelt with
men, the candid saw HRis complete control of the
currents of animal and vegetable life. Ho spoke
to the fruitless fig-tree and it immediatoly dried up
from the roots. His vitality accompanied His
command to the man with the withered hand, and
it was ‘“tho light " to all who were in tho syna-
goguo. (Mark iii. 5). When He raised to hfe the
widow's son, and called Lazarus from his grave,
many saw the light, and it still shines to all readors
as His coertain promise that all the believing dead
shall live at the resurrection, and living believers
shali never die. ‘I am the resurrection and tho
life.”

In Christ is spiritual life, and that lifo also is the
light of men. It nghts both Old and New Testa-
ments, The Jews were strictly forbidden to eat
blood for two reasous: lat, The life of the flesh
was in tho blood; 2nd. It isthe blood that maketh
an atonement for your souls, (Levit. xvii, 10, 11,
ete., ote.)

Just bofore Jesus’ death Andrew and Philip told
Him of certain Greeks who asked to sco Him.
Instead of Je~us being offended, as thoy feared, at
the presumptior of these Grecks, He said, * Tho
hour is come that the Son of 3Man should be glor-
fied. Verily, verily, I say unto you, Except a
corn of wheat fall into the ground mrnd die, it
abideth alone; but if it die, it bringeth forth much
fruit.” He rojoiced at the near approach of His
terrible death, for by it He would give spiritual
and eternsl life to countless millions of both Jews
and Gentiles. Ho came to winister and to give
His life a ransom for many. When He signified
the death He sbould die, He said. * And I, if I
be lifted up from tho earth, will draw all men unto
Me.” On the cruss His hife and blood flowed out,
not to be lost, but te be kept unto hfe eternal.
(John xii. 23, 24, 26, 32).

The life in Christ explaios why Abel's sacrifice
was accepted and Cain’s rejeoted. Cain’s had no
blood in 1it, no atonement, and there was no ro-
mission. It telis us why almost all things are by
the law purged with blood, and without shedding
of blood is no romssion. (Heb. 1x, 22). The
sacrifices which od ordaned pointed to the sacri-
fice of His own dear Son. He was ** the Lamb
slain frons the foundation of the world,” so that
His life wns the light of men, The elders who,
through faith, obtaiced a good report, saw through
their yearly and daily gifts and offerings for sins
the one great offering of the Son of God, the
complete sacrifice that would forever sanctify and
purgo from sin overy cno who came to God by

How glad Abraham was = on ho saw Jeaus’ day | What thoy had seon of the life in Jesus was a light

afar off and recoived his beloved [saue from tho
dead 1 o figure. How glad the lsraelites wero
when they sprinkled the bloed of the paschal lamb
on thoir duor pusts and wore at onco delivored from
the angol of death and Egyptiun bondage. This
light shines in tho history, type and prophecy of
the Old Testamont, so that whon Christ died for
onr gins it was according to lheo soriptures, and
Ho roso again the third day according to the scrip-
tures. He urged mon to search the scriptures for
the grand reason that thoy testified of Him. How
moaningless would be all tho offorings of the
Patriarchal and Jewish dispensations without
Jesus' light! Iow ompty all tho ceremonies of
theso preparatory institutions! His light was the
glory even of that systom ‘¢ which is done aw.y,”
being eclipsed by the gospel; as tho stars, glorious
at night, lose all their brightness by the rising
glory of the king of day  (IL. Cor, iii.)

Many to-day wonder how a just God did in past
ages pardon sinuners and make them saints when it
was not possible that the blood of bulls and goats
should tako away sivs. (Hob. x. 4). But the life
in Christ explains it all. It sceins as if the intelli-
gon{ universe were called to the cross of Jesus.
*Whom God nart skr FORTH to be a propitiation
through faith in His blood, To vecrare His right-
eousness for THE REMISSION OF SINS TilAT ARE PAST
through the forbearauce of God. To declare, I
say, at this time His righteousness that He might
bo just, and the justifier of him which bolieves in
Jesus. (Rom. iii. 25, 20).

In giving His Son to die on the cross, God not
unly declares His intense hatred of sin and His
ardent Jove for the sinner, but also that the dignity
of the person who died to save othors i such as to
justify Him in pardoning believers who died before
Christ came and also in saving Him who now
believes in Jesus. Oh! the glory that shines from
the cross. No wonder that Moses and Elias talked
of it with Christ ““in the holy mount.” By it
they were forgiven and glorified.

