The result came as a surprise to many McGill students, who
thought there would be a decisive victory for UGEQ over the
Canadian Union of Students. One dentistry student said, “Al-
though dentistry voted 12: 1 against UGEQ, 1 was surprised
due to the fact that CUS representatives were not allowed to
speak to undergraduates.” .

More than 7000 students voted. The majority was about 400
votes. ' i

A freshman remarked, “I think the paper (The Daily) was
completely biased. The editorial page sort of spilled over into

One student said the Daily carried editorials severely criti-
cizing the leader of the movement against UGEQ, last year's
student council president, Saed Mirza. ; ;

The anti-UGEQ movement published a pamphlet called
Resistance, “like the Daily, only the opposite line, and better
written.”

Students of New Brunswick Teachers College have voted
overwhelmingly in favour of the plan to pay for the new
Student Centre. The well attended poll showed over 75% of the

college in favour of paying $10

annually, for a number of years

equal to the time UNB and STU pay.
The Building Committee says it expects the period to be

about fifteen years.

87% of the freshman class approved the decision. The first
payment will be made in the fall of 1966.

“Death of a Salesman” is
the story of a time beaten
drummer who, as his son says
at his funeral at the end of
the play, “he never knew who
he was”. He had clung all his
life to a cheerful delusion
that he was a successful “big
man”. But when on the thres-
hold of old age, the hard facts
of existence make it almost
impossible for him any longer
to continue this self-decep-
tion, he cannot accept the
new picture of himself that
he is forced to see.

By means of flashbacks to

life, when the salesman Willy
Loman strutted boastfully in
his false beliefs about himself
the bitter story is told of his
mistake in trying “to get by
on a shoeshine and a smile”,
and of his anguished uncer-
. tainty  when he finds that

the significant incidents in his -

everything he had lived by is
false.

The success in all parts of
the world of this grim tale
has been ascribed to the fact
that many of the play's de-
tails reach into the lives of
all people:.. that everyone
recognizes in it at least some
of the things that give him
times of panic on sleepless
nights.

This tale of a victim with
a false code of success has
won the reputation of being
one of the most tearful plays
of our times — and the most
hard-boiled members of the
play’s audiences in New York
where it ran for over twenty
‘months have admitted that
they wept unashamedly. Yet
the play is also said to have
an abundance of humour and
“pecognition” touches that de-
light its audiences.

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New Brunswick
Education Laws

Could Mean
Trouble

The New Brunswick Government is undertaking to pass
some ‘revolutionary legislation, and it has urawn the attention
of observers across the country.

One of the major items on the list is intended to solve the
problems of education in New Brunswick. The Government
would like to have the same level of high scho«! education in
all parts of the province. This is an important decision, and we
are happy to see that there is so much interest in education in
the legislature.

But we have one fear, and that is, will the richer centres
have restrictions on the quality of the education they can offer?

One would imagine that this is the case, because the pro-
posed legislation includes provisions that there will be a pro-
vincial scale of salaries for teachers, which cannot be supple-
mented by local governments.

This is intended to improve educational facilities in poorer
parts of the province, which it will. But unless the province is
willing to bear the huge burden of salaries requi/ed by raising
salaries of rural teachers to the level of, say, Saint John, it will
mean only one thing: teachers in the ‘richer’ parts of the prov-
ince will have to endure either cuts in pay, or will have their
annual increment reduced.

Except for the patriotic few, who think it is worth this loss
of money to stay in New Brunswick, it will be impossible for
teachers to remain here. When they can be paid more in On-
tario or Quebec or the United States, there will be little reason
for teachers to undertake to sacrifice themselves in New Bruns-
wick. Competition will take its toll, and it will be many more
years before we have well-educated students here.

TAXES WILL RISE

This situation, of course, is intolerable, and the government
must have realized this. So the government must have made
provisions to raise the salary level of all the province’s teachers
to that of the highest in the province, or at least near it.

And to bear the weight of this increase, taxes will rise. We
hope it will not be the sales tax, because that hurts only the
poorer people. It will have to be the property taxes, and other
taxes which more-or-less reflect the financial level of the tax-

ayer.
. If sales taxes rise, many New Brunswickers will find them-
selves unable to cope with the prcblems of maintaining a home,
and they will leave for Ontario, which doesn’t want them. It
other taxes rise as well, a number of professional people, many
of whom are not very enthusiastic about living conditions in
the province as they are, will leave for greener pastures.

And so will University students tend to leave. New Bruns-
wick's greatest export will continue to be brains.

The Provincial Government has a lot to think about in this
session.

We must take an interest in the legislation, we must be
sure it is right for us, unless we plan to observe New Brunswick
from future homes across the country.
