THE ISLAND OP MONTllEAL

Is the largcst antl most fertile ÍBland belonging to Can-
ada, and.is generally considered as the garden of ihe
Lower Province. Its soii is in most parts excellent, ánd
it produces nearly every kind of grain, fruit and vegeta-
ble4n perfection. The general surface of the Island íh

leyel, withtheexception of the Mountain near the City

;

it i8, hov(reveí,^iiver8Ífied by áfeveral gentle ridges, having
a tendency from N. E. to S. W., virhich are designated
Coíeaux. Mqunt Royalrbr the Mountain, which over-
looks the Cijj^^onsÍHts of two distinct hills, between
which one^ofrthe le^ding avenuef into it passes. There
are roa^also by which the cireuit of eithér or both
mountáins can be made,and which, from the very beau-
tiful scenery they present, are favounte drives with the
tourist or seeker of recreation. The base of the Moun-
tain is adorned ynth many beautifúl villas, anU thechoic-
eat orchards of the whole island, or indeed of Lower
Canada, are, those which are«ituated around it, the fruit
being ofthe most delicious flavour,And greatest luxuriance
of yield.

being one cast expressly for this Church, which weigha
29,4'00 Ibs. Adjoining this Chyrch, a wing of the new
building for the Sfminary qf St. Sulpice Ls been
recently erectéd, and the plan, when completed, will

add greatly to the appearance of this part of the City.

Sr. Patrick's Church.—This largp and command-
ingedifice is built in the Gothic Style of th§ 15th century.

It slands upon an elevated site, and is one of the most
striking objects visible on approaching the City. The
extreme length is 240 feet, the breadth 90 feet, and the
height of the spire 22.5 feet. ' The interior is comfortably

fitted up, and there is reom to seat about 5,000 persons.

The other Roman Catholic Churches in the City are

:

St. James' or the Bushop's Church, on St. Denis
street, which is a very handsome building, capable of
seating aboul three thousand persons ; contiguous to this

Church, on St. Catherine street, is an éíe^nt Episcopal
residenoe recently erected for theRoman Catholic Bishop.

Thé Recollect Church on west Notré Ðame street,

and the Bonsecours Chdrch on St.. Paul street, are
commodious stone buildings, which will seat about 2000
persons each, ánd there are also Cbapels attached to the
different Nunneries, to the College on Collegef street, and
the Jesuit College on Bleury street.

There are several 'fine paintings by celebrated masters

in the Parish Church, and the Bishop's Church. And
also in the Chapels attached td the different Nunneries.

Its Schooi of Medicine bears a high reputation, and the
other departments are also in a rapidly progressive state

of iraprovement, under the able superintendenpe of the
Rev. Dr. Leach; the present Vice-principal, and pro-
fessor of Classicai Litérature and Ðivinity.

The Hioh School, on Belmont street, Beaver Hall,
is a beautíful stone building in the Tudor Style of Archi-
lecture. It is under the management of Mr. H. A.
Howe, assisted by several accomplished masters, and
