Religions  Indelligense,
Revival in South Africa.
In the Wesleyan Missionary Notices for
November we have gratifiying intelligence re-
specting the progress of the Work of God in
several stations of South Africa, We give ex-
tracts from two letters in our pleasent istue, re-
serving further sccounts for a future number : —

GRAHAM'S-TOWN,

Eatract of a Letter from the Rev, William J.
Davis, dated Graham's Town, Augu.vi 15th, 1866.
You will dcubiless have already heard from
some of the brethren <f this Distrios respecting
the gracious visitation of Gespe! blessing where-
with the great Head of the church hes vouch-
sefed to bless us in this country during the past
few months. The faithful of Christ's followers
bave for a long time been earnestly praying for
a revival of God’s work ; and when it was known
that one who had been so signally blessed in
California, and among the Methodist -churches
of Anqmlia, was about to visit this land, our
peoplé were led to pray yet more fervently for
the outpouring of the Holy Spirit; and all hearts
were filled with earnest longings, aud all minds
with expectancy, that he might be the instrument
employed by God for effzcting His own gracious
purposes in the conversion of sicners, and in
deepening His work in the hearts of believers.

On Mr. Taylor's arrival, the Ministers of the
Graham's Town Cirouits heartily co-operated
with him in the special services beld, and glori-
ous were the results which followed. Evex§
evening, and at mid-day aiso, the house of Gcd
was filled; at every service penitents ware par-
doned, and God’s people were stirred up afresh
to consecrate themselves more fully to His eer-
vice. In the Eoglish Circuit, more than two
bundred conversions have taken place, and some
of them of a very remarkable character; but as
the bretbren who labour in that Circuit will
doubtless give you full information as to the
work there, I will confine myself to a brief ac-
count of what has been effected in the native
Circuit, which is under my own care and super-
vision.

No movement took place smong the Kaffir
natives of Graham’s Town until the work of re-
vival bad been in progress for some weeks in the
English Circuit, and Mr. Taylor bad left the city
for King William’s Town. On Sunday even-
ing, the 10th of June, & most solemn feeling per-
vaded the congregation, and during the service
suppressed cries and deep sighs were from time
to time heard in our midst. At the close of the
sermon, I announced a prayer-meeting, and in-
vited all who were convinced of sin to come for-
ward to the communion-rail, that we might give
them suitable advice, and pray for them. Forty
individuals responded to the invitation, mostly
young persons, and ten found the bleesing of
pardon that night. Duwing the ensuing month,
we held ppecial services every day, and daily
there were added to the Lord many that were
saved. We have had some delightful fellowship
meetings, wherein many of the new converts
have borne testimony to the power of Divine
grace in delivering them from the power of dark-
ness, and translating them into the kingdom of
God’s dear son. The avowal of the conscious
possession of the favour of God, and the state-
ments of a work of grace on their hearts, have
been very cheering, and satisfactorily scriptarsl.

