The official report issued 
to-day says that the battle is proceeding and that satisfactory progress 

is being made.
The British completed the conquest of the village of Trescault and 

gained the greater part of Havrincourt wood.
The announcement followed: "
“We attacked at dawn this morning on a wide front on both banks 

of the River Scarpe. Fighting is proceeding and our troops are making 

satisfactory progress.
“South of the Bapaume-Cambrai road we captured the remainder of 

the village of Trescault during the night and gained possession of the 
greater part of Havrincourt wood.”

Paris, April 23.—Heavy artillery fighting continues along the front 
of the French offensive, the war office announces. East of Craonne 
the Germans, after a fierce bombardment, grouped detachments for an 
attack. French guns replied effectively and prevented the attack.

Notifica­
tion of his expected arrival was'only 
received at the soldiers’ Aid Com­
mission shortly before ten o’clock, 
and immediately a strong deputation 
was assembled to do honor to him 
who has faced death on the battle 
field, and has twice been wounded.

He was met at the Grand Trunk 
depot, and preceded by the brass 
band of the 215t.h Battalion, a pro­
cession of ten or twelve automobiles 
paraded down Mark'ei street, to the 
Market Square, where an official 
civic welcome was conveyed to Capt.

. Cornelius'^ by Mayor Bowlby, who
I explained that he felt a double in­

terest in one, who, previous to his 
enlistment, had been a neighbor. 
“I take off my hat to any returned 
hero” declared Mayor Bowlby, as an 
evidence of his respect for our sol­
diers coming back from overseas. 
Aid. Dowling expressed his pleasure 
at the return of one who had been so 
popular and well known to the citi­
zenry of Brantford, and paid a tri­
bute to the mother and sisters who 
had waited in suspense for so long. 
He thought that the large burden of 
anxiety that had been borne by them 
was a proud attribute, and was de­
serving of recognition. He there­
fore called for cheers which were 
heartily given. Mr. A. G. Olive who 
was an active associate of Capt. Cor­
nelius in church work, spoke briefly, 
extending on behalf of the church in 
which he had been organist, a cheer­
ful welcome back to their midst. He 
hoped for a speedy convalescence of 
his friend.

Mr. W. F. Cockshutt, who had 
been a close neighbor of Capt. Cor­
nelius, "before the latter’s departure 
for overseas, stated that lor many 
years he had known Mr. Cornelius, 
and had fully appreciated his serv­
ices to the community. He was. 
however, glad that Capt. Cornelius 
had been to the front, experienced 
the brunt of the fighting, and had 
once more returned to join 
friends. Without exception the men 

that had left 
acquitted themselves 

well on the fields of Europe, and 
while he did not wish to individuiize, 
Mr. Cockshutt thought that none 
had accomplished better results than 
the 58th, who had been early in the 
fray, and were still actively engaged 
therein. Mr. Cockshutt regretted ex­
ceedingly that in discharging 
duty, Capt. Cornelius had suffered 
wounds, but expressed the hope that 
the refreshing air of bis native city 
might exert a beneficial effect and 
might once again restore health. In 
fighting the Empire's battles, L__ 
speaker was aware that Capt. Cor­
nelius had seen and spoken to many 
Brantford boys who will not come 
back crippled or in any other way,

Heavy Fighting \
Cheng-Tu, China, Apri 23—Fierce 

fighting has broken out in the streets 
here between the Sze-Chuen and 
Yunnan troops. The outbreak is the 
climax to the friction between the 
two parties which has steadily in­
creased since Yunnanese forces en­
tered Cheng-Tu last April. The dir­
ect cause of the explosion was the 
attempt of the military governor of 
Sze-Chuen, who is a Yunnanese, to 
disband the provincial troops and 
strengthen his grip on the province.

The fighting started on Wednes­
day night and" continued all u-xt day 
and night. Many houses were 
burned and trenches and barricades 
were constructed by both parties. 
The British. French and Japanese 
consuls, at much personal risk have 
succeeded in arranging an armis­
tice, but the situation is still crit­
ical. All foreigners are safe so far.

