Paris, Jan. 26.—‘*Never
the Alsace-Lorraine question
further from being the sole ob-
stacle to peace,” says The
Temps in its comment on
speeches of the German chan-
cellor and Austro-Hungarian
foreign minister.

OIL IN GREY COUNTY.

The operations of the Brantford
Company, The Canadian 0i]l Fields
Ltd., in Grey County have advanced
to a gratifying extent in that they
have oil in their first well which is
not yet completed. Work had to be
suspended because of severe weather
conditions, but they purpose its com-
pletion as quickly as weather and
snow conditions will permit.

The fu2l attendance at the con-
ference bespoke the interest « of
cveryone in the solution of the fuel
problem, and conclusions reached
,were summarized as follows: '
i 1. People throughecut New Eng-
land’should be urged to use wood
wherever they can do so in order to
cave coal.

2. It is earnestly recommended |
that the fwel administrators and the
agricultural and  other officers
throughout the New England States
shall urge mpon all woodland own-
ers to cut cordwood promptly and
extensively.

3. As far as possible portable
cawing machinery should be used
in order to sav: the expense nf ad-
ditional handling. In some instaun
ces the wood can probably be cuf
into one foot lengths advantageous-
lIy. The machinery uses a diffierent
class of laborers,-reducing the num-
ber of skilled laborers required.

4. In order to secure the best re-
sults, local organization is necessary.
I.eadership and sometimes  capital
are required, whiech we believe
should come from the local bauks
and business men.

5. It is recommended tHat the
fuel administrator in each state
shall appoint a representative com-
mittee from the several counties arnd
wood-using -industries, including ihc
Clate Forester in each state, these
committees to take chatge ""of the
wood situation under the fuel admin-
istrator. Insofar as their judgnient
approves, loeal committees in  the
several towns should be organized
.n order that the local committees
shall proteet themselves against ex-
tortionary priees.

‘“The Fuel Administrators for
cach’ state should appoint. commit-
tees in ®each town to canvas all tiia-
ber land owners and urge upon them
the necessity for increasing thez cut-
ting of wood not cnly to ba used
this winter but for u reserve supply
o seasoned wood for next winter.
Even where $2.00 or 'even $3.00 p2r
is now paid for cutting the
wood the owner is receivirg more for
his stumpagc under present prices
than he did a few years ago when
cutting cost-hut $1.00 per cord.”

It was the much anticipated
day of the unveiling of the Bell Me-
morial, so that the opening of the
Veterans’ Home could not have taken
place on a more auspicious occasion.
It was a proud event indeed that our
new Governor-General, our Lieuten-
ant-Governor, and the famous Dr.
,Graham Bell should declare the
|Home open, and we predict a great
work lies before our veterans, who
are already working for the better-
ment of their comrades, and this
Christmas were responsible for a gi-
gantic tree and presents -for 1,600
soldiers’ children.

Summer . is usually. tha time .to
slacken every kind of work, but Red
Cross. The soldiers have~ thé most
violent fighting to do in the summer,
and it is no time for us to be idle.
On July 14th, France’'s National Day
we held a garden party Tfor the
French Seccour Society, and with
the Sunday campaign we were able
to send them $1.500.
after that the call cam= from the
Food Controller asking for women
delegates. to a great food .conserva-
tion convention in Toron:o. Three
delegates were asked [rom Brant-
ford—Mrs. Neil representing the
Brant Chapter of the I. O. D. E.,
Misgs Raymond and mysell represent-
ing the W. P. L. We heard many
interesting speeches anhd warm dis-
cussions. We all came away with the
conviction that we as housekeepers
must conserve the food to the best
of our abhility, especially beef, ba-
con and flour so that our own men
and our allies might have the ne-
cessary nourishment to continue this
war. If that failed then our pros-
pects for victory would be very slim
indeed. Following that convention,
we were asked to canvass the city,
asking the _housekeepers to sign
pledge cards to observe the meatless
days and conserve bacon, beef, and
flour. With very few exceptions we
found the people very willing to
comply with the demands. Follow-
ing this canvass we had the pleasure
of hearing from Professor Creelman
of the Agricultural College, Guelph,
and President of the Food Commis-
sion, a most graphic picture of the
world shortage and our duty as Can-
adians to conserve everything to
meet the demands of the warring na-
tions. Rev. Mr, Fotheringham
spoke most convinecingly on the
same subject. With all these .me-
thods used to draw our attention to
this most important question, a prac-
tical demonstration in canning and
preserving of fruit and vegetables
was held in Victoria Hall by Miss
Gray, who was one of many lady
demonstrators sent out by the gov-
ernment to show the people the best

products. Not the least interesting
of all the speakers who have ad-
dressed us was Mrs. McLaren Brown
who came with a diréect message
from the heart of the Canadian War
Contingent Association. Mrs. Brown
had been working in this department
in London since the early days of
the war.

