Life is onc great and continued struggle
Death lurks in ten thousand forms, subtle and
unconquerable ; baflled, but ever returning in
new and varied forms. We rise by struggli
and toiling, and it is only by the same unwea
ried and unceasing efforts that we can hald
what ‘is already ined. Like the oarsman
who stems the current, no sooner does he re-
lax his eflorts than he is borne back, and all he
has won is lost. This priuciple is often exem-
plifled in the experience of the farmer. I'he
plants which he has made S0 S¢ b
cultivation are ever tending downwards, de-
generating to the useless wild plants from
which they have been derived. lllns fact, as
it is suggestive of important practical rules, is
worthy of the closest study, and should be kept
in constant remembrance. Iow often is it un-
known or ignored by the farmer who sclls 'h|.~
best lambs and calves, retaining what the dro-
ver rejects to stock his farm! How often, too,
is the seed which he sows of the worst descrip-
tion.

But here we are minded of our second grand
position. We have becn considering, imper-
fectly, it is true, what the farm could do for
the mind. From another stand-point take a
few illustrations showing what mind can do
for the farm. And at the outset we would
guard against the false notion that we are {\L-
ways to estimate the value of u(hu}g by its
pecuniary results. Man's chief end is not to
get money. The intelligent educated man lives
amore exalted life than the ignorant: the hap-
piness of the cultivated mind is of a highcr'or-
der than that which arises through the medium
of gross sense. But we maintain lllllt‘ intelli-
gence is as important in successful agriculture
as muscular strength.

In the first place, then, intelligence would
secure greater results by causing the farmer to
give more attention to the selection of his

The subject of manures opens a wide field from
which illustrations might be obtained, showing
the value of science to the farmer. Great mis-
takes are often committed in the application of
lime. It shonld be used in small quantities, and
should not be buried too deep It should also be
rmingled with the soil without long exposure to
the air, as its strong affinity for carbon causes it
to absorb this substance (rom the air and become
carbonate of lime, like limestone before it is
burned.

Intelligence would also lead to much greater
care in relation to stock. Part of the food con-
sumed by an animal is used in the system as fuel
to maintain a due amount of warmth. If beat
is allowed to escape from the surface by expo-
sure, a larger demand is made on the heat pro
ducers within. Hence food which might other-
wise have contributed to fut is burneq up as fuel.

From these and similar illustrations which
right be multiplied, it must be evident that in-
telligenee is as much needed on the farm as in
any other department of human affairs, and the
exercige of thought hy the farmer must have a
most important bearing on the resulte of his la-
bora. Buat it must not be forgotten that thrift
in agricultare, as clsewhere, depends largely on
those little things which ave often despised—it
lies in the odds and ends. The gains that might
be are in the waste. Ilow often are the nine
stitehes required because the one is not taken at
the proper time.
