The report details the considerations 
which led to the appointment of the 
Forestry Commission, which is now at 
woik investigating the question of re 
planting the waste lauds with timlier. 
It points out that the problem has en­
tered upon a new phase, 
ience and observation hat 
ly proved that the pine forests which 
are so important a source of our provin­
cial wealth will reproduce themselves 
in perj>etuitv, provided only that the 
ravages of fire can be p revente!. The 
impresssion that has so long and so 
widely prevailed that the pine when 
cleared away will necessarily be suc­
ceeded by woods of an inferior charac­
ter, has been proved incorrect. This 
only occurs when fire destroys the 
young trees and the seeds in the 
ground.
