USING GREEN TOMATOES.

Many housekeepers use chopped
green tomatoes in place of apples
when preparing their winter supply
of mincemeat and find them an ex-
eellent substitute. The tomatoes
should be used in the same proportion
as apples, two parts to one of meat.
To preserve the vegetable for use
later in mincemeat, chop fine eight
pounds of green tomatoes, to which,
add six pounds of light brown sugar,i
one-half ounce each of ground cinna-|
mon and cloves and let stand eight or|
ten hours. Then simmer slowly_ until
the tomatoes are clear and thick. Seal
boiling hot in airtight jars.

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Finishing Lambs.

Those farmers who will cater to the
market demand for a well-finished
lamb ranging from 85 to 100 pounds
live weight, depending on the breed
and season of the yeéar, should find a
source of profit in so doing. Usually

the well bred lamb weighing from 60 |.

to 80 pounds is the best stocker lamb
to put into winter quarters. The most
profitable time to purchase such lambs
is between August and November.
Heavy lambs weighing from 80 to 110
pounds should be avoided as they
meake small gains at & high cost per
pound, although, if thin and not ex-
ceeding 100 pounds in weight, they
may with profit be given a short finish
in feed lot and pasture. Useful in-
formation on the subject will be found
in Pamphlet No. 16, “Finishing Lambs
for the Block,” issued by the Domin-
ion Dept. of Agriculture at Ottawa.

Growing Bulbs in Water.

“This is the time to plant Chinese
Sacréd Lily and Paper White Narcis-
sus bulbs. They may be planted in
soil, moss, sawdust, or water alone.
The cleanest and simplest method of
growing or ‘forcing’ them is by plac-
ing them in shallow bowls, arranging
pebbles around them to hold them in
place, and then adding water until from
one-third of the bulb is covered. By
using the larger size bulbs, more
flower : talks and better flowers can be
obtained. The bowls should be placed
in a cool, airy cellar, garret, or store-
room in a dim light. The temperature
should be from forty to fifty degrees.
These bulbs #re not hardy, so any
chance of freezing should be avoided.
The water level should be maintained
and they should be kept in the store-
room from four to six weks, or until
there is a thick mass of roots in the
water and the shoot has started to
grow. Then bring them into the light
and living-room temperature and in a
short time they will bloom.

Rape for Perennial Sow Thistles and
Twitch Grass—Iron Sulphate for
Mustard—Another Plan for Killing
Twitch—0.

Plants will be too crowded and not
grow vigorously enough to keep
ahead of the weeds. Sow the rape
when the land is suficiently moist to
insure quick germination of the seed.
If the rape is slow in starting the
weeds may get a start in the rows
and thus necessitate hand cultivation
there. Cultivate the rape every week
or ten days until ii occupies all the
ground and makes further cultivation
impossible. If, when the rape is cut
or pastured, any weeds remain, the
field should be ridged up the last
thing in the fall and put in with a
hoed crop the following year. This
should not be necessary if a good
stand of rape is secured.

Spraying With Iron Sulphate to
Destroy Mustard In Oereal Crops.
Iron sulphate or copperas can be

successfully used to destroy mustard

in standing grain without injury to
the crop.

Preparation of Solution.

A 20% solution should be ap-
plied. This can be prepared by dis-
solving 80 Ibs. of iron sulphate in
40 gallons of water. Iron sulphate is
dissolved quite readily 1n cold water.
The solution should be strained
through a cheese cloth, as it is put
into the spray pump tank. This will
remove dirt and small particles that
are apt to clog the nozzles.

Time to ‘Apply.

Apply on a calm, clear day just
28 soon as the first few plants in the
fields show flowers. It is very im-
portant to spray early. If the plants
are left too long the treatment is not
nearly so effective. If a heavy rain
comes within 24 hours after the solu-
tion is applied, it will be necessary
to spray again.

How to Apply the Solution.

An ordinary hand pump barrel
sprayer, such as {s employed to spray
fruit trees may be used, or a potato
sprayer can be rigged up to do the

work. Many of the up-to-date spray-
: ers have a special broadcast attach-

ment for spraying weeds. These are
excellent for large areas, as they
cover a wide strip at each round.
| Care must be taken to see that every
‘ mustard plant is covered with the
| solutton in the form of a fine spray.

