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EXACTING CARE OF SPARK PLUGS

No Expert Knowledge Required
These Simple Rules Are -
Followed

A good, hot spark eliminates a multi-
tude of ills to which"the motor car’s power
plant is heir. To explode the mixture of
gasoline vapor and air inside the cylinder
each time the piston comes to the head
of the compressiom strgke, a.spark of
sufficient intensity must be made to jump
across the gap of the spark plug at exactly
the correct time. No expert knowledge
is required to insure this if the.following
of simple rules covering the care and
adjustment of spark plugs is observed.

Whiether the insulation of the plug be
of parcelain or mica, it must be kept
free from carbon and from the little
checks and cracks that often /develgpe.
The carbon may be wiped off with a piece
of wagte, orlit may be scraped off with
a knife blade if if i8 "too hard to
remové by wiping. ' Neither emery cloth
nor sandpaper shpuld be used for this pur-
pose, because they cut thmugh the glaze
and make a rough surface for the accufnul-
ation of more carbon.

After cleaning the insulator, the next
most. important thing is the correct
spacing of the spark plug points to pro-
vide the gap for the spark to jump across.
For the average motor and ignition
system this spaee should be approximately
{025 of an inch. If less than this the engine
is likely to miss ‘wHen running light or
idle. If more the engine will miss
when pulling hard.

Often drivers use a worn ten-cent piece
for this spacing, but such coins vary in
thicknegs, and a few of them are thin
enough to give the proper spacing for
perfect ignition.

After the plug has been screwed into
the engine, the bushing which holds the
insulation of the plugs should hot be
tightened. Nor should a pair of pliers
be applied to the binding post of the plug.
Either of these operations is likely to
alter the spark gap spacing, and this will
certainly give trouble. Because the plug
has just been cleaned and adjusted, the
average new car owner will be baffled
as to the cause of the trouble..

Dn'ty spark plugs probably cause more

or skipping of the engine than any
other single thmg. so the motor novice
should bear in mind these simple pointers
on the plug.

COLORED LIGHTS TO INDICATE
CAR SPEED
Automobile Invention That Would
Kill Joy-Riding

A speed indicator for motor vehicles
to be seen and read by-all men at a glance
and that registers speed by the flash of
colored lights, is the recent invention of
Col. Charles Gore, of Los Angeles,

The mechanism, according to descrip-
tion in The Scientific American, is en-
cafed inggl metal box to be fastened to
the front of the radiator, in the boxor
case are three large eyes, white, green and
red respectively.

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CENSUS FIGURES BY END OF JUNE

Precise Instructions Given to En-
umerators.

(Toronto Globe.)

Ottawa, May 1.—“The census must
be taken and all the returns be made to
the office in Ottawa before the end of the
month of June, or within a time to be
fixed in special instructions to each
commissioner.” This sentence occurs in
the special letter of instructions sent to
each of the 235 census commissigners
appointed to preside over the taking of
the census in each constituency. Most
precise instructions are given in this
fittle pamphlet as to means of taking the
census by the enumerators for each census
sub-district, the exact information to be
sought, and so on. It is to be the most
elaborate census ever taken in Canada,
@s it includes a census of the wealth of
Canada and of every living domestic ani-
mal of economic value, as well as of every
person.
MIDNIGHT MAY 31 IS DEADLINE.
The decisive hour of reckoning is mid-
night on the night of May 31, or the mom-
ent when that day passes over into June 1,
1921. An infant born one hour before
midnight would be included in the census
figures, but one born one minute after
would have to wait for the 1931 census
before being included. A deathjust before
midnight, on May 31 would lessen the
total population of Canada by one.
If that death happened just after mid-
night it would not be noticed by the enum-
erators, because the census is to show
the number living at midnight
on the day mentioned
Each

exact

enumerator has secrecy en
joined upon him as to information obtain
ed. He is expected to
every bit of information given him, and
the same secrecy is enjoined on the Com-
The Statistical Department
will not even give the income tax branch
information as to earnings of various
persons tabulated, Only the total figures
resulting from the particular inform-
ation given will be published or devulged,
but heavy penalties are provided for every
person giving false information or refus<
ing to give information asked for,

There are 35 questions to be answered
by or for every person in Canada, and if
