limit. He will buy from the permanent
dealers, who are the chief  support
of the town, and who, buying in large (uantities,
can and do retail quite as cheaply as the produce
can be bought on the market, in small lots, by*
the consumef. The luge hotels buy by the
wagon load, ‘and the small consumer has no
chance agaihst the hotel keeper. 1, .as a con-
sumer and a fatepayer, hold that we should have |
equal rights for all, and mo class legislation,
which no British subject should be subjected to.
