At Oegoodc Hall, on Friday, before Chief Justice 
H&jrartj , application wae ma ce (or biB in the caee 
of Abraoam Daris, wiio was indicted at Wakerton 
«seize* for the murder of three Iudlaee at Cape 
Hurd, in the county of Bruce, in Jaouary, 1871. 
His Lordship re used to interfere, without the con­
sent of the Crown The informant in the case is 
George Nelson, who is son-in-law to the prisoner, 
and tne story he tells is a most startling one. Con­
densed from the papers produced is court and 
stripped of its legal phraaoelory, the information is 
to the following effect :—

Nelson, who is a labourer at pieecnt living at 
Southampton, is married to the prisoner's daugh­
ter, and lived with his father-in-law. In January, 
1874, the latter and Nelson went to Caoe Hurd fee 
the purpose of burning wreck -ge which had drifted 
upon the beach, for the sake of the wrought iron 
nails which it contained. Cape Hurd is about 
three miles distant from tne place where the 
prisoner lived. On the day they went to the beach, 
they both stayed out all night, sheltering them­
selves in a structure of noards which they erected, 
and protecting themselves from the coldness of the 
night by a fire which they k.ndled. While they 
were engaged in building the fire, three Indiarm 
came to where they were. One of them 
speke to Nelson, and shook hands with him and the 
prisoner. While Nelson was speaking to the 
Indians, Davis took up his rife, » double barrelled 
on», and sat down beside the fire. Tne Indians 
withdrew a short distance and huilt a fire for them­
selves. Davis and Nelson th«:n completed their 
camp and ate some lunch which thei bad brought 
with them. After the repast, Davis told Nelson 
that these Indians had stolen some lumber from 
him, and that his eon was going to shoot them, but 
was deterred from doing so by Davis, who feared 
that the Indians would turn upon them and kill 
them all. He said further that he always intended 
to h ;.ve satisfaction out of them for stealing the 
lumber, and that he wouldn’t get a better chance 
than was presented that night. There would 
he no danger in destroying them, as he would tie 
up tne 8£il and rudder, put the bodies in, and send 
them adrift upon the 1**6. Until Davis drew his 
attention to if, Nelson had r.ol noticed a boat 
drawn up upon the beach. Hu had aot seen any 
boat with tf-e Indians, as they had cvme to camb 

I on io. t. Davis tapped his rifle and remarked,

He grasped one of 
the oars, ar.d going to the boat, he struck the 
Indian on the side of the head and felled him. 
Davis then carried the bodies to tne beach and 
placed them in th* boat. H» then put a lot of 
-tones in hnx and shoved her nfl -at. When she was 
well afloat he struck her side with an axe and 
shoved her as far on the water as he could. Nelson 
could hear the water gurgliug in through the hole 
Davis had made in her. Then he came back, and 
hunting up his rifle, loaded it, and asked if Nelson 
would ever tell on him. Not receivisg any answer, 
he raised the gun, and pointing it at Nelson’s head, 
made him promise tha: he would never tell 
any one of the occurrence. “ If people didn't know 
yuu were around here, I’d [shoot you too.” Both 
men then returned to camp, and Dads again began 
frething at the mouth They went home in the 
morr-iue:, and Nelson lived with his father inlaw 
until the spring, when he was ordered out of doors. 
Nelson aid not inform upon Davis until la<t winter. 
He says that a constable Barred Belrose who was 
concerned In a trial in which Davis was charged 
with making threats, came to him and told him d 
he did not tell all ne knew about Davis he would be 
arrested. Nelson then laid tne information before a 
justice of the peace at Walkerton.

The m-mbers of the Sabourin family, consisting of 
four girls, two grown up, and two small boys, were 
in Court, the large ones navmg been summoned as 
witnessr-s in the case.

Mr. Justice Pattkrsos charged the jury in a very 
able adcreee, and after a short consultation the 
jury brought in a verdict of *‘ not guilty.M
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Chari :s I le ad e, for an author of hia 
reputation, has managed better than most 
writers to keep the knowledge of hie per­
sonal life from the public. Very little is 
known about him, and yet, in the number 
and virility of his works, he is one of the 
foremost writers cf the day. Like Dickens, 
he delights to tïke up subjects which lead 
to reform, and have noise in them, and has 
been apparently indifferent as to the opin­
ion the public might have cf him. He was 
bom in 1814, and wag graduated at Mag­
dalen College, Oxford, some twenty years 
later. He is said to be very fond of his 
old college, where he had a Fellowship. 
In 1843 he was called to the bar at Lin­
coln’s Inn, aad thence passed into the field 
of authorship. In his bocks, two points 
crop out very sharply ; oce is hia pro- 
nounced opinion of an asti-Malthusian, 
the other, his profound contempt for 
the art of Government as under­
stood in these days. He has none of the 
qualities of an orator or a popular tribune, 
but this does not prevent his being am­
bitious. He talks very much as he irrites, 
and is strong in the belief that hia books 
will live. He usually names hia own 
terms to editors, and has what he asks. 
For a story in the ComhtU he was paid at­
tire rate of three guineas a page, with ab­
solute right of reproductien. His earliest 
literary work, dated in 1852, “ Mask» 
and Faces,” wae a comedy ; his first novel,
“ Feg Woffington," appearedi*. 18®5,ieA 
his authorship has alternated every yea» 
between the two, np to the present date. 
He is new in his sixty-sixth year, asid 
looks like a middle-aged French gentle, 
man. He has a bright face, a strong vig­
orous glance of the eye, and wears a foil 
beard. Hie head is slightly bald. He 
dresses strictly in the conventional style. 
His latest work is the adaptation, of M. 
Zola’s “L’Assommoir" for the English 
theatre, and is entitled ** Drink.*

The wildest dream never surpassed the 
romance of the widow of the third Na­
poleon sailing from England to toueh at 
St. Helena on her way to look upon the 
spot in Zulnlsad where fell the fourth end 
last Napoleon.

Several Freerh-r«maillas» Wounded—A 
Humber of Arrest» Hade.

Quebec, May 3.—Two of the leaders of 
the Union Canadienne ship-labourers have 
been arrested for firing on the old ship, 
labourers’ society. It seems now that 
about sixty of the former society were on 
their way to unload the s.s Quebec, lying 
In the stream, when the old society inter­
fered, which caused a disturbance. The 
Union men being armed, fired on 
their assailante, who dispersed. Some 
time ago the members of the Union 
Canadienne Ship Labourer»’ Association 
declared they would work on the ships on 
half and half principles, that is, the labour 
should be done by half Frenchmen and 
half eld country people. This was the 
beginning of the storm which culminated 
to day. Little wrangling» between tha 
two nationslitiea continued until this af­
ternoon, when open revolt showed itself, 
The Deminion Line steamer was ail ready 
to discharge, and Mr. Maophereon, the 
agent, had secured his gang of workmen. 
They happened to be French Canadians. 
While at work on the steamer, they were 
attacked by a gang of old country la­
bourers, wbo assaulted them with stones 
and missiles to such an extent that the 
men were forced to leave the vessel. The 
steamer then put off into the middle of the 
stream.

KILLED AND WOUNDED.
In the middle of the day about 600 men 

assembled in little Champlain street. Some 
went into a store, when a general low broke 
out among them, in which sticks and stones 
and other missiles were freely used. Tha 
men in the store, including the secretary of 
the Union Canadienne, Mr. Wiseman, 
found themselves in a trap and were forced 
to fly. Iu the melee which ensued, several 
pistol shots were fired. There were few 
policemen on the ground, but detectives 
Skefflngton and Martin were early there. 
One man was shot, it is feared, fatally.

Nothin* Lett by Wbleb te Trace the 
Origin el tne Fire.

Newbury, Oat, May 6.—A very sad 
occurrence took place this morning about 
one o clock, near Sutherland’» Corners, 
about seven milee from this place, in which 
both life and property were dretroyed. 
The resldenoe of James Gage wae totally 
destroyed by fire, with two of his dauch- 
ters, aged twelve and fifteen years, and 
also the daughter of George Wade, aged 
fourteen.

Ihe bodies of the unfortunate girls 
were burnt to a crisp, nota particle of flesh 
being discernible on the few remaining 
bones. °

HOW THE FIRE ORIGINATED.
The fire is supposed to have originated

PILOTAGE.

Mr. POPE (Queen's) Introdooei a bill 
further to amend “ the Pilotage Act of 
1873,” by making a pilot’, lioenae renew­
able yearly and preventing Ueeoeed pilot, 
from being harbourmaster*. He ,ta ted 
that after the pairing of the proposed aot 
the lioeneea of pilot, would be renewable 
yearly by andonement on the back of the 
document. This was necessary because 
some pilots would not attend to their 
duties, and harbourmasters found difficulty 
in getting rid of them.

THE -DISMISSAL OP LIEUTENANT- 
GOVEKNOB LETELLIER.

