To 
the people of Newcastle this is a mat­
ter of supreme interest since the 
Drummond people will he ready to 
ship their iron ore from this port with 
the opening of navigation in the 
spring, and the river is in poor shape 
for the traffic of the larger freighters.

XL-Bacteria- Bow They Affect the Farmer

ESTIMATES FOR
YEAR BROUGHT DOWN

WE hear a great deal about 
bacteria, or germs, as they 
are more popularly called, 
but few peop.w know wtwt 

: they realty are. Although they are 
: BO small that it would take several 

thousand together to make a spot 
large enough to be seen with the 
naked eye, yet their importance to 
the farmer is not measured by their 
size.

Bacteria are tiny plants, each com­
posed of a single cell. These cells 
are of various shapes and sizes. Some 
are round, some long and some sli;t|w<l 
like a corkscrew. Sortie are found 
singly and some in groups. Sn-ue
cannot move ut all, some move by 
twisting themselves about, and still 
others have long, tail-like flagella b.v 
"which they move themselves along.

Bacteria are made up of a clear, 
jellyUke material called protoplasm. 

^This protoplasm is surrounded by a 
"harder cell wall. There is a great 
difference in the thickness of lin-:.;- 
cell walls, and on this thickness de 
pends to a large extent the ability of 
the germs to withstand unfavorable 
conditions. Those with thin cell Walls 
can be billed easily, while the thicker 
walled kinds are very difficult to ex 
lerm finite.

Bacteria propagate themselves by 
dividing. One cell divides into two 
Each of these two grows to full size 
and divides again, and so on. Under 
favorable conditions this process may 
be repeated every half hour. At this 
rate the descendants of one germ 
would lii ten hours number more than 
it million.

At times the part of the protoplasm 
-of a germ will gather into a round, 
jeompara lively hard mass, caiicd a 
lupore. The rest of the cell then crum­
bles away. This spore is inactive, but 
possesses much greater powers of re­
sistance than when in the active state. 
These spdres often remain alive to 
start the infection afresh after the 
active bacteria have all been killed by 
disinfection.

Bacteria, like higher plants, have 
definite requirements for growth. One 
of the most important of these is mois- 
jture. Drying will not kill bacteria, bu' 
rtt will stop their multiplication. An 
icther essential to bacterial growth 1* 
•warmth. Cold, like dryness, will not 
till them, but it will stop them from 
multiplying. This is the reason that 
the soaring of milk or the spoiling of 
meat, which is caused by bacteria, 
gpes on much more slowly or not at 
all when they are kept In a cold place.

One of the principal foods of bacte­
ria Is nitrogen. Without it they can­
not live. Because of this fact sugar 
<nd lard, which contain no nitrogen, 
tdever gpoiL Bacteria also require oxy­
gen, though only certain species are 
dependent on the air for their supply. 
One of these Is the kind that causes 
meat and vegetables to decay. This is 
why canned fruit and vegetables do 
Q0t spoil. The bacteria have been 
tilled and the oxygen driven off by 
Seating. The few germs that do get in 
Before the can is sealed up cannot de­
velop for lack of air. If the can Is not 
qlr tight, however, some oxygen will 
Snd its way In, the germs will multi- 

jply, and the contents will spoil.
Not all bacteria are Injurious. Al­

though some of man’s meet deadly en­
emies are found among these invisible 
micro-organisms, yet many of them 
ere his best friends. We have already 
ilearned about the bacteria that live on 
"the roots of legumes and change the 
nitrogen of the air into a form in

often found In milk that are not The 
first variety will'always be plentiful 
enough anyway, and the others should 
be kept down to as small a npmber as 
possible.

One of the most important 'toethods 
of doing this is by cleanlincsX The 
milk pails and strainers and the sepa­
rator should be thoroughly cleaned 
every time they are used. Mere rins­
ing with cold water is not enough. 
Following the ordinary washing by 
scalding with boiling water is the only 
sure way of killing all the germs. In 
cleaning dishes a brush is m|ch better 
than a rag, since It can be nfcre easily 
cleaned itself. A dish rag remains 
damp for a long time after it has been 
used and furnishes an excellent place 
for bacteria to grow. The “disli ray 
flavor” caused by these can often i:e 
detected in butter.

After the dishes have been scalded 
they should be placed in the sun for 
several hours.

much sunshine as possible in the milk 
room and cow stable also. Sunlight, 
which is so necessary to the growth of 
the higher plants. Is fatal to bacteria.

The stable where the milking Is 
done should, be cleaned and aired 
every day. A coat. of whitewash 
should be applied occasionally, as in 
addition to being a good germ killer it 
also makes the stable much lighter. 
Hay should not be fed immediately 
before milking, as the dust from it is 
covered with bacterja. The udders 
and flanks of the cows should be kept 
perfectly clean. A little dirt falling 
from them into the mill; will take 
with It thousands of germs. The milk 
should not be' left in the barn after it 
Is drawn, but taken Immediately to 
the milk room.

Many creameries -and city milk deal­
ers practice pasteurization. This sim­
ply consists in beating the milk to as 
high a tempera as possible with­
out scalding it Tills kills most of the 
germs, and the few that are left will 
not develop rapidly enough to do 
much harm. In creameries n starter— 
that is, a portion cf milk which con­
tains a particular kind of bacteria—is 
added after pasteurization and the 
cream then “ripened” for twelve hours 
or so. By thus supplying germs which 
are known to produce desirable fla­
vors and killing the others butter of 
very high quality may be made.

There are bacteria everywhere—in 
the soil, in the air and in the water. 
By far the greater number of these 
are harmless. Even disease germs 
are unable to obtain a footkeld in.a 
perfectly healthy animal or person. 
The secretions of the mouth and the 
digestive organs are fatal to many of 

vthcia. Even if they succeed in get­
ting into the blood they are not yet 
out of danger. The blood contains 

1 !trge numbers of white corpuscles, 
j which seem to have no duty to per­

forin but to seize and destroy these 
Invaders. It is only when an animal 
he- unies weakened from one cause or 
another that these corpuscles fail to 
do their duty and the germs begin their 
destructive work.

The first step in avoiding ipfection 
by dresse producing bacteria, then, 
ii in keep the animals healthy by 
proper feed, exercise and shelter.

The stamp of 1909 is more beautiful 
than that of a year ago. The design 
is as shown in this article, but printed 
in red and green, and is of same size 
as the regular government postage 
stamp.

This Christmas stamp will not carry 
any kind of mail, but any kind of mail 
wilj carry it—and carry too the happy 
Season s Greetings from sender to re­
ceiver. The stamps will be done up in 
envelopes of ten, twenty-five, fifty and 
one hundred for ordinary selling, and 
large users will be supplied in quan­
tities. The price for ten hr for one 
thousand is a cent each. N*

stores and many other attires will sell 
them. Women’s clubaf church organi­
zations, bible clasps and Sunday 
schools, public schools, and many 
other organizations and individuals 
will help this year as last year.
