. GENERAL OF ROME—TEXT OF THE
“ MOTU PBOPRIO.”

My Lord Cardinal : The earnest
wish to see the decorum, dignity and
sanctity of the liturgical functions fully
restored has determined us to make
koown by means of a special com:
munication from our own hand what
our desire is with regard to the sacred
music so largely used in__connection
withworship. We are confident that
all will belp us in this desired "restor-
ation not merely with implicit obedi:
ence, praiseworthy as that, too, always
is, for through _it commands that ‘are’
onerous-and contrary to our own way
fof thitking %ad feeling are accepted
in a pure spirit of obedience, but also
with that alacrity of will which springs
from the intimate conviction that the
action enjoined is necessary for
reasons duly understood, clear, evi-
dent, irresistible.

TWO FUNDAMENTAL PRINCIPLES.

-From a little reflection on the
sacred objzct for which artis admitted
to the service of worship, and on the
imperative propriety of offering to the
Lord only things good in themselves
and, where possible, excellent, it will
be readily recognized that the pre-
scriptions of the Church with respect
to sacred music are only the direct
application of those two fundamental
principles. When the clergy and
c10ir-masters, are penetrated by them
good sacred music revives thoroughly
ind spontaneously, as has been wit—
nessed and is continually observed in
a great number of places; when, on
he other hand, those principles are
lost sight “of, .neither prayers nor
admonitions, nor severe and repeated
commands, nor thretas of canonical
penalties suffice to fprevent change;
to such an extent does passion, and if
aot that, a shamefnl and inexcusable
ignorance, find means to elude the
wish of the Church and to remain for
years in the same reprehensible state
of affairs.

APPEAL TO ROMANS.

Such alacrity of will we expect in a
particular manner from the clergy and
the faithful of this our beloved city of
Rome, the centre of Ohristianity and

tbe seat of the supreme authority of

the Church. It seems in truth that
no one ought to be more sensible to
the influence of our word than those
who hear it directly from our mouth,
and that none ought to show greater
solicitude in offering the example of
loving and filial submission to our
paternal invitations than the first and
most noble portion of the flack of
Carist, namely, the Church of Rome,
specially committed to our pastoral
care as Bishop. Moreover, this ex-
ample ought to be given in sight .of
the whole world. From every quarter
both Bishops and the faithful come
here continually to pay honor to the
Vicar of Christ and to'retemper the
spirit in visiting our venerable
basilicas and the tombs of the martyrs,
and in being present with redoubled
fervor at the solemn fuoctlons cele
brated here at every time of the year
with all pomp and splendor, ¢ Op-
tamus ne moribus nostris off:nsi re-
cedant, ” said our predecessor Bene-
dict X1V, in l¥ day, in his encyclical
“ Aopus qui, peaking of sacred
music : “ We desire that they should
not return to their country scandalized
by our customs.” * And touchiog
further upon the abuse of instruments
then prevalent, the same Pontiff said:
« What idea will they form of us who,
coming from couantries where in-
struments are not used in church,
will hear tbem in our churches in ex=
actly the same way as people are
accustomed to do at the theatres and
other profane places. They will
come also from places and countries
where there is singing and instrmental
music in the churches as now in ours.
But if they ara people of sense they
will be pained at not finding in our
music that remedy for the evils in
their churches which they came her:
toseek.” In other times perhap:
but little notice was taken of the de
parture of the music executed in our
churches from the ecclesiastical laws
and prescriptions, and the scandal
was perchance more limited, inas-
much as what was unbecoming w:s
more widely practised and more
general. But now, since s> muckh
zeal is expended by men of merit ir
explaining the meaning of the liturg)
and cf the arts used in connection
with worship, since in so many
cburches thoughout the world there
have-been obtained in the restoration
of sacred music such consoling and

