APPEAL TO ROMANS.

Such alacrity of will we expect in a 
particular manner from the clergy and 
the faithful of this our beloved city of 
Rome, the centre of Ohristianity and 
the seat of the supreme authority of 
the Church. It seems in truth that 
no one ought to be more sensible to 
he influence of our word than those 

who hear it directly from our mouth, 
and that none ought to show greater 
solicitude in offering the example of 
loving and filial submission to our 
paternal invitations than the first and 
most noble portion of the flock of 
Oorist, namely, the Church of Rome, 
specially committed to our pastoral 
care as Bishop. Moreover, this ex­
ample ought to be given in sight of 
the whole world. From every quarter 
both Bishops and the faithful come 
here continually to pay honor to the 
Vicar of Christ and to1 retemper the 
spirit in visiting our venerable 
basilicas and the tombs of the martyrs, 
and in being present with redoubled 
fervor at the solemn functions cele 
brated here at every time of the year 
with all pomp and splendor. •- Op- 
tamus ne tnoribus nostris cff.-nsi re 
cedant, ’’ said oty predecessor Bene­
dict XIV., in lÿ Aay, in his encyclical 
“ Annus qui, peaking of sacred 
music: “ We desire that they should 
not return to their country scandalized 
by our customs." And touching 
further upon the abuse of instruments 
then prevalent, the same Pontiff said: 
“ What idea will they form of us who, 
coming from countries where in­
struments are not used in church, 
will hear them in our churches in ex­
actly the same way as people are 
accustomed to do at the theatres and 
other profane places. They will 
come also from plices and countries

your character, but not with the less 
firmness, tee that the music executed 
in the churches and chapels both of 
the secular and the regular clergy of 
this city comply fully with our in­
structions. Many things ought to be 
removed or corrected in the singing 
of the Masses, of the Litany of 
Loretto and of the Eucharistic hymn; 
but a complete renovation is needed 
in the singing of Vespers on the 
festivals celebrated in the various 
churches and basilicas. In it the 
liturgical directions of the “ Oere- 
moniale Episcopomm ” and the fine 
musical traditions of the classical 
Roman school are no longer met with. 
For the devout psalm singing of the 
clergy, in which the people joined, 
h«ve been substituted interminable 
musical compositions on the words 
of the Psalms, all figured after the 
manner of old theatrical operas and 
for the most part so wretched from 
the point of view of art that they 
would never be tolerated even at un­
important secular concerts. Devotion 
and Christian piety are certainly not 
promoted by them. They feed the 
curiosity of some persons of slight 
intelligence, but the majority of 
people ire only disgusted and scand­
alized, and wonder that so great an 
abuse still continues. We therefore 
desire an entire change and that the 
service oiVespers be celebrated alto 
gether in accordance with the liturgical 
rules indicated by us. In setÿng the 
example precedence will be taken by 
the patriarchal basilicas through the 
earnest care and enlightened zeal of 
the Cardinals to whose charge they 
have been assigned, and the minor 
bisilicas and the collegiate and 
parochial churches will vie with these 
as well as the churches and chapels 
of the religious orders. And you, 
my Lord Cardinal, will grant no in­
dulgence, will allow no delays. The 
difficulty would not be diminished, 
but rather increased by postponement, 
and since the plunge is to be made, 
let it be made at once and resolutely. 
Lit all have confidence in us and in 
our word, with which is associated the 
grace and blessing of heaven. At 
first the novelty of the change will 
produce astonishment in the breasts 
of some ; perhaps some of the choir­
masters and directors will be found 
rather unprepared ; but gradually the 
matter will amend itself and in the 
perfect correspondence of the music 
with the liturgical rules and with the 
nature of psalmody all will observe a 
beauty and excellence perhaps never 
before noticed. Indeed, the service 
of Vespers will thus be shortened in 
a notable degree. Bat if the rectors 
of the churches wish under any cir­
cumstances to prolong the functions 
somewhat in order to afford mental 
enjoyment to the people who in such 

praiseworthy manner come at 
Vesper time to the church in which 
the service is held, it will not be un­
befitting—indeed, it will be so much 
gained in the interest of piety and for 
the edification of the faithful—if 
Vespers be succeeded by an ap 
propriate sermon and if the service 
concludes with Solemn Benediction 
of the Blessed Sacrament.

