Book-Xanuscript and Printer’s
Proofs.

The Postmaster-General has issued the
following notification to Postmasters : —

In Department Order No. 65, dated 24th
Nov., 1863, permission was given for Book-
Manuseript and Prioter’s Froofs, whether
corrected or mot, to pase at the printed
matter rate of one cent an ouncé ; and it
now appears to be y to explain to
postmasiers that by Book Manaseript was
meant the written sheets of any book, and
the i jion was to ge Interary pro
ductions, by affording ‘facilities for authors
to send avd recerve such matter to and from
their publishers by post. Printers’ proofs
are the printed impressions taken by a
printer, for correction of examination, of any
matter passing through his press, Under for-
mer regulations the written warks correcting
such proofs rendered them lisble to- letter
postage when sent by mail, and the iutention
of the Departmeut or referred to, was to
relax the rule i favor of such proofs, and
allow them, when corrected, to retan their
character as printed matter, and pass at print-
ed matter rates of charge.
