Obituary.—Brussels Post:—It falls 
our lot this week to chronicle the de 
cease of an old and very worthy citizen 
in the person of Wm. Vanstone. The 
grim messenger summoned him away on 
Friday morning, about 5 o’clock. About 
four years ago tho deceased commenced 
to fail in health and the decline gradually 
increased on him despite medical attend­
ance. He was hardly ever confined to 
bed, however, and the day previous to 
his death had partaken of his meals with 
the family. Congestion of the lungs 
hastened the end. Mr Vanstone was born 
in the Parish of Holsworthy, Devonshire, 
England, June 25th, 1833, and came to 
Canada with his father’s family in 1843, 
locating in Colborne township, Huron 
County, where they took up land and as­
sisted in the development of that section. 
When 17 years of age the subject of this 
notice went to Piper’s mill, near Gode- 
erich, to learn the milling business and 
three years after bought the mill at Eg- 
mondville. On June 28th, 1855, he was 
united in marriage to Miss Margaret 
Johns. Mrs Vanstone died on June 28th, 
1874. Mr Vanstone came to Brussels in 
18(10 and purchased the Fishleigh grist 
and saw mills. During the 20 years he 
was in business (he retiring in 1880 in 
favor of his sons,) he proved himself well 
qualified to look after his interests and 
pluekily battle against reverses. He was 
a big hearted man and was always ready 
to lend a helping hand to every good 
cause. When Brussels was incorporated 
the deceased was elected to a seat at 
the municipal Board. He took a great 
interest in the advancement of this place 
and did all in his power to assist in its 
growth. In the month of May, 1878,Mr 
Vanstone was married to Mrs Thomas 
Grills, of Galt, who survives him. Five 
children, W. F,, Mrs Adam Good, Mieses 
Lily and Addie, of Brussels, and C. R , 
of Southampton,are the other members of 
the family. The funeral took place on 
Sunday afternoon, under the auspices of 
the A. F.& A. M., of which the deceased 
was a member. Rev. S. Sellery, B. A., 
B. D., and Rev. R. Paul conducted the 
service and this was followed by the 
Masonic funeral exercises, led by W. 
M. Sinclair, Master of St John’s Lodge, 
Brussels. There were 26 brethren from 
Seaforth, led by Bro. Duff, D.D.G.M.,
8 from Blyth, 7 from Wroxeter, 10 from 
Listswel and 30 belonging to Brussels, 
all in appropriate regalia.

Oii the principle that the average tem­
perature for a whole year will not differ 
greatly from that of tormer years, it is 
predicted that the coming summer will 
be an unusually cool one. As a matter cf 
fact, it ia aaid that since weather records 
6rst began to be kept with anything like 
their present accuracy and completeness 
the range of variation, comparing one 
year with another, has been not quite 
6ve degrees. The coldest year recorded 
by the weather bureau waa 1875, the 
average temperature of which waa 48.6 
degrees; the warmest, 1889, which 
averaged 53 5 degrees. But from Jan­
uary 1, 1890, to the present date, the 
average temperature has been nearly 7 
degrees higher then the recorded average 
for that period in former years: and the 
inference ia drawn, with apparently very 
good reason, that the summer now ap­
proaching will be one of relatively lowU 
temperature.

FIRED ON FROM AMBUSH.
Rival Parties of Itallaas Have a Shootimg 

Match la Now Orleans.
New Obiæans, La., May 8.—An attempt 

•* wholesale assassination, believed to be the 
remit of an Italian vendetta, was made at an 
early hoar this morning and resulted in the 
serious wounding of three men. Eight 
Italians engaged in the stevedore business 
were riding up Esplanade-avenue in a wagon 
at the time. When they reached the inter­
section of Claiborne-street a party of men 
were discovered in the shadows of the trees 
down the centre of the two wide avenues. 
As the wagon approached the party under 
the trees opened fire upon the men in the 
vehicle, and for a minute there was a sharp 
fusilade, 25 shots being fired altogether.

