"The Newfoundland dog formerly 
was a very popular breed,’’ lie said 
yesterday, “but like ail breeds it lias 
become degenerated since it was 
dropped by those who hail money to 
pay for full blooded animals. For 
several years no Newfoundland dogs 
have been exhibited at bench shows, 
and it is seldom that one is seen in 
this country.

“When these animals were in the 
height of their popularity Newfound­
land was scoured and the supply so 
depleted that to-day one is seldom 
seen. It is only in the outlying vil­
lages, seldom visited by outsiders, 
that you can find them at all.

“The Newfoundlander thinks the 
world of his dogs, and this stands to 
reason in the way of buying them 
now. Most of those which I bought 
were puppies, for the owners in most 
cases refused to part with the full 
grown animals. Also they have been 
crossed largely with the Eskimo dog. 
which is brought from Labrador, until 
the characteristics of the Newfound­
land dog have been lost.

“I believe there is a market for 
them here, and if there isn’t I hope 
to create one. I intend exhibiting 
them next spring at the show, and 
believe that the time has come when 
the dog can be restored to its once 
popular place in the catalogue.—New 
York World, Aug. 8.

The other day we noted that Super­
intendent Bur.ke complained of the 
scarcity of male teachers, the diffi­
culty of keeping good ones, and the 
employment, in default of trained 
teachers, of those who lacked train­
ing.

His comments in this connection 
are remarkable. He states: “In this 
particular it is worthy of notice that, 
out of the large population in the 
city of St. John’s, it may be said that 
practically not a candidate offers as 
a pupil teacher. This Is especially so 
with regard to male teachers, and 
during my term of office, extending 
over ten years, I know of no male 
teacher from the city of St. John’s to 
have been employed for one year in 
a school under my whole superintend­
ence."

The cause is obvious. The induce­
ments to the St. John’s boy of his 
denomination to enter the teaching 
profession and to teach in the out- 
ports are not sufficiently attractive. 
Other calls in life appeal with great­
er force. This is unfortunate. For 
it means that the long scholastic 
training enjoyed by St. John’s boys 
from their early years in the Chris­
tian Brothers’ schools and St. Bona- 
venture's College contributes little or 
nothing, so far as city boys are con­
cerned, to the scholastic life of New­
foundland. The chief thing lacking is 
the lure to catch candidates for the 
teaching profession. When that has 
been done the professiemnust be 
kept attractive enough to retain 
good men. Otherwise the profession­
al training, such as it is, is in the 
main lost to the school». ”

We are glad to note that the pro­
fessional training of teachers is un­
der the consideration of the Board ot 
Examiners, and that they propose to 
utilize the additional grant in making 
better provision for it, apart from the 
literary or academic course.

Solving the problem of reclaiming 
criminals by “getting back to the 
earth” is one of the greatest works 
of the Salvation Army in England 
just now, according to Commissioner 
T. H. Howard, foreign secretary of 
the Salvation Army, who arrived re­
cently on board the New York, of the 
American line. Commissioner How­
ard, who was met by the leading Sal­
vation Army officials here, will go to 
Toronto on a special mission and will 
stay but a few days.

"Here in America you have plenty 
of land," said Commissioner Howard, 
“and such work as we have attempt­
ed would be much easier. We have 
interested large owners in the sub­
urbs of London in this movement and 
have obtained, many tracts , of per­
haps ten acres each, which we first 
lend to the released criminal and lat­
er arrange for , payment tin easy 
terms. So far we have aided nine 
hundred men, and the work is a 
grand one, for it seems that it changes 
the whole of the bad nature of a man 
to get back to Mother Earth.

“These little farms are for inten­
sive farming, the raising of garden 
truck, which finds a ready market, 
and so great has the interest become 
that a committee or Board has been 
formed, composed of members of vari­
ous societies for the improvement of 
the condition of discharged prisoners 
and the poor. The movement is much 
more important than it looks, for it 
will supply a deficit that exists in 
England’s productive agriculture.

“Another interesting feature of Sal­
vation Army work is the fact that 
the English government has placed 
whole tribes of criminals in India un­
der our control. These are the tribes 
that are born to steal, plunder and 
maybe commit more serious crimes. 
Rbbery is the principal crime, and 
we have more than one million per­
sons in the northwestern part of In­
dia to care for.”

Commissioner Howard said that 
the successor to General Booth prob­
ably would be his son, who is active 
in the work in England.

a Spaniard ? FISHERY REPORT.—The fisher­
men at Witless Bay are doing well 
with the hook and line fishery.

