Supt. Blackall’s Report
We have before us the last annual 

report of Mr. Blackall of Church of 
England Schools. He points out that 
by the small additional grant, and the 
.use of a motor boat, he is now able 
to visit many settlements which pro­
fit by inspection of schools.

Two new features of the publica­
tion are reports from Mr. Barnes and 
Mr. White way.

Mr, Barnes spent six months study­
ing educational work in Germany, 
England, Scotland and Switzerland. 
A very short synopsis of this some­
what lengthy report is as follows:—

Do not divorce intellectual and 
manual labour. Let there be no con­
flict between cultural and vocational 
subjects. “Perhaps in no phase of 
our present day civilization is there 
more direct waste and extravagances 
than in educational systems, in which 
more than eighty per cent of their 
output falls short of completion.” 
“The more closely the question of in-1 
dustrial education is studied, the 
more firmly grows the conviction that 
it should begin in the elementary 
school ; and until it is honestly faced 
from this point and linked up with the 

- instruction given there, the expendi­
ture of money on those schools will 
be .to a large extent wasted, the re­
sults achieved disappointing, and the 
practical effect incapacity.”

Mr. Barnes gives close attention io 
the continuation school, which is 
mainly attended at night, though in 
many places there are day continua­
tion classes.

He gives a study at some length cf 
the Continuation Schools of Germany. 
In Germany before the pupil leaves 
the elementary school, he has had 
three years of training in drawing, 
cardboard and woodwork, for the pur­
pose of giving him a bent in the direc­
tion. Experience shows that those 
who have received this training do not 
readily fall into the unskilled classes. 
Towards the close of the lad's ele­
mentary school course, the parents 
are sent a pamphlet showing the vari­
ous trades, and the prospects in each, 
and are invited to a conference with 
the authorities and teachers, for the 
purpose of explaining the labor bu­
reau to them. If the lad should en­
ter a store as a clerk, he at opce joins 
the commercial class; if an artisan or 
a craftsman he must join the practical 
and theoretical trade' class. Classes 
are formed for printers, tailors, shoe­
makers, bakers, masons, coopers, 
barbers, hairdressers, carpenters, 
bookbinders, plumbers, sheet-ron 
workers, etc.

Mr. Barnes also gives a study cf 
the London, Manchester, Scotch and 
Swiss schemes.

Mr. S. P. Whiteway’s contribution 
takes the form of a “Note on the Tour 
of Teachers to the - British Isles in 
1913.”
As to the training of teachers, which 

occupies a prominent position in Mr. 
Barnes’s study of school schemes in 
the countries he visited, Mr. Blackall 
says : “I am of opinion that the Nor­
mal Training School, might with 
great profit to the State, be conduct ad 
as an inter-denominational institution. 
The pupil-teachers would receive 
their general training in their de­
nominational institutions and their 
professional training: in the inter-de­
nominational Nôrmal Training School 
proceeding after it to their denomi­
national practicing schools.” We have 
long since arrived at much the same 
conclusion.

If the present caretaker 
would give his whole time to his wqrk 
instead of taking contracts to build 
concrete walls, etc., and building Uiem 
during' the time he is being paid to do 
his general work, he could keep the 
grounds in order.

At present he is doing work of this 
sort. I contend, sir, that his whole 
time during working hours should be 
devoted to the walks, trimming trees, 
etc., and if he wishes to take con­
tracts to build walls and keeping pri­
vate lots clean he should do it in his 
own time or employ help to be paid 
for himself. *

I do not know who is responsible 
for this state of affairs, but whoever’ 
it is they should be brought to task, 
and if thp present caretaker will not 
do the right thing surely there are 
others who will.

If any place on earth should be 
kept celan it is where our loved ones 
rest.

These are proud days for the 
Welshmen In St. John’s when their 
brothers from Some are here singing 
their own songs and giving us all a 
taste of such delightful part singing. 
Last night the Royal Gwent Welsh 
Siiigers at the College Hall, before a 
làrge audience, gave , a programme 
that Was manifestly greatly enjoyed. 
The gentle Walton used to wonder 
what music was prepared for the 
Saints in Heaven when we of the 
earth, earthy can hear such harmony, 
and surely the blending of voices in 
sweet singing is one of the most 
satisfying forms of that Art which 
is almost the greatest gift that the 
Creator has given us.

The Welsh Singers show that they 
have been touched with the inevitable 
regard of the general audience for a 
mixed and modern programme. There 
are some of us here who have heard 
so little part singing that we have 
not yet had too much of the old music, 
but we are thankful for small mer­
cies and the programme was all too 
short. The most finished performan­
ces we thought were the two part 
songs, “O Peaceful Night" and “In 
Absence." They were quiet, and con­
sequently the voices were heard to 
much better advantage; and there 
was a fineness in attack and expres­
sion that was noticeably good. "Old 
Black Joe” was also well done, the 
change-tor one verse to the minor key. 
being very effective. ‘The Danube.’ 
‘The Soldiers Chorus,” the Sextette 
from “Lucia," and the "Hallelujah 
Chorus” with many encores formed a 
selection to please every taste. Mr. 
George France Davies, the Conductor, 
though quiet in his beat, had the un­
animous support of his Choir and any­
one who .knows anything about chorus 
work will appreciate how much that 
means. Every eye was fixed on him 
continually, and this accounted for 
the crispness of attack and the clear- 
cut phrasing and ending which are 
such a delight, ev.en it they do not 
constitute the essential work of a 
choir. The leading tenor voices 
( which can convert themselves into 
male altos when required), have a 
great deal of "go" in their singing, 
and it is good to hear such precision 
in all the parts, and the effect of 
these fourteen voices (the conductor 
also sings) shows what volume can 
be obtained from a few voices that 
sing.

The solos, duet and trio were not 
the least enjoyable and all showed 
themselves quite at home in solo 
work, “Melisande” and “The Rosary. 
"1 Hear You Calling Me,” “Absent" 
being familiar songs.

Mr. Hesser seems to do a little bet­
ter each venture, and we have no 
doubt at all but full houses will re­
ward him this week. It is an oppor­
tunity and a comparatively cheap one 
for all who like music to gratify their 
desire to hear a choir from a countrx 
of which we have always heard much 
regarding their singing. Of course it 
is a difficult job to surprise a New­
foundlander and while we think of it, 
we would suggest to Mr. Hesser to cut 
down some of the advance notices so 
much in evidence. If we were to be­
lieve all they say, the Concert Parties 
are just a little lower than the angels, 
ànd Gabriel is only a consequence.
