Toll For the Brave.
The fishermen of Newfoundland 

have been called upon to pay a heavy 
toll to the sea during the past ten or 
eleven months. Of the four great dis­
asters two were met In the course of 
industrial service and two In naval 
service. The conditions to which the 
ice crew of the S.S. Newfoundland 
were subjected caused the death of 
78 of our sealers and crippled others. 
The storm of the same day, the fatal 
31st of March sent 173 stalwart seal­
ers to a watery grave. These were 
the toll of a hazardous occupation 
on the icefields and at sea, and were 
by far the most serious ' losses the 
country has been called upon to face. 
We have now begun to feel the losses 
of the war and these losses have 
struck Newfoundland in proportion to 
its population far more seriously than 
the war losses sustained by other 
Dominions across the sea.

In the S.S. Viknor Newfoundland 
lost twenty-six of her young fisher­
men and now comes the news that 
twenty more of our brave sailor boys 
were aboard the missing H.M.S. Clan 
MacNaughton, which has not been 
heard of since February 3rd. A search 
for her has been unsuccessful, but 
wreckage has been found supposed to 
belong to her. The disappearance at 
both ships are mysteries of the sea. 
It is not known whether they struck 
mines, were torpedoed by German 
submarines, or went down in storms, 
or how they were lost. According to 
information in the possession of the 
Daily News, two of the crew from 
Newfoundland are known. Their 
names are William G. Dyer of Logy 
Bay, and Thomas Knight, son of Wm. 
and Annie Knight of Pleasant Street, 
St. John's. The latter have four other 
sons fighting for the Empire. Both of 
these naval reservists were in the 
contingent which left by the Cartha­
ginian. These forty-six heroes of the 
sea have given their lives that the

LEAKING BADLY IN MID-OCEAN— 
RETURNING TO HALIFAX.

At 9 o’clock this morning Mr. Geo. 
Shea, the Agent here for the Allan 
Line Company, received the accom­
panying wireless, via Cape Race, from 
Captain Hatherly of the R.M.S. Mon­
golian : —

“Returning to Halifax, noon yes­
terday, one thousand miles1 off; 
No. 1 and No. 2 holds leaking badly; 
keeping water under control.” - 
As will be remembered this is the 

second mishap that the Mongolian has 
had within a very short time. Three 
weeks ago she left here for Glasgow 
on her final trip for the season. Scar­
cely was she clear of the Narrows 
when she got jammed and after being 
icebound three days returned and on 
coming in the harbor struck “Ruby” 
rock, punched a hole near the how on 
the starboard side below the water 
line. Repairs were made from the in­
side of the ship and she left here 
again on Thursday last, a week ago. 
From the tenor oif the message, the 
ship steamed at the average rate of a 
little over half speed, notwithstanding 
that she had ice to contend with on 
this coast. It may be mentioned that 
special pumps were installed on thé 
.ship before leaving this port and, we 
learn, that no fears need be entertain­
ed about coping with the inrush of 
water in No. 1 and No. 2 holds. We 
may add that over two hundred New­
foundlanders are on board.

FOR ITALY’S PARTICIPATION.
Rome, Feb. 15.—The Idea Naziouale, 

a newspaper published in the inter­
ests of the Nationalist party, in its 
issue of to-day, publishes a - forecast 
of German proposals to Italy which 
reads as follows:

“Before the end of February Prince 
Von Buelow, the German Ambassador 

. to Italy, will present to the Italian 
Government a concrete proposal for 
Italian participation in the war on 
the side of Germany.

“This consists of the cession ol Aus­
tria of the Province of Trent and the 
rectification of the Eastern Italian 
frontier by the addition of a strip of 
land going as far as the Isonzo River.

“In addition Germany will pledge 
herself to conclude a new treaty with 
Italy, which will afford protection to 
Italy’s Mediterranean interests.”

“In exchange Italy is to take part 
at once in the war. She will occupy 
Tunis and help Turkey drive the Eng­
lish from Egypt, which will returh tin-’ 
der the dominion of the Sultan of 
Turkey.

“In addition the Italian fleet will 
attack the Anglo-French naval forces 
in the Mediterranean.”

Continuing, the paper • says that 
Prince von Buelow, referring to 
Trieste, made this statement: “It is 
impossible to give Trieste to Italy, 
because this seaport is the lung, not 
of Austria, but of Germany.”

At the conclusion of one of his con­
versations with the Italian statesmen 
Prince von Buelow, according to this 
newspaper, made use of this phrase: 
“Either Italy will be friendly toward 
us or tve will treat her worse than 
we are treating England.”

