The King vs. Wo Fen Game.

At the hearing yesterday forenoon, 
towards recess hour, counsel for the 
defence, Mr. L. E. Emerson intimated 
that he„would oppose putting in a 
statement made by Wo Fen Game at 

, the Hospital, before Mr. Justice Mc­
Carthy and the Inspector General. 
Both these gave their evidence in the 
forenoon. The hearing in the after­
noon began shortly after 2.30 o’clock.

Inspector General Hutchings recall­
ed stated that both he and Mr. Mc­
Carthy were in civilian clothes when 
they visited the Hospital to take the 
prisoners statement.

The next witness called was Kim 
Lee. Examined by Mr. Winter, he 
gave his age as 43 and said he came 
here 24 or 25 years ago. He came from 
China to Canada where he stayed a 
few months. He was born at the vil­
lage of Tong Wo but was never at the 
Su Tang village.

Prosecutor—“Did you know the men 
xthat did live at the Murray Street 
laundry?” -

Witness—"Yes, I knew them well. 
S?e were not related and only friends. 
J visited them frequently, but not 
much this past two years. J saw the 
prisoner down town and knew hint to 
speak to him.”

Prosecutor—“Did you know where 
Wo Fen Game’s room was at the Mur­
ray Street laundry ?”

Witness—"No.”
Prosecutor—“Did you know of any 

trouble between the prisoner and the 
others at the laundry?”

Witness—“No.”
Prosecutor—“Did he ever say any­

thing to you about wages?"
Witness—“No, except last Christmas 

when we met at a shop on New St.”
Prosecutor—“What did he say?”
Witness—"A dozen’of the men were 

all talking about Wo Fen Game leav­
ing Murray St. laundry.”

Prosecutor—“Did you say anything 
to Wo Fen Game?”

Witness—“Yes, I told him it was a 
poor time to leave, as he would not 
get another job. I also told Hong 
Kim ‘you got him here and have to 
get him back to get your money.”’

Prosecutor—"Had Wo Fen Game 
any set hburs at work?”

Witness—"No.”
Prosecutor—"Where were you 

on the night of May 3rd.?’’
Witness—“I was at the nickel and 

then to my shop, where a police of­
ficer came and called me to go to 
Murray Street. When I got there, 
there was a lot of people present. I 
'saw the bodies of Hong Leon, Hong 
Kim Hi and So Ho Ki. Hong Mun

(Yesterday afternoon.)
was there and I interpreted for him.’

Prosecutor—"Do other Chinamen 
come to you much for advice?”

Witness—“Yes, sometimes for a 
talk, that’s all.”

Prosecutor—“Do you remember 
going to Hospital after the shooting, 
with anybody?"

Witness—“Yes, we Went and saw 
Wo Fen Game, he was in bed sleeping, 
so I think.”

Prosecutor—"Did you speak to Wo 
Fen Game when you went in?”

Witness—“Not before the screen 
was put up. The other man told me 
what to say.”

Witness—"Mr. Hutchings told me to 
ask Wo Fen Game if he killed the men 
up in Murray Street last night.”

The judges retired to consider the 
matter, and after a half hour’s de­
liberation returned to court and an­
nounced that in the circumstances un­
der which the statement was obtained, 
it’ could npt be received as evidence.

Const. John Bishop* (sworn and ex­
amined by Mr. H. Winter.)—I am a 
street constable, I know the prisoner 
Wo Fen Game. I was on guard over 
Wo Fen Game at the General Hospital 
on May 5th. last.

Witness asked if he Would take 
the letter to the boss of'the Cafe. Wo 
Fen Game said “yes.” Constable Bis­
hop said he brought the note book im­
mediately to Supt. O'Neill, who tore 
out the two pages written on, in wit­
ness's presence. He, witness, told 
the Superintendent how he had re­
ceived it.

Cross-Examined by Mr. L. E. Emer­
son—Witness was not present when 
Wo Fen Game was arrested. He had 
only been on guard a few hours. I do 
not know which constable was on 
guard at the time. I relieved Const.

Style All the WhileFIVE HUNDRED TEARS OLD NEXT 
MONTH.