When the life was to be manifeste], John the
Baptist came to prepare the way of the Lord.
John was the last Jewish prophet, and he was the
greatest because he was nearest *¢ the light.” His
preaching and his life were so far superior to all
others that many were ready to regard him the
Christ till John informed them better, He was
not worthy to untie His sloes. Ho was sont to
bear witness of that light, The light seomed to be
tou much for any wman tili previously trained for it.
Jesus chose twelve wmen, and for years prepared
them to receive the light and give it out to others.
His first miracle in Cana manifested forth His
glory, and Ris disciples believed on Him. They
were astonished to behold His power over vegetable
and physical lifo. They saw thoir Mastor raise the
dead even from the grave. They scenied to think
He had puwer to escape from the hands of His
murderers, that He cuuld even come down from
the cruss. But He did neither, and their last hope
was buried with His dead body. They bad not
the remotest thought that He would rise again.
When He furetold them of Ris resurrection their
greatest puzzle was to know what He meant by it.
Their minds were so entirely closed against it that
when the devoted women declared that He was
visen and had acteally talked with them, they
troated their testimony as idle tales; and when
tho «en apostles told Thomas that every one of
them had seen Him alive, he made up his mind
that they were ten false witnesses rather thar
beliove the Lord was risen. Not an apostle ever
believed that Jeaus rose until His eyes had looked
upon hun. Buat they wero new men aftor that
with new hops—a living hope of an incorruptible
inheritavce.  They were nut preachers of good
news which others told them, but what they had
scon and heard thomselves, and knew to be true.

to thom that the vory shadow of death could not
eclipse, and their grand labor and life was to
spread that lignt anaeng men,

Hoar what ono of theso men exclaims late in
life: ¢“ Blessed be the Ged and Father of our Lord
Jesus Ohrist, whioch, according to His abundant
morey, hath begotten us again into a lively hopo by
the resurrection of Jesug Obrist from the dead to
an inheritance incorruptiblo and undefiled and that
fadeth not away, resorved in heaven for you,” ote.
Their first hopo died when Jesus died, but thoy
wete bogotien again of God unto a living hope by
Josus® resurrection — a Lope that unever dies,
(L. Pot. i. 3, 4). Hear what another apostle still
later says: “ That which was from the beyinning,
which we have heard, which wo have seen with
our eyes, which weo have looked upon, and our
hands have handled, of the word of Jife; for the
lifo was manifosted und we have seen it and bear
witness, and show unto you that eternal life which
was with the Father and was manifeated unto us,”
ote., ete. (I Jobni. 1,2, 3)

This light shines in the institutions of the Now
Testament. We meet for worship on the first day
of the weok, because it is the day on which Christ
arose and triumphied over death, DBefore the sun
roso this day to give light and heat and gladness
to the earth, the Sun of Righteousucss arose with
healing in His beaws. Ho met His disciples on
this day and they wore begotten again unto & hope
of eternal life, His life lights this day, and it
ateadily and continuovusly proclaitns to civilized
nations that the living Oneis victorious over death.

It is the light of the Lord’s supper. Just before
He was betrayed Jesus took bread and blessed and
brake it and gave it to His disciples, saying, Eat
ye all of it. In like manuner He took the cup, tell-
ing all to drink of it, and always, when they did so,
to remember Him. To remember that His body
was broken and His hlood was shed for the remis-
sion of sins. His life and death make this institu-
tion a blessing from that night until the Lord
comes,

So with Christian baptism. To many it is an
unmeaning ceremony, and they look no farther
than the water into which the believer is buried.
But the life in Jesus is the light of men on baptism.
He died for our sins, was buried, rose again the
third day according to the sciiptures. He was
pleased to appoint an ordinance that symbolized
His death, burial and vesurrection, and to command
that ordinance to be obeyoed by every one that
believed in Him, saying, ** He that believeth and
is baptized shall be saved.” (Matt. xvi. 15, 16).
This promise satands sure always and everywhere,
not hecause thero is virtue in water, but becanse
“in Him is life.”