He
seems to have been sent to this colony at the very
period o! time when the work of God in most of
the Circuits in this part of the Lord's vineyard
hed reached such a point of Ppreparation and ex-
pectancy, that it only required the divinely-
qualified instrument to briog it to a crisis, and
to gatber in a vast harvest of precious souls.
Mr. Taglor, baviog visited Por Elizabeth,
Graham's-Town, and other localities, with won.
derful results, was invited to visit us at Fort
Beaufort, and Heald-Town. He did so June
15th to 20th. I need not say much about Fort
Beaufort, as it is Mr.. Wilson's Cireuit, and 1
have no doubt but be will send you full par-
tioulars of the wondrous work of God in that
place. I believe that during the series of ser-
vices held there some sixty souls professed to
bave “ found peace with God.” Although I at-
tended (hose services with my family, yet I will
pass on to give you more detailed accoants of
what has recently transpired a: Heald-Town }
and I cannot do this better then by copying a
few ex'iucts irom a hasty journal which I kept
of the eventa.
Tuseday, June 19¢b,~ What adey! Iknow
not how to record it. I never witnessed anv-
thing waich o reminded me of what is record-
ed of the Day of Pentecost ia the 2ad of Acts.
At 930 a. M., I started with Mr. Taylor for
Heald-Town. The people had already collected
in the chapel, and were engaged in an earnest
prayer-meeting. Mr. Taylor addressed them,
through an interpreter, from the words, “ But
ye shall receive power after that the Holy Ghost
is come upon you.” The effect was manifest.—
The truth told with wondrous power on the con-
gregation, At the close, those who were desir-
ous of seeking the Lord were exhorted to stand
up, and then to kneel round the communion
rails. About three hundred fell simultanecusly
upen their knees, among whom there was a con-
siderable number of Europeans, many of whom
bad come from Beaufort. There wis now a great
weeping. At first all seemed chaos and confu-
sion. Even the native Local Preachers and
Class Leaders were confounded; and it was
some time before I could get them into working
order. , The first paroxysm of excitement hav-
ing subsided, the native ngents distributed them-
selves all over the chapel, speaking to, aud pray-
ing with, the penitents. The distress of some
souls was extrenely great, but after awhile one
after another entered into the liberty of the child-
ren of God, passing from the excess of grief to
the excess of joy. The scene was indescribable,
at first one and then another rose to praise God,
with eyes sparkling, and countenance beaming
with joy, and tears flowing in copious streams
from their eyes. One exclaimed, * Satan is
conquered ! Satan is conquered ! Satan is con-
quered !”  Another, a very old woman, Jifted her
eyes and hunds toward heaven, and excleimed,
for five or ten minutes, at the top of her voice,
“Heis boly! Heis holy! He is holy!” A
very old man, who had been in an agony of dis-
trese, when set atliberty, exclaimed, My Father
bas.set me free! My Father has set me free |
My Father bas set me free !” These are merely
specimens. We were five hours hard at work ;
and, st the cloee, oue hundred and forty persons
professed to have obtained a sense of the par-
doning love of God.
Thureday, 21st.—Returned to Heald-Town in
company with Mr. Taylor: a great number of
Europeans following us from Fort Beaufort.—
The chapel was crowded to excess. Mr. Taylor
preached a very searching and powerful sermon

General Hhiscellanp.
‘ Literary Originality.

Originality, as ic is called, is, in popular esti-
mation, a first merit in a writer ; but then orig-
inality muy either attract or repel. In itself
criginality is not necessirily a merit, The color-
blind man is oiriginal in & world of men gifted
with normal powers of vision. To a sane indi-
dividual there is nothiog more frightfully orig-
inal than the seethiog brain of s lunstic or mad-
Our dreams are more original thau our
waking moments, but they are, on the whole less
wise, Tbe feeling of strangeness with which
one occasionally, for the firet t/me peruses a book
does not usually go for much. It is frequently
the mere foreign looking husks and wrappings
of the matter—the wampum-bejt and scalp-tuft
of the Pawnee Indian, the bear and snow shoes
of the Esquimaux—rather than the matter itself.
The highest beauty does not dazzle at first, it
frequently seems a simple plsioness, The wri-
ters who strike you as original are never origi-
nal enough, just as the man who strikes you as
cunniag has not been cunning enough to hide
his cunning.” All the colors sleep in & beam of
pure white light. The generations of books are
like the generations of men, the one begets the
other, and not unfrequently the features of an
ancestor recur in a descendant of to.day. Ab-
solute originality, even were it possible, would
be of no effect. An absolute original book would
resemble the sceneryof the moen. It would be
s world without an atmosphere. In reading
such a book one would be raft away from the
mighty aids of association and use and want. In
the sense of newness andjstrargeness Australia
is the most original country on the planet, and
it is the least interesting. In the same sense
Asia aud Europe are the least original and the
most interesting. The strange kangaroo of the
one continent is nothing to the homely sparrow
of the other, which has been man’s companion
and chirped on his thatch during six milleniume.
In poetry the gaudy parrot is as mothing with
the brown lark. It is astomishing, when one
reflects upon it, to what few and simple root
ideas the entire poetry of the world may be trac-
ed. Iam, I was, Ilove, I hate, I"suffer, ] am
glad, I must die—tLese lie at the bottom cf all
song. After the death ot Abel, the first family
had pretty nearly gone the round of all possible
experience. la the primodal elements of human
experience there is nothing trite—except to the
trite ; and the only faithful originality comes out
of on entire and noble apprehension of
those primordinal elements, and the man
wi o can to thet noble spprehension give musi-
cal utterance is a poet and a soffiiently original
one, too; for all purposes. The generation of
singing-birds pass, but the music of the spring
mornings goes on, although it has hardly chang-
ed anote since Adam. Originality is not a
thing which 2 man can put on like a cloak to
masquerade in. It is, if we have it all, the pare
outcome of his personality—the clear unobscur-
ed, uncbstructed utterance of his pature—that
which is to himself eBecial and peculiar, like the
tone of his voice aud the play of his features, an
undefinabie something of which he is in the most
profound unconscioustes:, but by which he is
recognisable and is set apart from otber
men. Thus it comes about that the oxigimlt
man is the least conscious of being original.
A=d the undefinable something which sets a man
epart from Lis fellows is the most valuable
thing in the world; itis absolutely priceless,