Cheng-Tu is the capital of the 
province of Sze-Cheun. It has a 
population estimated at 800,000, 
and it is the seat of eight American 
and British missions.

Two Brit­
ish boats engaged them, sinking two 
and perhaps three of the 
boats, according to the official 
nouncement, and putting the rest to 
flight. Over 100 Germans were saved 
by the British from the two destroy­
ers sunk, and the bodies of 
thirty others have been brought in 
by trawlers.

London, April 22—The British 
hospital ships Donegal and Lan- 
franc with many wounded aboard, 
have been torpedoed without warn­
ing. They were stink on April 17. 
Of those on the Donegal 29 wounded 
men and 12 of the crew are missing. 
The Lanfrane carried German woun­
ded as well as British. Of those 
aboard 19 British and 15 Germans 
are believed to have perished.

The placing of Germans on hos­
pital ships which do not carry the 
characteristic signs is one or the 
methods of reprisal decided upon by 
the Britisli Government because ot 
the unwarned sinking of these boats 
of mercy.

The Secretary of the Admiralty is­
sued the following statement :

“On the evening of .April 17 the 
steamships Donegal and Lanfrane, 
while transporting wounded to Brit­
ish ports, were torpedoed without 
warning.

Of these 29 men, as well as 12 of 
the crew, are missing, and are pre­
sumed to have been drowned.

“The Lanfrane, in addition to 234 
wounded British officers and men, 
carried 167 wounded German pris­
oners, a medical personnel of 52 
and a crew of 123.

There are many sorts' of messes 
at the front and behind it. 
is the mess dienified of the corps or 
the division where the "brass caps,” 
if lucky, may have table covers, in­
itialled napkin rines, an electric bell 
to summon the xvaiter. the morning's 
Times to furnish material for after 
dinner conversation and for environ­
ment nerhans the salle-a-manger of 
some fine old house that has been 
left unin in red by strange oversight 
of the barbarians during their tem­
porary occupation, or has been hit 
in a few non vital snots by projee- 
tiles. The facade of one place where 
the afternoon tea habit is now be­
ing cultivated is pierced in but 
snot by a shell. The result is much 
like that produced ih the fact of an 
otherwise charming lady by the ab­
sence of a front tooth.

That particular shell pursuing its 
study of the interior dropped 
the dining room and did so little 
damage there that the beautiful old 
Chinese pqttery in. a case on the 
wall remains undisturbed. The glass 
in the windows of the room has been 
criss-crossed with strips of naner so 
that it will not be broken by the vi­
bration of artillery fire.

Under such conditions an officers’ 
mess is rather a pleasant placo even 
when the enemy with entile lack of 
consideration, is sending over “big 
stuff” at dinner time, thus forcing 
the gentlemen just hack from leave 
who is telling of what he had to eat 
at the Savoy last night under the 
food regulations, to raise his voice 
unduly, when he declares that the 
mess chef, a pastry cook in civilian 
life will soon have the London fel­
lows “beaten to it.”

But it would be doing wrong to the 
‘Brass caps’ of the staff to leave the 
reader in ignorance of the fact that 
most of them havfe had experience 
of life in the trenches and know the 
difference between paradise and no 
man’s land.

By way of contrast with the digni­
fied mess behind the lines, here is 
a rough sketch of another close up 
tO'The front. The mess fbortlTs hn 
iron hut of circular form hid in an 
excavation on the side of a hill. His­
toric ground lies all around. There 
are but two officers in this isolated 
artillery post, the nearest to the ene­
my and in the mud floored, sand­
bag roofed hut they direct the opera­
tions of their battery as well as 
eat. A single candle stuck on an 
empty cigarette case gives a faint 
light which is augmented in honor of 
the visitor to the mess by the ad­
dition of a second candle. A prim­
itive fireplace at one end of the lit­
tle hut has been contrived out of 
netting used in trench making and a 
few bricks from an adjacent rubbish 
heap that was formerly a village. A 
fire is smouldering in the improvised 
grate and as the senior combatant 
officer stirs it up Rembrandtesque 
lights and shadows fill the little hut. 
Three chairs, a rather rickety table 
made of rough planks and covered 
on top with oilcloth, indicate fastid­
ious taste. The handle of a broom 
depending from a couple of iron links 
and provided with S links here and 
there makes an admirable hall rack. 
There are a few official records and 
some letters awaiting censoring in 
a little cupboard. That is the sum 
total of the mess furniture.