A German gentleman, Carl Her-
mann Torges, has written a pamphlet,
which Oskar Muller of Cologne has
sublished. I know nothing of Herr
']yrges save that he is a man of over
0. I have not read his pamphlet,
%t from the title of his pamphlet I
rnow all that anybody wants to know
of Carl Hermann Torges, all that any-
body needs to know of Germany and
whzt Germany means. Herr Torges
is a remarkable man; with one title-
page he lays bare to the world the
whole psychology of a nation. You
can't do that by calling your book
“Robinson Crusoce” or “The Three
Musketeers.”

Herr Torges’ title is certainly long-
.r than is customary with non-Ger-
man uathors. He calls his pamphlet
“The Secondary Marriage as only
means for the Rapid Creation of a
New and Powerful Army and the
Purification of Morality.” This is a
good deal to gsk for at a bookshop in
hese busy times, and I suspect that,
while he was correcting the proofs, the
author wondered a little whether he
wouldn’t cut out the last five words,
and make the title slightly pithier.
After all, he said to himself, the “New
ind Powerful Army” is the important
thing; it is that which will sell the
pamphlet. But his second thoughts
were sounder. A title, he reasoned,
should show at a glance the %hole
scope of the work inside, and he “de-
cided rightly that those beautiful
words “and the Purification of Mor-
ality” should stand. He is more right
than he knew. Just in one title he
explained to the world—what most of
the world already knew—the relative
places which “the creation of a new
and powerful army” and “the purifi-
cation of _morality” occupy in German
thoughts, The new and powerful ar-
my is a very easy first.

This new army is to be created by
means of what he calls “secondary
marriages.” This will be a matter of
time, obviously; from twenty years
upwards. Twenty years after his se-
condary marriages are legalized the
first of the cannon-fodder thus pro-
duced will be ready. Herr Torges,
then, is already thinking of, and plan-
ning for, the next war, twenty years
ahead. The Allies have a way of say-
ing and hoping and thinking that this
will be the last war; they are deter-
mined to win in order that it SHALL
be the last war. The Germans are al-
so determined to win; they are quite
certain (so they tell the world) that
they are being uniformly victorious.
It is as well to know what their vic-
tory will lead to—to have their con-
fession that they are already writing
pamphlets and making preparations
for another war, Not a long and dif-
ficult war like the*present, but, am I
right, Herr Torges? a short decisive
one, which places, oncé and for ever

“Germany. over all’ without the need |

for any stupid “negotidtions.”

It is pleasant to pausé for a moment
here and speculate idly upon the man-
ner in Which that wat will begin. Will
Montenegro break the oath which it
swore to protect Germany, and spring
suddenly, treacherously at the de-
fenceless nation’s throat? Will. the
Swiss Navy prove an intolerable men-

ace to the freedom of the seas which
Germany has defended so long?
Will Guntelala’s policy of encircle-
ment force her unwillingly to draw
the sword?

world? It is almost a subject for an-
other pamphlet; I commend it to
Herr Carl Hermann Torges, For af-

General Byng is fifty-five years old
His wife, who was Miss Marie Evelyn
Moreton before her marriage in 1902,
is well known in BEngland .as ‘a novel-
ist. His grandfather, the First Earl
of Trafford, was a.-neted English
Field-Marshal, He is the seventh son
of the Earl of Trafford.

As a young man he entered the
Army with a commission in the 110th
Hussars, and with that regiment he
served in the Sudan campaign in
1884 and won distinction in - the
South-African war, where he was
promoted to be-colonel of his regi-
ment. In 1902-4 he commanded the
regiment. After that he became head
ol ‘the ‘Cavalny.School at Netheravon
Salisbury Plain. He Was made a ma-
jor-general in 1900, and since 1914
he has been a divisional commander.

Hard School of Discipline.

It was at Netheravon that he be-
gan to be most definitely recognized
as one of the ‘“new men” the type
of the ‘‘new traditions” that the
South-African war ‘brought to the
British Army. ‘Before that time, as
an English student of his country’s
affairs pointed out when talking of
General Byng, the ‘tradition of the
British Army centered in India, and
Rudyard Kipling was its poet laur-
eate. Since the beginning of the pre-
sent century the tradition of the Bri-
tish Army has found its center. and
its expression in Aldershot, the place
where men are trained. Sir Doug-
las Haig and the other ‘“new men”
are men of that tradition. 1t is tra-
dition of rigid—and to the outsider
inexplicable—discipline.

If you need any argument for the
€xcellence of the kind of discipline
and training obtained at Aldershot
and Netheravon, which made the lit-
tle British Army second to mome in
efficiency, you can find it in the mere
fact that when the new armies were
trained in the midst of war they were
trained in just the same way.

The Third Army and Cambrai.

Last June, when General Sir Henry
Edmund Allenby was sent to Egypt,
‘General Byng succeeded him in com-
mand of the British Third Army,