The infant is a delicate organisnt
and answers readily to any adverse’
influence exerted upon it; therefore,
it is necessary to ensure a high stan-
dard of health by removing such ad-
verse influence, Poverty of parents
is a most impo factor for evil in !
this connection; In all -our large
cities at the present
and workers in Child Welfare are
bandicapped by the shortage of !
houses, the overcrowded state of.
those that exist, and, in many cases,
the unsanitary “dwellings that are
necessarily allowed to be inhabitated
because there is no accommodation
for their inhabitants if these dwell-
ings were closed. The provizion of
| additional housing accommodation®
is most urgent, but this problem in
too many instances is not taekled
with the vigor which its urgency de-
mands.

Among the causes of infanthe
deaths, the following are the most
important :—climate, season, houl-.
ing, alcohol, venereal disease, diet,
poverty and unemployment. From |
these primary causes, two others
stand out forcibly :—

1. Want of knowledge.

2. Want of character. |

Infants die from lack of knowledge
on the part of the mother, or father
or of others who have personal super-
vision of them, but they also die
from the ignorance of the statesman,
legislator and the municipal council-
lor. Infants, however, die from the
selfishness of the same individvals,
both in their - private and in their
public capacities. It is much easier
to acquire and disseminate that
knewledge of. mothereraft whicn is
necessary for the saving of infant
life, than to impart that spirit of
self-sacrifice and unselfishness which
is necessary if this knowledge is to
be pu! into operation, It is, for
instance, far casier to make a mother
understand that breast-feeding of-
fords her infant the best chance. of
survival than it is to induce her to
make the necessary sacrifice of pleas-
ure or remunerative employment
which are often involved if this ma-
ternal duty is attended to. Agaia, it
may be quite easy to make our muai-
cipal authorities understand that bad
housing conditions, overcrowding,
tuberculosus inmates, ‘an impure
water supply, and bad scavenging of
the streets are never associated with
a low infant mortality and a higir
standard of health, but it is quite
another thing to induce them to in-
cur the risks and unpopularity which
the carrying out of the indicated re-
forms Would entail. A want of ap-
preciation of these essentially human
elements in the vroblems explains]
many of the failures o0f otherwise
admirably designed schemes of Wel-
fare Work. 1In some cases, efforts of
reform have unexpectedly met with
most encouraging success, owing
again to the magnetic infiuence of
some commanding personality who
has suceceded in compelling society
to make the necessary sacrifiea,
whether personal or communal, for
attaining the desired end.

Describing as “spmewhat alarm-
ing” the steady increase in the num-
her of very small schools in ryral
Ontario, Premier Ferguson, as Min-
ister of Education, in a personal
note in the annual report of the
Department of Education,  just js-
sued, goes on to give details of the
situation over which he expresses
concern.

Small Attendances

“There are ome-teacher schools in
the most flourishing counties,” he
says,* where the average attendance
is from 1 to 5 pupils. This i3 the
case in 117 schools, and there are
365 schools with an average attend-
ance of from 6 to 9 pupils, and no
less than 824 schools where the
average atten ce is betwean 10
and 14 pupils. Thirteen per cent.
of the rural §chools have an aver-
age attendancd of less than 10
pupils; 33 per\cent. an average of
less than 15, Wnd 55 per cent, an
average of less than 20.

Every farmer should have, in a
dustproof ¢ase or satchel, not only the
instruments necessary for simple live-
stock operations, but the appliances
and dressings used in that connection.
For operation and diagnoses, a vet-
erinarian should be called, but so
often there is none within reach.
There should be a roll of sterile
absorbent cotton, some rolled band-
ages of unbleached muslin, or prefer-
ably those prepared reAdy for use by
surgical supply houses. In addition

MEDICINES NEEDED.

All medicines for animals on the
farm should be kept in a trunk, or
close, dark, locked cupboard. Powder-
ed drugs should be kept in airtight
containers, such as sterilized fruit
jars. Fluids should be kept in stop-
pered or tightly cerked bottles or jugs.
All drugs should be plainly labelled
and, if dangerous, should be marked
“poison.” Throw away any drug if
the label is lost and you are not sure
what the drug is.

Thoroughly
cool the carcass after plucking, in-
asmuch as failure to remove all ani-
mal heat promptly will result in early
spoilage. Cool either by hanging out-
doors if the temperature is between
thirty and forty-five degrees, of by
immersing in cold running spring
water or ice water.

When thoroughly chilled, the car-
casses are ready for shipment. A bar-
rel is a convenient shipping container.
Place a layer of cracked ice in the
bottom of the barrel, then a layer of
turkeys, followed alternately by lay-
ers of ice and turkeys, and topped off
with a layer of ice. Tack burlap over
the top of the barrel.