On motion to go into Supply,
Mr. MACKENZIE rose and brought up 

the subject of the dismissal of Lieutenant- 
Governor Letellier of Quebec. During the 
last session of the House, a motion was 
made by the hon. member for Bigot (Mr. 
Mousseau^ condemning the action of the 
Lieutensnt-QovernoA in dismissing his 
Ministers, and upon that motion and the 
vote of the Senate of the previous year, 
the Government recommended the dis­
missal of Lieutenant-Governor Letellier. 
The late Dominion Government had ex­
pressed ne opinion on the question. They, 
however, held that the Lieutenant-Gover­
nor had acted within hie rights, that it 
was inadvisable for the general Govern­
ment to interfere with local administra­
tions, and that such interference, except 
upon clearly defined grounds that could 
not be mistaken, would be exceedingly in­
jurious to our system of government. He 
contended that his Excellency the Gover­
nor-General was opposed to the dis mi «al 
of Governor Letellier, viewing such dis­
missal at creating a dangerous precedent. 
At the suggestion of the Government the 
matter was referred to England, and the 
House was deceived by the Government 
Into the belief that his Excellency tl# 
Governor-General had made the reference. 
The result was that the Governor-General 
was vary much hjpmsd, sud indeed cen­
sured by the hon. members for Laval 
and Begot. As these hon. gentleiqpn 
ware no doubt informed of the reW 
state of the case, they evaded a resolution 
condemnkig the action of his Exoellency, 
of which they had given notice. He de­
nied that Mr. Letellier took office as Gov­
ernor for the purpose of exerting his official 
influence in favour of his political friends, 
as stated by the Premier in his memo­
randum to the home Government. He 
also denied that Mr. Letellier had nego­
tiated for the nurch’.s, of the Speaker ot 
the Quebec House in order to get Mr. 
July into power. Yet this was stated in 
the Premier’s memorandum.. Then, in tile 
same memorandum, complaint was made 
that because a vote of want of confidence 
far the Joiy Administration was pissed, 
Mr. Jely did not rts'gn. What a shame ! 
Was it (likely that hon. gentlemen oppo­
site would resign if they had a vote of 
want of confidence in them passed after 
they had got their supplies.

Sir JOHN MACDONALD—Carry your 
vote of want of confidence mid I will 
resign. (Hear; bear.)

Mr/ MACKENZIE said he would see 
whether the hem. gentleman would resign 
after tie vote on the motion he was about 
to submit. (Laughter.) He could not 
conceive it possible that the member for 
Begot (Mr. Mornseau) and his friends could 
vote against It. In the memorandum it 
was further stated that the supplies were 
voted to Mr. Joiy beosusi the refusal to 
vote supplies was an antiquated mode of 
expressing want of confidence in the Gov­
ernment of the day. How kind ! Mr. 
Chaplenu was evidently as gentle as a 
suckling to so generously vote the sup­
plies. It was an antiquated proceeding on 
the part of the DeBouobervflle party not 
to refeen supplies In the Lower House, 
but not so with the action of the Upper 

i in refusing supplies. The rule was 
! the Upper House shofild vote the sup. 
i granted by the Lower House, and in 

1 only two instances of violation of 
the rule had occurred. If every Lieuten­
ant-Governor was to be branded as a part­
isan and have his motives impugned, there 
was an end to all respectability in connec­
tion with our highest political positions. 
Public opinion was hostile to the action of 
the Dominion Government, and the Liberal 
party would te censurable if they did not 
formally protest against a system of 
tyranny, the existence of which in the 
'Government would destroy the principle 
■en which it waa founded, vis., that the 
Federal party had no right to interfere 
with the administration of the Provinces.

They 
did not know at the time why it was not 
acted upon, but correspondence that had 
since appeared and been laid before the 
House had dfikfloeed the reasons . why his 
Excellency did not ohooee to Immediately 
aot upon that advice. That correspon­
dence showed that the Pint Minister ten­
dered that advice with a great deal of 
courage, because it imperilled hie position 
as Prime Minister. Not knowing the

Mr. ROSS (Middlesex) (aid the great 
difficulty about the contract system wag 
that the contractor secured the cheap ear 
men. By making the reporters perman­
ent, howeven the moat efficient steno­
graphers could be secured and retained.

FISHERY AWARD.

Op the motion to go into Committee of 
Supply,

Mr. BRBCKEN again brought up the 
question of distribution of the fishery 
award. In connection with the amounts 
of salaries paid by the Dominion Govern­
ment te judges in Prince Edward Island, 
he asked the Government for an explana­
tion aa to why the chief judges in Mani­
toba and British Columbia should re­
ceive 16,000, and puisne judges, $4,000, 
while the Chief Justice of the Island wae 
paid $3,000 and the aieietant judges, $2,- 
000. The email salaries paid to the Prince 
Edward Island judges wae a alight to the 
Province.

Mr. DOMVTLLE laid he had e com- 
plaint to make. He had one-third aa 
many people in the county he represented 
ae the hon. gentlemen had In the Province 
from which he came, and yet he had no 
Legislative Council for King's county, no 
Legislative Assembly and no Governor, 
(laughter).

Sir JOHN MACDONALD said there 
were compensations in this world, and if 
King’s oounty had no Lieutenant- Gover­
nor or judge, or e large staff of officiale, It 
had the hon. member who had just spoken. 
In reference to the statement of the hon. 
gentleman who had introduced this ques­
tion, he would only say that he thought 
the time was approaching when the whole 
question of judicial salarie, should be re­
considered. The Government would dur­
ing the reoess consider the whole question 
of the judicial salaries, not only of the 
Supreme Court, but of all the tribunals, 
with a view to laying down some general 
principle which they would submit for tiie 
consideration of Parliament next session. 
Of course, the claims ef the judges of Prince 
Edward Island would be fully considered. 
He oonld say no more at present He could 
quite understand that although the Pro­
vince wee small, the dignity, rank, and re­
sponsibility ef the judges were the tame 
as in the larger Provinces. Bnt the ques­
tions of salary and rank Were quite 
distinct and bad to be considered 
from different points of view. However, 
he would be glad if the result of the con­
sideration of the Government were snoh ae 
to meet the views of the hon. gentleman.

Sir RICHARD CARTWRIGHT brought 
up a motion respecting the increased ex­
penditure of the country. He reviewed 
the different heeds under which increased 
expenditure bad been incurred during 
recent years, especially with respeot to the 
contemplated increase in the department 
of Civil Government He deprecated the 
inerearts under that head, expressing a 
fear that they would continue year by 
year. In order to show how our income 
and expenditure varied, he stated that in 
1874 the total receipts were $20,129,000, 
the fixed charge of $11,121,000, and the 
net income about $9,000,000. In 1876 the 
receipts were $20,664.000, the fixed chargee 
$12,006,000, and the net Income $8,600,000. 
In 1878 the receipts were $17,000.000, the 
fixed charges $12,589,000, and the net in­
come about $6,000,000, In 1879 the 
oeipte were $18,476,000, the fixed charges 
$12,888.000, and the net income $6,693,- 
000. For 1881 the net income would be 
isos, so that with, perhaps, $6,000,000, tiie 

would hart

the large sum of $90,000, aid that the sum 
proposed to be voted be reduced to a total 
amount not exceeding $680,000."

Sir LEONARD TILLEY called the at- 
ten tion of the Hones to e statement he had 
previously made which showed that ex­
cluding expenditures which were not in­
curred in 1878-4, the sum to be expended 
for 1880 81 would be lew than the annual 
expenditure ef any one of the past six 
years. He then asked if the mm of $809,- 
000, mentioned in the resolution as having 
been expended in 1878 on civil government, 
included contingencies.

Sir RICHARD CARTWRIGHT—It 
includes the exact earn authorized by the 
Supply Mil.

Sir LEONARD TILLEY pointed ont 
that it did not then include contingencies. 
The feet wae that in 1878 the late Govern­
ment. under the head of contingencies 
charged a number of salariée which were 
now charged under tiie heed of civil gov­
ernment. Thaw salariée were paid by 
both Governments, snd the only difference 
was that while they did not appear under 
the head of dvil government during the 
existence of the late Government, they 
appeared under that head now, and conse­
quently showed an apparent, though net 
real, increase. The other increases under 
the head of dvil ^government were osueed 
in varions ways. In the first place, they 
were assisted by the statutory addition of 
$60 dollars per annum to the salaries of the 
clerks, until they reached e certain sum. 
Another eanse of the Increase was tiie 
opening np of the North-West, which in 
vdved an increase in the work of the 
Government. Then the increases had been 
Incurred by reason of the division of the 
Department of Publie Works into the De­
partment of Railways and the Department 
of Public Works. In the same depart­
ments, several salariée which had been 
charged to capital now came under 
dvil government. That made an apparent 
increase in the expenses of the civil gov­
ernment ; bnt the foot wee that the 
salaries were paid before, although they 
did not appear under- the head of dvU 
government, to which tiie motion under 
consideration applied. Another increase 
wae caused by the neoeeiity of having 
another clerk in the Audit Department! 
and another was made neoeeeary by the 
increase in the circulation of Dominion 
notes. But these Increase» would be 

than compensated for by the in- 
in the revenue which would be 

derived from the increased circulation. 
The circulation itself would give the 
Government $100,000 a year, and the re­
lease of the two millions of reserve in gold 
would give another $100,000. From this 
had to be -deducted $26,000 for printing 
the notes and other things, which left a 
revenue of $176,000, a sum large enough 
to pay the interest on the much-abused 
expenditure in British Columbia. He 
quite agreed that it was desirable to re­
trench ; but while members opposite were 
loud in favour at a reduction, they them­
selves proposed increases. For instance, 
they, through the Library Committee, in­
creased the salaries of the clerks and in­
creased the salary of the messenger. 
They proposed to give the messenger con- 
neotea with the library $850 per annum, 
for instance, or $60 more then he was now 
getting, while the highest salary for a 
messenger was $500. When in office, too, 
hon. gentlemen opposite paid the messen­
gers their five hundred per annum and 
one hundred additional through contin­
gencies. Besides all this, the Introducer 
of the motion, when in office, and when 
Canada was, aa hé called it, a cheap 
country to live in, had the power to luce 
salaries if he had desired to do eo. baths 
did not offer to do so. He proposed rather 
to make an increase. Under ell these cir­
cumstances he <)|d not think the motion 
should carry.

Mr. CASEY wished to know when the 
bill for the reform of the Civil Service 
would be introduced.

Mr. ANGLIN followed, but amidst so 
much noise that hie remarks were In­
audible. He, however, supported tiie 
resolution.