the secular and the regular clergy of
this city comply fully with our in-
structions. Many things ought to be
removed or corrected in the siaging
of the Masses, of the Litany of
Loretto and of the Eucharistic hymn;
but a complete renovation is needed
in the singing of Vespers on the
festivals celebrated in the various
churches and basilicas. In it the
liturgical directions of the * Qere-
moniale Episcoporum " and the fine
musical traditions of the classical
Roman school are no longer met with,
For the devout psalm singing of the
clergy, in which the people joined,
have been. substituted interminable
musical compositions on the words
of the Psalms, all figured “after the
manper of old theatrical operas and
for the most part so wretched from
the point of view of arl that they
would never be tolerated even at un-
important secular concerts. Devotion
and Christian piety are certainly not
promoted by them. They feed the
curiosity of some persons of slight
intelligence, but the majority of
people are only disgusted and scand-
alized, and wonder that so great an
abuse still continues. We therefore
desire an entire change and that the
service of Vespers be celebrated alto-
gether in aceordance with the liturgical
rules indicated by us. In setting the
example precedence will be taken by
the patriarchal basilicas through the
earnest care and enlightened zeal of
the Cardinals to whose charge they
have been assigned, and the minor
basilicas and the collegiate and
parochial churches will vie with these
as well as the churches and chapels
of the religious orders. And you,
my Lord Cardinal, will grant no ia-
dulgence, will allow no delays. The
difficulty would not be diminished,
but rather increased by postponement,
and since the plunge is to be made,
let it be made at once and resolutely,
L:t all have confidence in us andin
our word, with which is associated the
grace and blessing of heaven. At
first the novelty of the change will
produce astonishment in the breasts
of some ; perbaps some of the choir-
masters and directors will be found
rather unprepared ; but gradually the
matter will amend itself and io the
petfect correspondence of the music
with the liturgical rules and with the
nature of psalmody all will observe a
beauty and excellenc: perhaps never
before noticed. Indeed, the service
of Vespers will thus be shortened in
a notable degree. Baut if the rectors
of the churches wish under any cir-
umstances to prolong the functions
somewhat in order to afford meantal
enjoyment to the people who in such
a praiseworthy manner come at
Vesper time to the church in which
the service is beld, it will not be un-
befitting—indeed, it will be so much
gained in the interest of piety and for
the edification of the faithful—if
Vespers be succeeded by an ap
propriate sermon and 1f the service
concludes with Solemn Benédiction
of the Blessed Sacrament.

Chief amongst the anxieties of the
pastoral office, not only of this Su-
preme Chair, which we, although un.
worthy, occupy tbrough the inscru'e
able disposition of Providence, but of
every local church, is without doubt
that of  maintaining and promoting
the decornm of the house of God
where the august mysteries of religion
are celebrated, and  where the Chris—
tian people assemble to receive the
grace of the sacraments, to be present
at the Holy Sacrifice of the Altar, to
adore the august Sacrament of the
Lord’s Body and <o join in thg
common prayer of the Church in tbe
public and solemn liturgical offices.
Nothing then should take place in
the temple calculated to disturb or
even merely to diminish the piety and
devotion of the faithful, nothing that
may give reasonable cause for disgust
or scandal, nothing, above all, which
directly offends the dccorum and the
sancitity ol the sacred functions and
is thus uaworiby of the house of
prayer and of the m-j sty of God.
We do not daal separately with the
abuses which may occur in this mat-

ter. To day ourattention is directed
to one of the most. common of them,

one of the most difficult to eradicate
and the existence of which is some
times to be deplored even where
everything else is deserving of the
highest praiss—the beauty and
sumptuousness of the temple, the
splendor and the accurate order of
the.ceremonies, the atlendance of the
clergy, the grivity and piety of the
officiating mioisters, Such is the
abuse in connection with sacred chant
and music.

Further Proofs of “Sup-
erior Business
Ability.”

In its issue of the 26th utl.,
the Patriot makes another at
tempt to show the “ superior bus-

i ability,” of the Grit Local
~“§:rnment ; it attempts to draw
another red herring across the
trial, and to throw dust in the
eyes of the electorate by once
more trotting out a venerable
compilation of figures intended
to show how very economical
our Grit friends in the Provincial
Government have been since they
assumed office. It needs very
little argument to prove to any
reasonable, unbiased elector that
the Provincial Government of the
day has been reckless and ex-
travagant ; that it has collected
large amounts in taxes, has creat-
ed deficit after deficit and has
rolled up the public debt of the
Province almost to the verge of
bankruptecy. In our issue of
last week, we pointed all this
oub and gave the Government’s
own figures as the proof. But the
Patriot’s latest attempt is of a
more specious nature than usual,
even with that journal, and is in-
tended to catch the unwary. The
pretense is made of showing by
& comparison of the extroardinary
revenues of the present Govern-
ment and their Conservative pre-
decessors, that the balance is in
favor of the Gritss We will
adopt the Patriot’s method and
therefrom prove that they have
been just as reckless and extrav-
agant as we showed by another
method last week. To begin
with, the annual subsidy from
Dttawa, which in the Patriot’s
calculation is assumed to be“ fix-
ed,” has as a matter of fact not
been so. When the Conservative
Government preceding the pre-
sent Grit Provincial Government,
assumed office the annual subsid-
ity from Ottawa was $167,793;
but when they went- out of
power the subsidy had increased
to $183,480.83. This was the
amount of the annual subsidy
when the Grits came to office in
this Province in 1891 ; but for
1902, the last year for which
we have the public accounts, the
subsidy was $211,931.88. - It will
thus be seen that the amount
of the Dominion subsidy has un-
dergone very considerable changes
during twenty-four years, andthe
only fair way is to takean an.