Finally, we desire that sacred music 
he cultivated with special care and 
within due limits in all the seminaries 
and ecclesiastical colleges of Rome,

In 
other times, it is true, the Grégorien 
chant was known to most persons 
only through books that were incur, 
reel, vitiated and curtailed. But the 
accurate and prolonged study givtn 
to it by distinguished men who have 
rendered great service to sacred ait 
has changed the face of things. The 
Gregorian chant restored in such a 
satisfactory manner to its early puri y, 
as it was handed down by the FatheV 
and is found in the codice* of the’ 
various churches seems soft, sweet 
easy to learn and of a beauty so frtah • 
and suprising that whenever it has 
been introduced it baa quickly exci‘« 
ed real enthusiasm in the youthf. I ■ 
singers. Now, when delight enters ’ 
into the fulfilment of duty, every­
thing is done with greater alacrity and 
with more lasting fruit. We desire, 
then, that in all the colleges and t 
seminaries in this fait city there be 
introduced once more the ancient 
Roman chant which formerly resound­
ed in our churches and basilicas and . 
which constitute the delight of past 
generations in the most glorious days 
of Christian piety. And as In past 1 
times that chant was spread abroad in 
the other Churches of the West from 
the Church of Rime, so we desire 
that the young clerics trained under 
our eyes may take it with them and 
spread it again in their dioceses when 
they return thither as priests to work 
for the glory of God. It is 1 pleasure^ 
to us to give these regulations when 
we are about to celebrate the thir­
teenth centenary of the death of the 
glorious and incomparable Pontiff St. 
Gregory the Great, to whom an 
ecclesiastical tradition of many cen­
turies has attributed the composition 
of the sacred'melodies and from whom 
they have derived their name. Let 
our beloved youth diligently exercise 
themselves io them ; for it will be 
pleasant for us to heir them when, as 
we have been informed, they will 
assemble at the coming centenry cele­
bration at the tomb of the holy Pon­
tiff in the Vatican Basilica to execute 
the Gregorian melodies daring the 
sacred liturgy which, please God, will 
be celebrated on that auspicious occa­
sion.

Parliament has been called osten­
sibly to change these conditions. 
This is simply trifling with the 
people. If the necessity, indicat­
ed by Laurier for the quick ad­
vancement of the work exists, no 
delay should be allowed. But the 
whole matter is a farce and no 
language can better show this than 
the words of Mr. Blair, Lauriers 
Minister of Railways, up to the 
time this matter was introduced 
to Parliament. Here is what he 
said ; when referring to the east­
ern section of the projected road :

“ I do profess to know something 
about the effect upon the public in­
terest in relation to the Intercol­
onial Railway. My objection to the 
railway being constructed to Monc­
ton has been stated in general terms 
in my letter to the Premier, in which 
I stated that it was paralleling the 
Intercolonial Ralway. 1 meant 
that it was proposing to take away 
the traffic, the largest proportion of 
the traffic which the I. C. R. would 
have aod which it would be oalcn- 
lated to carry. I meant the govern­
ment was setting up another railway, 
building out of its own means a rail 
way whereby the present great Id 
teroclonial railways would be die- 
mantled and depleted of its busi­
ness and practically destroyed.

In its issue of the 26th utl. 
the Patriot makes another at 
tempt to show the “ superior bus 
iness ability," of the Grit Local 

- Government ; it attempts to draw 
another red herring across the 
trial, and to throw dust in the 
eyes of the electorate by once 
more trotting oat a venerable 
compilation of figures intended 
to show how very economical 
our Grit friends in the Provincial 
Government have been since they 
assumed office. It needs very 
little argument to prove to any 
reasonable, unbiased elector that 
the Provincial Government of the 
day has been reckless and ex­
travagant ; that it has collected 
large amounts in taxes, has creat­
ed deficit after deficit and has 
rolled up the public debt of the 
Province almost to the verge of 
bankruptcy. In our issue of 
last week, we pointed all this 
out and gave the Government’s 
own figures as the proof. But the 
Patriot’s latest attempt is of a 
more specious nature than usual, 
even with that journal, and is in­
tended to catch the unwary. The 
pretense is made of showing by 
a comparison of the extroardinary 
revenues of the present Govern­
ment and their Conservative pre­
decessors, that the balance is in 
favor of the Grits. We will 
adopt the Patriot’s method and 
therefrom prove that they have 
been just as reckless and extrav­
agant as we showed by another 
method last week. To begin 
with, the annual subsidy from 
Ottawa, which in the Patriot’s 

calculation is assumed to be“ fix­
ed,” has as a matter of fact not 
been so. When the Conservative 
Government preceding the pre­
sent Grit Provincial Government, 
assumed office the annual subsid- 
ity from Ottawa was $167,793 ; 
but when they went out of 
power the subsidy had increased 
to $183,480.83. This was the 
amount of the annual subsidy 
when the Grits came to office in 
this Province in 1891 ; but for 
1902, the last year for which 
we have the public accounts, the 
subsidy was $211,931.88. It will 
thus be seen that the amount 
of the Dominion subsidy has un­
dergone very considerable changes 
during twenty-four years, andthe 
only fair way is to take an an 
nual average of the subsidy for 
twelve years of Conservative and 
Liberal rule respectively. That 
would give us about $171,000

Taking the best view of 
the case, the 1,907 high-class 
Canadian horses were taxed $57,- 
120 by Uncle Sam.

Our Ottawa Letter.