Most of the shots came from the men lying 
in wait, four or five being fired in return by 
the men in the wagon. The people living in 
the neighborhood rushed from their homes to 
enquire into the cause of the shooting£but 
before they arrived on the scene the assail­
ants had disappeared. It was discovered 
that three of the men on the wagon—Tony 
Matrongo, Vincent Caruso and Salvadors 
Soncera—were badly wounded. Caruso was 
shot in the right leg near the hip ’joint, 
Matrango received a bullet in the left leg be­
low the knee and Soncera was wounded in 
the left hip. All the bullets were of large 
calibre, having been fired from rifles or 
muskets and caused ugly and serious wounds.

The other five men in the wagon escaped 
injury by jumping to the ground as soon as 
the firing began and lying down. These 
men stated that they were so greatly sur­
prised at the attack and the whole affair 
happened in so short a space of time that 
they were unable to obtain a view of the 
assailants so that they might be identified. 
They were at a loss, they said, to account 
for the murderous assault, but one of them 
intimated that there warn (ill-feeling between 
them and the Provenzano gang. Acting 
upon this hint and upon other information 
the police arrested 10 men, and charged them 
with the assault These are Vincent 
Provenzano, Peter Provenzano, George 
Provenzano, Joe Provenzano, Tony Jumpo- 
rara, A. Pelligrini, Nicholas Giglio, Peter 
Salvador, Charles Adonio and Salvador 
Giglio. The men under arrest took the 
matter stoically, said they knew nothing 
about the affair and were prepared to 
tablish alibis when they were given an 
examination.

The esuae of the attack ie believed to grow 
out of the rivalry between the Matrangas 
and the Provenience in their busineee. Many 
dispute, have already occurred between the 
rival parties and one or two shooting 
scrapes have followed. Lying in wait with 
intent to kill is capital crime in Louisiana, 
but it is doubtful if any convictions will 
result from this affair, as it will be difficult 
to secure testimony against the criminals, 
whoever they maybe. It ie evident that 
the polios will receive little assistance from 
the assaulted party, as they profess to be 
ignorant of their assailants. The general 
opinion is that they will seek vengeance in 
their own way.

CRAZED BY “GREEN GOODS.”
Mr. Hogue of North Carolina Was Too

Nervous for that Sort of Business.
New Yore, May 8.—J. J. Hogue of 

Grover Cleveland county, N.C., and his 
brother in law, R. F. Hambright, who is 
said to be a wealthy planter, arrived at the 
Continental Hotel in Newark early on Fri­
day morning. They wore homespun cloth­
ing and looked travel-worn. Hambright is 
a powerfully built man and weighs 225 
povuds. Hogue is a much smaller man, of a 
very nervous temperament. Hamright 
carried a small black satchel, which 
never left his hand. In the billiard- 
room of the hotel, after breakfast, the two 
men whispered so much and appeared to 
be so absorbed in mysterious business that 
the police were notified to keep an eye on 
them. Detectives Ward and Cosgrove were 
detailed. They noticed that a man nc 
Watson appeared to have a great deal of 
business with the strangers, and that fre­
quent con femcee were held in room No. 82. 
Watson is the agent of a “green goods 
firm,” but the police do not know him.

Hogue was particularly nervous Saturday 
morning. The men were evidently waiting 
for Watson. He didn’t come, and Ham­
bright went “ over to New York to see the 
sights. ” He had hardly left the hotel before 
Hogue seemed to lose all self-control. He 
wandered away and was not heard of again 
until Detective Gregory of New Brunswick, 
N.J., found him in that city acting like a 
lunatic. As the detective approached Hogue 
to arrest him Hogue drew a revolver, but 
Gregory was too quick for him. At the sta­
tion house he calmed down sufficient­
ly to tell something about him­
self. He said that he and Ham­
bright had come north to deal with the 
“green goods” men. When his brother-in- 
law left him he became seized with the id< 
that he was about to be arrested. It seemed 
to him as if every person he met was about 
to make him a prisoner. How he reached 
New Brunswick he did not know, blit he 
thought he must have walked, as a ticket 
that he had purchased at the Market-street 
station was still in his pocket and had not 
been punched. Hogue had two 38 calibre re­
volvers, every chamber loaded, and about 
$30 in gold coin and a lot of counterfeit bills, 
He afterward showed the police where $300 
in good money was sewed in the lining of his 
vest