The most interesting contribution 
to Espana Moderna, from the point 
of view of the general reader, is that 
on “The True Nationality of Christo­
pher Columbus.”

The subject is not exactly new, be­
cause a controversy has long raged 
round it, but the present writer brings 
into relief certain facts which make 
it interesting. The general opinion is 
that Columbus was a native of Geona. 
and Columbus himself is reported to 
have declared sti when signing a 
document concerning the succession 
to his estate ; but his son contradicted 
this assertion at a later date, and 
stated that his father’s place of birth 
v, as unknown. Probably La Riega 
gets nearest to the truth in his work 
on Columbus. He says that the dis­
coverer of the New World was of 
Spanish birth, and born at Ponteve- 
dra in Galicia.

La Riega says that a family by the 
name of Colon-Fonterosa. residing in 
Pontevedra, emigrated to Italy on ac­
count of the reVolts and uprisings in 
Galicia, about 1444 to 1450, taking 
their two eldest sons, and, recom­
mended by the Archbishop of Pisa, 
they established themselves in Genoa 
or in that district, probably Saona. 
The name of Colombo already exist­
ing in Genoa, it was quite easy for 
Colon to become Italianised, especially 
as there were two Italian Colombos 
who were famous corsairs.

The writer shows how Spanish Col­
umbus was in his way of thinking; 
he gave Spanish names to the places 
he discovered, and we have to re­
member his comparisons between the 
New World and the fields of Cordova, 
the nightingales of Spain, and so 
forth. If Columbus were an Italian, 
then he seems to have been a con­
tradiction; If he were a Spaniard, 
then all ihese seeming contradictions 
vanish,- and he becomes quite natural. 
It was perfectly logical for. Columbus 
as a Spaniard to recollect the beauty 
of his own country at such a solemn 
time.

FASHAn explication, N PLATESA great deal of absurdity has been
written about this Newfoundland of 
•ours. You and others deserve credit 
for shewing up the crass Ignorance 
and mMâkeS Sri our school text' 
books. None of these errors, hqw- 
ever, is moré flagrant than the state­
ment of John Cabot’s landfall in 1497 
being at Prince Edward’s Island.

No intelligent Newfoundlander can 
have the smallest doubt that the first 
land seen by Cabot on his celebrated, 
voyage of 1497 was Cape Bonavista. 
The evidence in its favour is over­
whelming. First, there is the unbrok­
en tradition that Cape Bonavista was 
the landfall. Not a dubious or loose 
tradition, but one of antiquity vouched 
for and verified by the record of 
Captain John Mason, R.N., one hun­
dred and eighteen years after the dis­
covery, when there were men alive 
whose fathers had known Cabot and 
his Bristol crew. Mason's statement 
is verified again by the independent 

; testimony of a French geographer 
; within a year of the first inscription
• on John Mason's map.

John Mason was not only a Cap­
tain in the Royal Navy, afterwards 
treasurer of the Royal Navÿ, but an 
Oxford scholar. His’ testimony should 
be sufficient, but strong as it is we 
have circumstantial evidence still 
stronger. The first and only good 
harbour inside Cape Bonavista is 
King’s Clove. We ar etold about 
Cabot hoisting the Royal Standard 
and taking possession of the new 
country in the name of King Henry 
VII.; so naturally the site of this 
ceremohy" would be the “King’s Cove”

• or Harbour, but in all the foreign 
maps it has a still more significant 
name, The Royal Port. Our New­
foundland tradition is that our Island 
was discovered On St. John the Bap­
tist day, 24th June, 1497.

In corroboration of this in the old 
maps there is a river Jordan marked 
where St. John was baptized, and a 
Bay of Zacharias called after his fa­
ther. To Sir Clements Markham the 
strongest proof of dll in favour of 
Cape Bonavista was the name Keel’s 
—a designation .always given where 
the ancient ships were hauled up 
o have their foul bottoms cleaned.

Any reasonable man can see that 
ihese various coincidences all point­
ing to one absolute conclusionMn fav- 
jur of Cape Bonavista Could not he 
accidental. There is another point 

i which should always be remembered 
| crossing the Atlantic north about. 
Cape Bonavista 'is the natural land­
fall for these old ships, and in clear 
proof of this wè have Cabot's suc­
cessors, Cortereal and Cartier and a 
number of others all making their 
landfall at Cape Bonavista. I could 
show the reason for this but I think 
t have said enough, and none of my 
fellow natives Will ever be ted astray 
again by cranks on this question.