Fresh Hali

-Kaiser WilAmsterdam, 
helm will give his blessing to Ger­
man submarines as they take to sea on 
their mission of “starving out” Eng­
land. The Kaiser will go to Cuxhav- 
en, the German naval base, on Thurs­
day, February 18, when von/Tirpitz’s 
new policy of raiding British mer­
chant traffic is formally launched, and 
will urge his under-sea terrors to wipe 
English merchantmen, from the seas.

Despatches from Berlin brought 
this news to-day and added that the 
announcement has created wild en­
thusiasm there. The Berlin press 
spoke of the "christening” of Ger­
many’s newest and most powerful sub-, 
marines by the Emperor, and express­
ed the hope that eVery man of their 
crews would feel himself- to be em­
barking upon a most ■ righteous cru­
sade in défencè of the Fatherland.

Leaves East oh Wednesday.
The Kaiser will leave the eastern- 

battle front oil Wednesday for Cux- 
haven. The sudden change in his 
plans may necessitate a change in the 
arrangement fpr his conference with 
the American Ambassador, Mr. Ger­
ard. Tt is possible that he will not 
see the American Ambassador until 
he has wished the German submarines 
God-speed as they leave on their new 
campaign against "England.

Elaborate plans are being made for 
the Emperor’s reception at Cuxhaven. 
Every effort will be made to impress 
upon the German sailors that in de­
stroying British food-carrying ships, 
they will be hastening the end of the 
war more effectively than if they tor­
pedoed British battleships.

War News.
Messages Re&ived 

Previous to 9 A.M.
OFFICIAL.

LONDON, Feb. 24. 
The Admiralty reports the Dardan­

elles operations interrupted owing to 
unfavorable weather. The bombard­
ment on the 19th seriously damaged 
the outer forts.

The armed merchant cruiser Clan 
MacNaughton, missing since third 
February, was, it is feared, lost dur­
ing the bad weather then prevalent.

A German submarine attacked the 
Folkestone-Boulogne boat near Bou­
logne on Monday night, the torpedo 
passing thirty yards from the ship. 
The passengers numbered ninety-two. 
All were civilians, including some 
neutrals.

Sir John French reports that the 
enemy continues active near Ypres, 
end exploded one of cur trenches. On 
the- morning of the 21st, we captured 
and blew up an enemy’s trench near 
Givenchy.

The French Government reports a 
violent bombardment pf Rheims, the 
Cathedral suffering seriously. The 
French have captured more trenches 
near Beausjour.

The Russian Government, reports 
fighting on all fronts, with heavy 
German and Austrian losses at sev­
eral points in the Carpathians. About 
18,000 Austrians and 135 guns and 

machine guns»wete captured during 
tie last month.

RIOT CASUALTIES.
LONDON,. Feb. 24.

A communication issued last night 
by the Colonial Office, gives the casu­
alties in the Singapore riot as 35 kill­
ed. including six officers and 15 men 
of the local native forces and 14 resi­
dents of Singapore. The Colonial 
Office says Riat same of the rioters 
were killed and that a large number 
surrendered or were captured. -

SEDITION* IN SINGAPORE.
MANILLA, Feb. 24.

Four hundred members of the mut­
inous Indian regiment, which revolted 
at Singapore, were killed, as well as 
seven German prisoners from the de­
tention camp, who joined the natives, 
when offered their freedom. Accord­
ing to reports of the uprising brought 
here bÿ passengers from Singapore, 
the mutineers are said to have killed 
all their officers, save the Colonel, 
then attacked civilians, several of 
whom were killed including one wo­
man. The revolt began without 
warning. Half the Fifth Light In­
fantry of Bengals, on their way to 
Egypt, numbering 500, suddenly at­
tacked and subdued the other half. 
Reports brought here are to the effect 
that the rebellious troops killed none 
of their comrades, except the officers 
including natives. They then attack­
ed the houses of civilians, killed the 
men but sparing the wom^n and chil­
dren, who sought refuge on the trans­
port Nile, lying in the harbor. Thé 
mutineers offered freedom to all Ger­
mans in the detention camps1 who 
would join them. Only seven of the 
prisoners accepted this proposal, the 
others preferring to remain where 
they were. Half the regiment, which 
remained loyal, soon organized itself 
and started to attack the mutinous 
troops. They were joined by Euro­
peans of all ages, who offered their 
services as volunteers. In the run­
ning fight which followed, fqur-fifths 
of the revolting Indians are said to 
have been killed, and it is believed 
only about 100 now remain in the 
country around Singapore. The 
troops, which were reinforced on the 
following day by sailors landed from 
French, British and Japanese war­
ships. Thé revolt began at a time 
when there were no war vessels in 
port. Gather reports received here 
from Singapore are to the effect that 
there are rumors of unrest among 
the natives in Rangoon, Colombo and 
Java.

the American steamer Carib, re­
ported yesterday as having sunk in 
the North Sea, have been saved. It is 
understood she struck a mine in the 
Bight pf Heligoland on Feb. 22.