LONDON (Canadian Press)—Lin­
coln’s Inn, which boasts of the King 
among its benchers and has provided 
the native with at least five of its 
Prime Ministers, will celebrate its 
quincentenary early in December. "It 
was in 1422," says the Law Journal, 
“that the Society of Lincoln’s Inn, 
after occupying Thavie’s Inn and 
Furnival’s Inn, began its long occu­
pation of the present site. Here, 
formerly the Bishops of Chichester 
had their town residence, and the 
name of Chichester Rents, a narrow 
turning in Chancery Lane, much al­
tered in recent years, helps to pre­
serve the old ecclesiastical associ­
ations of the place.” How it came 
to be called Lincoln’s Inn is related 
in the Law Journal, as follows :

"It was from its earlier settlement 
in Thavie’s Inn that it derived its 
name. Close to the house of John 
Thavie—who died nearly 600 years 
ago—was the Canor House of Hol- 
born, the residence of the Earl of 
Lincoln, who, ‘being a person af­
fected by the knowledge of the laws,’ 
brought the professors and students 
there.

“When, therefore, they migrated 
eventually to the palace of the Bish­
ops of Chichester in 1422 the mem­
bers of the society continued the 
name which they had adopted in 
honor of the nobleman to whom they 
owed their original settlement ip 
Thavie’s Inn.”

Pitt, Addington, Canning, Spencer, 
Percival and Asquith are among the 
Prime Ministers whom members will 
be able to recall at the commemora­
tion service and banquet to be held to 
mark the 600th anniversary of Lin­
coln’s Inn. Other great legal names 
associated with the Inn are Sir Thos. 
Moore and Sir Matthew Hale. Jeremy 
Bentham, Lord Macaulay and Sir H. 
Maine are three of the many famous 
writers who spent studious hours in 
the library of the Inn.

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The Fascisti.
The Fascisti, an Italian or­

ganization of which much has 
been heard of late, have within 
a period of two years, become 
the governing power of that 
country, and a Fascisti Premier 
represents Italy at the Lausanne 
Peace Conference. Readers have 
two choices of the origin of the 
word Fascisti as applied to this 
particular political movement. 
Fasces, in the Latin, im­
plies a bunch of rods, having 
among them an axe with the 
blade projecting, which was 
borne before Roman magistrates 
as a badge of authority. It also 
symbolized union—a binding to-, 
gether Fas was a term applied 
to the religious or divine law of 
the Romans, in contradistinction 
to jus, the civil law. From either 
of these derivations it is quite 
likely that the Fascisti took 
their name. A binding together 
is the first principle of that or­
ganization, and that it is a" badge 
of authority, we shall essay to 

' show. It must be understood, 
however, at the outset that Fas­
cisti is not Unionism, nor any­
thing approaching it. The Fas­
cisti are hostile to Unionism and 
have combatted it ever since the 
inception of the new order in 

, Italy. They are Italians for 
Italy, first last and all the time. 

** ** ** **

Two years ago in the large 
manufacturing cities of Milan, 
Turin, Geneva and Venice a 
strong Bolshevist movement 
took place and labor unions for­
cibly took possession of indus­
trial plants and started operat­
ing them on their own account. 
The Government was powerless 
to interfere at that particular 
time, and the owners were not 
strong enough to dispossess the 
workers. Success was not com­
manded and within a few 
months most of the plants were 
turned back to their owners, the 
men admitting their inability to 
run them. Certain factories, 
however, were notS transferred, 
but were continued to be domin­
ated by the Bolshevist ring­
leaders, and rather than hand 
them back these men began to 
damage the machinery. Directly 
this situation developed, a group 
of men, most of whom had seen 
war service, decided to support 
the owners of the properties, to 
eject the Socialistic Unionists, 
and man the plants in the inter­
ests of the rightful proprietors. 
This group of men at that time 
numbered between three and 
four thousand. Thus sprang into 
existence the Fascisti. The Un­
ions attempted to use force 
against this body of men, who 
immediately started retaliation, 
and the Fascisti not only held 
their ground, but won out, and 
in less than eighteen months the 
membership increased from the 

/original number to approximate­
ly eight hundred thousand, every 
man a voter, and pledged to his 
(organization for the carrying 
out of all things pertaining to 
the welfare of Italy.