[n this world of darkness anc death the Christian
daily needs a life and a light divine. In himself
he is too wosk without the one, and too blind
without the other But in Christ is all he needs,
and he has the very best encouragement to look to
Jesus. “ For if when we were onemies wo were
reconciled to God by the death of His Son, much
more being reconciled we shall be saved by His
life.” (Rom v 10). Hnw can we sink if fully
committed to Him who ever liveth and by His own
blood has entered in onco into the holy place,
having obtained eternal redemption for us? (Heb.
ix 12) How blessed it is to realize that to sinful
desires and ploasures wo are dead and our life is
hid with Christ in God. What a hiding plac?
What sale keeping till Christ, who is our life,
appeara and wo appear with Him in glory? But
that light that hath so long shined in darkuess, and
tho darkness comprehendad it not—that men refuse
because their deeds are ovil is destined to shine
brighter and brighter for overmore. Jesus is
called the Lamb, because of His death for our sins.
When the Holy Spirit occasionally dvew aside the
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veil and permitted n3 to look into the holy city,
the first und most prominont porson wo behold 18
tho Lamb, A Lamb asif He had been slain, a
Lamb worthy to opon tho sealed book and to lovk
therom; a Lamb sitting on the same throno as God.
That glorioug city, both now and millions of ages
hence, will bave no noed of the sun, neither of tho
moon, to shise in it, for the glory of God will
lighten it and the Lamb will bo tho light thoroof.

It is most intoresting to rvad in the seventh of
Rovo'ations the angels’ song of blessing and glory,
wisdom and thanksgiving, etc., unto our God for-
over and ovor, and then turn and hear tho un-
numbured multitude of all nations and kindreds
and tongues in white robes standing before tho
throne and beforo the Lawnb who cried with a lond
voice, aaying, Salvation to our God who sittoth
upon tho throne and unto the Lamb. Angels had
no salvation in their sons, but scemed intereested
in tho songs of tho redeemed who had washed their
robes and made thom white in the blood of the
Lamb, whu over fecds them and leads them to
living fountains of water, whilo God wipes all toars
from thoir oycs. Reader, shall you and I join the
overlasting song! He was elain for us, This is
cortain.

UNITY.

Oneness among professed followers of the Lord
Josus Christ is very desirable, and especially as it
is intimated in the prayer of the Redeemeor of men,
as recorded in the 17th chapter of John'e eatimony,
that on this oneness depends the world’s belioving
that the Father had sent the Son.

There seems, nlso, to be a desire among the
believors that this end should be attainad, and
sometimes, when there are two churches in a com-
munity, between which there exists oven one point
of agreement, or similarity, we have found the
wide-awake pastor of one of the churches saying,
* T'here is so little difference between your church
and mine that they ought to be one.” But, by
observation, having learned something of the
religious spirit of the age as manifested, wo are
strongly reminded of the saying of ome, who, on
hearing it said ¢ the husband and wifo are ore,”
sagely asked, “But which is the one1”

When you hear the pastor of a church saying to
tho metwbers, or some of the members of another
church, “ Your church and ours should be one,”
it generally, if not always, moans your church
should lose ita identity and allow its membership
to be absorbed by my church.

‘While among the standard-bearers of the religious
parties to-day, there seems to be a desire for union,
it is only a seeming deare for union. Itis not a
willingness on the part of each and all to give up
thewr peculiarities and allow Christ, and Christ
alone, to rule through His word in their hearts,
lives and churches, but rather a desire on tho part
of each that all the others should comu to his plat-
form — Episcopalien, Methodiat, Presbyterian,
Baptiat, otc. But this, iustead of opeming the way
to Christian union or unity, just hedges more
offectunlly against it, Ha! says onw, ¢ They are
not goiog to make us all Presbyterians, Baptists or
Methudiats. Our Episcopal platform is the true
platform. Wo are the true church, with the true
Apostolic succession and ordination. I assure you
if there is a uniun at all, 1t must be on tho Epis-
copal platform.” And *¢so also say thoy all.”
Thus they hedge the way. Thus they sccure the
fences. Thus they destroy the possibility of the
prayer of tho blessed Jesus,—** Thar they all may
be made one,"—bewng assured as faras they havo
power so to do.

Thero nover can be unity among believers, nor,
in that hne, anything more than a sham —a make-
beliove—so long as the thirty-nino articles, ote.,
with the book of Common Prayor, and not the
Bible, rules the Protestant Episcopal church; whilo
that old, tottering standard, the ** Westminster
confession of faith,” and not the Bible, iz made
tho test of fullowship for mombers in the Presby-
terian church, and that to which ministors must
subsctiby when being inducred as ** shopherds™ of
congregations in the said church; while ¢* the book
of diecipline is mude tho standard of orthodoxy by
which the soundness of members and ministors is
tested in the DBlethodist shurch; whilo the door
into the commuuion - f the Baptist church is made
8o narrow that even ackngwledued Chnistians,
childron of G d aund heirs of heaven, whether bap-
tized or unbaptized, cannot find admittance, if not
ot the samo particular *‘faith and order,” with
names on a Baptist registor.