It was prob:bly a request
that ahe would sing Highland Mary again. At
any rate the minstrel broke forth with that old
byma of love divine, and poured ber whole soul
ioto it. Each note seem:d to float winged into
the moonlight; every noise was hushed along
the street, and the very surging of the Frith
seemed to pause.

** As she went on, many a lear must have been
bora in silence, and many a heart thrilled. When
it was over, nearly every one cams forward with
hiaor hes tribute ; even the children with theit
balf-pence  Throughout the country the old bal-
lad tunes and the music of Burns are still sung
with accuraoy and feeling oy the working people.

The Signature of the Cross.

The signature of the cross is confined in our
day to those unable to write their own name;
and it is inferred very naturally that when it was
almost universal centuries ago, it indicated a de-
plorable ignorarce among all classes of people
But an exchange takes exception to this opinion,
and says: ‘“ How many of these who daily see
X appended to a document of those who are up-
sble to write, ever take the trouble to discover
its signification? The mark that persons un-
able to write are required to make finstead of
their signature, is the sign of the cross ; and this
practice, having been formerly followed by kings
and nobles, is constantly referred to as an
instance of the deplorable igndrance of the arci-
ent timés. This mark is not, however, invaria-
ble proof of such ignorance anciently, The use
of this mark was not confined to illiterate per-
sons, for amongst the Saxons the mark ol the
cross, as an attachment of the good faith of the
persons signing, was required to be attached to
the signature of those who could write, as wel;
a8 to stand in the place of the signature of those
who couid not write.

*In those times if a man oould write, or even
read, his knowledge was considered proof posi-
tive or presumptive that he was in hcly ordere.
The word * clericus,’ or clerk, was synonymous
with penman ; and the laity or people, who were
not clerks, did not feel any necessity for the use
of the letters. The ancient use of the cross was
therefore universal, alike by those who could and
those who could not write; it was, indeed, the
symbol of an oath from its holy association, and
generally its mark. On that eccount Mr. Charles
Knight, in his notes to the Pictorial Shakspeare,
says the expression of * God save the mark,’is
a form of ejaculation approaching the character
of an oath.

“ TLis phrase occurs three or four times in
the plays cf Shakepeare ; but hithertoit has been
left Ly the commentators in its original ob-
scurity. With those associations clusteriog
round it, the sign of the cross should not be
made a subject for ridicule, but rather be treat-
ed as having important meaning when appended
to a document, being at once a tignature and
sffirmation to the truth of what is there written.”

Depths of the Sea.