While we await the result of the 
instructions to have lunch for three 
the senior officer who was not very 
long ago a practical science student 
at a Canadian University and .his 
junior, another Canadian explain the 
flight of shells with practical illus­
trations.

young American, believed to be a 
Texan, who enlisted in a Canadian 
battalion, and carried the stars and 
stripes on his bayonet up the Vimy 
heights, and who fell wounded in the 
action—the first American to carry 
the flag of his country as a bellig­
erent in the European war—I am 
authorized by the senior Roman 
Catholic chaplain of the Canadian 
corps, to state that he heard the 
story in an ambulance from the lips 
of wounded man himself. The case 
was a stretcher one—that is, a ser­
ious wound—and the wounded man 
expressed the hope that he would 
survive and return to the United 
States to tell his story. The senior 
chaplain did not take the name of 
the man, who was perfectly rational 
when he made his statement. If he 
survives, he will no doubt make his 
identity known.

The British delegation on a visit to 

the United States in connection with 
war matters, is headed by Mr. A. J. 
Balfour and his selection as chief of 
the memorable mission was hailed 
throughout the Old Land as the wis­
est possible choice which could have 
been made. He is a Cecil, of whom 
the Marquises of Salisbury are the 
head and continuously from the time 
of Elizabeth the unique and unusual 
spectacle has been presented of mem­
bers of this family by sheer ability 
and force of character, holding the 
very highest posts in connection with 
affairs of state. The founder of the 
House, Lord Burleigh, as he whs 
then called, was born in 1520, and he 
is described by all historians as “one 
of England’s greatest statesmen,” and 
the same has been said of many of 
his descendants, including the one 
who was Premier for many years and 
the subject of this reference who was 
also Premier for a period. Brains do 
not usually descend with any degree 
of continuity, but the Cecils, like the 
Churchills, have proved a most not­
able exception in this regard. A. J. 
Balfour entered the British House in 
1874, and for forty-three years he has 
been a member of the “Mother of , 
Parliaments.” He was private secre­
tary to his uncle when the latter was 
Foreign Secretary under D’Israeli 
and accompanied him to the memor­
able European Congress in Berlin__
that Congress with reference to which 
“Dizzy” on his return used the words 
“Peace with Honor.” He was later 
Secretary for Ireland when he 
ed the title of “Bloody Balfour” and 
challenged the admiration of all 
Irishmen by going without guard to 
the Emerald Isle right in the midst 
of the most bitter feeling against 
him. He has also held many other 
important posts, including the posi­
tion of First Minister as before stated 
and leader of the Opposition. He is 
the one man of the old time guard 
who holds a leading position in the 
present Cabinet.

He is a man of 
rare accomplishments, a musician of 
exceptional ability and a philosopher. 
His book, “The Foundations of Be­
lief” published in 1895, demonstrated 
an amount of deep thought and 
research which would have been 
marvelous work for a man devoting 
his whole time to the production and 
was doubly so as the offering of 
one deeply immersed in public life. 
From the beginning of the war he 
has merged all his leanings as a 
Conservative in the one great task of 
doing what he could on behalf of the 
Empire and it is well - known that 
Lloyd George places the greatest pos­
sible reliance upon him.

With fitting services of commem­
oration, Colborne St. Methodist 
Church yesterday celebrated the an­
niversary of its founding, 29 years 