CAUTION. If you are building up
a permanent turkey business be sura
to retain as many of the finest, largest,
quickest growing young birds needed
to rear the next year’s flock and send
the rest to market.

Albumin in the urine is a condition
that should be given attention at once.
correspondent writes to inquire
what causes albumin in the urine and
whether or not it is an inflammation
of the kidneys and if a weak heart
will cause it.

One of the most constant accom-
paniments of kidney disease may
present without albumin showing, an
albumin may be in the urine without
kidney disease. Heart disease has a
direct effect in producing albuminuria
by causing engorgement of the kid-
neys with blood, as a result of poor
circulation. Urine which contains
blood or pus shows albumin. These
substances may come from the kidney
or from any other part of the urinary
tract or from an abscess which bursts
into that tract, or in the case of fe-
males, from the generative system. In
ordinary cases, however, and for the
most part, the most common cause of
albumin in the urine is kidney disease.
To some extent the albumin present is
an inflammatory exudate, but to a
great extent it is due to serum-

CANADA’S FIS

It is gratifying to note that the
Canadian fishing industry is experi.
encing brighter days following the
period of depression which came in
the wake of increased investment and
stimulated activity in the war years
with a subsequent slump in demand.
Regarded from every angle a degree
of progrss is evident which, continued,
should bring the fishing industry of
the Dominion to occupy the relatively
more important place the vast re-
sources back of it justify. In many re-
Bpects the year 1924 promiss to be
the most prosperous year the industry
has experienced and may herald the
dawning of a new era for Canadian
fisheries.

The value of the catch in the firat
three months of the year, which show-
ed an increase of 56 per cent. in com-
parison with the same period in the
previous year, has been continued in
subsequent months, and this would in-
dicate a revenue from the year’s opera-
tions amounting to over $60,000,000, or
equal to the banner year of 1918, when

rices were substantially higher than
at the present time. Reviewing the
catches of the present year, increases
are noted in practically every species
of fish caught.

Increase In Invested Capital.

In the Government returns covering
the fish industries in its branches for
1022 the increasing importance of
these activities is noted, and there is
little doubt that this feature charac-
terised the year 1923 and the present
year. Between 1921 and 1922, whilst
the capital invested in the sea fisher-
fes remained virtually the same, there
was a substantial increase in that of
the inland fisherles, this increasing
from $4,177,682 to $4,513,188. The in-
crease in capital invested In fish can-
ning and curing establishments was
$2,704,348, or from $19,411,990 to $22,-
116,388. Employees in sea fisheries in-
ereased from 47,445 to 48,286, in inland
fisheries from 7,785 to 9,694, and in
canning and curing factories from 14,
104 to 16,577.

[ES PROSPERING

For the first time the amount of cold
storage space in Canada devoted to
flsh b 4 been compiled by the Cana-
dian Flsherman. Of a total of 85,677,
843 cublc feet of cold storage space it
was found that more than fifteen per
cent. was devoted to fish exclusively
or chiefly fish. Of the balance of a
general storage nature fish is no in-
considerable item, so that it is esti-
mated that between twenty and twen-
ty-five per cent. of the total cold stor-
age warehouse capacity in Canada is
used by the products of fresh and salt
water, ®

Eighty Per Cent Exported.

The greater portion of the Canadian
fish catch, amounting ia fact to eighty
per cent., finds its way to the export
markets. In the last fiscal year the
value of Canada’s fisheries exports
was $30,647,875 as compared with $26,-
657,717 in the previous year. This
mark was only exceeded during the
war years and immediately following
the war, when there was an extraor-
dinary demand for Canacian flsh and
prices maintained a high level. In the
year under review the value of fresh
and frozen fish exported increased
from $8,691,605 to $9,447,729, and that
of preserved and canned fish from $9,-
805,881 to $12,758,517. The outstand-
ing feature of this trade was the in-
crease in the exports of canned sal-
mon, which grew from $4,489,509 to
$7,721,075.

The Canadian fishing industry is one
to which one could scarcely put limits
of expansion. It is estimated that the
fishing grounds of the Dominion, on
both coasts and the great inland lakes,
could - easily furnish the entire world
with its needs without suffering and
depletion, and come very near filling
all demands for variety. With eighty
per cent. of the catch leaving the coun-
7y at the present time, the further de-
velopment of the industry hinges on a
greater domestic consuming popula-
tion, together with the penetration of
such further markets as can be found.