Sir JOHN MACDONALD said he de- 
aired to remark regarding the Civil Ser­
vice bill, to which the non. member for 
West Elgin had referred, that it waa the 
intention of the Government to bring it 

Hie bill wee carefully 
exhaustive evidence was 

respeot to the Civil Service in 
England, in France and in Germany, but 
aa the session, went on, it wee found that 
the Government oonld not well press the 
measure end get the session through in a 
reasonable tune. However, the subject 
would receive the careful attention of the 
Government, end after the session, he (Sir 
John) would give the hon. member a copy 
of the bill whieh the Government had in­
tended to lning down.

Mr. BLAKE—Give ue all a copy.
Sir JOHN MACDONALD said he wee 

aot, like his hon. friend, infallible ; there­
fore, did not oare to present the bill to the 
House, because suggestions might yet be 
made which might lead him to make slight 
changea in it. With respeot to the increase 
of expenditure under the head ef civil gov­
ernment, he thought the Finance Minister 
dealt with it satisfactorily. He wae not 
at all surprised, however, at the late Min- 

of Finance (Sir Richard Cartwright) 
this motion.

such e bill, yet he did introduce it. What 
were its provisions 1 Well, in thé Aot of 
1868, which wae introduced by his (Sir 
John’s) extravagant Government, it was 
provided that a third-olasa clerk’s salary 
should be for the first year $400. He did 
not remember for the moment, but he sup­
posed the Opposition of the day denounced 
thie extravagant proposal, just as they 
ware to-day denouncing aa extravagant all 
expenditure which they, when in office, 
did not attempt to reduce, (Hear, hear.) 
But the late Finance Minister was not 
satisfied that the salary of a third-oliss 
clerk should be $400 for the first year, so 
he proposed in this bill which he brought 
down to make it five hundred, or a hun­
dred dollars more, and that it should In- 
crease by $50 a year until it reached $760, 
instead of $650, which was the maximum 
fixed by the extravagant Government of 
which né (Sir John) wae a member, 
Then It waa proposed that the third-class 
clerk should step into the next grade after 
four year’s service instead of after five.

The first- 
olasa clerks, the extravagant Government 
which was in power in 1868 decided 
should commence at $1,200, bnt, if the 
hon. gentleman’■ bill had pasted, they 
would have commenced at $1,600. (Laugh­
ter and applause.) Now, if an arithme­
tician should ait down and calculate, 
he would see that had the bill of the 
now economical ex-Finance Minister passed, 
the oast of dvil government would now 
be many thousands more than it was at 
present.

The hon. member for 
Centre Huron, instead of cutting down the 
expenses and introducing each • resolution 
ae now submitted, raised the ooet $25,580 
beyond the largest amount of his predeces­
sor. Another desire entertained by that 
hon. gentleman waa for a reduction in the 
amount expended on superannuations. 
The largest expenditure of the Conserva­
tive Government waa in 1873-74, $64,492, 
bnt the great economist on the Opposition 
benches increased that'in 1877-78 to $166,- 
688. The largest post office expenditure 
for which the Conservatives were re- 
epintible amounted to $1,387,270, while 
in 1877-78 it had been increased to 
$1,724,938. The hon. member far Centre 
Huron had given the country evidence 
that he was in his true role when posing 
as sn economist, and he should long re­
main to criticise the sots of his opponents 
rather than to be trusted with power 
which he had abated, and which led to 
snob a rapid increase in the public ex­
penditure. (Cheers.)

Mr. HUNTINGTON said the attacks 
made upon tho hon. member for Centre 
Huron (Sir Richard Cartwright) were 
made because that gentleman left the Tory 
camp and joined tiie liberal party. He 
was glad, however, that the Minister of 
Railways had made the edmlteion that the 
member for Centre Huron was not a sup­
porter of the Government in 1871 and 
1872,

Mr. PLUMB pointed ont that the mem­
ber for Centre Huron had introduced this 
resolution aa s bait to catch boa. member!

The hon. gentleman who 
was his predecessor (Sir Richard Cartwright) 
would remember that in 1878 when he be­
came the head of the Finance Department, 
he esked him (Sir Leonard) whether he 
had any suggration to off* relative to mat­
ters connected with the Department. He 
(Sir Leonard) then stated that there was 
one matter in which a change was de­
sirable, and that waa the arrangements in 
England relative to the negotiations of our 
loans snd the payment of the Interest on 
the public deft. It appeared to him (Sir 
Leonard) that the sums Canada was paying 
for that service at that time and* arrange­
ments which had been made by the old 
Government of Canada previous to the 
Union were excessive, and that some ar­
rangement might be made by the appoint-. 
ment of an agent in London by which the/ 
expenditure could he largely reduced. In 
1S73, in arrangement waa made by which 
loans should b# negotiated at 4 per cent 
instead of «teller cent, and that arrange­
ment had continued to the present time. 
The sum paid out that way, and the 
charge*’peid on the payment of interest 
had been very large indeed. An 
illustration of this was to be found 
in the fact that last year sim­
ply in the payment of interest on the 
coupons as they fell due, the half per 
cent, charged amounted to no lew than 
$45,298. In addition to that, something 
like $5,000 were paid on chargw in con­
nection with the sinking fund, and this 
did not Include the commission paid when 
the loan* were negotiated. If, during the 
ye* following next year, $10,000,000 
wne spent on public works and $5,000, 000 
a yew in subsequent yews, the Govern­
ment would find itself and* the necessity
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of going to England to negotiate loans. 
These loans could not be made and* the 
existing arrangements without incurring 
Urge commUrions ; bat it was probable 
now that the half p* cent, could be saved, 
as It would be competent for the High 
Co mm! wiener to make arrangemantafor 
the loan with the old agent», with the 
Bank of England, or with othro parti*. 
He oould ray for himself, that he would 
be very pleased indeed if the esrvioM of 
the present agents oould be used, because 
they had given very great satisfaction 
heretofore, and their servie* might be 
used if they gave as favourable terms * 
other parti* were willing to give. He 
(Sir Leonard) thought Ms predecessor, who 
had given this matter some consideration, 
would agree that the time had now arrived 
when an effort oould be fairly made to re­
duce the expenditure in connection with 
the transaction of oar financial business in 
London and the negotiation of our loans. 
There was another point In connection 
with tide matter. In 1883 * 1885, $35,- 
000,000 of five p* cent, debentures would 
be in a petition to be retired, and he took 
it for granted that if the four per cent, 
securities sold at anything like the pre­
sent rate, the gentlemen who were in 
Power at that time weald buy in the 
form*. In making the* negotiation! a 
very Urge saving would be effected by rea­
son of the presence of our agent in London.

Mr. MACKENZIE regretted the Gov­
ernment did not bring down the bill at the 
outset of the lection, and that the depart­
ure of the High Commistionw waa not 
delayed until aft* Parliament had dealt 
with the subject. It was a farce for the 
Government with a Urge majority at its 
back to now submit the proposition. He 
quoted from Sir Alexander Galt’s recent 
speech* and pronounced them indUereet 
both as regarda his recommendation that 
England should Impose tax* on all bread- 
stuffs except Canadian, and hU eulogium 
on Lord Beaoonafield, the defunct states­
man.

He 
protested against the policy Indicated in 
the despatches and speech* of Sir Alex- 
and* Galt The whoU actionjof the Gov- 
eroment was a huge blond*.

When they found 
that in Sir Alexander Galt’s speech at 
Montreal, delivered In the presence of two 
Ministers, it was suggested that the ques­
tion of defence was an important one, and 
one regarding which negotiations had been 
going on for many months; when they 
saw rumours and statements that in the 
event of war, much leas likely to happen 
now than a few weeks ago, bat still a not 
impossible event, Canada was to raise her 
contingent ; when, moreov*, there was a 
distinct statement made by this diplomat­
ist that the policy to be pressed on the 
British Parliament was to close their porta 
against the grain of the world in order that 
the home country and Canadian farmers 
might obtain high* prioes for their grain, 
the Dominion compensating England by 
admitting h* manufactures on easier 
terms—when all these important,questions 
were to be brought on the carpet, it was 
highly important to know that our inter- 
«ta in all thess matters were not 
to be deemed more enlarged by the 
result of the negotiations that had 

rooeeding many months. He was exoeed- 
gly anxious that the position of this 

oountoy should be fully considered. He 
was anxious that it should be seen whether 
we oould not take our place * a part of 
the Empire to which we belonged, but he 
was not et all anxious to we any ' 
which, while giving greater powei 
executive, might give le* power to the 
Canadian people.

Sir JOHN MACDONALD said the re- 
•dutions of last year relating to Dominion 
lands were adopted in expectation of ob­
taining the op-operation of the Imperial 
Government in constructing a Canadian 
Pacific railway. That result had not yet 
been attained, though it wae impossible to 
know at present what would be done by 
tiie new British Government. Until her 
Majesty's Government did co-operate, it 
would not be prop* to ask them to, nor 
would they hove the right to appoint a 
Com mission* to administer the lands aa 
had been proposed, to unite with the Com­
missioner appointed by the Dominion Gov­
ernment. Instead, therefore, of haring 
there two Commiarionen, the Canadian 
Government would undertake the manage­
ment of there railway lands themselves.
From the time the original land resolu­
tion! were adopted, he had considered that 
the expenaM of surveys and management 
should be charged against islre, so that 
the proceeds of such land sal* should be 
exclusively devoted to the cost of railway 
construction. He had to-day given notice 
of resolutions to amend the resolutions of 
last session, so that one hundred million 
aw* of hind should be selected and re­
served by lordw-ln-Counoil, that they 
ahould be of fair average quality,sand fit 
for settlement, and should be sold at prie* 
not lew than one dollar p* acre, ex­
clusively for the purpose of defraying the 
ooet of constructing the Pacific railway.