I meantthe govern-
ment was setting up another railway,
building out of its o#n means a rail-
way whereby the present great In-
tercolonial railways would be dic—
mantled and depleted of its busi-
vess and practically destroyed. I
maintain that in respect to this du
plication there is no nocessity, there
i8 no rearon, there is no jastificatior,
there is no object, good, bad or in-
different, to be obtained. It is abso-
lutely useless, It is a total waste
of public movey. It is not only
destructive to tae Intarcolonial rail-
way, but iz is a sheer, unjustifiable
sqnandering of ¢he public money.”

A government capable of thus
setting at naught .the peoples’
wishes and trampling on their
rights, should be reminded that
the people are the rulers.

Our Ottawa Letter.

“ THFSE VILLAINOUS CUTOMS
TAXES.”

The Liberal party continue to
rob the people in ever increasing
amounts. The declaration of
Sir. Richard Cartwright in 1896
that, “ The villainous Customs
Taxes are impoverishing and
ruining our peopls,” seems to
only stimulate the raiding of the
pockets of the people. Even Sir.
Wilfrid Laurier's declaration of
1895: “We are a low tariff
people,”’--does not mend matters.
From 1896 to 1903 the Liberal
government collected in customs
taxes $195,315,790 as compared
with $146,695,355 collected by
the Conservatives from 1890 to
1896, an increase of $48,620,435.

Since June 30th, 1903, the cus-
toms have been still more active
in “bleeding the people white.”
From June 30th to December
31st, 1902, Sir. Wilfrid was satis-
fied with playing the part of the
“highwayman” to the extent of
$18,018,520. From June 30th to
December 31st, 1903, the Premier
felt moved to extort from a long
suffering country no less than
$20,698,489 by means of “these
villainous Customs Taxes.”

Of course Sir. Wilfrid needed
the money. How, but by this
“legalized robbery,”is he to pay the
Qunebec Bridge Company that
$6,678,200, which, with subsidies
already granted, brings up Mr
Parent’s presents from the Ca-

THE PLIGHT OF THE HORSE
BREEDERS.

Canadian horse breeders have
again brought to the attention of
the government, the disadvan.
tages under which home stock
raisers labor, as compared with
their United States competitors.

animal. Taking the best view of
the case, the 1,907 high-class
Canadian horses were taxed $57,-

Yet the Minister of Agrienlture,
when his attention was drawn to
the facts, admitted his inability to
provide a remedy- It is not only
a question of protecting the horse
breeders, but preserving the
standard of Canadian stock. If
this country is to be persistently
drained of $178 horses and flood-
ed with Yankee scrubs worth $20,
it will not take long for horse-
flesh on this side of the border to
go to ruin. If Mr. Sifton or the
government cannot provide a
remedy and are afraid of the tariff.
it is high time that they gave way
to men who have sufficient cour-
age to right national wrongs-

A HARVEST WOR FOREIGNERS.

The great expansion of the
aggregate trade of the past six
months has resulted in an appar-
ent gain of $16,010,872, as com-
pared with the corresponding¥
period of 1902. Such is -the
happy intelligence conveyed to
Canadians by the government
press.

The statement hardly bears
analysis. While Canada’s total
combined imports and exports
show a healthy increase, the ro-
bustness is all on the side of im-
ports.