“ THESE VILLAINOUS CUTOMS 
TAXES.”

The Liberal party continue to 
rob the people in ever increasing 
amounts. The declaration of 
Sir. Richard Cartwright in 1896 
that, “ The villainous Customs 
Taxes are impoverishing and 
ruining our people,” seems to 
only stimulate the raiding of the 
pockets of the people. Even Sir. 
Wilfrid Lauriers declaration of 
1895 : “ We are a low tariff 
people,”--does not mend matters. 
From 1896 to 1903 the Liberal 
government collected in customs 
taxes $195,315,790 as compared 
with $146,695,355 collected by 
the Conservatives from 1890 to 
1896, an increase of $48,620,435.

Since June 30th, 1903, the cus­
toms have been still more active 
in “ bleeding the people white.” 
From June 30th to December 
31st, 1902, Sir. Wilfrid was satis­
fied with playing the part of the 
“ highwayman” to the extent of 
$18,018,520. From June 30th to 
December 31st, 1903, the Premier 
felt moved to extort from a long 
suffering country no less than 
$20,698,489 by means of “ these 
villainous Customs Taxes.”

Of course Sir. Wilfrid needed 
the money. How, but by this 
"legalized robbery,”is he to pay the

THE PLIGHT OF THE HORSE 
BREEDERS.

Canadian horse breeders have 
again brought to the attention of 
the government, the disadvan 
tages under which home stock 
raisers labor, as compared with 
their United States competitors, 
The depution was assured by 
Messrs. Sifton and Fisher that 
it was a serious if not dangerous 
experiment to revise the tariff, no 
definite promise of relief could be 
given by the government.

239, or $178 per head. But the

A HARVEST FOR FOREIGNERS.

The great expansion of the 
aggregate trade of the past six 
months has resulted in an appar­
ent gain of $16,010,872, as com­
pared with the corresponding* ' 
period of 1902. Such is the 
happy intelligence conveyed to 
Canadians by the government 
press.

The statement hardly bears 
analysis. While Canada’s total 
combined imports and exports 
show a healthy increase, the ro­
bustness is all on the side of im­
ports.

From June 30th to December 
31st, 1903, the Laurier tariff en­
abled foreigners to flood Canadian 
markets with goods io the value 
of $121,532,008. From June 
30th to December 31st, 1902, Ca­
nada only purchased $103,201,614 
worth of foreign goods. So that 
outsiders have gathered in $18, 
330,394 more in good Canadian 
greenbanks during the first 
months of 1903-04 than they did 
during the first six months of 
1902-03.

In exports Canada has not been 
fortunate. She sent abroad 

from June 30th to December 31st, 
1903, produce worth $125,301,466. 
From June 30th to December 
31st, 1603, under a government 
which claims to discount Provi­
dence, Canadians only produced 
goods to the extent of $125.683,- 
954, a falling ofl $2,317,512.

The net result of this disastrous 
policy has been to leave Can­
adians at the end of the six 
months to December 1st, 1903, 
with $20,647,906 less cash than 
they wpuld have, had the Field­
ing tariff been only as in the six 
months ending December 31st.

Instead of Canada gaining in 
trade, she is going behind more 
and more each year. Imports are 
swamping exports—and with 
such progress another 1878 will 
soon be at hand. The govern­
ment closes its eyes to the impend­
ing hard times, but the people 
should see to it, that Sir. Wilfrid 
Laurier and his following are 
made to give way to the Conser­
vative party, whose motto is 
“ Canada for Canadians."

STILL AFTER TREATY MAKING POWERS.

Sir Wilfrid Lvirier continues to 
advocate independent treaty-making 
powers for Canada. He does not ex­
plain how he proposes to work ont 
his programme, so that the treaties, 
once made, may be enforced, It is al! 
very fine to demand, in an off handed 
way, privileges which Canada cannot 
avail herself of. The Alaskan Boundary 
treaty resulted in a distinct loee for 
Canada. Sir Wilfrid, however, and 
not the British government was re­
sponsible for the failure. Ha bland, 
ered on the Alaskan question—no 
more than fn bis efforts to secure a 
mutual preference with Great Britain— 
or the Grand Trunk Pacific deal.

Sir Wilfrid’a whole career as Prime 
Minister has been a succeFsion of mis­
takes and weaknesses. Yet he coolly 
asks for Canada the right to negotiate 
treaties which most be backed np by 
something more than diplomacy. When 
it is recalled that one contingent which 
Canada sent to South Africa cost $l,98a,- 
168, landed al Capetown, and that the 
Halifax Garrison cost 1478,135 in less 
than two years, it will readily be un­
derstood that Canada, in the event 
of making her own treaties, must be 
willing to spend millions for a pro­
tection by land and eea which Great 
Britain now furniahes gratuitously. 
Hither that or the Motherland must 
be asked lo fight onr battles, while 
we elt quietly aod look idly on. Sir 
Wilfrid does not ondei stand Canadian 
sentiments if he persists in urging 
such a monstrous proposition on Great 
Britain. Canadians are not snch bee- 
gars as the Premier would paint them. 
The liberal party can hardly hope to 
hide its mistakes behind any such 
selfish demands.