When Hambright returned to the Conti- 
n ntal Hotel after his trip to New. York he 
was surprised to learn that Hogue had not 
been seen since the morning. He finally re­
ported the case to the police, who learned 
where Hogue was. Hambright was allowed 
to go to New Brunswick, and afterward 
started for the south with Hogue. The 
circular which brought the two men North 
said the green goods were made from stolen 
Government plates, and were of course, in­
distinguishable from lawful money.

Earned Hie Insurance.
Detroit, May 9.—Joseph G ingrass, an 

employe of the Detroit Electric Light and 
Power Company, was told by the superin­
tendent to go to the basement and cut one of 
the wires of the lightning arrester—a duty 
with which he was familiar. An hour after­
ward he was found dead beside the arrester. 
The shock of a thousand volts from a live in­
candescent light wire had instantly killed 
him A small burnt spot on the forefinger of 
the right hand showed where the deadly fluid 
had touched him. The company insures all 
its employes’ lives for $5000.

He failed to got a job. but from information 
derived from him by the Typographical 
Union their knowledge of his whereabouts 
was obtained by the New York police.

Last Saturday “Arthur” came to Muske­
gon and got a job as compositor on a morn­
ing paper, where ho was working when ar­
rested. He is about 38 years old, medium 
size and quiet looking. He says he will go 
back to New York, plead guilty and take his 
punishment.

SEPARATE SCHOOLS SUPPORT.

Why Don't Tory Organs PnbllsU Ihe Sepir- 
alr Hvbool* Art and Amend ment» ?

The amendments to the Separate 
Schools Act which were made law by 
the Mowat Government provide :

That the municipal clerk shall keep an 
alphabetical list of all notices sent by 
ratepayers that they desire to support 
Separate Schools ; also all notices of 
those withdrawing such support. This 
book of record shall remain open to 
public inspection.

All notices must be carefully Bled.
, The notice left by the assessor is to 

fe£ jàr the wording, “You are assessed as a 
^tvj^arate School supporter,” or “You are 

assessed as a Public School supporter, 
as the case may be, so that each rate­
payer will not fail to take notice if mis­
takes are made.

The assessor must be guided by the 
list of notices sent to the clerk in ascer­
taining who are to be assessed as Separ­
ate School supporters ; therefore all who 
do not so give notice are presumed to 
be supporters of Public Schools.

The statement to the assessor under 
g,8. of sec. 48 of the Separate Schools 

'Apt means, and always meant, a state- 
k,Ient, if not by the ratepay jf himself, by 

I his authority and not otherwise. No 
j unauthorized person could ever under 

the law answer for any ratepajer how he ! 
was to be rated for school tax.

The Municipal Council is given power 
to inquire into and correct errors, and 
the usual appeals to the Court of Re­
vision aud County Judge are provided 
for.

HOUSEHOLD HINTS.

Excellence eflell.
If the feet are tired or painful after 

leng standing, great relief can be had by 
bathing them in salt water. A handful 
of salt to a gallon of water is the right 
proportion. Have the water as hot as 
can be comfoitabiy borne. Immerse the 
feet ana throw the water over the legs as 
far as the knees with the hands. When 
the water becomes too cool, rub brisk­
ly with a flesh-towel. This method, if 
used night end morning, will cure neu­
ralgia of the feet.

Carpets may be greatly brightened 
by first sweeping thoroughly and theu 
going over them with e clean cloth and 
clear salt and water. Use a cupful of 
coarse salt to a large basin of water.