CASE FOR INVESTIGATION

Editor Evening Telegram :
Dear Mr. Editor,—I crave permis­

sion to publish in the columns of 
your widely circulated paper, the ex­
perience of two of our fishermen, be­
longing to the banking schooner 
Stella, Capt. Cluett, owned by J. J. 
Rose, merchant, of this place, who 
strayed from their vessel on the 
Banks this summer.

As Is often the case with many of 
their fellows, they left their schooner 
to haul their trawls, and during a 
dense fog they got astray. After two 
days and nights at the mercy of the 
deep in an open dory, they were pick­
ed up by Capt. Pinsent, in the Harry 
Lewis, about 30 miles S. E. of Cape 
Spear, In an exhausted condition.

Capt. Pinsent happened to be com­
ing to land for bait, and the poor 
fellows were well looked after while 
cn board, and landed at Carbonear to 
which port he was going.

Their case was reported to the Gus­
tos official, and in their destitute con­
dition were directed to the Relieving 
Officer.

This officer received them very 
coolly and soon got rid of them, say­
ing he could do nothing for them. 
They were next sent to the Magistrate. 
This gentleman received them kindly, 
but said it was not his business to 
look after castaways, or words to that 
effect, and consequently sent them 
buck again to the Relieving Officer, 
who, seeing that he was obliged to 
take a little trouble, asked them who 
was the owner of their vessel, If hr 
had any money, who was the member 
for the district, and such like. Not 
feeling satisfied, he next advised 
them to sell their dory, which they 
refused to do. He was now obliged 
to wire the owner, J. J. Rose, whc 
directly he heard of his men’s distress 
wired instructions to care for them 
ordering to pay them $5 each and 
send them on to St. John’s to join 
their vessel which was ordered there 
from Caplin Bay ,and send him the 
bill. The message was sent In 
plenty of time to have been delivered 
that evening, but owing to careless 
ness on the part of somebody, or for 
lack of Interest on the part of the Re­
lieving Officer, they were again cast 
adrift, and were obliged to wander 
Carbonear Street all night in their 
oil clothes, a shame and disgrace tt 
any official or community to allow 
such a thing to happen. Arrest foi 
vagrancy would have been far more 
preferable to these poor castaways tc 
walking Carbonear streets all night 
in oil skins. By such inhuman treat­
ment their is little hope for the re­
sponsible Individual of Carboneai 
ever obtaining a medal from the Hu­
mane Society.

However, they managed to survive 
the night, and next morning were giv­
en a five dollar bill by the R. O., and 
began to shift for themselves. But 
after buying a dry shirt and a ticket 
for St. John’s they had little to boot.

But their troubles did not end at 
Carbonear. On arriving at St. 
John’s they found that their vessel 
had not arrived, and were again 
obliged to throw themselves on the 
hospitality of strangers who proved 
ecually as inhospitable as their Car­
bonear neighbours, as. they were 
turned ashore from Capt. Wm. Mar­
tin’s schooner, of Old Perllcan, whc 
told them to go and live on the Gov- 
ernmènt, as he could not afford tc 
feed them.

Mr. J. J. Rose is an Independent and 
enterprising merchant, and was only 
too pleased to pay any expense, which 
the official at Carbonear should have 
done, as directed. Mr. Rose was a 
strong supporter of the People’s 
Party, and feels somewhat indignant 
owing to the treatment his men re­
ceived.

Their dory was shipped from Car­
bonear on the train, and the Capt. 
before he could get her, had to pay 
$10.00, a somewhat high freight rate, 
when a dory can be imported from 
Halifax here via St. John’s for $3.00 

It Is time something should be 
done for our hardy tollers, by way of 
protection.

These men—fishermen — are the 
bone and sinew of the country, the 
life of the staple industry, and there­
fore it behoves our dignified officials, 
even If exalted to such big positions 
as R. 0„ to look upon the men who 
have to brave the danger of the sea 
for a scanty livelihood, and regard 
them as beings of like nature as 
themselves, and not allow them to 
wander the streets all night in oil 
skins after a sad experience of two 
days and nights adrift In mid-ocean, 
or'equally so, In an open dory, as was 
the case with Thomas Snook and 
Alfred Barnes who strayed from the 
banking schooner Stella, of Harbor 
Briton.

Auto Driver
Mr. R. B. Job’s chaffeur, a young 

man named Amuson, met with a 
dreadful mishap last evening about 
a quarter to six when driving along 
Queen’s Road.