SMALL STEAMER TORPEDOED.
EASTBOURNE, Feb. 24.

The steamer Roy Perana was sunk 
off this port to-day. It is believed 
she was torpedoed. The crew of 31 
was saved. Maritime records make 
no mention of the Roy Perana, which 
was a small coasting steamer. East­
bourne is in the English Channel, in 
which German submarines have been 
particularly active since the naval 
war zone was established by Ger­
many.

NEWHAVEN, Eng., Feb. 24. 

Eighteen members of the crew of 
the Cardiff steamer Branksome Chine, 
a Government collier, were landed 
here. The vessel was torpedoed in 
the English Channel, 20 miles south­
east of Beach y Head. The men say 
the captain and mate of the steamer 
are standing by the vessel which is 
badly damaged. All hope of the ves­
sel has been abandoned, as she should 
have reached Dover several hours 
ago, if she had managed to keep

GERMAN SUBMARINE SUNK.
PARIS, Feb. 24.

The French Minister of Marine an­
nounced to-day receipt of definite in­
formation that the-German submarine 
which attacked the Channel steamer 
Victoria on Monday night, was later 
sunk by a French torpedo boat. The 
submarine is believed to be the U-16 
which had been attacking merchant 
ships in the Channel all the week. 
She was sunk off Cape Allbrech near 
Boulogne.

GERMANY’S LOSSES.
PARIS, Feb. 24.

At least 500,000 men were lost by 
Germany in their attack on the Rus­
sian positions on the Rawka River 
and in the region of Borjimew and 
Gumbinnen, according to Ludevtc 
Naudeau, a journal correspondent, 
who witnessed the operations. He 
considers the situation highly ! favor­
able to the Russians, and says the 
Germans are being gradually, but im­
placably, worn down. Whether they 
attack or merely defend themselves, 
their armies melt away from day to 
day. Their feverish activity and their 
frightful sacrifice of lives show they 
realize they are fighting against ■ time.

ANOTHER BRITISH DISASTER.
1 LONDON, Feb. 24.

The Press Bureau gave out the fol­
lowing announcement: The Secre­
tary of the Admiralty regrets to an­
nounce that HALS. Clan MacNaugh­
ton, an armed merchant cruiser, com­
mander Robert Jeffreys, has been 
missing since Feb. 3, and it is feared 
the vessel has been lost. An unsuc­
cessful search has been made, and 
wreckage, supposed to be portions of 
this ship, has since been discovered. 
The last signal received from her was 
made on the morning of Feb. 3, and it 
is feared she was lost during the bad 
weather which prevailed at that time. 
The Clan MacNaughton was built at 
Glasgow In 1911. She has been in the 
Indian service, for she reached Lon­
don from Calcutta on Nov. 4th last 
year. She was owned by Cayzen Ir­
vine and Co., of Glasgow. Two hun­
dred and eighty lives were lost when 
she went down. Among her crew were 
20 men of the Newfoundland Royal 
Naval Reserve. Twenty officers and 
two hundred and sixty men were on 
board. She was commanded and her 
principal officers belonged to the 
Royal Navy. The others to the Royal 
Naval Reserve.

ITALY CAUSING ANXIETY.
BERLIN, Feb. 24 

A sudden change in the feeling con­
cerning the attitude of Italy, has been 
noticeable in diplomatic quarters 
here during the last few days. The 
position of Italy appears to have be­
come a matter of much greater con 
cern. The reason for this change is 
not clear at this time.

LORD BERKS FORD’S PROPOSAL.
LONDON. Feb. 24.

Lord Beresford will .propose to Pre­
mier Asquith in Parliament to-mor­
row that all Germans caught in the 
act of sinking undefended vessels 
without an attempt at rescue, shall be 
publicly hanged as pirates, according 
to universal practice.

FOOD CARGO CAPTURED.
MONTEVIDEO, Feb. 24.