*• *• ** **

Since this tremendous in­
crease in numbers the Fascisti 
are in a position, whenever a 
strike takes place to immediate­
ly supply men to take the place 
of the strikers and to retain 
them there until the plants are 
remanned. They afford an abso­
lute protection to non-union 
men, and will not countenance

any interference by the union, 
either to the group taking over 
the union positions, or any in­
dividual member thereof. Where 
violence has taken place, (which 
in most cases reported by press 
services has been fathered on 
Fascisti) it has been caused by 
Uiyon interference. The minute 
the unions cut up roughly, they 
are not only treated roughly, 
but the union headquarters’ in 
the city or town yin which the 
trouble occurs are promptly 
burned down. These drastic 
measures not only include Union 
headquarters, but any of the 
Socialistic or trade union paper 
offices existing in such city or 
town- The Fascisti have not 
taken action against any Social­
istic or Union property except­
ing only in the centres whbre 
unionism itself has been the 
cause of trouble. The Fascisti 
comprise the younger element 
of the best families in Italy ir­
respective of their political af­
filiations. They are guided by 
the best brains in the country 
and many men of high political, 
social and commercial standing 
have expressed appreciation of 
that which the Fascisti have 
done by way of preventipg and 
summarily putting down strikes 
as they occur. The political rise 
and influence of thi s powerful 
organization will have to be told 
in another article.

Beating the Boss at
His Own Game.

BERLIN—East African superstitu- 
tion and ingenuity are amusingly il­
lustrated in an incident related by 
the German colonel, Dr. E. Nigmann, 
in his memoirs of the days when he 
was in charge of colonial administra­
tion in that part of the world. One of 
his most reliable aides, he says, was 
a native lieutenant-colonel who had 
lost an eye during one of the local 
expeditions, and wore a glass one in 
its place. This officer was assigned 
to superintend the erection of a post 
office in a rural district. The in­
habitants had long been delinquent 
in tax payments, and consequently 
each male adult was required to meet 
his civic obligations by putting in a 
week’s labor on the new government 
building. One day while the native 
laborers were industriously at work 
under hie vigilant watch, the lieuten­
ant-colonel was temporarily called 
away. On leaving the building, he took 
out the glass eye, placed it on one of 
the walls, and announced to the 
workers : “Look here, my men. I 
must go now, but I am leaving my 
eye to keep tab on you and to see that 
you keep working while I am away.” 
It was with considerable self-satis­
faction that he returned to find his 
gang hard at work. Next day the 
lieutenan-colonei had another sum­
mons to leave his post. Again he 
placed the glass eye in charge and 
left. Returning, he noticed from afar 
that building operations were at a 
standstill and all of his dusky help 
snoring peacefully. Upon looking for 
his "foreman” eye, he found it care 
fully covered with an old hat.

Sir Charles Harington.
THE MAN>IN CHARGE AT CON­

STANTINOPLE.
LONDON, (Associated Press)—Lt- 

ttoneral Sir Charles Harlngtoh, Com­
mander of the Allied Forces at Con­
stantinople, upon whom the eyes ot 
t|ie world, particularly the eyes of the 
British Empire, were turned during 
the recent crisis in the Near Blast, and 
who was largely instrumental in sav­
ing the situation and preventing a war 
with Turkey, is Just fifty years old 
and Is a true type of the modern Brit­
ish General Staff. There Is no ques­
tion that this man, upon whom the 
authority of the British Government 
rested for the time beingt within broad 
limits, to deal with the situation on 
the spot, is truly representative of the 
British Army . He is a professional 
soldier, with a splendid record from 
the World War, and recently he prov­
ed himself a tactful diplomat, as well 
as a great general. Born of a pro­
fessional family from the West End of 
London, General Harington went 
through the ordinary curriculum of a 
candidate for the Army. Cheltenham 
and Sandhurst led to a commission in 
the King’s, the Liverpool Regiment at 
the age of twenty. He next served 
an apprenticeship as battalion ad­
jutant, then.epent one year on special 
service in the South African War, 
where he first came to the notice of 
Colonel (now Lord Plumer. The com­
mand of a company of gentlemen ca­
dets at Sandhurst was followed by a 
nomination to the Staff College where 
he spent two years. General Haring­
ton had other advantages. He was not 
only a good athlete, excelling at 
cricket, but he possessed a pleasing 
personality and the gift of popularity. 
Wherever he went, he made friends, 
and at the same time gained the ap­
probation of his superiors.