Before unity, or even a respectable union can be
obtained, all of these and whatovor olso oxists as
tests of fellowship, but which stand on human
authority alone, however large and respectable the
sect which puts it forth, must go ‘* to the moles
and to the bats,”— go into that oblivion to which
it rightfully bolongs and pormit the Bible and the
Bib)e alone—that which God has given to be ‘*a
lamp to our feot and a light to vur path,”—the
chart of life, to be alone tho test of fellowship, the
bond of union-—that by which we may be bound,
one to another, in Christian love and to Christ our
living head.

When, O when, will the time come in which
believers in the Lecrd Jesus Chrise may come
together in united offort, without the necessity of
each suppressing that which ho may hold most dear?
The time 1t which they will bo abla to keep the
unity of the spirit in the bond of peace, all being
able to say together, ¢ There is one body and one
spirit, even as you are called in one hope of your
calling; vne Lord, oue faith and one baptism; one
God and Fatber of all, whe is above all and through
all and in you all.”

When that time comes, there may bo union
(vnity) without jealousy, there may bo united
effort without solfishness; an effort to save souls,
without thinking of the narrow limits of our parti-
cular congregation. Then we may see mon and
women couverted to Christ and not to creed; and
the Christ apirit, and not the spirit of party ruling
evory life, and tho theme of Bethlohem's plains
finding glad fulfilment, in a song arising from
hearts onriched by brotherly kindness and charity,
« Glory to God in the highest, and on earth peace
and good will toward men.” 0.B. E.

Wo tind that men are degraded and degenorated
by the personal touch and sympathy of the indi-
vidual. To elevato them we must adopt the samo
method, Wo learn this leseon from the lifo of
Cbrist. His talk with the woman at the well
toaches us tho misaion of the Christian and the only
succossful manner of reaching and saving othors.
There 18 & wonderful uplifting power in tho per-
sonal influence of a friend, The writer when quite
young attended a protracted meeting, Ho listened
to the preacher and to the exhortations of the
brethren unmoved. Ove day while at work in tho
ghop, Bro. Setlif Minard, of blessed memory, camo
in and ontered into a pleasant porsonal conversation.
His interest and deep sympathy reached the heart.
Never will that visit and that conversation be for-
gotten.

‘The histary of every successful shurch is sufficient
to establish this fact, ¢ e¢., that personal coutact,
personal iofluence, and personal sympathy, is the
trne line of success. The writer was well acquain-
ted with a church that began with ounly seven dis-
ciples—four men and three women. They were in
the midst of the bitterest opposition. They went
to work in the fishing business, fishing for souls.
They studied the Baok and the nature of men and
became all things to all meu that they might catch
or win thewm to Christ. Wo give one case to illua-
trate their manner of work, A husband and wife
came into the meeting. They wors fond of singing.
The brethren caught on to this feature of their
nature at onca. A fow ovenings later the brothren
appointed a sing at one ¢f their homos. The hus-
band and wife were invited; they came. Later on
a sing was appointed at their own home; the breth-
ren wore there. They had a pleasant social time.
They were caught, They became very useful mam-
bers of the Church of Christ. That church soon
incroased from seven to seventy-tive without any

regular preacher. Other churches have been built
up in this way.

Let those dear brethren who have been worship-
ing the Lord ¢ lo these tnany years,” study the life
and example of Christ and tho nature of the people
with whom they live and the art of fishing, and
then lot them use their perzonal infiuence upon the
hearts of others, they will then scon see the salva-
tion of precious souls. We may well doubt our
own salvation if we are not using our own influence
for the good of others. Selest some une person or
mors, pray daily for thew, cowms in touch and aym-
pathy with them. Invite them to meeting and then
do what you cun to make the meeting pleasaut and
interesting; then and unly theu will the worship of
the Lord’s house be acceptabie and profitable, ‘The
abgence of this anxiety aud stronyg desire for the
salvation of man is a sure sign of spiritual Jdeath,
The wealth and worth and soundness of the church,
as well as the individual, must be.moasured by its
interest and anxiety fur the salvation of the world,
When a church ceases to use its personal influence
and contact with the world for its gnod and redemp-
tion, thon it becomos sick aud ueeds to take freely
of the heavenly peracription given in Rev. iii.