The soundings effzcted with reference to the
new trans-Atlantic cable have enabled compari-
sons to be made of the different depths of the
sea. Generally speaking, they are not of any
great depths in the neighborhood of continents ;
thus, the Baltic, between Germany and Sweden,
is only 120 feet deep; and the Adriatic, between
Venics and Trieste, 130 feet. The greateat depth
of the channel between-Framcs and England does
not exceed 300 feet ; while to the south-west of
Ireland where the sea is open, the depth is more
than 2000 feet. The seas to the south of Eu-
rope are much deeper than those in the interior.
In the narrowest part of the straits of Gibraltar
the depth is only 1000 feet ; while a little more
to the Eaat it is 3000 feet. Oa the coast of
Spain the depth is nearly 6000 feet. At 250
miles South ofj Nantucket (South of Cape Cud)
no bottom was found at 7000‘_“. The great-
est depths of all are to be met with in the SBouth-
ern Ocean. To the West of the Cape of Good
Hope, 16,000 have been measured; snd to the
West of St. Helena, 37,000. Dr. Young esti-
mates the average depth of the Atlantic at 25,
000 feet, and of the Pacifio at 20,000 feet.

Charms.

Annual Meeting of the Evangelical Alliance—

Ritualism— Colenso— Relation between Masters

Our autumnal Missionary Meetings have
recently been inaugurated by the long-famed
Leeds Anniversary. This is quite a festal occa-
sion among our Leeds people; “old men and
maidens, young men and children” anticipating
its approach, and entering heartily into its
various services.

The social gathering at our vencrable friend’s
at Allerton Hall, a noble mansion about three
miles in the country, forms a very pleasant and
no less important feature of the Anniversary.
Mr. Smith, long known and esteemed in Metho-
dist circles, and a gentleman held in deserved
repute in his own town of Leeds, is accustomed
to invite a number of friends to meet the Depu-
tation at breakfast. Short, heart-stirring ad-
dresses are afterwards delivered, and contribu-
tions to be given at the varnous meetings during
the week, are successively announced. I have
bad the privilege more than once of being pre-
sent at this annual festjval, and have admired
the beautiful blending of the social and religious
element which it has presented. The congre-
gations at the public services were large, and
although the financial results were not equal to
some former years of special effort, the spiritual
tonc scems to have been throughout of a truly
hallowed character. One of the principal
speakers. was our universally beloved President,
the Rev. William Arthur. Ile read extracts
from intelligence received of the glorious revival
of religion at several of our South Africah Mis-
sion Staticns, to which I briefly referred in my
last communication. These statements, together
with Mr. Arthur’s own pertinent and powerful
comments told with most happy effect. We
have seldom in our Missionary history had in-
stances of such remarkable visitations of divine
grace, as those recorded in this month’s Mission-
ary Notices; and no doubt they will have a
favourable influence on the meetings which, at

this season ¢f the year, are held in town and
village all over the country.

The last month has been fruitful in represen-
tative gatherings of some of our principal
religious bodies. The Established Church Con-
gress met in the ancient city of York, within the
shadow of the venerable minster. It wasa large
and influential assembly, includiog bishops and
clergy, with peers of the realm, barristers-at-law,
and other laymen. Aftera sermon by the Arch-
bishop of Canterbury, the Archbishop of York,
as President, delivered the opening address, and
a very able and comprehensive utterance it was.
Among other topics which came under the con-
sideration of the Congress, were the authority

a paper on the subject by the Bishop of Ripon;
and Female Ministrations, brought on by the
Earl of Devon. The Earl's paper raised the
question of sisterhoods, now largely patronized
by the Romish party in the Church of England.
Dr. Howson, a man of great learning, judgment,
and: moderation, lamented that in some places
sisterhoods were ass&xing a Popish form, being
associated with the confessional. The remark
fell like a spark on tinder, lighting up a flame
of exciiement which the Archbishop, though
armed with so much personal and official autho-
rity, had great difficulty in cooling down. The
ritualists present were passionately indignant,
that one of their favourite institutions should
have been thus spoken against. At a subse-
quent sitting of the Congress, these same gentle-
men so hissed and hooted at an offence offered
to their Romish sensibilities, that the Archbishop
actually declared he would lcave the Chair if
they did not behave better. A working men’s
meeting was held in connection with the Con-
gress, and addresses were delivered on some
peintsof social economics by men of distinguished
name both in Church and State.