re- ago, since which time it has borne 
the part of one of the pillars of re­
ligion in the city to wide and far 
felt effect. Large congregations were 
the order of the day both morning 
and evening, special anniversary 
sermons being delivered by the 
Rev. T. W. Neal, chairman of the 
Central Methodist District, Toronto. 
Special music of an exceptionally 
pleasing character was also render­
ed at all services by the choir. ' as­
sisted by Mrs. Reaman of Wood- 
stock, whose solos found great favor ; 
with all. Mention was made during | 
the course of the services by the 
pastor. Rev. W. E. Baker, that of 
the large number of men which the 
church had sent to the front, many 
of them sorely wounded ere now, 
not one had yet been called upon to 
make the supreme sacrifice, a fact 
which should be the cause of thanks­
giving as well as of redoubled pray­
er for the lads fighting the battles 
of all of us. Mr. Baker reported also 
most excellent results from Decision 
Day in the Sunday school, having 
on hand more than two hundred re­
newals of covenants of faith made 
a year ago and fifty-three new pro­
fessions of faith. Mr. Baker added a 
word of special commendation to 
the choir for the excellent music 
rendered, which he considered the 
best he had ever heard from it. 

Evening Service
“Fighting Christians,” was the 

subject of Mr. Neal’s evening ser­
mon, an inspiring and forceful dis­
course wherein the personality and 
spirit of the speaker lent force to 
his eloquent words. Taking as his 
text the words found in the third 
verse of the second chapter of Paul’s 
second epistle to Timothy, “Endure 
hardness as a good soldier of Jesus 
Christ,” Mr. Neal went on to em­
phasize the militarism of the early 
ages of Christianity, when the 
sword was supreme and Rome mis­
tress of the world. The statement 
had often been made that had Paul 
not been a missionary he would have 
been a great soldier, and this the 
speaker considered most probable, 
for the evangelist possessed many of 
the essential attributes of a success­
ful..general. Life by. various, writers j 
had been represented under various 
guises; a voyage, a pilgrimage; 
Paul here chose to regard it as a 
conflict, as indeed it was, for bat­
tles confronted us in this world in 
childhood. In youth, in midlle age, 
and in old age, and the speaker went 
on to enlarge upon the points of 
similarity between the life of a sol­
dier and that of a true Christian. 
The condition of the soldier was one 
of subordination; although born 
free, he had chosen to serve under 
others; he had laid aside his indi­
viduality with his mufti, and as a 
composite part of a great army was 
known not by name but by number 
alone. So should we also be willing 
to sink our personality in the ser­
vice of Christ. Service and discipline 
were demanded of the soldier also; 
here in Canada was being sounded 
to-day the call for national service, 
and no finer opportunities could be­
sought for than those presented in 
Ontario.

Foremost among the qualifications 
essential to a soldier was obedience; 
the greatness of Balaclava was due 
to the ride to death of six hundred 
men who knew that the order given 
them was some gigantic blunder but 
who obeyed it to the letter. Faith 
in a commander, and willingness to 
follow, was exacted also of the sol­
dier, and here it was that the Chris­
tian had the advantage of an infalli­
ble leader, one Who could not blun­
der. The willingness to endure 
hardship was demanded of the sol­
dier, and the speaker expressed the 
opinion that those who today were 
living idly and luxuriously were not 
living the life of men. Even as a 
bullet after passing through iron 
gained cohesion and hardness to en­
able it to penetrate steel also, so the 
soldiers at the front today through 
their tribulations and hardships 
would be strengthened for the even 
greater struggles of the world to be 
faced after the war.

The reward of the soldier was the 
satisfaction of having done his duty; 
duty,, I that word not so long ago 
sneered at by many, yet into which 
the British empire had poured new 
life; the speaker recalled vividly 
the sinking of the Titanic, and the 
appeal of her captain, “Be British;” 
he went on to give a graphic and 
realistic account of the capture of 
Quebec through the determination 
of Wolfe, who perished in his su­
preme effort yet content that he had 
won the day for Britain. Another re­
ward of the soldier, valued perhaps 
above all others and capable of mov­
ing him to emotion and even to tears 
where the stress of battle had left 
him unmoved, was the commenda­
tion of the commander, and in simi­
lar manner the speaker reminded his 
hearers of the great day when all of 
us must face the Great Commander, 
when He shall dry our tears in the 
reward of life' eternal in heaven.