In conversation to-day, 
he paid a high tribute to the 
excellent quality of Canadian rye, which 
to sold in Antwerp not only for distilling 
purposes but for bread stuffs. Whrat,
rats and barley shipped from Montreal to 
that city last ye* also gave great satisfac­
tion. Mr, Sturm believM there to a wide 
market on the continent of Europe lor the 
oereal products of Canada, and he predicts 
a large development of our export trade in 
that direction. Last year we shipped to 
Antwerp 161,778 bushels of whrat. 321,. 
890 bushels of rye, 46,026 bushels of oats, 
13,860 bushels of barley, 61 barrels of 
flour, 17 barrels of ashes and 39 packages 
of butter, which to net so bad tor the first 
yew. Before that time, vessels earning to 
this port from Antwerp, Bordeaux and 
Rotterdam with glare, liqeon, Ac., had to 
firid their way back by taking cargo* of 
lumbw, A3., to Buenos Ayres * oth* 
Brazilian ports, where they oould obtain 
freight to Europe in the shape of wool, 
hid* and tallow. Now there will be some 
chance of their getting return cargoes of 
grain from Montreal direct to Europe,

certificate, and one who has passed with 
honours In either of the last mentioned sub­
jects in his third yew, ie reckoned * hav­
ing obtained a first clan certificate, grade 
A. Aft* May, 1810, every candidate far 
a third ala* certificate must pass to the 
mbjeets prescribed " Intermediate Exam­
ination” in High Schools, and all examina­
tions for these last named certificates be­
fore County Boards are discontinued. 
Graduât* of MoGill College in Montreal 
are allowed to become P. S, Inspectors in 
this Province.

briefest possible chronological forz% Mr. 
Blaki’b past position on the Pacifie 
Railway question, or, to speak more 
accurately, on the question of the Brit­
ish Columbia section of it :

November, 1873—Mr. Blake entered 
the Maokx^kib Cabinet. A few days 
afterwards, Mr. Mackenzie announced 
In his address to his constituents at 
Sarnia, that they intended to construct 
the whole line, from end to end, utilizing 
on the eastern section the “ magnificent 
“ water stretches.” And upon that 
understanding of their intentions, they 
appealed to the country in January, 1874, 
and were returned by a very large 
majority.

February, 1674—Mr. Blake left the 
. Cabinet on th^ ground that he was 
weary of the cares of office ; but not a 
word warn said as to any difference be­
tween him or his colleagues with regard 
to the railway.

June, 1874—Mr. Walkem, Premier 
of British Columbia, proceeded to Eng­
land to consult with the Imperial Gov­
ernment os the delay which had oo- 

. curved since he was weeny of the cares 
of office.

September 1874—The Carnarvon 
terms were despatched to Canada 
and accepted by the Canadian Govern­
ment. They involved (1) the construc­
tion of the Nanaimo and Eequimalt 
branch ; (8) the pushing on of the sur­
veys on the mainland of British Colum­
bia ; (3) the building of the waggon 
road and telegraph ; (i) two millions of 
dollars a year to be the minimum ex­
penditure within the Province ; and (5) 
the completion of the whole line from 
Lake Superi or to the Pacific by 1890.

May, 1876—Mr. Blake again entered 
the Government which, while out of 
office, he had uniformly supported.

May, 1876—Lord Düstbmn went to 
British Columbia and declared to that 
Province that his Ministers (of whom 
Mr. Blake was one) were honest in their 
determination to build that section. He 
said : “ Every single item of the Gab- 
“ NAKvotr terms is at this moment in 
" the course of fulfilment. Woe betide 
“ the Government or statesman who, 
“ because its inhabitants are few in 
“ number, and politically of small ao- 
“ count, should disregard the wishes or 
11 carelessly dismiss the representations, 
“ however bluff, boisterous, or down- 
“ right, of the feeblest of our distant 
“ colonies.”

May, 1876—While Lord Dufferin 
was on this mission, the Government 
advertised that on or before January, 
1877, they hoped to be able to ask for 
tenders for the construction of the 
whole line from the eastern end to the 
Pacifie eoean, and announced that in­
tending contractors would be supplied 
with every information on application 
to the Department. '

1873—The Government, according to 
the Premier’s statements m Parliament; 
were still acting in good faith towards 
the fnfHmcat of the Carnarvon terms, 
proceeding -with explorations for the 
discovery ef the best route.

January, 1878—Mr. Blake resigned 
on tile ground of ill-health, but in his 
speech be his constituents just before 
leaving the country-, he entered no pro­
test against .the Government’s railway 
policy ; bB, on the contrary, approved 
of all their sets in a general way. —,

Yet now he hints, and his newspapers 
brcacly state that from first to tast-he 
thought flie British Columbia section 
“ madness,” and never intended to pro­
ceed with it 1 If so, it follows that for 
five years lie deceived the Canadian 
people, the people of British Columbia, 
Lord Carnarvon and the Imperial 
Government, and Lord Dufferin, the 
Governor-General ! This is a pretty 
big indictment, but It is of his own 
drawing. ____

advance in Iron has been checked, 
American makers having greatly lowered 
their prices and increased their produc­
tion for the avowed purpose of keeping 
British iron out. In wool» which showed 
for 1879 the comparatively small ad­
vance of nine per cent., a further rise 
of fully ten per cent was established at 
the March trade sales, American buy­
ers having appeared as competitors for 
the purchase of the raw material We 
may therefore put down twenty per 
cent advance on wool Aa for sugar, 
the Economist of January 3rd quotes 
from a trade circular to the following 
effect :

“ Accounts from Cuba Indicate a very 
Urge decrease—from 70,000 to 80,000 tons 
—which becomes more Important because 
the Mauritius crop is estimated at 60,000 
toes lew than in 1878. In the beet sugsr 
crop of Europe "the deficiency is estimated 
at 400,000 tons. Supposing these figures 
to be only approximately correct the fact 
of a large total deficiency is established. 
Doting some years past the total consump­
tion of Europe and America hie been 
steadily increasing at the rate of about 
90 000 tons per annum, and the inference 
from these two facts is.plain enough.”

The Eeonomiat of April 3rd quotes 
from New York authorities the follew- 
ing comparison of prices in that city at 
the beginning of March, this year and 
last :

The only article showing a decrease is 
petroleum, and the price of that, as 
everybody knows, is in the United 
States so much controlled by specula­
tion and monopoly that it is an excep­
tional article altogether. Looking over 
the figures showing the rise in London 
and New York, as above quoted, where 
is the business man who will say that 
prices in Canada have risen any more 
than in the great markets outside ? It 
may very safely be affirmed that prices 
generally have not increased nearly as 
much to the people of Canada as to the 
people of the United States. Before 
the new tariff was announced, its op­
ponents argued that it would make 
commodities dearer than they would 
otherwise be, and since then they have 
affirmed that as a matter of fact it has 
had that effect. We dispute the state­
ment, and call for proof. The proof 
we furnish fqr our contention is that of 
certain advances in prices of leading 
commodities in the two great markets 
of London and New York,, and We leave 
it to business men ef either polttibal 
party to say whether prices here have 
advanced in proportion. Even supposing 
it to be shown, that Canadian prices 
have advanced correspondingly with 
prices outside, then the opponents of 
the N. P. have no case, ,fpr they most 
prove that the advance has been yea ter 
here than -in England and the United 
States. We have taken our figures from 
the best available authorities, and are 
content to leave them to the considera­
tion of the business community.

PRICES AND THE N.P.
The charge that the new tariff has 

greatly increased the cost of living in 
Canada, as compared wiffi other coun­
tries, is so constantly reiterated that it 
may be worth while to bring it to the 
test of figures. In the markets of the' 
world generally, prices of leading com­
modities took a decided upward turn 
last September, and that movement is 
■till well sustained. This being the 
case, we have to enquire whether the 
rise of prices in Canada, whatever that 
may amount to, be not the result of 
causes altogether outside of our change 
of policy. The Prince Edward Island 
petition sgps that “ the tariff, by 
“ augmenting the cost of living, and 
“ by diminishing the purchasing power 
“ of money,” has caused loss of popula­
tion sod great detriment to the Island. 
In taking this position, the petitioners 
set themselves squarely against the 
general experience and common sense 
of mankind. Evidently they think 
that an increase of the purchasing 
power of money would be a benefit. 
But to say that the purchasing power 
of money has increased is only another 
way ef saying that the prices of real 
estate and commodities are down ; that 
debtors and poor people generally have 
to sacrifice for little money whatever 
they have to sell, be it labour or any­
thing else ; and that at such a time the 
advantage is altogether with the rich 
man or possessor of ready cash, who 
can get for fifty dollars what cost the 
owner a hundred. The increased pur­
chasing power of money is merely 
another name for hard times, when 
the poor are at the mercy of the rich ; 
while, conversely, when ww say that 
the purchasing power has deceased, we 
mean in effect that times have burned 
in friyour of poor men and debtors, and 

tiie opportunity for them to rise 
out of the slough has come. The pur­
chasing power of money was indeed ter­
ribly increased during the years of de­
pression ; dp the petitioners wish for 
the return or continuance of such a 
state of things, as a boon to the poor
men |

Let ns now endeavour to give, from 
the best authorities, some idea of what 
the rise in prices generally hAs been during 
a year past In its annual commercial re­
view for 1879, the Economist says that in 
the London market the prices of the 
articles mentioned advanced during the 
year as follows, the greater part of the 
advance having taken place during the 
last four or five months of the twelve

just the sort of man that the practical 
business men of Canada need.