From June 30th to December
31st, 1903, the Laurier tariff en-
abled foreigners to flood Canadian
markets with goods to the value
of $121,532,008. From June
30th to December 31st, 1902, Ca-
nada only purchased $103,201,614
worth of foreign goods. So that
outsiders have gathered in $18,-
330,394 more in good Canadian
greenbanks during the first six
months of 1903-04 than they did
during the first six months of
1902-03.

In exports Canada has not been
gso fortunate. She sent abroad
from June 80th to December 31st,
1903, produce worth $125,301,466.

self, or to the successive changes in
tastes and habits in the course of time,
or to the sad influence exercised on
sacred art by profane and theatrical
att, or to the pleasure that music
directly produces, and that is not
always easily - kept within the proper
limits, or fieally to the many pre-
judices on the matter, so lightly in
troduced and so tenaciously main-
tained even among responsible and
pious persons, there is a continual
tendency to deviate from the right
rule, fixed by the end for which art is
admitted to the service of worship
and Jaid down very clearly in the
ecclesiastical canons, in the ordinance
of the general and provincial councils,
in the prescriptions which have on
various occasions emanated from the
Sacred Roman Congregations, and
from our predecessors, the Sovereigo
Pontiffs.

It is pleasing to us to e able to
aocknowledgo with real satisfaction
the large amount of good that has
been done in this respect during
the last decades in this our fair city

-of Roma and.in_many ochurches in
our country, but in a more especial
way among some pations in. which
excellent men, full of zeal for the
worship of God bave, with the ap-
proval of this Holy See and under
the direction of the Bishops united
in flourishing sovieties and restored
sacsed music to the fullest honor in
nearly all their churches and chap-
els. Still the good work that bas
been done is very far indeed from
being common to all and when we
coneult our own personal experience
and take into sccount the great
pumber of complsints that have
reached us from all quarters during
the short time that has elspsed
sinoe it pleased the Lord to elevate
our humble person to the summit of
the Roman Pontifloate, we congider
it our first duty, without ferther
delay, to raise our voice at once in
reproof and condemnation of all
that is ont of harmony with the
right rule sbove indicated, in the
fanctions of worship and in the per
formance of the ecolesiastical of
fices. It being our ardent desire
to see the true Christian spirit re-
stored in every respect and be pre-
served by all the faithful, we deem
it necessary to provide before every-
thing else for the sanotity and dig-
nity of the temple, in which the
faithful assemble for the object of
acquiring this spirit from its fore-
most and indispensible fount, which
isjthe active participation in the holy
mysteries and the public and solemo
prayer of the Church. And it is
vain o hope that the blessing of

"'7_’”.“\llﬂv.n will descend ubundantly

npon us for this purpose when our
homage to the Most Higb, instead
of ascendiog in the odor of sweet-
ness, puts into the hand of vhe Lord
the scourges with which the Divine
Redeemer once drove the unworthy
profaners from the temple.

Wherefore, in order that no ome
in the future may be able to plead
in excuse that he did not oclearly
understand his duty and that all
vagueness may be removed which
have already been commanded, we
have deemed it expedient to point
out briefly the principles regulating
sacred music in the functions of
public worship, and to gather to-
gother in a general survey the
principal prescriptions of the Church
against the more common abuses in
this matter. We therefore publish
“motu proprio” and with sure
knowledge, our present * Instruot-
ion” to which, as “to a juridical
oode of sacred music,” we desire
with the fuloess of our. Apostolio
authority that the force of law be
given; and we impose its serupulouns
observance on sall by this document
in our 6wn handwriting.

INSTRUCTION ON SACRED
NUSIO.

L
GENERAL PRINCIPLEE,

1. Sacred music, a8 an integral
part cf the sclemn litargy, partici-
pates in its general object, which is
the glory of God and the sanctifi-
cation and edification of the faithful,
It tends to increses the decorum
and the splendor “of the eoclesiasti-
oal ceremonies, and sinoe its prin.
cipal office is to clothe with befitting
melody the liturgical text proposed
for the understandiog of tho faithiul,
its proper end is to add greater
efficacy to the tex*, in order that by
me~ans of it the faithfal may be the
more easily moved to devotion and
batter disposed to receive the fruits
or the most holy mysteries,

2. Saored music should conse-
quently posseer, in the highest de-
gree, the qualities proper to the
liturgy, snd precisely sanetity and
goodness of form, from which
spontaceously springs its other
charaoter, universality.