Leaders of Low Prices.

The leoood track of the Grand Trunk 
Railway System between Montreal and 
Toronto has been completed and was open­
ed for operations on November 25th. 
The double track between Toronto and 
Niagra Fails has been utilized for some 
time, and 46 miles of practically neaa 
roadbed that has been in construction for 
the list few yeais between Port Hope and 
Toronto, involving an outlay of $1,500,000,* 
09, has been completed, and which solves 
engineering problems entirely new in 
Canada, rendering the line between Mon­
treal and Niagra Falls equal, if not supe­
rior, to any railroad on the North Ameri­
can Continent. The work of doable track­
ing the balance of the Main line of the 
System, between Chicago and Hamilton, 
is going on apace and will be completed 
within a comparatively abort time. There 
are only a few miles to be completed on 
the Western Divi ion between Port Huron 
and Chicago, a distance of 335 miles, and 
the work on the second track between 
Sarnia and Hamilton is being completed as 
fast as possible. When finished, the 
Grand ^Hink will have the longest 
stretch of double track under one manage 
ment on the continent, and will make the 
System one of the most formidable in the 
country for through passenger and freight 
traffic between the east and west.

Thb election for the Ontario Legislature 
held in N >rth Oxford on Satuary 26. re­
sulted in the return of the Grit by about 
900 majority. The Conservatives did not 
expect to capture the riding ; bat they 
succeeded in reducing this majority of 
1902, by about 200. This, in the face of 
all the influences exerted against them 
shows how public feeling is running. The 
weather was very cold and stormy and it 
was impossible to get around the country 
sections of the riding. The town of wood- 
stock, which was well canvassed showed 
what could h&Ve been done in anything 
like favorable weather. This town gave 
Patullo Grit, a majority of 630 in 1898, 
and 600 in 1902 : but at the election 
the other day, it gave the Con­
servatives a majority of 31. 
“This,}” says the Ottawa citizen, “ shows 
how the Conservatives were handicapped 
be the brevity of the campaign. They 
really only had time to stump the city 
properly, while the outside riding was 
scarcely touched. The result in Wood­
stock is but an indication of what the 
general turnover would have been had 
time been afforded to stump the riding 
as thoroughly as was done in North 
Renfrew.

Alderman H. LaPorte swept the city 
and will be Montreal’s Cnief Magistrate 
for the next two years. LsPorte's total 
vote is 17,000, carrying every ward in the 
city, and 370 ont of 375 sob-divisions. 
Mayor Cochrane polled 2,716 votes, while 
3,419 were cast for |Dandnrand ; both de­
feated candidates will lose their deposits.

Arnaud Brousea», an employee of the 
Dominion Iron and Steel Co., Syndey met 
with a horrible death at the Coke Ovens 
last Monday evening. He was on his 
way home from work when he slipped 
under a moving car and was almost cm 
in two. He was twenty-five years of age 
and belonged to Discousse.

The community was much shocked on 
Wednesday last, on learning of the very 
sudden death nf Mr. Lemuel Pnillipa, a 
well known and highly respected citizen nf 
Charlottetown.

About 
ten o’clock on Wednesday morning he en­
tered the itore of Mark Wright Co., 
where a meeting of the directors of the 
starch company was to be held.

He brushed the snow from his 
boots and clothing, and suddenly became

His funeral took 
place QD Saturday, and was largely attend­
ed.

Tbe solemn opening of the magnifi­
cent new wing to the Charlottetown 
Hospital took plaça on Sunday after­
noon last, and was largely attended. 
The ceremonies were conducted, in the 
beautiful new chapel, by his Lordship, 
Bishop McDonald, assisted by Rev. 
Dr. Cnrran, Rector of St. Dans tan’s 
College. Shortly after half past three 
o’clock, his Lordship commence 1 the 
service. He recited the dedicatory 
prayers, then sprinkled the chape', and 
afterwards the whole new building, 
with holy water. After returning to the 
altar he derived an admirable and in­
teresting address on the work done by 
hospitals under the Christian dispen­
sation. He showed how the Pagan 
nations of antiquity treated the old, 
the weak and decrepit with the utmost 
cruelty. No regard was had for old 
age, or for the weak unhealthy or in 
firm of any kind, among tbe Greeks 
an.l Romans of old. The feeble and 
it.firm were ntterely neglected and not 
nnfreqnently put to death. It remained 
for Christianity to set the seal of its 
approval on the methods and institu­
tions for the relief and soccor of the 
sick and infirm. Early in tbe Chris­
tian era hospitals sprang into existance 
in all' Christian countries, and the gold 
work done by them haa gons on grow 
ing to oar times He then pointed ont the 
great work done by the Charlottetown 
Hospital since its foundation by Bishop 
McIntyre in 1879. This was the jubilee 
of the hospital’s existance, and the mag 
nitnde of the work it has lone"for so Ber­
ing humanity was incalculable. Tbe 
demands upon the room was so 
great that tbenew wing now opened 
had become an imperative necessity 
The hospital was now admirably 
equipped and in every way an np io 
date institution, and henceforth even 
better work would be done within its 
walla ttan previously. As an evidehce 
of what the hospital has accomplished 
his Ltrdehip gave the following sta­
tistics : Number of patienta admitted 
since the foundation, October let, 1879 
to January 1st, 1904, 3,625. 07 these
2,378. were cored, and 1,095 were in­
curable. 152 have died. During 1903 
351 patiente were admitted. An Institu­
tion with such a record sorely deserves 
the generosity of those who have to 
spare of this world’s goods. The ser­
vices were then concluded by Bene 
diction of the Blessed Sicrament, his 
Lordship officiating, assisted by Rev. 
Ur. Cnrran.