Salt as a tooth powder is better than 
almost anything that can be bought. It 
keeps the teeth brilliantly white and the 
gums hard and rosy.

If, after having a tooth pulled, the 
mouth is filled with salt and water, it 
will allay the danger of having a hemorr­
hage.

To clean willow furniture use salt and 
water. Apply with a nail-brush, scrub 
well and dry thoroughly.

When broiling steak threw a little salt 
on the coals and the blaze from the drip­
ping fat will not annoy.

Damp salt will remove the discolora­
tion of cups and saucers caused by tea 
and careless washing.

Brass work can be kept beautifully 
Bright by occasionally rubbing with salt 
and vinegar.

Wash the mica of the stove doors » ith 
salt and vinegar.

Salt in whitewash will make it stick 
better.

an not available, use glycerine, water 
end cologne in equal parte, ae the pan 
glycerine hae a greet affinity for water 
end absorbe the moisture frees the skin. 
Wear gloves m sweeping, in outdoor or 
rough work, end keep the hand* out of 
boiling water, ea it is in no way necessary 
to cleenlioeee in any kind of houeawurk. 
â diibexop may be used for dtrinw, but 
io those cases where it is neeeesary to 
keep the hands In soap end water until 
they look parboiled, they may be made 
to feel much more comfortable by rob­
bing tl am thoroughly with plenty of 
vaseline and mutton suet, then washing 
io warm water holding a few dro| ■ of 
ammonia. When free from the grease, 
dry and rob with a few c’r ps of 
diluted glycerine. Club moespowder, a 
very little of it, protect* the porte from 
too rapid reloxstion, and this will io a 
measure preeerve the skin if rubbed 
over the hands before patting them into 
hut water. When the rough work for 
the day ie finished, the nails should re­
ceive more attention than at the too 
often harried morning toilet.

Celling and Arranging Food.
It pays to be nice about it. Never use 

any but the bread knife to slice bread, 
and if possible cut no more than is act­
ually needed.

It is a good plan to follow the modern 
fashion of “slice as wanted,” though this 
may savor of stinginess to car country 
mothers. A lot of bread to dry is not 
economical. It does not add to the at­
tractiveness of the table, especially if a 
lot of crumbs are allowed to remain, 
hence we say cat just enough.

See to it also that your knife is sharp, 
or your slices will be ragged and ir­
regular. Evenly cut slices, not too 
thick or too thin.are more tempting.

In cutting a pie that is to grace the 
table before serving it is well to bring 
geometrical fitness to bear. The eye and 
a little trained carefulness will generally 
do it. A chicken pie so cut that some 
pieces are a third larger than others is 
not illustrative of this carefulness. In 
the cutting of pies, as all other things, it 
is a good plan to do it well. A pie that 
is carefully, neatly trimmed around the 
edge in making looks meet upon the 
table or plate and elipa upon the knife 
better.

Perhaps all housekeepers are not as 
careful to have a cake knife as one for 
bread, but I consider it quite essential. 
Only yesterday I ate a piece of cake I 
am sure was cut with a knife used io 
peeling onions juat before, and it did not 
add to the flavor of the cake. And 
again, out cake into regular blocks ; cal­
culate a little before beginning ; you will 
have a nioer-lookiog dish for your table.

We have not quite become accustomed 
to “cut as you go” in cake, but I am not 
sure but the day ia fast approaching.

Sauces for tea in a glass dish with 
glass preserve plates beside adds to the 
tea-table. It may be less convential, but 
surely hae a cheerful look, especially if 
the berry spoon rests near.