KIN ARB’S LINIMENT CURBS

Editor Evening Telegram :
Dear Mr. Editor,—Would you kindly 

allow me space in your valuable paper 
to publish the following: —

The people on the South Side are 
almost famishing for water, some par­
ties cannot get sufficient fresh water 
to wash enough clothes to wear. Last 
summer the Council sent over a water 
cart to the South Side with water 
which was, although muddy and rusty 
half the time, very much appreciated 
and would also be this summer. The 
Council tried to improve the water 
supply last summer, which they did, 
while the men were there, but it was 
never proven to be satisfactory, and 
we think that the new Council should 
step In and try to arrange a better 
water supply system to the citizens of 
the South Side. During some parts 
of the day there is not less than at 
least fifteen waiting for their turn to 
get sufficient, water for the household 
use.

Another thing the people of the 
South Side would appreciate very 
much indeed, would be a light placed 
In the locality between Messrs. Bow­
ring Bres. fish dryer and Morey’s 
Bridge, or If the light at present in 
ftont of Bowring’s gate be moved to 
the eastward it would make a great 
Improvement as the thoroughfare is 
almost Impassible by night. Let the 
Municipal Council try to Improve the 
state of the city.

The Black Punt 
Rescues the 

Motor Ferry.
Editor Evening Telegram :

Dear Sir,—The motor boat which 
has been so much talked of has again 
broken down, as she has every other 
day since she has been put on the 
Gut. The despised black punt had to 
go to her aid on several occasions, 
and one time, I am told, she went 
out of the Gut altogether, and if there 
had been a heavy sea on the result 
would have been serious. If this boat 
remains on the Gut during the winter 
months, during which time the loose 
ice runs in and out in the tide with 
terrific velocity, I fear you will have 

terrible marine catastrophe to 
chronicle. The idea' of a motor boat 
on this Gut was never popular with 
the working fishermen who under­
stood the situation, and nine-tenths 
of them to-day would vote for the 
Improved ferry system Inaugurated 
by Messrs. Jackman, Bonia and Sul­
livan. The idea of a motor boat was 
never appreciated by the people who 
understood the tide and ice conditions 
of the Gut. It emanated from a few 
people with creased pants and starch­
ed linen, who were disappointed be­
cause they could not procure a sine­
cure office from Jackman. Nothing, 
sir, except a bridge over the Gut can 
compare with the late ferry system— | 
a system which has been so much de- | 
spised by a few disgruntled politi- j 
clans here, has been in vogue, I pre- j 
some, since the occupation of this 
town by the French in 1660, and the 
fact that there has never been a 
drowning accident for so many cen­
turies, which could be attributed to 
the ferry service is convincing proof 
of the excellence of the service in 
one respect at least.

The motor boat, it is said, must have 
cost the colony about three thousand 
dollars. The Daily News in comment­
ing on her said she cost about fifteen 
hundred dollars, but it is the opinion 
of a great many here, as so many had 
a “finger In the pie,” that she cost in 
the neighbourhood of three thousand 
dollars. The boat is about the size 
ot a trap skiff, which can be built for 
$50, and is It not a shame, to say the 
least, if this be cdirect, as the cost 
of this little boat would furnish every 
trapman in Placentia Bay with a 
trap skiff. This flagrant extrava­

gance Is all the more shameful 
In view of the fact that the roads and 
bridges in the suburbs and adjoining 
settlements are a disgrace to civiliza­
tion.

But, sir, this is not all that has 
been spent extravagantly in Placentia, 
it has got five hundred dollars for the 
Blockhouse breakwater, and two 
hundred dollars for Wyse’s break­
water; four or five thousand dollars 
for a fog alarm on the Downs, and 
two hundred dollars a few days ago 
to erct wharves for the useless motor 
boat. This, sir, with the creation of 
sinecure offices for party followers, 
small sums to private individuals, and 
the erection of the wharf for Bow- 
rings’ boat will swell the expenditure 
on Placentia proper into thousands of 
dollars. Is it any wonder, then, that 
every town, village, and hamlet in 
the district is crying out that Placen­
tia has got the lion’s share, whilst 
their roads and bridges are in a dis­
graceful condition. The motto should 
be equal rights to every portion of 
the district; special favours to none.

In conclusion, I would suggest to 
the impartial Auditor General that 
when the expenditure for Placentia 
comes up for audit that he keep in 
mind the motor boat.