The German steamer Gatha, loaded 
with provisions for the German aux­
iliary cruiser Kronprinz Wilhelm, has 
been captured by a British cruiser, 
according to reliable advices, and tak­
en to the Falkland Islands.

RESULTS OF BLOCKADE.
LONDON, Feb. 24.

The German blockade of the Brit­
ish Isles has been effective for a week 
with the result that so far as is 
known two Norwegian, one French 
and five British steamers have been 
sunk or torpedoed by submarines, 
with the surprisingly small loss of 
four lives. Two of these steamers, 
the Belridge and Dinorah, succeeded 
in reaching port. On the Other side 
of the account, It is reported that two 
German submarines are missing, and 
that a third had been hit and possibly 
sunk by a French destroyer. Besides 
these vessels which fell victims tc 
submarines, two American and one 
Norwegian steamer have been sunk 
by mines in the North Sea. The 
Swedish steamer Specia and one or 
two British steamers are overdue, and 
it is feared they have been lost with 
their crews. In almost every case 
the steamer sunk by the submarine 
was a small, slow vessel. At least 
three steamers were caught while at 
anchor, or while they were barely un­
der way. This, with the failure of the 
submarine to hit a fast Cross-Channel 
steamer at Which it fired a torpedo 
apparently - proves to the satisfaction 
of the British naval writers that stea­
mers with modérate speed, which ob­
serve precautions, can. invariably es­
cape underwater craft. The blockade 
however, has had the effect of in­
creasing the insurance rates, and 
some owners are keeping their ships 
in neutral wqters. With conditions 
such as these the public both in Eng­
land and neutral countries are natur­
ally curious as to the latest proposal 
of the American Government to Brit­
ain and Germany, of which little has 
been allotved to leak out either in 
London or Berlin, and also to the 
Allies reply, to the German’s blockade. 
In addition to the loss of the above- 
mentioned merchantmen, the British 
Admiralty has been impelled to give 
up hope for the armed steamer Clan 
MacNaughton, which has not been 
heard from since Febb., 3rd.

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Fanny Crosby.
blind whiter of hymns, dead

Bridgeport, Conn., Feb. 12.—Fanny 
Croeby, well-known blind hymn-writ­
er, died to-day at her home In her 
96th year.

Her death was not unexpected, as 
her health had been falling for some 
time. At her bedside were her niece 
Mrs. Henry D. Booth and other mem­
bers of the family, with whom she had 
made her home for years.

Although her health had become 
more feeble, especially within the 
past few months, Miss Crosby did not 
stop her work, but continued writing 
hymns up to within a short time of 
her death.

Eight thousand hymns of Christian 
worship sung in Protestant churches 
throughout the world, are the work 
of Fanny Crosby. No one since the 
days of Charles Wesley or Isaac 
Watts has made anywhere near as 
large a contribution to the gospel 
song book as did the blind writer 
whose death occurred to-day.

Fanny's Crosby’s name was signed 
so regularly as author of one hymn 
after another that the hymn book 
makers of a quarter of a century ago 
were forced to give her some 200 dif­
ferent pen names to make it appear 
that someone beside the famous writ­
er had contributed. Thousands—per­
haps hundreds of thousands—who 
sang her songs, which were transla­
ted into every language, did not know 
that it was a blind woman’s inspira­
tion which they employed to express 
their Christian faith and hope in 
song.

“Saved by Grace,” “Blessed Assur­
ance,” "Rescue the Perishing,” and 
“Safe in the Arms of Jesus” are typi­
cal of Fanny Crosby’s most popular 
religious verses.

Faiiny Crosby did not begin hymn- 
writing until she was over 40 years 
of age. Fifty years ago she was best 
known for her popular melodies, 
which were whistled all over the 
country, such as “Proud World, Good- 
by, I’m Going Home,’’ "Hazel Dell," 
"The Honeysuckle Glen," and “Never 
Forget the Dear Ones.”

Born in Putnam County, New York 
State. March 24, 1820, christened
Frances Jane Crosby, and married 
to Alexander Van Alstyne, a blind 
music teacher, who died many years 
ago, the blind writer lived to be near­
ly 95 years old. Her mother had lly- 
cd to be 102, and her grandmother to 
be 106. She retained to the last ajl 
her faculties, excepting eyesight. She 
lost this during a fever in Infancy 
when a hot poultice was applied to 
her eyes, destroying the optic nerve.

At eight years the little girl dis­
played her first talent in versification 
by this philosophy of contentment:
Oh, what a happy soul am I;

Although I cannot see;
I am resolved that in this world

Contented I will be.