GREAT WAR RECORD.
During the war he passed from one 

good appointment to another. Begin­
ning on the Third Army Corps Staff 
he was soon selected as Chief Staff 
Officer to the 29th (West Riding) Ter­
ritorial Division. Next he became 
Chief of Staff of the Canadian Corps. 
Then in June, 1916, he was chosen to 
support Sir Herbert Plumer as Major- 
General, General Staff, of the Second 
Army. This was his opportunity, and 
he made the most of it. He gained 
the reputation of an ever-ready, pat­
ient and zealous Chief of Staff. These 
two men. Plumer and Harington, 
may yet come to rank with other fam­
ous pairs of commanders and chief 
staff officers of history. With Plumer, 
Harington went to Italy in November, 
1917, and returned to Flanders the 
next spring, shortly before the great 
German offensive. Six weeks later, in 
April, Harington was summoned to 
London by Field-Marshal Sir Henry 
Wilson, who was murdered In London 
in Juno of this year, and was appoint­
ed to act as Deputy-Chief of the Gen­
eral Staff, with a seat on the Army 
Council. This position he relinquish­
ed in November, 1920, in order to as­
sume his present office in Constanti­
nople. This constitutes a noteworthy 
career, not only on account of the 
rapidity of General Harington’s ad­
vancement, but also because it was 
achieved without his ever holding an 
active command of troops. “Tim” 
Harington, as he is known to his inti­
mates, is a typical British officer, with 
all his good points, honest and sin­
cere, unspoiled by the sometimes 
“cliquish” spirit of the military world.

LONDON.—(Canadian Press).—His 

Royal Highness the Prince of Wales 
plays many important parts in his 
position as heir-apparent to the 
Throne of Great Britain, and he plays 
them well. His popularity in the Unit­
ed Kingdom is growing, it that is 
possible; at any rate, he is generally 
beloved and always heartily welcom­
ed wherever he goes. His readiness 
to adapt himself to any condition or 
circumstance tending to hind the 
people to the Throne is at all times 
noticeable, and he gives freely of his 
services in every good cause to which 
he is invited to contribute a part. 
An example of his willingness to 
please the people was recently fur­
nished at the Great Scout Rally at 
the Alexandra Palace, London, where 
his Highness appeared In an exact 
ÿÿplica of the uniform of the Chief 
Scout, Sir Robert Baden-Powell, and 
took an active part In the big rally. 
There were between 50,000 and 60,- 
000 scouts, officers and cubs at the 
rally, every section of the Kingdom 
being represented. The Prince was 
accompanied by the Duke of Con­
naught who wore a similar uniform. 
The Duke of Connaught is President 
of the Boy Scouts Association. The 
King’s Scouts were inspected by Sir 
Robert Baden-Powell, Chief Scout, 
who was afterwards decorated by the 
French Ambassador with the Legion 
of Honor.

One of the features of the gather­
ing was not the usual address to the 
Prince, but the cub’s “howl.” Fifteen 
thousand Wolf Cubs, Who took part 
with the Boy Scouts In the demon­
stration, gave a combined howl, which 
greatly pleased and amused the 
Prince. His Royal Highness made a 
speech, which was followed by three 
cheers for him, led by Sir' Robert 
Baden-Powell, and the singing of the 
Welsh Scouts of “Land of My 
Fathers.” i

Relic of The Ark

Four men guard the piece Of the 
Ark by day, but at night the wise­
acres take the precaution agalhst 
thieves and double bank the guard to 
eight Travellers from all over the 
world stand in awe, more or lets, and 
listen to the story ot this piece of the 
original Noah’s Ark being told by the 
official guide to the temple. It is a 
splendid, If unconvincing, recital, and 
well worth the money one IS bound 
to give to the begging guide.

The bit of Ark actually looks like 
a peace of fractured timber taken 
from one of the old sailing Vessels. It 
has certainly not the dignified ap-1 
pearance which one might expect 
from so ancient and historic a land­
mark In human history. It might ha 
any odd bit of wood, splintered and 
made to look old—perhaps it is! 
When one looks at it, it is not so 
much a question of believing, but of 
pretending tobelieve.