THE C'IIUIZC’II. IN HALIFAX.

Was there ever a church me ting in a ventod
hell that attained great and permanent success in
such quarters} The probabilitics are that few such
can be found. The members may be growing in
grace and knowledge and thus becoming better
fitted to enjoy the glories beyond; but tho church
has a duty to the world, it is to seek to save the
lost, and without coming in contact with them it
canuot fulfil its mission, It is almost impossible
to induce a large number of non-Christians to
attend religious meetings in a hall. And evea
should they come, it is nu easy matter to persuade
them to join the church. The bedy that worships
in such a place is always regarded as of no special
importance. There are no evidences of permanency,
and thoughtful peoplo who otherwise weuld come
in and work with the church aro kept back.

When the church in Halifax decided to build a
houso of its own, it showed its wisdom, It is not
quite a year since the subject was calmly cunsidered.
Bro. Hiram Wallace visited them and he urped
the importance of the step. Then Bro, H Murray
spont about two months with them, and he got the
church to do something dufinite. He urged them
on. And at last talk was transformed into action
and two lots wero purchased. A start was thus
made; and then having begun to build, they carriod
on the work to completion. During the progress
of the vnterprise thoy had the benefit of the wise
counsel of Bro. E. C. Ford, ho having visited them
on several occasions, The house has now been set
apart for divino service. An account of the opon-
ing will be found in another column.

In the last issue of THE CHRISTIAN you have an
accurate representation of the building. It is
situated on North streot and is in a portion of the
city that ie rapidly building up, and by a gcod
- class of pouple. No locality in the city would give
greater proapects for rapid and substantial growth,
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The house i3 the only placo of worship in that
vicinity.

It coat, including the lots, about St 500, and the
wondor with many is how it could bo built so
cheaply. It is furnished with pows (inished with
ash and arranged in somi-circles. The seating
capacity is abcut 320. Tt is lighted by electricity,
having tou incandescent lights, T'wo base burnors
sivo all the heat that is required. The platform is
large and is supplied with new furniture, consisting
of threo suitable chaira aud a cheap, but attractive,
stand. The baptistry is just behind tho pulpit,
and in the spring is to be connected with the water
system of the city. Two dressing rooms can be
opened out when required. When not neoded
they can be neatly folded against the wall, The

aim throughout has been to supply the house with
all neoded coavoniences, and at the same time to
practise the most 1igid economy. That they havo
succeeded in both directions no one acquainted
with the facts will be disposed to deny.

In building this housoe the brethren in Halifax
have combined faith and works. Thoy aro few in
number—not more than fifty, but they were will-
ing to do all in their power to provide themsolves
with a church home. They have done splendidly.
Their willingness to give up to, if not beyond, their
ability should commend them to the brotherhood
as worthy of genorous and prompt assistance.
They appealed to their brethiven in faith, and it
was not in vain, Many contributions have beon
received and acknowledged. But moroe are needed,
The church is meat anxious to wake a complete
success of this work, They havo gone too far to
think of going back. They aro determined to
sacrifice more for the sake of the cause of Christ in
the capital city of Nova Scotia, But when thoy
have done all tha: is in their power the final success
of the work will not be assured unless their brothren
como to their aid. Shall the work in Balifax prove
a failure? Nut if a loyal and consecrated brother-
houd supports the struggling band. Without this
support failure is not improbable. But it is too
lato now to sound s retreat; and we trust that the
many who have not as yet coutributed 1o this work
will seize upon this opportunity to secure for them-
selves the blessing that comes from giving,

Have there been failures in Halifax in the past!
Yes; that is freely admitted. But the brethren
there now were not responsible for them, The
causes of past failures do not now exist. This is
the first time the church has had a chance to im-
press Halifax as it should be impressed with the
grandeur of our plea for *¢ the restoration of primi-
tive Christianity in its doctrines, its ordinances
and its fruits.” The church is united in the bonds
of peace. There is an unvarying desire to sub-
ordinate all to the cause of Christ. The older
members have the suppurt of the younger ones,
and the younger ones are encouraged by their
olders. The work 18 now to be pushed. Special
services are to be held for several weeks. ‘Chen an
offurt is to be made to secure a man to give all his
tume to the work of building up the cause in the
city. This is needed. And if the church succeed~
in getting a worker, it will not be long til) they
will bo self-supporting, and then they wil! gladly
pay back to a generous brotherhood by giving to
those who, like theraselves, may be in need.