The annual meeting of the Congregational
Union has been held at Sheflicld. A carefully
prepared paper on “ [he best methods of con-
ducging public worship,” led to a lengthened
discussion, in which some advocated the intro-
duction of liturgies, while others strongly con-
tended, that in churches accustomed golely to
extemporary praygh, such a change would be
simply an indication of spiritual weakness. The
venerated and highly gifted Thos. Binney said,
‘Friends, if we are in the spirit of devotion, if
we have the life of God within us, and if we go
and pour out our, hearts with the people and
for the people, we shall be able so to conduct the
supplications and|prayers of the Church, that
the people accustqmed to that mode of worship,
would turn away from the idea of any liturgy
or any form of prayer whatever, if we have
only the spirit to do our work as we ought to
do it.” His remarks elicited a most :
sponse of approval.

The same subject occupied the attention of
the Baptist Union of Great Britain and Ireland,
which held its session in Liverpool. One of the
leading minisers of the Body read a paper on
the subject,in which he remarked : “ Something
might be said for a liturgy; but it has L‘«cﬁ
settled by the fecling ot our congregations, that,
on the whole, frec worship was more profitable
than that conducted with the help of a liturgy.”

The ritualistic eongroversy is every week
assuming a more serious aspect, and matters
are doubtless rapidly hastening to a crisis. A
new cdition of the “ Directorium Anglicanum”
has been published, a work which is devoted to
instruction with reference to Church ceremonics.
Positively one can scarcely believe that such a
book cam have proceeded from a clergyman of
the Reformed Church of England! Minute de-
scriptions are given about the shapé and orna-
mentation of the priests’ dresses, particularly
the euchristic vestments of alb, girdle, stole, and
“mystic chasuble.” Velvet, satin, and silk of
various colours, adorned with rich embroidery
and even jewels, are among the materials to be
used ; and descriptions are given how to work
up these in such an arrangement of artistic style
as to “tell with surprising effect and richness.”

A powerful leader in the 7imes recently pro-
tested against this treacherous mimicry of
Romish ritualisin, and one of the ablest and most
influential writers for that paper, “S. G. 0,”
deals in a very outspoken mar ner with the ques-

Then there is the ratioaaljstic element inflict-
ing injuries of another kin, The partizans of
this movement will be encouraged by a recent
triumph ot Bishop Col::nso. Your readers may
remember that some eighteen months ago the
trustees of the Colonial Bishoprics’ Fund, one
of whom was Mr. Gladstone, the late Chancellor
of the Exchequer, withheld the grant usually
made to the Bishop of Natal. Colenso threw
the case into Chancery, and last Tuesday Lord
Romilly gave judgment to the effect that the
plaintiff is slill Bishop of Natal, and as such is
entitled to the salary. The defendants are
moreover condemned in the costs of the suit.

For some time the relaticn between manufac-
tarers and their workpeople; has been in an un-
eatisfictory condition. Strikesin varicus trades
have followed each other in rapid and ruinous
succession, both masters and men sustain severe-
ly heavy losses, while mutual distrust has pro-
duced an estrangement of fe«:ling greatly to be
deplored. Workmen on all h ands are demand-
ing higher wages and shorte.r hours, and em-
ployers are resisting these demands as both
unreasonable and impracticable. Some firms
are attempting to remedy the evil of this state
of things by the proposal to divide year by year
a portion of their profits with the operatives. It
is thought that a community of interest between
employers and employed will thus be created,
and the movement is welcomed as a likely solu-
tion of a great social problem.

The recent calamitous fire at Quebec has ex-
cited much sympathy in this couutry. A public
meeting was held in London on Saturday for
the purpose “of raising a relief fund. Three
banking firms gave £500 each, and before the
close of the meeting several thousand pounds
were promised, and also several thousand
blankets,

Last week the Pope delivered an Allocution,
in which he declares the acts of the Italian Go-.
vernment, in the suppression of the religious
orders and the secularization of ecclesiastical
property, to be null and void. He also protests
against the project of making Rome the capital
of the new kingdom, declaring that the temporal
power of the Holy See is necessary to the integ-
rity of the spiritual power. Well, the anxiously
anticipated day is close at hand, so we nced not
speculate.