The rector, the Rev. C. E. Jeakins, 
was assisted by Captain, the Rev. S. 
E. McKegney, chaplain of the 215 th 
battalion. The speaker chose as his 
text, Hebrews, 11-39,40: “And all 
these having obtained a good report, 
through faith, received not the 
promise; God having provided some 
better thing for us, that they with­
out us should not be made perfect.” 
Mr. Jeakins pointed out that the 
writer of those verses had been in­
spired to eloquence through the her­
oism of the saints and valorous war­
riors who had preceded him. He em­
phasized the desirability and beauty 
of faith in God’s righteousness, and 
stated that of all the great men and 
women of the past, who had attained 
to any form of prominence, had, not 
as a reward received “the promise.” 
Looking back over the succeeding 
eras of history, and investigating all 
the great movements that had oc­
curred and which had wielded a 
potent sway in shaping the destiny 
of the world, none had been entire­
ly influenced by the love of God. and 
all had, to some extent at least, been 
lacking in this quality, and as a re­
sult had failed to achieve the prom­
ise. Atheism, radicalism and social­
ism had succeeded each other, and 
each in turn had been denied the 
goal to which they were aiming, and 
could only reach the ultimate object, 
through the love of God. The speaker 
declared that we must look forward 
for our ambition, forward to our 
eventual goal, the liberty, truth, 
righteousness and justice of the 
world. Those who had gallantly 
laid down their lives on the battle­
field two years ago although they ful­
filled the highest law, that of self- 
sacrifice, had not achieved the goal 
toward which they had been aiming, 
the promise had been denied to them 
also, and it was now "up to those of 
us who remained to justify their sa­
crifice. and exert ourselves to the ut­
most to fulfill the desires for which 
these brave men had so freely and so 
unstintingly poured forth their life 
blood to secure for future genera­
tion their birthright of freedom 
from oppression. “The death of our 
comrades, should inspire us to a 
faith in God that will seek to bring 
the greatest good through the most 
colossal of evils, declared Capt. 
Jeakins.

The world in general had not 
Jully comprehended the impoi tance 
of the stand that had been made by 
the Canadians on the Y pres salient, 
on "that memorable day, when if 
ever, the Germans had within their 
grasp the opportunity of breaking 
"through the lines, and threatening 
the humanity of the world.

IIIIIIIIIIIIIIIIIIIHIK An official statement of the mis­
sion of Sir George Foster and Sir 
Thomas White to Washington was is­
sued by the Government yesterday. 
The object of the Washington 
I'ercnce and the participation 
Canadian representatives is explain­
ed in the following official announce­
ment:—

“The mission sent by the British 
Government to Washington is head­
ed by the Foreign Secretary. Right 
Honorable A. J. Balfour, and 
prises a varied staff of able and ex­
pert men representing all the prin­
cipal branchée of the British mili­
tary and naval services, with others 
eminent in financial and business 
circles. Equally distinguished is the 
mission sent by the French Govern­
ment headed by the eloquent 
Premier Viviani, and the famous 
General Joffre, and seconded by a 
staff of experienced and able men.

An Historic Event.
“Nothing more striking or pictur­

esque has happened within the range 
of history than this voyage of repre­
sentatives of two of the oldest and 
most powerful civilizations of Europe 
worn by the awful strife of nearly 
three years of constant warfare, 
across an ocean beset by deadly 
peril, to take counsel with the most 
powerful of the young democracies n! 
the world lor concerted action ag­
ainst a common foe in defence of li­
berty and human rights. One purpose 
of the conference is to collaborate 
plans and co-ordinate resources both 
of man-power and material, and 
which shall best effect the r peed/ 
and successful conclusion of the war. 
The British mission numbers among 
its members two representatives of 
the Canadian Government. Hon. Sir 
George Foster and Hon. Sir Thomas 
White, who have been appointed by 
his Majesty’s Government. In this 
respect the precedents some tints 
since set by the British Govern­
ment, of recognizing the overseas 
dominions as integral parts of tile 
Empire, has been followed. At the 
economic conference in Paris, last 
June, the British delegation of four 
comprised Lord Crewe, Mr. Bonar 
Law. Sir George Foster and Premier 
Hughes. In the war conference now 
proceeding in London, the overseas 
dominions and India are represented 
and have an equal voice in council, 
and in conclusion. So in this unique