The whole result of the currency dis­
cussion was eminently satisfactory to 
the Government. It was a very remark­
able thing that on this very important 
question, against which the Opposition 
press had long been screaming, the Op­
position in Parliament was far less 
fierce than it was on a little $500 item 
in the Estimates. The fact was, that 
the knowledge that the Banking and 
Currency resolutions of the Government 
had been-prepared only after many and 
minute consultations with the broking 
interests, completely paralyzed the arms 
of the ex-Finance Minister ; and 
though he went a littW farther 
thro the press had gone, he was 
manifestly so weak in nis Opposition 
that his friends could not feci encour­
aged in continuing the debate. Even 
in the position of the Opposition to­
wards the “ Rag Baby,” there was an 
element of weakness. Mr. Plumb and 
Mr. McLennan gave, in the course of 
half-hour addresses, more arguments 
against the National Currency thro 
Mr. Charlton had given in an hour 
rod A half of elaborate and long-medi­
tated discussion. Every position taken 
by Mr. Charlton in the ques­
tion was assailable * on the basis 
of gross historical inaccuracy. The 
arguments drawn from the clipped 
silver currency of England in the 
seventeenth century ; from the as­
signats of the Empire rod the Republic 
of France in the Eighteenth century, 
rod from the paper money of the States 
of the revolutionary era and the United 
States of our own time, had absolutely 
no appreciable weight whatever in the 
discussion of a National Currency for 
Canada under every possible _ condition 

•rising industries, increasing popu­
lation, accumulating wealth—which 
poulet* render such an experiment free 
from the dangers which menaced rod 
marked it in the cases cited. We do 
not wonder that Mr. Wallace treated 
Mr. Charlton's propositions with some 
degree of scorn ; rod we confess that 
any man whose mind was free from 
bias, rod who had to judge between the 
two, would, without hesitation, award 
the victory of the dispute to 
the member from South Norfolk, 
Mr. Wallace For the present 
we do not think anything can 
or will be gained by the continuance 
of the discussion. We look upon it as 

non-existent issue for some years now. 
The Government are committed to the 
trial of a great experiment under fairly 
favourable conditions ; rod it will be 
the duty of all who wish the Govern­
ment well to aid In forwarding the suc­
cess of its measures, rod not to disturb 
the public mind unnecessarily with new 
theories of speculative finance.
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THE MINISTRY AND MM RAO 
f" BABY.”

There are few things more amusing 
than the simplicity displayed by the Op­
position press in their too evident desire 
to provide themselves with materials for 
opposition. They are continually asking 
the Government to declare their opinion 
on some subject about which the Oppo­
sition mind may be exercised. The “ Rag 
“ Baby ” is one of the questions about 
which the greatest anxiety is displayed. 
We are told, with all the solemnity of 
suspicion, that the Minister of Finan* 
did not repudiate the “ Rag Baby.” 
We are asked to see in this a 
gravely suspicious circumstance. Our 
Opposition friends do not, indeed, 
draw the conclusion that the Minister 
is in favour of the “ Rag Baby ” ; but 
still the finger of scorn and the little 
finger of suspicion are pointed at the 
Minister who had a chance of repudiat­
ing the ideas of Mr. Wallace rod neg­
lected to avail himself of his opportun­
ity. We might ask, with some degree 
of curiosity, what call there was for Sir 
Leonard Tillet to repudiate the Na­
tional Currency project Î There was no 
such topic of discussion within 
the limit of his own policy, rod 
at the late date at which the 
resolutions concerning Broking rod 
Currency were introduced, long discus 
rions on abstract questions would have 
been out of season. Moreover, our 
Opposition friends unite in declaring 
that Sir Leonard Tillet has, in fact, 
conceded a good deal to the National 
Currency advocates, rod in that case, of 
course, he must be taken to have put it 
out of his power to repudiate what he 
had in part adopted. The truth about 
the National Currency question is 
that public opinion is largely un­
formed on the subject ; but at the 
same time, no one who knows anything 
of public opinion can fail to see that 
that opinion is more fully prepared for 
an enlargement thro for a restriction of 
the Nations? Currency. The people 
know that the banks are not all able to 
redeem in gold, no more thro all rich 
businest men are able at times to liquid­
ate in gold. They know, toe, that some 
twelve millions of dollars of Dominion 
enrreney has been in circulation 
without any depreciation of its value, 
rod therefore it is hard to be able to see 

ruin” or “ robbery” or “ déprécia- 
“ tion” in a project to make the twelve 
millions twenty, particularly when the 
provisions of the new law are such that 
if the people have lead confidence in the 
Dominion thro they havq in the banks, 
the simulation of twenty millions wil l 
be found quite impossible.

PERNICIOUS LITERATURE.
The attention of the public is periodi­

cally called to the exposure rod aale of 
vaat quantities of demoralizing litera­
ture, principally in the shape of cheap 
rod flashy illustrated American week­
lies, which are largely in demand among 
young people. The agitation of the 
subject usually results in a temporary 
abatement of the evil Instructions are 
issued to stop the publications in ques­
tion at the frontier, respectable news­
vendors promise to sell no more litera­
ture of the kind, the more disreputable 
of the publications in question disappear 
from the store windows rod the com­
munity plumes itself upon its moral 
vigilance and oircomspeotion rod fancies 
that the crusade has accomplished its 
object But the amendment is unfor­
tunately only temporary. In a few 
weeks, when the vigilance of the movers 
in the matter is relaxed, the prohibited 
serials re-appear, the embargo is discon­
tinued, and the sale of the flagitious 
flapdoodle which causes so much moral 
ruin rod pollution re-aaaumea its former 
dimensions. Probably the evil is as 
formidable to-day as at any former 
period in the history of Toronto. Let any 
one who doubts the essentially vicious 
and depraving character of much of 
the mental pabulum which attracts 
inconsiderate rod youthful readers; take 
stock of the publications prominently 
displayed in the windows of the news 
vendors on the principal streets. Along 
with a good deal that is merely trashy 
and sensational will be found much that 

positively imihoral rod licentious. 
The flaring illustrations which are either 
suggestive,, to the verge of obscenity, prof 
the Mood and thunder type, fairly indi­
cate the character of the reading matter. 
There ii no question as to its evil effects. 
Almost every day we read of juvenile 
criminals rod runaways, whose first in­
centive to throwing off the restraints of 
home was the fascination exercised by 
the exploits of banditti, highwaymen 

pirates, as detailed in these villainous 
id corrupting publications. The sala­

cious feature of their contents has 
doubtless even worse results, though 
they may not be brought so prominently 
before the public. It is somewhat sur­
prising that the American Socic 
for the Suppression of Vice, whi 
prosecutes the authors rod pub­
lishers of books of an immoral 
nature so vigorously, should per­
mit these aerials to flourish unchecked. 
It is a pity that our restrictions with 
regard to this class of publications are 
not more thoroughly enforced, rod that 
public opinion is not alive to the neces­
sity of preserving our young people 
from such contamination. The subject 
is rather a hackneyed one, we know ; 
but so long as the evil is permitted £o 
revive rod flourish, it is a matter in­
volving the gravest considerations, rod 
one upon which the whole moral force 
of the community should be brought to 
bear.

The Stratford Herald says " A fine 
sample of Grit decency la presented In 
Palmerston and Ustowel The Hon. Mr.

Let ns pat 
this local law matter in another shape. We 
were entitlednunder the treaty to send lob­
sters into the United States, bat our 
cousins under their leosl law—for the word

local " in this sense ought to eover a re­
public of forty millions as well as a foreign 
colony like Newfoundland—clapped s duty 
on the cans, and held ns bound by it !

A contemporary, In speaking of the 
attraotions presented by the present con­
ditions of American industry to Canadian 
workingmen, calls attention to a temporary 
cause which at present helps to draw our 
people sway, but which will oesse to oper­
ate in a few months. The great majority of 
large employers of labour in the States are 
Republicans, and as tha interests of capital 
are bound up with those of the Republican 
party, are anxious to secure the votes of 
their employés for the nominee of the 
Chicago convention. Hence there is a 
ire vailing disposition to keep work plenty 

and wages good until after election, aa no­
thing la mere fatal to the party in power 
than hard times. Of course, American 
industries are fairly prosperous, irrespec­
tive of any such cause, but there is no in- 
trinaio unlikelihood in the idea that an ad­
ditional stimulus has been Imparted to 
them in order to keep the working classes 
in good humour and prevent a Democratic 
reaction.

The sec- 
ond clause provided that advances oould 
be made to any Previn*, British Colombia 
included, and that such advances oould be 
repaid. In the first clause a provision was 
made for the advancing of the money, in 
the second it was provided that the money 
advanced should be repaid. If H was in­
tended that the money to be granted to 
British Columbia should be repaid, there 
was no necessity for the first clause, a* the 
•eooad olause revered it. The feat was t*>e 
first clause was an absolute payment, the 
second clause was Intended to provide for 
payments which had to be returned. In 
view of this, the Hon* would be dishon­
ouring itself, and doing an injustice and 
injury to Britiah Columbia if the resolution 
before the House should not pass.

Mr. MACKENZIE said it waa not re­
markable that the hon. gentleman had 
worked himself into a passion on the ques­
tion, because he was advocating the case 
of his constituents, and it was doubtful 
whether he should vote on the subject, he 
being an interested party.

The Amerioan batter rod cheese inter­
ests are up In arms against the proposal to 
legalise the aale of olemargarine, and have 
formed a national association for that pur- 

». At a recent meeting in New York, 
under the auspices of that body, some in­
teresting statistics as to the magnitude of 
the interests involved were presented. The 
value of the land and stock employed in 
furnishing milk, batter and cheese in the 
United SUtes Is estimated at $1,300,000,- 
000. Over 3,000 factor!* are engaged in 
the manufacture of the* articles, besides 
the tens of thousands of private dairies. 
The annual production of cheese in the 
United States is estimated at 360,000,000 
pounds, and of butter 1,500,000,000 The 
value of the two is about $350,000,000, 
yo,000,000 more thaq the wheat crop, 
one-seventh more than the hay crop, one- 
third more than the cotton crop, and only 
one-fifth lew than the corn crop. There 
are 13,000,000 cows In the United States, 
which ia over six times the number in 
Great Britain, and more than twice the 
number in Fran*. The annual production 
of milk in the United Statw is valued at 
$600,000,000. x

The American law on the subject of na­
turalization appears to be decidedly mixed, 
the rights of Chinamen, Indian», and the 
dark-skinned races generally, other than 
negro*, being very uncertain. The original 
proviaion with regard te naturalization only 
provided for the admission to citizenship of 
“ free white persons but after the whole­
sale enfranchisement of the Southern ne­
gro* the naturalization laws were extended 
ao as to include Africans and persons of 
African descent, Under the most liberal 
ooiffiMuotion of this -provision Mongolians 
ana other coloured persona, not negro*, 
would appear to be excluded ; nevertheless, 
the courts of some States, New York and 
Massachusetts among the number, admit 
them to citizenship, and frequent natural­
izations have ’recently taken plaw. The 
legal status of the Indian is equally 
dubious. He cannot, of oourae, be natural­
ized, being native born, and the question 
has arisen whether he haa the rights ef a 
citizen, should he choose to claim them. 
About a year tin* it waa decided in s 
Nebraska Court that an Indian oould. aue 
and be seedy and now the question has 
arisen in the same State aa to tbe red 
man’s right ef suffrage. An Indian red 
dent of Omaha tendered hla vote at a city 
election and. on its being refused, brought 
an action for $6,000 damages. The case 
comes on very shortly, and its decision is 
awaited with inter*! * a definition of the legal petition of the aborigine*.