It must be holy, and must, ace
cordirg 'y, «x>lude all profani y not
only in iself, but in the mavner in
which it is presented by those who
exsoute it.

It m~3 be truoe art, for otherwise
it will be impossible for it to exer=
cise on the minds of those who hear
it that efioacy which the Obarch
aims at obtaining in admitting into
her litargy tbe art of mausical
sounds.

" Bat it must, at the same time,
be uciversal in this semse, that
wile every nation is permitted to
admit into its ecclesiastical compo-
pitions those special forms which in

a oertain manner oconstitute the
speoific obaraocter of its native muasic,
still these forme must be svbordin-
ated in sach a manner to the gener-
al characteristios of sacred musio
that nobody of another nation may
receive, on hearing them, an impres-
sion other than good.
ik,

THE KINDS OFSACRED MUSIO

3. These quslities are possessed in
the highest degree by the Gregorian
Chant, which is, consequently, the
Chant proper to the Roman Church,
the only ohant she hes inherited
from the ancient fathers, which she
has jealously guarded for centuries
in her liturgioal codices, which she
direcily proposes to the faithful as
her own, which the most recent
studies have so happily restored to
their integrity and purity.

Upon these grounds the Grego-
rian Ohant has always been regard—
ed as the supreme model for sacred
music, so that the following rule
may be safely laid down. The
more olosely & composition for
church approaches in its move.
ment,  inspiration and savor
the Gregorian form the more
sacred _and litargical it be-
comes, and the more out of harmeny ;
it is with that supreme model, the
less worthy is it of the temple.

The ancient traditional Grego-
rian chant, mast, therefore, be
largely restored in the fanotions of
public worship, and everybody must
take for certain that an eoclesiasti-
cal fanotion loses nothing of its
solemnity when it is accompanied
by no other music except this.

Efforts must especially be made
to restore the use of the Gregorian
Chant by the people, so that the
faitbfol may again take a more
aotive part in the ecolesiastical
offices, as they were wont todo in
ancient times,

4. The qualities mentioned are
also possessed in an excellent degree
by the classic polyphony, especially
of the Roman school, which reached
its greatest perfection in the fif-
teenth century, owing to the works
of Pierluigi da Palestrina, and ocop-
tinued snbsequently to produce com-
positions of excellent quality from
the liturgioal and musical stand.
point, The elassic polyphony ap-
proaches pretty closely to the Grego-
rian Chant, the supreme model of
all sacred music, and hence it has
been found worthy of a place side
by side with the Gregorian Chant in
the more solemn funoctions of the
Church. This, too, must therefore
be restored largely in ecclerias'ical
functions, especially in the more
important basilicas, in oathedrals
and in the churches and ohapels of
seminaries and other ecolesiastioal
iostitutions_in whioh the necessary
means are usually not lacking,

5. The Church has always recog-
nized and favored the progress of
the arts, admitting to the service of
worship everything good and beaati-
ful discovered by genins in the
course of ages—alwaye, however,
with due regard to the liturgiecal
laws. Consequently modern masic
is also admitted into the Church,
sinoe it, too, furnishes compositions
of such “exocellence, sobriety and
gravity that they are in no way un-
worthy of the liturgical functions.

But as ‘'modern music has come
to be devoted mainly to profane
uses, greater care must be taken
with regard to it, in order that the
musical compositions of modern
style whioh are admitted in the
Church may contain nothing pro-
tane, be free from reminiscences of
motives adopted in the tbeatres and
be not fashioned even in their ex.
ternal forms after the manner of
profane pieces.

6. Amongst the varions kinds of
musio that whkich appears less suit-
able for accompanying the functions
of public worship is the theatrical
style, which was in the greatest
vogue, especially in Ifaly during
the lust century. This of its very
nature is diametrically opposed to
the Gregorian Chant and the classio
polypbony and therefore to the
most important law of sll good
mosic. Besides the inirinic struc-
ture, the rbytbm and what is known
as the “ conventionalism” of this
style adapt themselves but badly to
the exegencies of true liturgical
mausic,

III.
THE LITURGICAL TEXT,

7. The language of the Roman
Church is Latin. It is therefore
forbidden to sing anything what—
ever in the vernacular in solemn
litargical funotione—much more to
sing in the vernacular the variable
or common parts of the Mass and
Office,