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fluctuating and variable ai it is in it­
self, or to the successive changes in 
tastes and habits in the course of time, 
or to the sad influence exercised on 
sacred art by profane and theatrical 
art, or to the pleasure that music 
directly produces, and that is not 
always easily kept within the proper 
limits, or fieally to the many pre­
judices on the matter, so lightly in 
troduced and so tenaciously main­
tained even among responsible and 
pious persons, there is a continual 
tendency to deviate from the right 
rule, fixed by the end for which art is 
admitted to the service of worship 
and laid down very clearly in the 
ecclesiastical canons, in the ordinance 
of the general and provincial councils, 
in the prescriptions which have on 
various occasions emanated from the 
Sacred Roman Congregations, and 
from our predecessors, the Sovereign 
Pontifia. ^

It is pleasing to us to Keable to 
acknowledge with real satisfaction 
the large amount of good that has 
been done in this respect during 
the last decades in this our fair city 
of Bums and.in many churches 
our country, but in a more especial 
way among some nations in which 
excellent men, full of seal for the 
worship of God have, with the ap­
proval of this Holy See and under 
the direction of the Bishops united 
in flourishing societies and restored 
sacred music to the fullest honor in 
nearly all their churches and chap­
els. Still the good work that has 
been done is very far indeed from 
being common to all and when we 
consult our own personal experience 
and take into account the great 
number of complaints that have 
reached us from all quarters during 
the short time that has elapsed 
since it pleased the Lord to elevate 
our humble person to the summit of 
the Roman Pontificate, we consider 
it our first duty, without further 
delay, to faise our voice at once in 
reproof and condemnation of all 
that is out of harmony with the 
right rule above indicated, in the 
functions of worship and in the per 
formante of the ecclesiastical ol 
floes. It being our ardent desire 
to see the true Christian spirit re 
stored in every respect and be pro 
served by all the faithful, we deem 
it necessary to provide before every 
thing else for the sanctity and dig­
nity of the temple, in which the 
faithful assemble for the object of 
acquiring this spirit from its fore­
most and indispensible fount, which 
isjthe active participation in the holy 
mysteries and the public and solemn 
prayer of the Church. And it 
vain to hope that the blessing of 
heaven will descend abundantly 
upon us for this purpose when our 
homage to the Most High, instead 
of ascending in the odor of sweet­
ness, puts into the hand of the Lord 
the scourges with which the Divine 
Redeemer once drove the unworthy 
profanera from the temple.

Wherefore, in order that no one 
in the future may be able to plead 
in excuse that he did not dearly 
understand his duty and that all 
vagueness may be removed which 
have already been commanded, we 
have deemed it expedient to point 
out briefly the principles regulating 
sacred music in the functions of 
public worship, and to gather to­
gether in a general survey the 
principal prescriptions of the Church 
against the more common abuses in 
this matter. We therefore publish 
11 motu proprio" and with sure 
knowledge, our present “ Instruct­
ion" to which, as “ to a juridical 
code of sacred music," we desire 
with the fulness of our Apostolic 
authority that the force of law be 
given! »od we impose its scrupulous 
observance on all by this document 
in our Own handwriting.

INSTRUCTION ON SACRED 
NUS10.

I.
GENERAL PRINCIPLES.

1. Sacred music, as an integral 
part cf the solemn liturgy, partiel 
pates in its general object, which 
the glory of God and the sanctifi­
cation and edification of the faithful. 
It tends to increase the decorum 
and the splendor of the ecclesiasti­
cal ceremonies, and since its prin­
cipal office is to clothe with befitting 
melody the liturgical text proposed 
for the understanding of the faithful, 
its proper end is to add greater 
effioaoy to the texf, in order that by 
moans of it the faithful may be the 
more easily moved to devotion and 
better disposed to receive the fruits 
or the most holy mysteries.