The butter plate also receives less at­
tention in many homes than it should. 
Glass is, I think, prefersbl», and should 
have a good cover. Two covered butter 
dishes are within the means ot almost 
every family. They should never be 
used for anything but butter, and alter­
nate often. A tidy butter dish will 
sometimes ledeem a poorly set table, end 
really there seems little reason why we 
should ever have a poorly set table, yet 
such is the positive fact, notwithstanding 
many costly luxuries are upon it.

fare of the Hand**.
The first mysterious step toward hav- 

ing white hands is to have, clean hands, 
and for this use tepid water and as pure 
soap ai you can buy. A few drops of 
ammonia or powdered borax are also to 
be used frequently to clean and soften 
the hands. Stains may be removed by 
lemon juice, or fine white sand, or 
pumicstone. The use of lemon juice 
occasionally whitens the hands, as does a 
thorough rubbing in oatmeal, mixed with 
water. An excellent and trustworthy 
preparation to be used on the hands at 
night is the white of an egg with a grain 
of alum mixed with it. Sweet almond 
oil will also soften very rough hands, 
and may be thoroughly rubbed into 
them at night, and then covered by 
loose kid gloves. It is well to cut off 
the ends of the fingers of the gloves 
worn at night, so as to keep the finger­
tips and nails from looking dry, and also 
to ventilate the akin. When lemon 
juice will not remove fruit stains, oxalic 
acid may be used. Vegetable etains may 
often be removed by raw potatoes.

Many cases of rough and chapped 
hands are earned fcy not drying the 
hands sufficiently after washing, and 
then exposing them to cold or heat 
while still damp. Glycerine is an inex­
pensive emollient, much liked by many 
people, but it cannot be used by others 
without causing great dieccmfort, and 
making the akin red and feverish Vet 
I am convinced that it may be used with . 
• pleasant and comforting effect by most 
persons if diluted with equal parts of 
rosewater, or with bay rum. If these

Ckelee aad Sellable Beetles.
Spice Cake.—One cupful of light 

brown sugar and half a cupful of butter 
beaten to a cream, the yolks of two eggs 
beaten, half a cupful of acur milk ; next 
stir in half a cupful of sifted flour, a cup 
ful of stoned raisins, chopped fine, one 
teaspoonful of ground cloves, one of cin­
namon, and a little nutmeg. Next add 
the whites of two eggs well beaten, 
enough floor to thicken, and half a tea­
spoonful of soda dissolved in hot water. 
Slir well.

Plain Fruit Cake.—Four cupfuls of 
light brown sugar, one and a half cupfuls 
of butter,—the butter and sugar creamed 
together,—six eggs, the yolks beaten 
separately and added next, two cupfuls 
of sweet mils. Sift and stir in alowly 
six and a half cupfuls of flour which has 
four and a half teaapoonfule of baking- 
powder sifted and mixed through it, two 
ceaspooufula of cinnamon, one of cloves 
and half a nutmeg, one pound of atoned 
raisins chopped fine, mix a little flour 
with them and stir into the batter. Slice 
a little citron into the cake, and lastly 
beat the whites of the six eggs to a stiff 
froth and stir in. If not stiff enough, 
add a little more flour. This will make 
two good sized loaves. Bake a trial 
cake in a teacup to aee if the oven ia of 
right temperature. Grease the tins well 
and then line the bottom with white pa­
per, greased. Bake in a alow oven, and 
if the oven gets too hot on top cover |the 
cakes with a thin piece of brown paper 
Try .with a broom splint. It requires 
a longer time to bake a cake with fruit 
in than one without.

Bread Fruit Cake.—Two cupfuls -of 
very light bread dough, one cupful of 
light brown sugar,three eggs well beaten, 
half a cupful of cutter, half a nutmeg, 
one teaspoonful ofcinoamon, half a tea 
spoonful of allspice, one and a 
halt cupfuls of atoned raisins, chopped 
two tablespoonfuls of jelly. After put­
ting it in the tin, let it rise half an hour 
in a warm place before baking. First 
cream the butter and auger together and 
mix with the dough.