The visitors who come to view thle 
relic are numbered in thousands every 
year. Each one gives a small con­
tribution towards the upkeep of the 
ancient showpiece, to say nothing of 
the tips demanded by the numerous 
interpreters of history, guides, Stray 
Arabs, and street loungers, who de­
mand some smhll coin before they will 
divert their unwelcome attentions to 
other victims.

Altogether, guarding this bit of
Noah’s Ark is quite a profitable busi­
ness, and it is certain the guards 
would fall asleep if sufficiently bribed 
so as to enable the over-zealous tour­
ist to take back a chip of the Ark to 
show his family.

It is recorded that an Australian 
soldier during the war badly wanted 
to take a cutting from the splintered 
relic. The guards refused, and made 
some demonstration of protest, but on 
being shown a bayonet in one hand 
and some jnoney in the other, they 
became diplomatic and left the mem­
ory of Noah to the jack-knife of the 
Australian Tommy.

BURLINGTON, Vermont.—The her­
ring gulls of Lake Champlain left for 
the North earlier than usual this fall, 
and observers are wondering whether 
this means a long winter. The gulls 
are given protection on the Four 
Brother Islands, where they raise 
their young, and they are highly 
valued by the municipality of Bur­
lington because of their usefulness 
as scavengers at the outlet of the city 
sewer in the lake. The species of gull 
seen here is said never to have been 
found farther south than Albany, N. 
Y. The islands were purchased by 
Edward Hatch, of New York, a half 
century ago for the purpose of pro­
tecting the birds, and the Hatch fam­
ily ever since" then has maintained 
guards to preVent the stealing of eggs 
and killing of gulls. The average full 
grown gull here measures between 
five and seven feet from tip to tip. 
The birds’ shrill cries assist in scar­
ing poachers away. If the nest of a

FLOATING BAGGAGE AND 

CLOTHING.

ProclaimsAvail of the GoodneQUEBEC, Nov. 16.—(Canadian 
Press)—The accident on Fifteen Mile 
Lake, near Shelter Bay, on the north 
shore of the St. Lawrence, when a 
speed gasoline boat went through the 
ice on Monday night, resulted in the 
loss of tpn lives, among whom were 
a doctor and a woman, according to 
"ate details reaching here this morn­
ing. At the present time the Ontario 
Paper Company, which owns large 
‘Imber limits at Shelter Bay, has a 
party of men working with grappling 
irons and a diver, seeking to recover 
the bodies. Nothing has yet been 
found of the boat or its passengers.

Although a search was made all 
around the lake on land the only 
*hing seen was floating baggage.

According to details reaching this 
city, the motorboat left the “six nihe 
portage” on Sunday afternoon with a 
party of ten, after having stopped at 
a camp at the foot of the lake, for the 
oriest, Rev. Father Tortellier, to say 
Mass.

The following day was windy, but 
no ice had been encountered on the 
lake previously, the party decided 
to leave on Monday night for the head 
of the lake, fifteen miles away.

On the following morning, Tues­
day. a tugboat and scow belonging 
to the Ontario Paper Company struck 
ice in the middle of the lake, but 
broke through. On reaching the head 
of the lake, however, there was no 
sign that the speed boat had arrived 
with its ten passengers, so a search 
party was immediately sent hack to 
the middle of the lake and there it 
was found that the gasoline launch 
had struck ice. ,

The land all around the lake was 
searched thoroughly, but the only 
trace of boat or passengers found 
was floating baggage and Clothing. 
It is certain that the ten passengers 
perished and indications are that the 
boat must have tried in several places 
to get out of the ice before sinking.

Dr. Romeo Vezina. of Matana, and 
Rev. Father Tortellier, from Pente­
cost, are the only two victims whose 
names it has been possible to ascer­
tain up to the present, but the 
homes of the others are given as fol­
lows: One from St. Raymond Coun­
ty, Portneuf, one from Tadousac,

LABOR STANDS IN THE WAT.