Canadian Correspondence.
Fenian trials in 1oronto—Three convicted, JSour
acquitted—1he Republicans and the Fenians—
(,'Ljnh’nary Services—Division and Confeder-
ation of Conference—Political Confederation
—Dr. Ryerson—Late Rev. G. F. Playter,
The Fenian trials -in Toronto—Judge Johri
Wilson presiding—bave now occupieed eight
days of the candid attention of the court, and
bave filled no small space of the publc mind.
The excitementis now much abated although
true bil's have been found against several more
of this godly fraternity of cut-throats. Colonel
Lynch, Priest McMahon, and a man named
William Slavin, have been found guilty and sen-
tenced to be hung on thel3th prox. Four have
been acquitted, Rev. D. F. Lumsden, formerly
Rector of Trinity Church, Syracuse, Patrick
McGrath, Benjamin Parry, and Daniel Drum-
mond—the last was accjuitted yesterday. Parry
is aboy of 17 summers; he came from Cincin-
nati; his mother wasin court and took him home
afler his acquittal.  McGrath, though acquitted
of felony, is retaineci, and, being a British sub-
ject, may be tried for trcason. This however is
not probable. The acquittal of Lumsden has
created some surprise ; ‘and among the genuine
Fenian circles no small increase, if increase be
possible, of bluster and blasphemy, The evi-
dence against McMahon was conclusive, not
against Lumsden. No person can read the evi-
dence in the case of the latter without arriving
at the conclusion that had the jury rendered a
verdict ot guilty in his case, they would have
been prejudiced by the result of the two preced-
ing trials. Among the evidence for h's defence
were Dr. James Fuller, senior warden of Trin-
ity Church, Syracuse ; Rev. G. H. Hill, Rector
of St. Paul’s Church, Syracuse—and formerly
class mate of the prisoner, in Hartford College.
Another evidence for Lumsden was his Bishop—
Coxe, of Buflalo, from whose testimony it is evi-
dent that the prisoner Lad ruired his character
by drunkenness, also the Rev. Mr. Greenham,
Rector of Fort Erie-—who with his wife was
taken prisoner by the Feniangand Dr J.S. Trow-
bridge, of Buftalo, who it appears came over for
the fun of seeing the fight. I this case the jury
was out nearly two hours. The evidence against
Lynch was most conclusive. He admittcdc with
thankfulness, just before the awful sentence was
passed on hir.n, that he had received a fair and
honourable trial. Nothing can be more equit-
able and honourable than the course pursued in
each case. His Lerdship Judge John Wilson is
one of our youngest Judges. He is firm, fear-
less, just and kind. The counsel for the crown

The following letter from the notorious Mike
Murphy was received by a legal gentleman here,
yesterday. It will be observed that Mike ex-
'presses a very low opinion of Fenian ]n.-islnfxeu,
and seems to have materially altered his views
regarding the ‘ liberation of Ireland.”

Brrravro, Nov. 7, 1866.

« S1r,—The Fenians, Irish-like, I am almost
ashamed (as an lrishman,) have adhered, to
their enemies. Now, 1 wish to propose a pl‘an
to end all this trouble for you in Canada. Get
together all your Fenian prisoners and take
them to the American line, and set t.hem over,
with a warning that to be caught again that will
end the matter at once. Those people might
have made you trouble if they bad gone with
the Union party. They bave gone, as they al-
ways have, with enemiee, and now will have to
get their help from them, and little can they get
trom them—all they want ot them is thelr'votcs,
and now they know they can have them in any
event. So they will give them no aid to their
schemes to invade your country, for they see
they can only go there against the Republicans,
as they have always done. My countrymen,
I am sorry to say profess they love liberty, but
still go for the party which does not love it. They
do not understand the meaning of the word. In
fact, they do not know what they want if they
did, they know not how to realize it. There
will be an end of Fenian troubles here and else-
where, you will see ; so, let go your prisoners,
and the only thing which will give the agitators
anything to agitate about will be gone. All
wiil conclude that it is best tor Ireland to re-
main under the control of England, as they have
not sense to control themselves.