The 
proposal was to give the Province ae a 
boons $260,000, whioh, in view of the 
large advantages which that Previn* 
already had from Canada, waa preposter­
ous.

Hon, gentlemen opposite were evidently 
attempting to drive British Columbia out 
of the Union, and to disintegrate the 
Dominion, He wee pained and grieved 
that the exigencies of party should lead 
hon. gentlemen opposite to adopt inch a 
oourae, which, however, he believed would 
be rejected with indignation by the people 
of this country, (Applause.) What were 
the facte in the rare ? British Columbia 
and Canada set down as two independent 
peoples to make arrangements for union, 
and one of the arrangements entered into 
was that the Dominion should guarantee 
the interest for ten years of such a su 
not to exceed £100,000 sterling, as might 
he required for the construction of a first- 
class graving dock at Eaquimalt, The 
hon. member from West Durham wished 
it to be understood that the guarantee 
meant the repayment of the money, but it 
meant nothing of the kind.

On motion for oonourren* in the bill, 
Mr. BOULTBEE moved that the bill he

That section 67 at the told Canada Temperance 
Act is hereby repealed, and the following claoee 
substituted therefor “ If a majority of all the 
voters who* names are entered on the voters' list 
need at said polling, vote, the same polling shall be 
held to have been adopted hot not otherwise, and 
the Returning Officer shall make a return to .the
Go vernor-General. "

Mr. BO WELL said the amendments from 
the Senate were necessary for the working 
of the Act, but the propowd amendment 
would effectually destroy its operation. If 
the principle ’ therein embodied were 
adopted in every political election, there 
would be few members sitting in Parlia­
ment. It was almost impossible under 
eny droumstanow except under great ex- 
cite ment to get a dear majority of the 
voters to record their votes on any occa­
sion. Aa the general priadyle guiding 
other elections was that of a majority vote, 
so in this case the opinion expressed by 
the majority whenever the question was
at to the people should be accepted aa ito

Mr. ROSS (West Middlesex) pointed out 
that the measure had been introduced by 
a member of the GovTOnment in the other 
branch of Parliament, and waa moved in 
this House by another member ef the 
Government, rod he, therefore, naked why 
the hon, member for East York (Mr. 
Bool thee) should have proposed hla amend­
ment. There was no movement in the 
eonntry in favour of that amendment 
Before the Ant was peered, the Hon* was 
flooded with petitions, rod it tree the re­
sult of a great temperance agitation. The 
Act would be emasculated if the propowd 
amendment were adopted. No attempt 
had been made to show that it'preaeed un- 
jusbly on any portion of the community. 
It, moreover, would introduce a new prin­
ciple into the elections.

Mr. BOSS (Middlesex) expressed regret 
that the Government had not refused to 
oountenn iw the new clause, and moved 
the three months’ hoist.

Mr. BLAKE said the Government had 
certainly not made this bill a Government 
meuure. He hoped, therefore, in view of 
the amendment, which in his opinion kill­
ed the bill the Government would support 
the throwing out of the hill altogether.

Mr. ANGLIN held that a clear majority 
in any district ought to express itself in 
favour of trying the Scott Aot before that 
prohibitory meuure wu adopted. He, 
therefore, supported the amendment, and 
the bill u it at present stood.

Mr. McCUAIG, who said he had been » 
temperance man of half a century, charac­
terized the Donkin Act where it had been 
tried as an absolute failure. He regretted 
that this wu the cue, but it wu the cue.

STATEMENT BY MABY MILLS.

Her Story af Edward De Cour- 
■lee’s Conduct.

RUINED HER TO SPITE A BROTHER

v. Tieker*i IUtm»l ef Eeberl’» 
estovaace*.

By the kind permliilon of the Sheriff, I 
reporter for The Mail had an opportunity 
of visiting Robert De Cormier at the gaol 
os Saturday, for the purpose of eliciting 
bo me facts not brought out at tire recent 
trial of the latter in connection with the 
murder by him of his brother Edward at 
Lambton Mill» some seven months ago,

Governor Green informed the condemn­
ed "<an of the visit of the reporter, whom 
he kindly consented to accompany to the 
room where De Coursier is confined. It 
is the room on the first floor, at the north 
era end of the gaol, known as the hospital ; 
end in this department the unfortunate 
young man who is condemned to die on 
the 16th June was found with one 
of the guards, who remains with 
him continuously. This precaution is 
taken fay the Governor in order to pre­
vent accidents of any kind. Upon enter­
ing the room, De Counter was found re­
clining on a bed, looking very sad, but in 
the prime of life, and apparently in the 
best of health. For the information of 
those who may not have seen him, and 
consequently may have formed erroneous 
opinions regarding him, It may be stated 
that he is a splendid-looking young fellow, 
raid from appearances one of the moat un­
likely men in the world to commit the 
awful crime of murder, except under the 
excitement of great provocation and ill- 
usage. And as one enters into conversa­
tion with him, the visitor is imprraee*wtth 
his manly frankness in speaking of 
his wrongs. His long imprisonment 
and great troubles, however, seemed 
to have so completely unhinged and agi­
tated his nervous system that Ms mind 
wanders from one subject to another so 
rapidly that it was next to impossible to 
gpt a connected story from him of the 
causes which led up to the killing of his 
brother. He had thun all evidently 
broadly before his mind, but he could not 
bang the links together sufficiently close to 
present his version in a readable shape. 
That he had been

DEEPLY WRONGED BY HIS BROTHER,
however, was manifest from his point of 
view ; and the ruin of the character of 
Mary Mills, his affianced, by his brother, 
who undermined him in her affections dur­
ing his absence from Lambton seemed 
to have so completely upset him 
that he can speak of scarcely 
northing else. He had hoped, he 
said, that the causes' which led up to the 
killing would have been brought out pro­
minently at the trial, believing that if they 
had been, no jury would have brought in a 
verdict against him of murder. After 
speaking to him on the subject for a con­
siderable length of time, and taking down a 
number of answers in a disconnected 
form, the unfortunate young man became 
greatly agitated, and with tears in his eyes 
be begged that his story would not be 
given to the public, because, said he, " I 
can’t remember the circumstances, and I 
wish you would see my uncle, Mr. Tucker, 
who will give you the whole story, as he 
knows all about it, from the beginning to 
the end.” Being convinced that this was 
the safer course to pursue, the reporter 
bade the doomed young man farewell and. 
departed.

THE PRISONER'S UNCLE'S STATEMENT.
After tearing the gaol, the reporter pro- 

needed to Mr. Tucker's, on Yonge street, 
and upon informing that gentleman of the 
object of his visit, he consented to furnish 
a statement for publication of the story of 
the trouble between the DeCoursier 
brothers, trusting, he said, that when the 
real facts of the case might become known, 
that the royal clemency might be extend- 
to his unfortunate nephew. Mr. Tucker 
punished the following statement

" The first intimation I had of the trouble 
which existed between Robert and Edward 
De Coursier was in the summer of 1878, 
when Robert came to my house and told 
me that Edward had seduced Mary Mills, 
his (Robert’s) sffianoed. I asked him when 
it occurred, and he told me it was while he 
was working in Meadowvale and sending 
money to support his young brothers, and 
that he wanted to make all he possessed 
ever to Robert, and Robert to make an 
affidavit that he owned everything. He was 
afraid that Mr. Mills would sue him for 
damages, but Robert refused. Edward 
then said, ‘ What will I do ?’ Robert re­
plied, • Why marry the girl, of course. * 
But Edward raid, ‘ No, I won’t do that.’ 
Robert then mid, 1 Since yon have com­
mon oed your own dirty work do the beet 
won can, I want be a party to it' 
Home time during the past summer Edward 
called mi me and told me he had in award 
against Robert for $170, end requested me 
to ask Robert when he would pay it ; 1 
asked Robert, and he said he weald pay it 
ns soon sa the property was sold. Edward 
«ailed again to know what Robert had 
said, and I told him he was surprised to 
Dad the sward so heavy, but would pay It' 
when the property was sold. Edward said, 
* That won’t do me; if it is not paid at 
onoe there will be heavy ooete put on.’ I 
then told him If he brought on so much ex­
pense that Robert’s portion would be ate 
up, and his own also ; but he (Edward) 
arid, * No, they oaa’t touch mine.’ I then 
asked him what the fawyers would do, and 
he said they will call back on Henry’s 
share.