8. The texts that may be rends=
ered in music*and the order in
which they are to be rendered.
being determined for every liturg-
ical fanctior, it is not lawfal to
confase this order or to change the
prescribed texts for others selected
at will, or to omit them either
entirely or even in part, unless
when the rubrics allow that some
versicles of the text be supplied
with the organ while these ver-
sicles are simply recited in choir.
However it is permissible, sccord-
iog to the custom of the Roman
Church to sing a motett %o the
Blessed Sacrameat after the * Bene-
diotns” in a Solemn Mags it is

10. The different parts of the
Mass and the Office must retain,
even musically, that particular con-
cept and form whioch eoclesiastical
tradition has assigned to them, and
which is admirably expressed io
the Gregorian Chant. Different,
therefore, must be the method of
composing an Introit, a Graduoal, an
anthopon, & psalm, a hymn, a Gloria
in Exoelsis.” 1

(a) The ¢ Kyrie,” “Goria,”
“Credo,” eto. of the Mass must

by another,

(b) In the Office of Vespers it
sbould be the rule to follow the
“ Cserimoniale Episcoporum,”
which prescribes the Gregorian
Ohant for the psalmody and permits
figured musio for the wversicles of
the * Gloris Patri ” and the hymn,

It will pevertheless be lawful
on the gre/u'tor solemnities to altern.
ate the-/Gregorian Chant of the
choir with the so oalled ¢ falsi-
bordoni " or with verses similarly
composed in & proper manner.

It may be also allowed sometimes
to render the single psalms in their
‘®ntirety. in musio, provided the
form proper to pealmody be pre-
served in such - compositions ; that
is to say, provided the singers seem
to be pealmodicing among them-
selves, either with new motifs or
with those taken from the Gregore
ian Chant, or based upoa it,

The psalms known as “di con-
oorto " are, therefore, forever ex-
cluded and prohibited.

(o) In the hymns of the Church
the traditional form of the hymn is
preserved. It is not lawfal there-
fore, to -compose, for instance, a
“ Tantum Ergo ” in such wise that
the first strophe. presents a romanzs,
a oavatins, an a dago and the ‘‘ Gen-
irori ” an allegro.

(d) The aniphons of the Vespers
must be as a rule rendered with
the Gregorian melcdy proper to
each. Should they, however, in
some special case bs sung in figured
mausic they must never have either
the form of a concert melody or the
fullness of a motett or a cantata,

V.
THE SINGERS.

12. With the exception of the
melodies proper to the celebrant at
the altar snd to the ministers, which
must be always sung ouly in Gre-
gorian Chant, and without the ac-
companiment of the organ, all the
rest of the liturgical chant belongs
to the choir of levites, and, therefore,
singers in church, even when they
are laymen, are really taking the
place of the ecclesiastical choir.
Hence the music rendered by them
must, at least for the greater part,
retain the character of choral music.

By this it is not to be understood
that solos are entirely excladed. Bat
solo singing should never predom-
inate in such a way as to have the
greater part of the liturgical cbaot
executed in that macner; rather
should it have the character of hint
or a melodic projection, and be
strictly bound up with the rest of
the choral composition.

13. On the ssme principle it fol-
lows that singers in church have s
real liturgical cffice, and that there-
fore women, as being incapable of
exercising such office, cannot be ad-
mitted to form part of the choir or
of the musical chapel. Whenever,
then, it is desired to employ the
acute voice of sopranos end contral-
(o8, these parts must be taken by
boys, according 1o the most ancient
usage of the Church.

14. TFioally, only those are to be
admitted to form part of the musical
chapel of a church who are men of
koown piety and probity of life,
and these should by their modest and
devout bearing during the liturgical
funotions show that they are worthy
of the holy office they.exercise, It
will-also be fitting that singers while
singing in church wear the ecclesias-
tioal habit and surplue, and that they
be hidden behind gratings when the
choir is excessively open to the
public gaze,

VI
ORGAN AND INSTRUMENTS,

15. Although the music proper
to the Churoch is purely vocal musio,
music with the accompaniment of
the organ is also permitted, In
some special cases, within due limits
and within the proper regards, other
instruments may be allowed, but
never without the special license of
the ordinary, sccording to the pre-
soriptions of the *Caerimoniale Epis-
coporum."’