2. Sacred music should conse­
quently posses», in the highest de­
gree, the qualities proper to the 
liturgy, snd precisely sanctity and 
goodness of form, from which 
spontaneously springs its other 
character, universality.

It must be holy, and most, ac- 
oordirg y, ixdodo all profani y not 
only in iieelf, butin the manner in 
which it is presented by those who 
execute it.

It m'.Jt be true art, for otherwise 
it will be impossible for it to exer­
cise on tbe minds of those who hear 
it that effioaoy which the Ohoroh 
aims at obtaining in admitting into 
her liturgy tbe art of musical 
sounds.

But it must, at the same time, 
be universal in this sense, that 
wi ile every nation is permitted to 
admit into its ecclesiastical compo­
sitions those special forms which in

certain manner constitute the 
specific character of its native music, 
still these forms must be subordiu - 
ated in such a manner to the gener­
al characteristics of sacred music 
that nobody of another nation may 
receive, on bearing them, an impres­
sion other than good.

II.
TBE KINDS OF SACRED MUSIC

3. These qm lities are possessed in 
the highest degree by the Gregorian 
Chant, which is, consequently, the 
Chant proper to the Roman Church, 
the only chant she has inherited 
from the ancient fathers, which she 
has jealously guarded for centuries 
in her liturgical codices, which she 
directly proposes to the faithful as 
her own, which the most recent 
studies have so happily restored to 
their integrity and purity.

Upon these grounds the Grego­
rian Chant has always been regard­
ed as the supreme model for sacred 
music, so that the following rule 
may be safely laid down. The 
more closely a composition for 
church approaches in its move­
ment, inspiration and savor 
the Gregorian form the more 
eaered and liturgical it be­
comes, and the more out of harmony; 
it is with that supreme model, the 
less worthy is it of the temple.

The ancient traditional Grego­
rian chant, must, therefore, be 
largely restored in the functions of 
public worship, and everybody must 
take for certain that an ecclesiasti­
cal function loses nothing of its 
solemnity when it ie accompanied 
by no other music except this.

Efforts must especially be made 
to restore the use of the Gregorian 
Chant by the people, so that the 
faithful may again take a more 
active part in tbe ecclesiastical 
offices, as they were wont to do in 
ancient times.

4. The qualities mentioned are 
also possessed in an excellent degree 
by the classic polyphony, especially 
of tbe Roman school, which reached 
its greatest perfection in the fif­
teenth century, owing to the works 
of Pierluigi da Palestrina, and con­
tinued subsequently to produce com 
positions of excellent quality from 
the liturgical and musical stand­
point. Tbe elaasio polyphony ap­
proaches pretty closely to the Grego­
rian Chant, the supreme model of 
all sacred music, and hence it has 
been found worthy of a place side 
by side with the Gregorian Chant in 
the more solemn functions of the 
Church. This, too, must therefore 
be restored largely in eooleeias'ioal 
functions, especially in the more 
important basilicas, in cathedrals 
amfTntbe churches and chapels of 
seminaries and other ecclesiastical 
inatitntioneTn which the necessary 
means are neually not lacking.

5. The Church has always recog­
nized and favored the progress of 
the arts, admitting to the service of 
worship everything good and beauti 
ful discovered by genius in the 
course of ages—always, however, 
with due regard to the liturgical 
laws. Consequently modern mnsio 
is also admitted into the Church, 
since it, too, furnishes compositions 
of such excellence, sobriety and 
gravity that they are in no way un­
worthy of the liturgical functions.

But as^modern music has come 
to be devoted mainly to profane 
uses, greater care must be taken 
with regard to it, in order that the 
musical compositions of modern 
style which are admitted in the 
Church may contain nothing pro­
fane, be free from reminiscences of 
motives adopted in the theatres and 
be not fashioned even in their ex­
ternal forms after the manner of 
profane pieces.

6. Amongst tbe various kinds of 
music that which appears less suit­
able for accompanying the functions 
of public worship is the theatrical 
style, which was in the greatest 
vogue, especially in Italy during 
the last oenlnry. This of its very 
nature is diametrically opposed to 
the Gregorian Chant and the classic 
polyphony and therefore to the 
most important law of all good 
music. Besides tbe inirinio struc­
ture, the rhythm and wbat is known 
as the “ conventionalism” of this 
style adapt themselves but badly to 
the exegeneies of true liturgical 
music.

III.
THE LITURGICAL TEXT.
1. Tbe language of the Roman 

Church is Latin. It is therefore 
forbidden to sing anything what­
ever in tbe vernacular in solemn 
liturgical functions—much more to 
sing in the vernacular the variable 
or common parte of tbe Maas and 
Offioe.