Coffee Cake, with no Coffee in it.—One 
pint of flour, two heaping teaapoonfuia 
of baking-powder, one egg beaten well 
and added. Mix with cold water to form 
a soft dough ; grease a biscuit tin and 
pour into it ; melt a tablespoonful of 
butter and pour over the dough, sprink­
ling a layer of white sugar over the top 
and a little ground cinnamon and, bake. 
This is to be eaten warm for breakfaat 
with coffee. Break instead cl catting it.

Fried Cakes.—A recipe which ia forty 
years old. Take a two-quart basin even 
full of flour, put it in a new pan and 
pour in the centre two teacupfuls of sour 
cream, two cupfuls of buttermilk, one 
and a half cupfuls of sugar, two egg», 
two teaapoonfule of soda dissolved in hot 
water, half a teaspoonful of salt. Mix 
with the hands until it is resdy to roll 
out. Fry in a kettle of hot lard.—Good 
Housekeeping.

Veal Flukes.—Chop some cooked veal 
fine; to it add half the quantity of crack - 
er crumbs; to one pint of the meat and 
cracker add one egg, a little cayenne, 
little grated nutmeg, one saltspoonful of 
salt, one dessertspoonful of lemon juice, 
mix well; tale about a tableapoonful and 
form into long narrow rolls; roll in beat­
en egg and cracker crumbs, and fry in 
hot fat; serve on a red napkin ; garnish 
with parsley and sliced lemon.

Cheese Cake.—But two quarts of milk 
into s saucepan, when it becomes heated 
add two teaspoon fuie of rennet, place in 
a cool place until it is firm, then break it 
well and let it remain broken about an 
hour; pour off the whey and place the 
curd in a collander to drain; when dry 
pound it until amooth; then add four 
tableapoonfuls of eurgar ; two table- 
spoonfuls of butter,"melted; mix all 
well together and add the yolks of four 
eggs well beaten, a little nutmeg ; 
cinnamon and grated lemon peel, and 
two tableapoonfuls of currants; stir all 
well together, line patty tine with puff 
paste, fill each one with the curd, and 
bake about 20 minutes.

"SEW TIPPERARY."
Why the People or PM Tipperary Belli a 

■ew Town.
A flourishing and historié town with 

nearly 6,000 inhabitants, in the south of 
Ireland—Tipperary, with all its streets 
and buildings, its schodle, its banks, its 
churches, eren the county jail and the 
ooor-house— belonged a wee* ago to Ar­
thur Hugh Smith-Berry. He was the 
landlord, and not only lord of the land 
but lord of the people. Todsy.it i* true, 
he still owns Tipperary—that is, he owns 
ths land and the houses, but the people 
are gone aud the town is like a cage 
from which the bird baa fled. The whole 
population, as described in a cable des­
patch to the N. Y. Sunday H'orld, 
moved away the previous day, with 
bands playing and flags flying, to New 
Tipperary, a mile and a half distant, a 
city which they have been building for 
eight months past and where they hope 
to be beyond the power of this most 
hated and tyrannical of recent Irish land­
lords.

There was great rejoicing when the 
procession reached the boundry of the 
Smith-Barry estate, half way between 
the old and the new towns, and the peo­
ple as they passed it cheered like slaves 
that had been freed. But they had not 
thought this tyrant capable of the malig­
nant enmity which he has since display­
ed, for Smith-Barry now propounds the 
monstrous doctrine that he and he alone 
has the right to permit the holding of a 
market in that part of the country, and 
that no market shall be held eny whore 
but nn hit land. He olaima this as a 
hereditary privilege, saying that it comes 
down from the Stuarts, and that the ori­
ginal grant from the King to hie ances­
tors contains a clause to this effect. He 
will sppeal to the courts to enforce ihe 
monopoly.

It would be difficult to imagine an In­
cident more calculated to bring the ini­
quities of the land-holding system into 
relief than this, or to furnish a better 
example for Henry George. This 
man, Smith-Barry loses an income 
of $50,000 a year by the going 
away of his tenants, equal to a 
total loss of $1,000,000. The property 
left on his bauds is absolutely worthless, 
and the town cannot be turned into a 
firm while the buildings are upon it, 
and as these are of stone they cannot be 
removed. Nut a soul would live in the 
deserted town even if board and lodging 
were free, so relentless is the force of 
aroused public opinion in Ireland.