Again take cotton. On paper we 
could probably grow sufficient cotton 
In Egypt, Africa, India, and Australia 
to free ourselves from the American 
market. What is the difficulty? It is 
labor. An immense amount of cheap 
labor is required. In America the 
labour Is black. Now Australia refuses 
coloured labour. Her policy, econo­
mically stated, is that of the dog-in- 
the-manger. A huge continent remains 
unpopulated—Japan Is pushed into 
Imperial militarism as the result. 
Were Australia populated in the 
tropical parts, whole regions of pro­
ductivity would appear and we would 
greatly benefit. But Australia is 
adamant on her race problem. The 
cotton question thus seems confined 
to Egypt, where cheap labour is ob­
tainable. Our imperial economics are 
involved In the human problem ; and 
In India In particular this is the case. 
Then there Is the question of intensive 
competition. Thirty years ago Ger­
many and Japan hardly counted. To­
day, Japan la a fierce rival *with cheap 
labour, and Germany, If she is to pay 
reparations, can only pay by credit, 
for exports competition ; and America. 
Here another awkward question arises 
that of output per head. In 1814 Mr. A. 
W. Elux estimated that the Industriel 
output per head in - America was 
roughly double that shown hr the 
census for Great Britain. We all know 
what this Is—ca’ canny. It has not 
ameliorated aince the war. lu ultimate 
expression la high prie*.

The problem Is sentiment 
or good-will versus the cruel lpws of 
economics. It Is we who are In etralU, 
not the Colonies. We have this des­
perate fact to wrestle with- Our ex­
ports In 1921 were £703,000,000. Now 
we have to find for pensions. Interest 
on debts and 'sinking fund, about 
£600,000,000 per annum. Faced with 
that staggering proposition, unless 
we are prepared to devaluate or 
write down, it does not look as if we 
could afford to neglect any market 
for any reason whatsoever, still less 
that we can afford to write off the 
purchasink-power of the world Us 
negligible (amounting to £404,426,410 
to 1921), la view of the keen nnd new 
competition from countries like 
France and Japan and of our low out­
put per head, and the unpleasant cer­
tainty that we, perhaps alone of the 
belligerents, are unlikely to refuse 
the burden of our obligations by 
"monkeying" with the currency or 
debt in the interests of our superb 
credit position.

EMPIRE AWAITS DEVELOPMENT.

At the same time the Empire is 
there, awaiting development. It can 
grow everything. Certainly, as re­
gards food supplies, raw materials, 
and essential Industries, the Empire 
could be made self-containable; it 
would apearNextraordlnary it we do 
not set about the job with all dis­
patch. Europe to-day Is a quagmire. 
If Germany smashes financially, 
Europe may decline Into semi- 
mediaeval conditions; it Is Impossible 
to forecast the fate of Europe In the 
slough of bankruptcy threatening the 
credit system of the world. It would 
be supreme folly to close our eyes 
and expect salvation from European 
“paper," and it politicians will not, 
or cannot, stop the rot, denounce the 
war treaties and restart Europe on 
solid foundations, then of a certainty,

every single one ot the things that had 
been discovered, had always pxisted. 
The laws which brought about wireless 
telegraphy and the telephone, had been 
in existence in the time ot Adam and 
Abraham, and only after thousands 
of years had man fallen upon them.

For that reason, the preacher 
thought it wrong to suppose that God 
had given man a final system ot truth, 
and that after that there was nothing 
more to learn. No man had ever yet 
brought the last message from the Ups 
of God.

There were still uncharted seas, un­
explored regions, and- guided by God’s 
holy word it was man’s task to go on 
discovering more and more of those' 
things which God had for man. “The 
golden age is before us. All the heri­
tages of the past we value, but we do 
not hold them as the final gifts ot 
God. There are still immeasurable 
things tor you and for me to discover.”

MUST SEARCH FOR BEST.
Capitular masonry taught that the 

great things that men were seeking 
were not on the surface? They had 
to be dug for, as the craftsmen dug 
for the treasures ot masonry.

In the his­
tory of mankind, all the great dis­
coverers had seen their discoveries re­
jected, and themselves penalized. They 
were rejected because the people 
could not understand. x

There were people in the Masonic 
order who accepted the truths of mas­
onry in appearance, yet in their daily 
lives they rejected them. "There are 
people in the Church of God who are 
denying Jesus every day of their lives, 
and there are men wearing masonic 
regalia who reject the ideals ot mas­
onry in their daily lives.” To them 
applied the words of the scripture ‘ On 
v'homsoever this stone shall fall, it 
shall crush him to powder.

The story of capitular masonry, the 
preacher said, was the story ot discov­
eries.