The division of Conference and confedeéra-
tion of it when divided, occupies much attention.
The last Guardian you will bave noticed, con-
tains with others two able papers from the pen
of the venerable the Rev. John Ryerson. We
do not like to separate into annual Conferences,
but we see no escape from it. Those opposed
now admit that time will compel us to divide.
Political confederation we look upon as a fore-
gone conclusion, notwithstanding the long and
feeble protest of the Canadian “ Rouges,” and
the inconsistent opposition of your own Mr,
Howe. We have some fears lest the delegates
should tamper with onr School Bill, concerning
which the Upper Canadian press, of all shades,
expresses itself most strongly.

One of our venerated superannusted ministers,
the Rev. G. F.jPlayter, died duringthe present
month. He was an Eng ishman, but entered
the ministry in Western Cauada in 1833. He
was Editor or the Christian Guardian in 1844,
and "45. He published one volume of the His-
tory of Canacian Methodism, and had a second
volume in preparation. He was an amiable and
excellent brother. As‘a preacher calm and in-
tellectual ; as a writer, instructive and reliable.
It is hoped that some powerful pen will be em.
ployed in perfecting so important and necessary
an undertaking.

Dr. Ryefson is on the eve of another journey
to Europe in the interests of our Educational
Institutions, to which he has devotad so earnest-
ly and succesfu'ly some of the best years of his
active liter His visit this time has special refer-
ence to a Provincial Institution for the Deaf and
Dumb.

Methodism and the Church of
England.

“ It appears that the Church Congress, not-
withstanding the preponderance of solemn de-
corum which may be presumed to give stability
to its centre of gravity, was on Wedresday week
visited by a viclent movement of oscillation.

“ Earl Nelson, it seems, in a paper on * Lay
agency in the Church’s work,” had expressed his
opinion that the time had now arrived for the re-
union with’ the Established Church, if not of
other Dissenters, at least of the Wesleyan
Methodists. His lordship went on to say that
Wesleyans were bound, by their founder’s teach-
ing, rot to hold services ia Church hours, but
themselves to o't nd the services of the Church.
This called up Cinon Durnford, who argued that
the ““members of that sect (the Wesleyan) were
89 decided in *Leir principles that any re-union
was impossible without some special act of Pro-
vidence” ‘The Caton went on to allege some
points of ersential end incurable antagonism be-
tween the .principles of Wesleyan Methodism
and those of the Ciurch of England. From first
to last Cunon Durnford, although it is plain he
knows more of Wesleyan Methodism than most
in the Congress, seems to have spoken amidst
contradiction and excitement, * No, no,” was
shouted by some in ¢pposition to his aesertions .
and others, who agreed with him re sponded tc;
h’s appeals ; until an uproar arose, which com-
pelled the archbishop to interpose, s I have de-
scribed.

“ Now, it seems strange, in face of the re-
peated, and detailed, and most authoritative con-
tradictions of all Wesleyans themselves who have
written cr publicly spoken on this subject, that
such delusions as those in which Earl Nelson in-
dulges should still continue. It seems still more
strange that, in the face of what has lately been
published in & volume by one of the most dis-
tinguisked of living Wesleyan Ministers, there
should have been no one in Congress prepared,
with more intelligence and authority than Canon
Durzford, to correct Earl Nelson. The truth
seemao be that the church journa!s have studi-
ously ignored Dr. Rigg’s volume —¢ “seays for
the Times on Ecclesiastical and Soeial Subjects”
—because it gives the death-blow to a dear and
long-cherished delusion, out of which the politi-
cal representatives of the Church of Eogland
have been accustomed to make some capital.—

Judicial Testimony.