“Shortly after this conversation Edward 
called, and asked me to get Robert's pro­
mise not to administer to the funds in the 
building society ; and I asked him accord­
ingly, and he arid, ’No, uncle, I won’t 
administer. I should not have put the 
house in Chancery only Edward threatened 
to do io.’ When Edward called again I 
told him that Robert had promised not to 
administer ; neither would he have put 
the bouse in Chancery only yon (Edward) 
threatened to do it, Edward denied 
it at first, hut before leeving 
he admitted having done ecu Some time 
daring the Industrial Exhibition in Sep­
tember, Edward came and told me that 
ha had!

sot
me not to- do so." He said he thought he 
could get one to eot as security# I would 
become the other. I mid, certainly not, 
ae I feel sore you are doing h to injure 
Hobart. He then left, when I thought the

the remark that “ he is not content with 
the injury he has already done me, but dia­
grams ms in the eye» of the publie by 
seising my goods end posting sheriff’s hOle 
throughout the city and et Lambton Mills.

when I consider his position and the 
nobleness of his character, I .feel satisfied 
If the jury had known as much of his 
troubles as I de that they would not have 
brought in the verdict they- did ; but 
while there 1» life there Is hope, and I 
trust that the appeals which will shortly 
be made for the royal clemency will be ex­
tended to my poor nephew, who has been 
condemned to die."

MAST MILLS’ 8T0SY,
The reporter found Mary Mills, the 

young woman above alluded to, sojourn­
ing at a friend's house in the western part 
of the city, and being informed by Mr. 
Tucker of the nature of the visit, she con­
sented to be interviewed, in order that her 
version of Robert De Coursier’» grievances 
might go before the publie. She is a 
modest, well-featured young woman of 
about twenty-two years of age, and told 
her story In a very candid manner : but at 
times she was deeply affected at the mis­
fortune which had befallen herself and the 
young men ef whom she had to speak. 
She arid .—

“ About three years ago Robert De 
Coursier, who then resided at Lambton 
Mills, was engaged to be married to me, 
end a mere honourable, truthful young 
man never was born. About that time, 
however, he went to Meadowvale— 
that was on the let of May—in 
order to earn money to lend to hie 
bother Edward, who had remained at home 
to attend to the soda water business, which 
they had already established. As soon as 
Robert had left the place Edward accost­
ed me on the street one day and told me 
that he wished to speak to me ae a brother, 
that he knew his brother Robert wee en­
gaged to he married to me, but I should 
not believe him, ae he only wished to make 
fun of me. I told him I did not believe 
that Robert oouid be guilty of such eon- 
duct, but he assured me he was telling the 
truth, and that I should believe hlm. I 
began to think that perhaps he was telling 
the truth, and when he asked permission 
to came and see me In the evenings I con­
sented, and he came accordingly. I was 
then in charge of the house over six chil­
dren, my mother having died some time 
before, and my father was absent at 
Thorold making money to support the 
•family. After this Edward De Coursier 
uied to follow me every place I went ; in 
fact he was always after me. He told me 
he was going to start business for himself, 
and that he wished to marry me, because 
het bought I would make a good wife. He 
visited me very frequently until the 23rd 
July when he took an *

OATH ON THE BIBLE
that he would be true to me' and marry 
me. He continued to visit me, and by 
artful schemes and fair promises of mar­
riage accomplished my rain. Some four 
months afterwards I pressed him to keep 
his promise with me, bat he refused to do 
so, stating that he never Intended to marry 
me, that he had got me just where he 
wanted, that he only did it to

SPITE ms BROTHER, '
end he guessed Robert would feel pretty 
bad about it, as he knew that he had 
always intended to make me his wife. 
He then went to Toronto and brought me 
powders which he, wished me to toko, in 
order to hide my shame, bat I mid I would 
not take it, whereupon he told me I might 
help myself. He came back again and asked 
me If I bad taken the powders, and I told 
him no, I had not, that I was not going 
to low my own life by taking them. He 
then arid I might go to the d----- 1. Ed­
ward returned again and tried ta induce 
me to say that

THE ISTT.T.na
was toe father of the child, and promised 
me fifty dollars if I would do so ; but I 
refused, and asked him how would he like 
it if toe miller should get a young woman 
into trouble, and get her to lay the blame 
upon him ; whereupon ho replied that if 
he were the miller he would not ears about 
it, because he was » stranger In those parts 
and could leave the place when the thing 
h» perte known. Failing to this, he sug­
gested that I should blame another per­
son, Who had gone away ; bat of oeane, 
as this would have been highly Improper 
and oh just, I would not do so. 
When Robert returned, he overtook 
ma> when going to church oqe 
morning, and nqt seeing Edward 
with me he remarked that perhaps it 
would be no harm il .he came with mo- 
knowing at this time thst Edward was 
keeping my company—and I arid it would 
be no harm, and he came. He also walked 
home with me, and, upon reaching home, 
he remarked that he thought I was getting 
very womanly docking, but I nysed the 
matter off in a Joke, and kept my own 
secrets. I kept out of their way after­
wards, and I did not see Robert for over 
three months, but about a week after

THE BABY WAS BOHN, 
he cams to see me, and when he came 
into the room, he asked me to toll him 
the whole truth, and asked If the baby 
was Edward’s, and I replied that it was. 
He became very deeply affected, and asked 
me if his brother had not effected my rain 
by mating fair promisee to me, and I 
eaid that such was the case ; that 
he had acted the hypocrite, and had 
defamed his fair name, and succeeded 
in disgracing me. I told him that 
Edward had token an oath on the Bible to 
be true to me, but that he Subsequently 
broke his promise and said he had made it

after becoming somewhat calm he locked 
at the child and said it was the very pic­
ture of its father, Edward. He then told 
me he would talk to Edward about the 
matter end try to get him to marry me, 
and he told my father that he had done his 
best to get Edward to marry me. The 
latter, however, denied that he had arid 
anything to him on the subject, bet of 
course his word oouid not be railed 
on. About eight weeks after the 
child was bora my father entered 
an action for damages against Ed­
ward, and the day before the trial the 
latter met me at Mrs. Stinson’s, at Lamb­
ton, and threatened to have me arrested 
and lent to Kingston penitentiary for hav 
log taken the powders from him. If I ap­
peared to give evidence against him. He 
arid he had eoneuited his lawyer about it, 
and that I had bettor keep away. Of 
course I did not use the powders, but I 
feared that because I took them out of 
his hand that that was an offence for which 
I might be prosecuted, and I kept away 
from the triaL After this he oommenoed

A SYSTEM OV ANNOYANCE 
which was unbearable, and sometimes 
vary much vexed me. He need to take a 
great pleasure in passing our house in the 
company of young girls, who would gigi " 
and laugh at my misfortune, “ 
deed the gtrii out there seemed more 
keen to walk with him after this trouble 
with me than before it ; they seemed to 
think he was » great oeteh. When he 
would meet mo on the street, he would 
jostle against me, and make fun of me, 
•specially if he were to the presence of 
young men ; and all this became known to 
Robert, mho was greatly exasperated 
about It Upon one occasion, Edward 
came down the rood with a young women, 
who still llvaa in the villages and when 
coming up to our door where I *a standing 
with the baby, be snickered and laughed 
at me, all the while fanning himself with 
the young woman’s fan. I told him I 
thought it would look better if he 
would ansae end take his own ohild 
eat for n walk, instead of writing 
out with young women. I watched for 
him until he returned, and I followed him 
wHh-n dipper of water and threw Hover 
hH'White ehirt and hat, whereupon he

A*D KICKED ME,
and called me bad name». He got out a 
summons for maa few days afterwards, 
and I was advised to settle it with him, 
which he oeuaentod to do if I wnuld pay 
three •dollars far his hah which oo.it only 
«bout $1.50, and fifty cents for the ram- 
mums. I sent my brother to pay the motwy, 
and he insisted npea taking the hat, which

Edward—the mean fellow—wanted to 
keep. He was In the habit of tantalizing 
me, and in order to get away from him I 
came to Toronto for a month ; hat when I 
returned he sent me word he wanted 
to see me, hut I would not con­
sent to an interview. Before this 
he used to oome to the house, 
take tiie little hat off the baby’s head and 
jooosaly ask me if I thought the child 
looked like him. He said it had not red 
hair like him, but-1 told him to wait till 
the hair grew a little longer and he would 
see thst it was red. I told him upon one 
occasion that if he did not meet with 

AN UNNATURAL DEATH 
for the way he had acted toward me it 
would be very strange indeed. He held 
down his head and snickered—end such a 
nasty snicker ! It was a mean kind ef a 
snicker, which showed the bad mind , that 
was in him. Poor Robert always treated 
me kindly during all my troubles; and 
sympathized deeply with me, and this, 
together with the business troubles with 
hie brother, so npeet him thst he did not 
seem like the same person that he need to 
be; but I neverjheardhim threaten to do his 
wicked brother any bodily harm, and when 
he did so afterwards, I am sure it was 
during a moment of frenzy, when he did 
not know exactly what he was doing ; and 
I hope that the full sentence will not be 
carried out on him beoanee he deserves a 
better fate than to die for his unworthy 
brother.” *

MARY AND ROBERT.
This was the plain, unvarnished story of 

Mary Mills, who seemed to be a very can­
did, truthful young woman, her only fault 
being that she listened to the voice of the 
deceiver, and by so doing has -suffered for 
her indiscretion. The prisoner, whose 
doom is approaching, H seems il supposed 
by stony to be of French extraction, on 
account of his name, but suoh is hot the 
oaee. His father was from the north of 
Ireland, and a Protestant in "religion, and 
hit mother was an Englishwoman. As a 
natural consequence his relatives are ex­
ceedingly solicitous about him, and In­
tend to petition the Governor-General to 
extend the Royal clemency in Ms oaee.