16. As the chant school should
always have the principal place, the
organ or instruments should merely
sustain and never overwhelm it,

17. It is not permitted to have

the chant preceded by long preludes
or to interrupt it with intermezzo
pletens-cone, o

18. The sound of the organ as an
accompaniment to the chant in pre-
ludes, interludes and the like, must
be not only governed by the special
nature of the ips'rument, but must
participate in all the qualities proper
to sacred musioc as above enumerated.

19 The employment of the piano
is forbidden in the church, as is also
that of uoisy or frivolous instrue
ments such as symbols, bells and the
like,

20. It is striotly {forbidden to
bave bands play in church, and only
in a special case and with the ocor-
sent of the ordinary will it be per-
mitsible to admit & number of wind
instruments, limited, judicious, and
proportioned to the siza of the place
—provided the composition and ac-
companiment to be execut-d be
written in a grave and suitable style
and similarin all respects to that
proper to the organ,

21, In processions outside the
church the ordinary may give per—
mission for & band, provided no pro-
fane pieces are executed. It would
be desirable in such oases that the
band confine itself to accompanying
eome spiritaal canticle sung in Latin
or in the vernacular by the singers
and the pious associations which take
part in the procession.

VIL

THE LENGTH OF THE LITUR-
GICAL CHANT.

¢t It is not lawful to keep the priest
at the altar waiting on account of
the chant or the music for a length
of time not allowed by the liturgy.
According to the ecclesiastical pre-
scriptions the “ Sanctus’ of the Mass
should be over before the elevation,
and therefore the priest must here
have regard to the singers. The
“ Gloria” and the “Credo” ought,
according to the Gregorian tradition,
to be relatively short.

23. In general it must be ocon=
sidered to be a very grave abuse
when the litargy in eoclesiastical
funotionsjis made to appear second-
ary to and in & maoner at the ser-
vice of the music, for the musio is
merely a part of the litargy and its
bumble handmaid.

VIIL
PRINC1PAL MEANS,

24. TFor the exact execution of
what has been herein laid down, the
Biehops, if they have not already
done 8o, are to institute in their dio-
ceses a speocial commission composed
of persons really competent in sacred
mausie, and to this commission let
them entrust in the manner they
find most sunitable the task of watch-
ing over the music executed in their
churches. Nor are they to see
merely that the music is good in
\itself, but also that it is adapted to
the powers of the singers and be al
ways well executed.

25. In svminaries of clerics and
in ecolesiastioal institutions let the
above-mentioned traditional Grego-
rian Chbant be cultivated by all with
diligenoe and love, according to the
Tridentine presoriptions, and let the
superiors be liberal of encouragement
and praise towards their young éub
jeots. In like manner 12t a “Saho:
lae Cantorum” be established, when-
ever possible, amoog the clerios for
the exeountion of sacred polyphony
and of good litargical music.

26. In the ordinary lessons of
liturgy, morals, Canon law given to
the students of theology, let care be
aken to touch on those points which
regard more direotly the principles
and laws of sacred music, and let an
attempt be made to complete the
dootrine with some particular in-
struction in the aesthetio side of the
sacred art, 8o that the clerics may
not leave the seminary igmorant ot
all those notions, necessary as they
are for complete ecclesiastical cul-
tare. :

27. Let care be taken to restore,
at least in the principal churches,
the ancient “ Scholae Oantorum,” as
bas been done with excellent fruitin
a greal many places. It is not diffi-
ocult for a zealous clergy to institute
sach *Scholae” even in the minor
and country churches —nay, in them
they will find a very easy means for
gathering round them both the ohil.
dren and adults, to their own profit
and tho edification of the people.

28. Let efforts be made to sup-
port and promote in the best way
possible the higher schools of sacred
musio where these already exis’, and
to belp in founding them where they
do not, It is of the utmost import-
ance that the Church herself provide
for the instruction of its masters
orgapists and singers, according to
the true principles of sacred art,

1X.
CONCLUSION.

29, Finslly, it is recommended
to choir-masters, singers, members
of the clergy, ruperiors of semin
vries, edclesiastical institutions and
religions communities, parish priests
and rectors of cburches, canons of
ocllegiate churches and oathedrals,
and above sll to the diccesan ordin-
ariee to favor with all zeal theso pru-
dent reforms, long desired and de-
manded with united voice by all; so
that the authority of the Churoh,
which berseif has repeatedly pro-
posed them, and now inculoates
them, may not fall into contempt.