8. Tbe texte that may be rend­
ered in music*and the order in 
which they are to be rendered, 
being determined for every liturg­
ical function, it is not lawful to 
confuse this order or to change the 
prescribed texts for others selected 
at will, or to omit them either 
entirely or even in part, unless 
when the rubrics allow that some 
vereicles of the text be supplied 
with the organ while tbeee ver­
sifies are simply recited in choir. 
However it is permissible, accord­
ing to tbe custom of the Roman 
Church to sing a motett to the 
Blessed Sacrament after the " Bene­
dict ns " in a Solemn Mass it is 
also permitted, after the offetory 
prescribed for tbe Mate has been 
nag, to execute during the time

that remains a brief motett to 
words approved by the Church.

9. The liturgical text must be 
sucg as it is in the book», without 
alteration or inveision of the words, 
without undue repetition, without 
breaking ey la hies and always in a 
manner intelligible to the faithful 
who listen.

IV.
EXTERNAL FORM OF THE

SACRED COMPOSITIONS.
10. The different parts of the 

Mass and the Offioe must retain, 
even musically, that particular con­
cept and form which ecclesiastical 
tradition has assigned to them, and 
which ii admirably expressed in 
the Gregorian Chant. Different, 
therefore, must be the method of 
composing an Introit, a Gradual, an 
anthopon, a psalm, a hymn, a Gloria 
in Bxoelsis."

11. In particular the following 
rules are to be observed :

(a) The “Kyrie,” “ Gorin,"
“ Credo," eta of the Mass must 
preserve the unity of composition 
proper to their text. It is not 
lawful, therefore, to compose thorn 
in separate pieces, in such a way 
as that each of such pieces may 
form a complete composition in 
itself, and be oapabla of being de­
tached from the rest and substituted 
by another.

(b) In the Offioe of Vespers it 
should be the rule to follow the

Ceerimoniale Epieooporum,” 
which prescribes the Gregorian 
Chant for tbe psalmody and permits 
figured music for the vereicles of 
the “ Gloria Patri ” and the hymn.

It will 'tpevertneless be lawful 
on the greater solemnities to altern­
ate ihe-Qregorian Chant of the 
oholr with the so called “ falsi- 
bordoni " or with vereee similarly 
composed in a proper manner.

It may be also allowed sometimes 
to render the single psalms in their 
Entirety in music, provided the 
form proper to psalmody be pre­
served in such compositions ; that 
is to say, provided the singers seem 
to be psalmodising among them- 
selves, either with new motifs or 
with those taken from the Gregor­
ian Chant, or based upon it.

The psalms known as “di con­
certo ” are, therefore, forever ex­
cluded and prohibited.

(o) In the hymns of the Church 
the traditional form of the hymn is 
preserved. It is not lawful there­
fore, to compose, for instance, a 
“ Tantum Ergo ” in such wise that 
the first strophe presents a romanes, 
• cavatina, an a dago and the “ Gen 
vori ” an allegro.

(d) Tbe aniphons of the Vespers 
must be as a rule rendered with 
the Gregorian melody proper to 
each. Should they, however, in 
some special case be sung in figured 
music they must never have either 
the form of a concert melody or the 
fullness of a motett or a cantata.

V.
THE SINGERS.

12. With the exception of the 
melodies proper to the celebrant at 
the altar and to the ministers, which 
most be always sucg only in Gre­
gorian Chant, and without tbe ac­
companiment of the organ, all tbe 
rest of the liturgical chant belongs 
to the choir of levites, and, therefore, 
singers in church, even when they 
are laymen, are really taking the 
place of the ecclesiastical choir 
Hence the music rendered by them 
must, at least for the greater part, 
retain the character of choral music

By this it is not to be understood 
that solos are entirely excluded. But 
solo singing ehoold never predom­
inate in euoh a way as to have the 
greater part of the liturgical chant 
executed in that manner ; rather 
should it have the character of hint 
or a melodic projection, and be 
strictly bound np with the rest of 
the choral composition.

13. On the same principle it fol­
lows that singers in church have a 
real liturgical (ffioe, and that there­
fore women, as being incapable of 
exercising snob office, cannot be ad­
mitted to form part of the choir or 
of the musical chapel. Whenever, 
then, it is desired to employ tbe 
acute voice of sopranos end contral­
tos, these parta must be taken by 
boys, according to the most ancient 
usage of the Church.

14. Finally, only those are to be 
admitted to form part of the mnsioal 
chapel of a church who are men of 
known piety and probity of life, 
and these should by their modest and 
devout bearing during the liturgical 
functions show that they are worthy 
of the holy offioe they exercise. It 
will-also be fitting that singers while 
singing in church wear the ecclesias­
tical habit and surplus, and that they 
be hidden behind gratings when the 
choir is excessively open to the 
public gaze.