Here, then, is a man whose tenants 
have left him to go to a new town that 
they have built with great labor, who 
makes the monstrous proposition that he 
will follow them there end prevent them 
from trading among themselves, and he 
asks the court to enforce this doctrine— 
in other words to recapture the slaves 
who hid escaped and return them 
to a stale of bondage. It is sig­
nificant of the way in which pub­
lic opinion in Koutaod regards this man 
that newspapers there say that this doc 
trine of hie strikes at the very foundation 
of modern commerce and political econo­
my, and if the courts find he has any 
such feudal monopoly as he imagines him­
self to possess, that Parliament would 
wipe it out of existence in twenty-foer 
hours.

Who is Smith-Barry, and how did he 
arouse the public ire which has exhibit­
ed itself in so signal a manner ? He is a 
large landed proprietor living In Cork. 
He lives in Foata Castle, ar ivy-covered 
medieval structure in a large and beau­
tiful park looking out on the River Lee. 
In fact the grounds occupy a whole 
island about as large a* Staten Island. 
A high stone wall surrounds the de- 
mense, outside of which runs a public 
road, from which the traveller can sev 
miles of ancient trees in the park and a 
wild, pretentious lodge-gate, emblazoned 
with the family coat-of-arms. The writ­
er, passing there one day last summer, 
•aw a beautiful steam yacht lying at 
anchor in Loch Mahon, while the red 
flag was fluttering from the battlement 
of Foata Castle, denoting to the country­
side that Smith-Barry was at home.

Some years ago Smith-Barry entered 
Parliament as a Parnellite and Home- 
Ruler. He was a maa of unbounded 
social ambition, and to this is ascribed 
the fact that he suddenly changed his 
political views, his desire being, it is 
said,to be madea baronet. Seeking re-elec­
tion, he was overwhelmingly defeated. 
He then committed that most fatal of all 
mistakes for a public man, to carry his 
public professions into private life and 
make a personal affair of politics.

A year ago he conceived the brilliant 
idea of exterminating the Irish peasants 
who were in arrears with their rent on 
the Ponsonby estate, which covered a 
large area in the south of Ireland, and 
he was going to supply their places with 
English farmers and Orangemen from 
the north of Ireland. To this end he 
got up a syndicate of English noblemen 
and would-be aristocrats, who put in his 
hands a large sum of money to buy the 
Ponsonby estate, which was then un­
loaded on the shoulders of Smith-Barry 
for a good deal more than it was worth.

Then he asked Mr Balfour for a regi­
ment of soldiers to help exterminate the 
Irish. Mr Balfour said that while he 
would like to accommodate Mr Smith- 
Barry he must decline to furnish the 
soldiers, as previous wholesale evictions 
had given him too much trouble from 
members of his own party. In fact, the 
Tory Government could not afford to 
have anything to do with the scheme. 
Then Smith-Barry went at it alone, and 
by one meant and another managed to 
evict some tenants and enrage the popu­
lace, already much excited.

He had meanwhile been industrious in 
making speeches and writing public let­
ters of a nature well calculated to arouse 
angry passion, and finally the leaders of 
the Land League concluded to teach him 
a lesson to mind his own business and 
let other people do their evictions. It 
is said that Michael Davitt originated 
the devers oheme to start a New Tippe­
rary. It not only enabled the people to 
“get square with Smith-Barry.” but gave 
them a new booming town at a greatly 
reduced rental. The property on which 
the new town is built was leased for a 
nominal rental for a long term of years, 
and the contracts for building the town 
—out West it would be called a .city— 
were given out to big Dublin contractors. 
The difference between the old rent and 
the new will, it is said, pay for the build­
ings in a very few years, snd meanwhile 
the builders hold a mortgage on the pro­

perly.
There ere about six thousand inhabi­

tants in New Tipperary, and the. streets 
are well pared and lighted, end the»» ate 
better seuitaiy provisions than in the 
older place. The big hall and arcade is 
to be called after William O'Brien., who 
■poke at the inaugural ceremonies. All 
the Parnellite members and a large 
number of English members of Parlia­
ment were present at the opening last 
Saturday, and the attendance included 
Lady Lyndhurst, the Counteea Shack 
and other members of the aristocracy.