The late Rowland Burr, Esq., who was for
nearly twenty years, Justice of the Peace and
Jail commissioner at Toronto, in & statement to
the Canadian Parliament, said that nine out of
ten of the male prisorers, end nineteen out of
twenty of the femtle, ar~ sent to jail by intoxi-
cating liquors. He exzmined neerly 2000 pri-
soners in the jails of Canada, two-thirds of whom
were males, and nearly all signed a petition for
a Maine Liquor Law, many of them stating that
the only hope of being saved fcom ruin was to go
where intoxicating liquors could rot be obtained.
In four years there were 23,000 of prisoners in
the Canadian jails, 22,000 of whom werec brought
there by intoxicating liquors. He kept & record
of the liquor dealers of a §ingle street in Toron-
to, 100 in number, for 54 years past., In thece
families there have been 214 drunkards, 45 wi-
dows and 235 orphans leli, 44 sudden deaths,
31 suicides, 203 premature deaths by drunken-
ness, 4 murders, 3 executions, 1915 years of
human life estimated t.» have been lost by druck-
enners, and a loss of property once owned in real
estate emounting to $298,500.

Milk in Winter.

Very few articles that are used for fuod acd
more to the comfort and conveniesce of a family
thao an abundact supply of gcod milk. Every
man who has & fsmily of children, and regards
their hesitbfulness as he ought ; every man whe
has to furnish a kitchen with the materials for s
succession of comfortable or luxurious repasts
in the dining room, nesds a supply of milk ; and
the only way to have it when you wish it, to have
it fresh and in its unwatered purity, ie to keep
acow or cows. Many are so situsted as to ren-
der it impracticable to keep 2 cow; and many
others are so careless of the wants and comforts
of their families that they fail to make provis-
jon for the milk that could be so profitably and
healthfully used. Even where a cow ia own-
ed, 8o little care is used in fesding and milkiog
that the supply is very small in comparisoc with
what it might be. In winter a cow needs shel-
ter, an abundanee of milk-producing food, a free
use of the curry-comb, and a generous supply of
litter for bedding. Many a faithful animal that
bas done all she could under the circumstances,
would greatly astonish her owner with her ex-
traordinary performances in the milk line, if she
oculd only bave the care and food she deseives.
A man in search of a cow thit would farnish him
with milk during the wiater, purchased one of a
neighbor that was recommended as culy moder-
ately good for miik. Abundance of good food,
treatment and regularity iu milking soon deve-
loped unknown excellencies); and to the surprise
of tte purchaser, and the astonishment of her
former owner, she proved to be one of the best
in the region. It aiways pays-to feed well A
certain amount of food is necessary to sustain
life, and if that only is furnished, the result is—
no milk. A cow is merely « ‘ miik machige,”
and if a large amount of miik is desired, a large
amcunt of the material for mitk must be eupplied
to the machine. After a cow has appropriated
to ber own use enough to sustain the vitsl func-
tions, the surplus is cunverted into milk ; and
the more extra food a cow eats and digests, the
greater will be the retyrn she will make in milk,
if she is a good cne.

6., which includes
Bonusus to the amount of £5,138. | 7. 1, has
been paid to the representatives of deceased
assurere, ‘The number of persons thus decsased
is 152, and is under the average provided for by
the Society’s Tables. The total Cisims paid
from the establishment of this Scciety is £405,-
022. 16.

'The balance of rec«ipts over disbursements
at the.end of the year is £56,783 18s 9d—this
has been added to the Insurance Fund, which
now amounts to £647,029 17s 2d, invested on
mortgage of Real Property, Governmeunt erd
other Securities. To be able to pay all claims,
meet all expenscs, and at ths same time to crente
such s Fund, shows the proeperous nature of
the business, and the secure basis on which the
Society rests. -

The Directors have reluctantly deciined 131
Proposals ; this has been dope after careful ex-
amination. The policy acted upon from the first
has been one of prudence, and the Directors
have chiefly regarded the permanent welfare of
the Society by avoiding unusual risks.

Trtese results have been attained by esrnest
and vigorous exertiun ; the competition existing
among well-established offices, together with the
formation of new Companies, has scarcely afizcted
the STAR, nor is it likely so to do It has attain-
ed strength ; it is, moreover, associated with a
Religicus Society which has consolidation, in-
fluence, and vitslity.