BARON OR BABBER?
The Benaarkab’e Career ef an A 

Adventurer.
New York, May 2.—A. man died at the 

hospital here on March 12th, who claimed 
to be the powerful Legitimist Baron De 
Mainey, and said that he was driven from 
Franoe in 1866 by Louis Napoleon’s jeal­
ousy and malioe. He brought con­
siderable money to this country, 
entered the best society, and lived 
luxuriously. Finally his money was all 
spent, and the Baron under the name of 
Dr. Hector Carlos taught for a living. 
Being greatly reduced in means, he bor­
rowed twenty to fifty thousand dollars in 
various rams, from credulous and sympa­
thetic ladies. He raid he was once en­
gaged to a grand-daughter of ex-Prerident 
Tyler, but the match was broken off be­
cause he was a bankrupt. After 
the Baron’s death a lady appeared 
who claimed the alleged Baron was 
her husband. Chas. Haas, a hairdresser of 
Treves, in Praams. She stated her hus­
band deserted her rad went to England, 
and under the pretence ol being a French 
gentleman of high family, married an 
English lady, whom, after obtaining all 
her propery, he abandoned. Mrs. Haaz 
rapports her story by voluminous affi­
davits. The so-called Baron was noted for 
his suave and dignified bearing, and was 
onoe popular in society here.

MONTREAL AFFAIRS.

Montreal, April 29.—The old Donegana 
Hotel is to be converted Into an hospital to 
be placed under the control of Laval Uni­
versity Medioal Faculty.

M. le Vicomte de Ségur has 
plenty to «ay In hie pretty little volumes 
about the devotion and self-sacrifiée of 
women at different time»,-, and their soften­
ing and-hnmanising power over the habit» 
and customs of the rougher sex, but he has 
little or nothing t» lay about their 
place in politic». Of Englishwomen the 
author of “ Les Femmes” lets us see that 
he knows nothing whatever. Had he ever 
crossed the “silver streak," he weald have 
become informed that, while they always 
exercised a wholesome Influence over the 
morale of the nation, they have also fre­
quently had their finger in those questions 
of the day, the decision of which b sup­
posed to'be entirely with the “lords of 
creation.” For if the men make the laws, 
the women have over and over again had a 
say aa to the election of the bw makers. 
If diplomacy has been correctly described 
as a drawing-room accomplishment, can­
vassing or electioneering is certainly also 
well within a woman’s province ; and a 
lady’s entile has as often melted and won 
the rough heart of the stolid possessor of 
the suffrage pledged to vote on the 
“wrong” side as it has oozened a 
State secret from an amorous am­
bassador or a soft-hearted attache. 
And it b a disgraceful libel on English­
women to maintain for a moment that they 
mart yield to French women or Russian 
women in that exhibition of tact and per­
suasion which b indispensable in order to 
convince a man against hb better jndg- 
.meat. If the Russians have had their 
Nesselrodes, their Kntaisgoflh, and their 
Elevens, cannot we boast of an ample ar­
ray of politicians and canvassers in petti­
coats who have played no quiet or undis­
tinguished part in turning ont Ministers 
and snatching elections out of the fire, from 
eLately Sarah Jennings and her low-born, 
intriguing little rival, Abigail Hill, after- 
wards Mrs. Maaham, down to the Hollands, 
Palmerston», and Waldegravee of our day ?

The decided disposition of all women to 
individualise has often thrown them on 
the unpatriotic side in politics. There are 
obvions reason*, of course, why they 
should cry, “ Men, not measures 1” The 
wife, sister, or mother adopts with a very 
natural enthusiasm the polities of him 
who b near and dear to her ; and if 
women carried their ruling principle to no 
greater lengths than this they would have 
little difficulty in obtaining absolution. 
But, unfortunately, their tendency to in­
dividualise is not always limited to the 
home circle. They are apt to ran after 
any brilliant meteor that may be flashing 
at the time, without troubling themselves 
very muon about the wisdom ef the creed 
he expresses in suoh oatcMng eloquence. 
What b so mbtakenly called the 
“popular ” cause engross** their attention 
and Hatches their vote ; and often fiokto as 
the breeze of popular favour itself, 
they are as likely as not to overturn after 
a brief homage tiie idol they have placed 
with such pomp on ib pedestal. The 
same galaxy of wit, fashion and beauty 
that “ suffocated ” Byron, to use the poet's 
own expreosien, worked heaven and earth, 
prayed and flirted, plotted and schemed 
behind their fans In Devonshire House end 
Melbourne House, and canvassed openly in 
the Parks and the “ Mall " to get votes for 
the brilliant Opposition leader who passed 
hb days in condoning the French Terror, 
and his nights In “ the pious exercise of 
hasard, hb devotion orating him fiOe hun­
dred pounds the hour." There was cer­
tainly an epidemic of what Mr. Parnell b 
pleased to rail “ Whiggery ” in those days 
among the pretty women of ths Court. 
Horace Walpole write* to Lady
Oesery, herself something of a poli­
tician and a pretty woman, “Most 
of the pretty women in Lon­
don are indefatigable in making inter­

A MYSTERIOUS TWO.
A COUPLE Of MEN ^LANDED IN ENGLAND 

ROE A SHIP LOADED WITH MUNITIONS OP

London, April 29.
The Globe publishes the following “ A 

correspondent, on whose ieformation we 
have had every reason to rely, sends us 
the following extraordinary statement :—

•mack. The steamer, which la named the Helene, 
has a cargo of twelve thousand rifles, (onr million 
cartridges, and a torpedo launch, to be landed In 
Crete about the end of May, when e revolution is 
to break out fat various perte of the Island. The 
two pasMDgen who were landed era Cretan agents 
entrusted with the purchase of arms.

“ This is the ship which some American 
Respondents said waa intended for a raid 
i Cuba.”

William H. Kemble, waa formerly Stete 
Treasurer and has a national reputation as 
a corruption!it.

J. Petroff and William F. Rumberger, were 
members of the State Legislature. The 
case has been pending for some time and 
the raouaed, having been convicted, 
were out on bait The Judge, to 
sentencing the prisoners, alluded to the 
prevalence of political corruption, which, 
he laid, bad been a common thing to the 
Legislature for yean.

At last innate 
reverence came to the rescue and the elder 
of the two gave thielr native benediction, 

God bleaa your ladyship.’ They wore 
then taken to the olothee-room and their 
tattered garments changed for new salts.

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AN UNBELIEVING MEMBER.
FIRST BORNS IN THE NEW HOUSE OP COM­

MONS—AN UNEXPECTED AND PERPLEXING 
PROBLEM—MR. BRADLAUGH DECLINES TO 
TAKE THE OATH OP ALLEGIANCE.

London, April 30.
The first sensational scene to the new

Charles Bradlaugh, member for Northamp­
ton, waa called upon to take the oath re­
quired from all members. The fart that 
Mr. Bradlaugh has long been an open and 

oed Atheist is well known. Thst 
n equally pronounced Repub­

lican, rad had pledged himself repeatedly 
to work to overthrow the monarchy rad 
establish a republic, were equally notorious 
foots. It was known that Mr. Bradlaugh to 
various suits to which he has appeared be­
fore the Courts always refused to take an 
oath, alleging as his reason that ha did 
not believe to God. On some occasions 
this objection was waived, and he waa 
allowed to affirm ; to other*, he was held to 
be disqualified aa a witness since he 
declared he had no religions belief 
whatever.

Twelve Years toe Milling a smile,
The Paris Jtyoro reports that the 

Amiss Court of Aude hae recently been 
occupied in trying a lad of fifteen for the 
murder of a child four years of age. The 
crime was committed on Oot 12, 1879. On 
the afternoon of that day the little Adrien 
Ssuoey, ion of a railway officer, living at 
Quillen (Aude), left his father’s house to 
go and play with some neighbour's chil­
dren, and he never returned. Anxious at 
the non-appearanoe of the obild, the 
parents caused a search to be Instituted 
and Inquiries to be made in all directions. 
The search was continued til the evening, 
through the night and all the following 
day. At last, on Monday, Oot, 13, at 
xight, a widow named Bousquet discovered 
the little shoe of the child in en outhouse close 
to her vineyard. The outhouse was at 
oooe examined by the police. Near the 
entrance, on the ground, were found large 
apote of blood, badly covered up with a 
loyer of sulphur. The body of the mur-

half hidden by vine branches. The corpse 
wae naked except for the little socks, the 
faoe covered with blood and disfigured by 
great gaping wounds, the skull wae broken, 
end the body had been horribly mutilated 
Two peasants gave evidence which led to 
the discovery of the aiaaeain. They had 
seen the child Adrien in company with an 
idiot brother, seven years old, ou Sunday 
evening about five o'clock.

7f they eat soft food, or indeed any 
kind, from a dirty place, much dirt 
is eaten and this induces disease. 
They aboutit have at least eight 
ounces to the dossn fowls of 
well-broken glass or qneenswaio onoa a 
wtok. My hem eat this with as good a 
relish aa their food. It ia foolishness to 
think that hens oau pick np gravai suffi­
cient to ma derate their food ; moot gravel 
or coarse sand to too smooth to be of any 
use. I regard their ”grinders” with, as 
much care as their food, and in this, I 
think, lies the great remedy against 
cholera, because their food to completely 
digested.

They must have clean water or milk.

There is no danger of their 
hiding if their neeti are are cleaned out, and 
fresh hay or grass is put in, and the neat 
ie in a good cool place. In winter, a hen’s 
nest should be covered and warm ; In som­
mer cool and well aired from the bottom. 
Cooked food, well seasoned with salt and 
pepper, ia good ; oat meal is excellent food ; 
hi winter, plenty of Iat—clean suet or un 
rendered lard ia good. A hen-house must 
be well aired, and that from the bottom 
Hay or straw should be scattered on the 
floor, and removed once or twice a week.

Figs should not rest or sleep, in a hen- 
hoot e, or duoke and geese. Hens should not 
bo allowed to lay the year around, even if 
they will. They will not moult To stop 
» healthy hen from laying ii much harder 
than to break a sitter. Last year I had 
two pullets which began laying in Decem­
ber, 1877, ana with only a few days cessa­
tion, they laid till January, 1879. The re­
sult was that one died while moulting in 
winter ; the other is toying yet, with little 
change of feathers.