VI.
ORGAN AND INSTRUMENTS.

15. Although the music proper 
to tbe Church is purely vocal music, 
music with tbe accompaniment of 
tbe organ is also permitted. In 
some special cases, within due limite 
and within the proper regards, other 
instruments may be allowed, but 
never without the special license of 
the ordinary, according to the pre­
scriptions of the “Ceerimoniale Epis- 
ooporom."

16. As the chant school should 
always have the principal place, the 
orgau or instrumente should merely 
sue tain and never overwhelm it.

17. It ia not permitted to have

the chant preceded by long preludes 
or to interrupt it with intermezzo 
pieces. ,

18 The sound of the organ as an 
accompaniment to the chant in pre­
ludes, interludes and the like, must 
be not only governed by the special 
nature of the instrument, but must 
participate in all the qualities proper 
to sacred music as above enumerated.

19 The employment of the piano 
is forbidden in tbe church, as ie also 
that of noisy or frivolous instru­
ments such as symbols, bells and the 
like.

20. It is strictly {forbidden to 
have bands play in church, and only 
in a special case and with the cor­
sent of the ordinary will it bo per- 
nvesible to admit a number of wind 
instruments, limited, judicious, and 
proportioned to the size of the place 
—provided the composition and ac­
companiment to be exeout- d be 
written in a grave and suitable style 
and similar in all respects to that 
proper to the organ.

21. In processions outside the 
church the ordinary may give per­
mission for a band, provided no pro­
fane pieces are executed. It would 
be desirable in euoh oases that the 
band confine itself to accompanying 
some spiritual canticle sung in Latin 
or in the vernacular by the singeis 
and the pious associations which take 
part in the procession.

VII.
THE LENGTH OF THE LITUR 

GICAL CHANT.
“ It is not lawful to keep the priest 

at the altar waiting on account of 
the chant or the music for a length 
of time not allowed by the liturgy. 
According to tbe ecclesiastical pre­
scriptions the •• Sanctus” of the Maas 
should be over before the elevation, 
and therefore the priest must here 
have regard to the singers. The 
“ Gloria" and the “ Credo” ought, 
according to the Gregorian tradition, 
to be relatively short.

23. In general it must be con 
sidered to be a very grave abuse 
when the liturgy in ecclesiastical 
fnnolionsjis made to appear second­
ary to and in a manner at the ser­
vice of the music, for the music is 
merely a part of the liturgy and its 
humble handmaid.

VIII.
PRINCIPAL MEANS.

24. For the exact execution of 
wbat has been herein laid down, the 
Bishops, if they have not already 
done so, are to institute in their dio­
ceses a special commission composed 
of persons really competent in sacred 
music, and to this commission let 
them entrust in the manner they 
find most suitable the task of watch­
ing over the music executed in their 
churches. Nor are they to see 
merely that the music is good in 
itself, but also that it is adapted to 
the powers of the singers and be al 
ways well executed.

25. In seminaries of clerics and 
in ecclesiastical institutions let the 
above-mentioned traditional Grego­
rian Chant be cultivated by all with 
diligence and love, according to the 
Tridentine prescriptions, and let the 
superiors be liberal of encouragement 
and praise towards their young sub 
jeots. In like manner l-«t a “ Soho 
lae C sntornm” be established, when 
ever possible, among the clerics for 
the execution of a acred polyphony 
and of good liturgical music.

26. In tbe ordinary lessons of 
liturgy, morals, Canon law given to 
the students of theology, let care be 
taken to touch on those points which 
regard more directly the principles 
and laws of sacred music, and let an 
attempt be made to complete the 
doctrine with some particular in 
struotion in the aesthetic side of the 
sacred art, so that the clerics may 
not leave the seminary ignorant ol 
all those notions, necessary as they 
are for complete ecclesiastical cul­
ture.

27. Let care be taken to restore, 
at least in the principal churches, 
the ancient “ Soholae Oantorum," as 
bas been done with excellent fruit in 
a great many places. It is not diffi 
cult for a zealous clergy to institute 
such “ Soholae" even in the minor 
and country churches—nay, in them 
they will find a very easy means for 
gathering round them both the ohil 
dren and adnlta, to their own profit 
and tho edification of the people.

28. Let efforts be made to sup­
port and promote in the best way 
possible the higher schools of sacred 
music where these already axis', and 
to help in founding them where they 
do not. It ia of the utmost import­
ance that the Church herself provide 
for the instruction of its masters 
organists and singers, according to 
the true principles of sacred art.

IX.
CONCLUSION.

29. Finally, it is recommended 
to choir-masters, singers, members 
of the clergy, euperiors of semin 
fries, ecclesiastical institutions and 
religions communities, parish priests 
and rectors of churches, canons of 
collegiate churches and cathedrals, 
and above all to the dicoesan ordin­
aries to favor with all zeal thcea pm 
dent reforms, long desired and de­
manded with united voice by all; so 
that the authority of tbe Church, 
which herself has repeatedly pro­
posed them, and now inculcates 
them, may not fall into contempt.