The Land Le«gue, with its experienced 
financiers and able advisers, is buck of 
i » whole movement, which his the sup­
port aud sympathy of the entire popu­
lation of the south of Ireland.

The story of Tipperary will not be 
without it* moral effect on the Irish 
landlords who own towns. Not every man 
can afford to loose $50,000 a year, sud 
Mr Smith-Barry, it is thought, wilj have 
to give up his fashionable town house in 
Park Lane,overlooking Hyde Perk. He 
is as far as ever from being made a baro­
net, while some leading Conservatives 
who went into his syndicate are inquir­
ing if they will get any of their money 
back.

Meanwhile the Waterford Railway is 
preparing to extend its track to New Tip­
perary, while ghosts are laid to walk the 
streets of the old town, and only the 
hoot of the owl it heard at night. It 
will probably be a mass of ruins within a 
very few years.

A newly settled minister, in rather 
humble circumstances, had moved into 
a “furniahea” p irsnnsge, and, in the pro­
cess of making himself at home, found 
some especial intention to the parlor car­
pet to be desirable.

A TERRIBLE TORNADO»
The City of Akron, Ohio, Is Swept by A 

Furious Hurricane.
Cleveland, May 10.—A Leader special 

from Akron, O., says: At 5>< this evening 
in the midst of a most terrific cloudburst this 
city was struck by the worst tornado which 
has ever been known hereabouts, excepting, 
perhaps, the Sharon cyclone of a month ago. 
The storm struck the southern part of the 
city and tore through the fifth, fourth and 
second wards, doing damage which cannot be 
estimated at this writing, but fully 100build­
ings are completely demolished and hundreds 
more are badly damaged. The house of 
Dominick (dreader at Cross and Washington- 
fltreets was unroofed and Mrs. G reader was 
slightly injured. John Heller’s house, a few 
doers north, was almc s demolished, as were 
Joseph Digger’s and Louis Shaffler’s houses. 
Passing along Brown, Kline aud Wheeler- 
streets a dozen or more houses were more or 
less damaged, some b ig moved bodily from 
their foundations ami t hers completely u»- 
roofed. Thomas Gil.;gall’s hous^ in King- 
street was smashed. Tony Mennett's house 
in Grant-street was turned topsy-turvy and 
ruined.

Prof. Egbert of Buchtol College calculated 
that the tornado travelled at the rate of four 
miles x minute so that its track of 
about a mile and n half through tliia 
city was traversed in little more than 
twenty seconds. moved in almost
a straight line tin nigh a well settled 
part of the city and scarcely a foot of tho 
mile and a half but is strewn with splintered 
house timbers, broken furniture, uprooted 
trees and levelled barns and outhouses. 
About 75 persons in all are out of house aud 
home.

The total for Ontario is $1,433,000. Que­
bec gets $1,272,000 granted to sixteen enter­
prises, New Brunswick $367,600 to seven 
roads, Nova Scotia $290,000 to two roads, 
British Columbia $112,000 to the Kootenay 
road, and Prince Edward Island $96,000 to 
one road. The grand total is $3,486,000. 
The roads are all to be commenced within 
two years from July 1st next.

Sir John Macdonald in answer to a quee- 
tion on the order paper announced that the 
Government had concluded to remove the 
export duty on pine and spruce logs in the 
event of the United States reducing the 
import duty on sawn timber to $1 per 1000 
feet.
