have done in a twelve-hour day.

“I know that while the dozen ! 
would have fallen in bed within an ! 
hour after the whistle blew, worn out 
with their efforts, the ’slave’ of the j 
riveter is fit and ready for a half 
dozen hours of play. And this slave of j 
a machine has more money to spend | 
and more comforts on which to spend 

k it than had the freeman of the hand j 
hammers. That one picture portrays ! 
most of the ways in which machines j 
have set men free from slavish drudg­
ery and have given them command 
over goods that a king could not have 
owned in days of handwork and 
craftsmanship.

Less Fatigue, Greater Earnings.
“I could cite hundreds of cases 

where machines, in displacing hand 
work, have resulted in less fatigue 
and greater earnings to the worker, 
increased production, and lower pri­
ces to the consumer. To the unin­
formed observer a rapidly moving 
machine may seem to demand a kill­
ing pace from its attendant, but ac­
tually it practically never does. In the 
first place an intelligent manufactur­
er knows—and the others soon find 
out—that a speed which fatigues the 
worker produces a lower output in a 
day than does a slower pace. It is not 
altrusion that leads engineers to 
study operations in order to find 
easier and less fatiguing ways to do 
work. It is because they realize that 
the easier the work the greater the 
production. Frequently I have seen 
the daily production of a man and his 
machine inereased twenty per cent, 
by reducing the speed ten per cent. 

Those Who Denounce Machines.
"I have yet. to see a machine in any 

industry that does not make the op­
eration easier for the worker than 
when the same work was done by 
hand. The trouble with those who de­
nounce machines is two-fold. The ma­
chine Impresses them as sort of noisy, 
inhuman—an inexorable device that 
would as soon eat the flesh of the 
worker as the metal it is fed. They do 
not understand the machine and they 
seem to feel that the worker tears it 
as much as does the uninformed up- 
lifter who is doing the pitying. Sec­
ond, these pitlers and critics do not 
know how those operations were per­
formed before the horrid machine 
came into being Therefore, they can­
not see that the -~-hine attendant is 
either of a lr ' mentality, one
who without .chine could not
make a living. — a far higher type 
than was the man who formerly did 
the work by hand.

The Ghost of Bedlam
FAMOUS BUILDING WITH 

EEBIE LEGEND.
AN

A building that gave a new word to 
the English language Is about to 
leave London. When we speak of 
madness or disorder as “Bedlam" we 
are using the corrupted form of 
Bethlehem, the "Hospital of the Star 
of Bethlehem” hkvlng been London’s 
first asylum for the insane. Now it 
has been decided to move this institu­
tion from its present site, at the 
Junction of Lambeth and Kennlngton 
Roads, into the country. .

As long ago as 1246 Simon Fitz- 
Mary, Sheriff of London, founded a 
“Priory of the Star of Bethlehem” on 
the spot where Liverpool Street Sta­
tion now stands^ It was soon turned 
into a hospital fdr lunatics, and after 
many changes of site It was moved to 
the present building, eifected in 1812.

It is, among other things, the home

of one of London’s old ghost stories.
The Stolen Guinea.

In 1870 a young native of India 
lodged with a merchant on Fish 
Street Hill, hard by London Bridge. 
Rébecca, the servant of the house, a 
woman of plain features and retiring 
manners, fell in love with the 
stranger, unknown to himself.

When he left he placed a guinea In 
her hand, thanked her for the services 
she had rendered, and departed on his 
way. To everyone’s surprise Rebecca 
shrieked, and began to run after his ; 
chaise. She had gone suddenly mad, i 
and was .removed to Bedlam.

There she remained till her death 
many years later, and, according to 
the story, she clutched the guinea in 
her hand for the rest of her days, and

MUTUAL INSURANCE jCLUBS.
(H. F. SHORTI! 

i Article VII. v
Now that T have given you a full 

account of Jovial meetings, I am 
going to give some records of Mutual 
Insurance Meetings. The earliest In­
surance Club that I know of was 
started by Henry Corbin Watts of 
Carbonear In 1806. He states /that "he 
Is prepared to accept Insurance for 
local fishing vessels In Conception 
Bay. Also that this Mutual Insurance 
Club, for which he is the Manager, 
can show exceptional records, as low 
as 2 per cent, and 3 per cent, per an­
num, and one year without a single 
loss. I need hardly say that Mr. 
Watts was the father of my old al­
most centenarian friend, the late Mr. 
Claudius Watts, and the grandfather 
of our esteemed citizen and popular 
official of H.M. Customs, the late Mr. 
H. J. Watts. Mr. H. C. Watts had been 
for years the General Manager of the 
millionaire firm of George & James 
Kemp of Carbonear. Mr. George Kemp 
had retired to his old home in Poole, 
and was Member of Parliament for 
Dorsetshire. Mr. Watts, who was his 
nephew, and now decided to start 
business on his own account, and af­
ter his long experience with this firm, 

'had a large circle of friends, and was 
well qualified to look after Mutual In­
surance matters.

The following is a list of those 
present at the Annual Meeting in Car­
bonear in 1835:—Edward Pike, Fran­
cis Taylor, Edward Hanrahan, Ed­
ward Dwyer, John Nichol, Charles 
McCarthy, Felix McCarthy, James 
Howell, Francis Pike, James Legge, 
Daniel Lacey, John Meaney, George 
Penney, Nicholas McKee, Charles 
Hamilton, John McCarthy, Richard

All the above were captains and 
owners of decked vessels, or the legal 
representatives of the owners. They 
were arranging for the sealing voy­
age, and the season was from March 
4th till May 31st. All payments of 
losses shall be make good In Spanish 
Dollars, valued at Five Shillings 
each. They all agreed to remunerate 
the owners for total loss occasioned 
by winds, seas, rivers, rocks, ice, 
lightning, fire (in port or at sea)— 
enemies, pirates, thieves, or by any 
means whatever, provided the masters 
and the mariners shall not be able to 
prevent it. The Club shall not make 
good any loss arising from barratry 
or the master or mariners. Neither 
shall it pay for losses occasioned 
while smuggling or in illicit trade. 
The surveyors of this Club are:—

It shall be necessary for each ves­

sel to be supplied with a spare rud­
der with two pintelp. A proper place 
in each vessel for Gun Powder.

The’ following were appointed joint 
Treasurers of this Society or Club:— 
Messrs. Robert Pack, of the firm of 
Gosse, Pack & Fryer; John Elson of 
Slade, Elson & Co. : George Forward 
and William Bemister.

At this meeting they also arranged 
to continue the Insurance for the 
summer season, but the Sealing Risk 
and the Fishing Season were to he 
kept separate. It will be noted that 
the Managers of the principal firms 
looked after the financial part of the 
business, but each member of the 
Club was directly interested, and 
were to render assistance whenever 
the Club Flag was seen flying—which 
was a white flag, with the letter C in 
the middle.

I notice some very familiar names 
among these captains. Edward Pike 
was better known as Capt. Neddy 
Pike, one of the most successful seal- 
killers of his day. He always loaded 
the Melrose particularly.

Capt. Francis Taylor I have written 
about more than once. It was he who 
fitted out his brig “Providence” for 
the sealflshery in the month of Jan­
uary, and first took a load of fish to 
Oporto, but was taken prisoner off 
Bordeaux (France) by a French 
man-of-war, who mistook him for a 
pirate, with his large crew, all fully 
armed, but he eventually turned up 
In St. JohnV in the month of April 
with over 5,000 seals, and was pre­
sented with a silk flag by the Com­
mercial Society in honor of his won­
derful and successful exploit.

In my next article I shall tell about 
the Insurance Club of Harbor Grace, 
and how they all "sat on” Mr. Thos. 
Ridley at one of their meetings, but 
he proved equal to the occasion.

The Suggested 
Labrador Boundary 
Pourparler.

The following message refer­
ring to a suggested conference 
on the Labrador Boundary ques­
tion has been received by the 
Daily News from a correspond­
ent in Ottawa:—

(Special to the Daily News.) 
Quebec, Nov. J20.—A conference will 

be arranged in tbe'course of Decem­
ber ’to^discuss the possibility of an 
agreement between Newfoundland, 
Canada and the Province of Quebec 
regarding the delimitation of Labra- 
or. This was officially announced this 
evening by Premier Taschereau, on 
the return from abroad of Mr. Aime 
Geotfrion, K.C., of Montreal, who is 
now representing the Province of 
Quebec in the succession case of the 
King vs. Smith. Pourparlers will be 
opened between the parties interest­
ed in the delimination of Labrador, he 
stated. For years this case has been 
the subject of negotiations, but none 
yet has succeeded; the affairs having 
been before the Privy Council tor a 
number of years without being argued 
yet, due first to the Great War, and 
later an attempt to come*to some set­
tlement. This fall the pleas were to 
be made, but there having been ru­
mors of a conference being possible 
first on the subject, there was a fur­
ther delay and it has now been sug­
gested that a round table interview 
be held in a final attempt to dome to 
terms, if possible. Premier Taschereau 
would not state What he expected 
from these ^pourparlers. Whether 
they will include a plan by which 
some of the portions of Labrador, 
which are the subject of contention, 
would be taken over by Canada at a 
reasonable price, does not appear to 
be decided upon. Quebec and New­
foundland are at the extrême regard­
ing the rights on the Labrador terri­
tory, the former only conceding the 
coast to the last named. On the other 
hand for years Newfoundland has 
considered as its own. the whole ter­
ritory which, in addition to contain­
ing rich forestry and ores, also has 
within its limits the falls of the Ham­
ilton River which could be developed 
and permit the establishment of huge 
mills. Until the rights of the contest­
ing parties have been definitely set, 
neither of them are anxious to start 
any development work in that region, 
but in the meantime Newfoundland 
has been granting permits to exploit 
the timber limits.

In an interview this morning 
with the Prime Minister it was 
learned that he had been ap­
proached by Premier Taschereau 
of Quebec in connection with the 
suggested conference, and that 
a reply had been sent intimat­
ing that the Newfoundland Gov­
ernment was prepared to con­
sider the proposal to participate 
in a pourparler with the repre­
sentatives of the Federal Gov- 
-emment and theN Government of 
Quebec. In a later message M. 
Taschereau suggested that as 
Hon. M. Geofferion, counsel for 
Quebec, had not yet returned 
from England, the matter might 
be deferred until after his ar­
rival.

No further steps have been 
taken as yet and the Prime Min­
ister stated that the concur­
rence of all three Governments 
must be obtained before any de­
finite announcement could be 
made.

, MODERN PIRACY.
NEW YORK, Nov. 21.

A tale of piracy 6n the high seas 
and of the disabling of a ship by mod- 
era bucaneers of the liquor trade was 
broadcasted to-day by the United States 
liner President Harding bound from 
Hamburg to, New York, which report­
ed the schooner Veronica of London 
found drifting at sea without instru­
ments to determine her position. The 
first report* picked up to-day by the 
East Moriches L.I, Station of the In­
dependent Wireless Telegraph Co. 
from the President Harding reported 
the finding and the condttiea oî the 
Veronica and included the words 
“Raided pirates," which led to the be­
lief that the schooner had fallen a, 
prey to a band of hijackers. Later re­
ports stated that the President Hardi' 
ing had supplied the Veronica with 
instrumentas and had notified her 
owners, F. C. Warren of Halifax, N. 
S., to send a tug to her aid. The posi­
tion of the loaded craft was given as 
Lat. 41.46; Long. 43.31, about 100 
miles off Cape Sable. It waa reported 
that the schooner had been lost for 
six weeks, while it drifted along 
without any compass, chronometer or 
other instruments by which its offi­
cers could tell where they were or 
which way they intended to go. The 
attention of the President Harding 
was attracted by flares and rockets 
from the disabled boat After the first 
meagre report the United States line 
despatched a radio message to the 
President Harding asking for more 
details, and to-night received a reply 
which confirmed the belief that the 
schr. had fallen a prey to hijackers. 
The latest message from the liner, 
reads "Veronica sighted at dusk Wed­
nesday. Vessel displayed flares and 
rockets which is tho S.O.8. in morse 
code.’’ The Harding’s course was 
changed at once in order to render as­
sistance. "With the use of our 
searchlights the ships boats were 
sent alongside the Veronica. The 
schooner’s Capt. reported that they 
had been raided by pirates on Nov. 16 
who after raiding the vessel had stol­
en the compass magnets and had put 
the chronometer out of order. The 
Veronica requested (or refused the word 
Is not clear in the message) a tow. 
They attempted to lower a case of 
liquor to the ship's boats.” The Pre­
sident Harding was delayed two 
hours on account of rendering assis­
tance to the Veronica which to all ap­
pearances was seaworthy and had a 
large crew in sufficiently good health 
to rema’n on board.

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Food KeptFresh
by Dehydration

three-Tw-Old Em for Omelettes—
Fresh Fish, Same Age—Banana Cof­
fee—Vegetables and Fruits Kept In­
definitely Without Canning.

Eggs three years old but fresh 
enough for omelets, fish three years 
caught but good enough for supper Is 
the dazzling prospect held out by A. 
F. Spawn, dehydrated food expert who 
has arrived in Montreal to give in­
formation in various quarters of his 
methods of preserving foods.

Housewives despondent as winter 
sends egg prices soaring to the dollar 
mark, as salmon mounts and green 
vegetables soar can take heart. Mr. 
Spawn has with him meat, fish, eggs, 
fruit and vegetables which have sur­
vived many winters. Three years have 
passed since a sheep’s tongue last 
helped the sheep with Its vocal exer­
cises. The onions, cabbages and car­
rots have not smelt of earth for many 
months. But all are perfectly whole- 

• some good and ready for use, and with 
ordinary cooking and a preliminary 
soaking in water provided all the con- 
stitutents for a full-course meal.

Evaporated Food.
The secret lies in the dehydration of I 

foods, which Is synonymous with eva- | 
poration. Mr. Spawn says. His pro­
cess consists of driving the water, J 
which is such a large constltutent of | 
most foods, out of the food in ques­
tion without steaming or boiling or 
use of chemicals by passing hot air 
over the product and drawing out all 
the wa.ter. Under this process, the food 
retains all its nutritive qualities and | 
natural flavor, and can be kept inde­
finitely wi/haht going bad. Meat, fish, 
and vegetables are just as good, three 
years after they were procured as they 
were at fish, and just as palatable and j 
tasty when coo"ked. In the dehydration j 
of fish no salt or preservative is used, 
and the result is superior, he claims to j 
canning, while in addition it is much j 
less expensive.

Vegetables like cabbages and onions 
when subjected to the dehydration 
process are sliced. One and a half j 
ounces of these dehydrated vegetables 
.ire sufficient to make soup for five 
people. To cook them, the housewife | 
must first cover them with water when I 
they begin immediately to swell upl 
find regain their natural freshness and 
color, having had restored to them the 
water taken from them by the de- | 
hydration process. In the case of de- I 
hydrhtod fruits, they must first be put 
in water for twsi or three hours, then ] 
stewed or cooked in the ordinary way.

Banana Coffee.
Mr. Spawn has with him samples of 

dehydrated apples. Nothing has been | 
wasted during the dehydration pro­
cess. for the cores and peelings have 
been made by him into fine quality ap­
ple jelly. The peelings and cores of 
one lushel of apples will make seven, 
half-pint glasses of jelly, he states.

In addition to dehydrating foods, 
Mr. Spawn has experimented with and 
perfected new foods. He recommends 
banana coffee, made by dehydrating 
bananas, then roasting and grinding I 
up the dehydrated substance. Banana | 
coffee is brewed in the same way as 
ordinary coffee for dringing and is, 
Mr. Spawn declares, the most perfect ! 
imitation of coffee. It further has the I 
advantage that one pound of banana j 
coffee goes as far as two pounds of j 
ordinary coffee.

Housewives who lament the fact that 
bread will go stale will learn with in­
terest of sweet potato flour. If the 
housewife would only use 25 per cent. 
potato flour with her ordinary flour, 
she would never be bothered with stale 
bread, the dehydration expert says.
He further points, out economic ad­
vantages to be gained by the use of 
potato flour. In 1910 the increase in 
wheat production in the United States 
was only 12 per cent, more than in 
1900, but the increase of population 
was 21 per cent. The demand is grow­
ing greater than the supply and unless 
some substitutes are discovered, 
there will not be sufficient for the peo­
ple’s needs, he maintains, hence the 
importance of finding substitutes. The 
only thing sweet potato flour nrfll not 
do which ordinary flour does Ns to 
make a light loaf of bread, Mr. Syawn 
declares. But used as an addition to 
ordinary flour to the proportion of 25 
per cent, it does away with staleness, 
for potato flour will never grow stale.

Banana flour Is excellent for baby’s 
food. There is nothing better, accord­
ing to Mr. Spawn. Made like porridge, 
tt is not only ideal for infants, but a 
good breakfast food for adults. j |

One of Mr. Spawn’s methods of 
making converts tor dehydration is to 
invite people to dinner and glvq them 
nothing but dehydrated foods. The 
menu of one such dinner included 
crab cocktail, vegetable soup, shrimp, 
moquettes,' fried smelts, boiled ss3- 
mon. clam fritters, green peas, sweet 
potato biscuits, spinach, apple and 
pumpkin pies, sweet potato cakes, 
banana coffee and candied bananas, 
all made from dehydrated products.

To carry out his experiments with 
foods, Mr. Syawn has travelled all 
ever the world, experimenting and 
studlng food in each country, and 
setting up dehydration plants in many 
cities. In addition to teaching men 
how to take charge of them. Ht 
vis’ted, he states, every country v 
cept Russia. During the war he didF 
much work in dehydration of foods. A 
native of Albany, New York, he has

The theory of the witness is that the 
brake was not put on until the car 
was 24 feet behind the stomps. It the 
oar had done what Mr. Silverlock bad 
said, it would be smashed to pieces 
and not in its present condition ; he 
thought that Mr. Silverlock’s theory 
was absolutely 'ridiculous.

Witness did not ask for 
medical attendance, he said he was 
alright, llie length of the car was 
between 13 and 15 feet. There were 
three in the front seat, but this fact 
did not interfere in any way with the 
operation.

Maurice H Hr ham, sworn, examined
by Mr. Emerson. Witness is a motor 
mechanic and is employed at Reid’s. 
He has been at the work for the past 
eight years. He has been connected 
with the Reid car since it came here. 
There is a dent in the left hand rear 
part of the car, but it was caused by 
backing into a pole. If any adjust­
ments had to be made to the car, wit­
ness had to do It. The brakes were 
adjusted about one week before the 
accident. After the adjustment the 
brakes were working alright, but the 
right was not, it meant too much work 
to fix it at the time. Witness examin­
ed the car at Fort Townsend, in com­
pany with Frank Marshall. A good 
test of the brakes was made at the 
time. The car has no speedometer. 
A speedometer does not add to the 
efficiency of a car, nor does being 
without them take from the car’s 
worth.

Cross-examined by Mr. Bradley. 
The gear box is on the back axle. The 
hand brake is used only for parking 1 
purposes, but when the foot brakes 
are working, the hand brake is prac­
tically unnecessary, except when 
parking a car. The car would accom­
modate eight passengers. Witness did 
not know the width of the front seat, 
but there is ample room there for 3 
men.

Frank Marshall, sworn, examined 
by Mr. Emerson. Witness Is the pro­
prietor of a garage. He has sixteen 
years experience In motor mechanics, 
one year of which was spent In the 
United States. He saw Leonard Reid’s 
car and took part in an examination 
of the brakes of It at Fort Townsend. 
At first one side did not work as well 
as the other but afterwards both were 
locked and he put his full weight on 
the wheels and they withstood the 
test.

Mr. Howley then stated that there 
was another witness which he should 
like to call, but as the hour was late 
he couljl not produce him immediately. 
Judge Kent stated that It there were 
any more witnesses, he would come 
back at 7.S0, as he wasted to have all 
the evidence concluded before to-day.

Mr. Howley, after consultation with 
his colleague informed the court that 
as the witness he would call was 
merely a technical one, he would rest 
the case where It was.

The court then adjourned until 10 
o’clock this morning, when the ad­
dresses of the Counsel will begin.

At 10 a.m. Mr. Howley began his 
summing up and used the plans put 
in evidence to illustrate the various 
facts he wished to establish. The 
case he said at first sight bristled 
with difficulties. The Crown has 
charged Leonard Reid with Man­
slaughter and it is the Crown’s duty 
to prove Manslaughter and therefore 
must prove negligence on the part 
of the- accused. On the other hand 
the Defence does not have to con­
vince the jury that there was reck­
lessness or negligence in the driving 
of the car. Mr. Howley then went 
through the whole story as told by the 
witnesses called by the Crown and 
those by the Defence, pointing out 
where there was an agreement and 
where disagreement was evident.

counts being for larceny, and the lat­
ter two for embezzlement. Counsel for 
the defence then defined the terms, of 
larceny and embezzlement.

Larceny was made up of several In­
gredients all of which had to be proved 
against the prisoner to prove him 
guilty of that offence. Embezzlement 
similarly had various ingredients 
which had to he fully proved.

In larceny proof was necessary that 
some particular article or sum had to 
be stolen and In embezzlement some 
specific article or amount had to be 
misappropriated. A man Could not be 
convicted on assumption. The Crown 
had to prove the case without any 
doubt remaining. For if any doubt 
remained after the closing of the case 
for the Crown, then it was the duty of 
the jury to give the accused the bene­
fit of that doubt. A general deficiency 
in account was not sufficient to sus­
tain the charge of larceny, or embez­
zlement. Mr. Meaney had entered the 
liquor department in 1920 and was 
suspended from the office in 1923. No 
stock taking was done in the days of 
his predecessor in office, nor was 
there any stock taking until August 
6th, 1923, a considerable time after the 
accused left office. Without a list .of 
stock or account of the cash IV the 
bank Mr. Meaney couldn’t have any 
Idea of' the state of the department’s 
accounts. But a few days after he left, 
great care was taken that itemized 
statements were prepared to see how 
Meaney carried out his work during 
office.

Reviewing the evidence, Mr. Fox 
first perused the testimony of Holden 
whose evidence he said waa sadly lack­
ing in detail. He simply testified that 
barrels, cases and puncheons came 
from bond and the witness didn’t know 
what they contained. He kept books 
for his own convenience. He might 
have made regular entries, when re­
moving goods from bond, or might not 
have. If the Crown brought evidence 
against the accused-by the amount of 
liquor Imported, it was its duty to 
prove how many bottles and gallons 
were brought in. Holden in describ­
ing the methods of dilution, could not 
say if all the rum had been thus treat­
ed. In fact, counsel contended, nobody 
knew, or no evidence was there to 
show, how many thousand gallons of 
rum went out of the controllers at 
prqof, undiluted.

Again counsel pointed out, that the 
accused was charged with the larceny 
Of liquor diluted and at sale price, 
about 66,000 gallons, All the Crown 
had to do in its mathematics yester­
day was to make the rum 100% water 
and the charge could have been doubl­
ed, and this was supposed to be a de­
finite charge. If for instance 20,000 
gallons of rum came into the liquor 
department Mr. Meaney was charged 
with the larceny of nèarly 60,000 gal-

Wm. Donnelly, sworn and examined.
He was Deputy Auditor General. 

He audited the accounts at the Con­
troller’s Department In 1921-22-23. He 
audited the accounts by checking 
scripts. The scripts were considered 
as the revenue section of the depart­
ment. He found them correct. Wit­
ness also checked the bank account 
Including the receipts. Witness knew 
of a special account, being amounts 
paid In by the Controller. These were 
amounts not represented by scripts. 
These deposits were marked “special 
deposits” and went into the same ac­
count. Witness knew of no stock 
taking. It would be Impossible thus 
to trace leakages or losses. There 
was some talk of stock taking being 
done. It was never done. Witness 
deposed that as an auditor he couldn’t 
possibly audit the accounts of the 
department without a stock taking.

Sidney Morris, sworn and examined 
by Mr. Winter. Was engaged as 
accountant by Reid Son ft Watson. 
That firm made inquiries into ac­
counts of the Liquor Control Depart­
ment in Nov. and Dec., *923. Mr.

He was born on July 10, • 18E3, 
and joined the naval training ship 
Britannia In 1868, where one ot his 
youthful companions was the present 
Earl of Ypres. In 1874 Sir Percy 
served in the Ashanti War with dis­
tinction, and from that time onwards 
his name has been associated with 
gunnery, at which he became one of 
the greatest experts ot our time. In 
1898 he took command of the cruiser 
Scylla in the Mediterranean. It was 
not long before the Sylla became the 
most-talked-of ship in the Fleet. Gun­
nery was then at a low ebb, ant] the 
provision'tor training was but scanty. 
The average for the Navy was 31 per 
cent, ot hits, and when, under Captain 
Scott, as he then was, the Scylla 
achieved 80 per cent, there were many 
who could hardly credit the news. Sir 
Percy Scott made a great name with 
the public by his activities during the 
South African War. It was in this 
war that be became famous as the 
man who landed 4.7 naval guns and 
took them to the front at Ladysmith 
on carriages of his own invention. At 
the first instance his offer to do this 
was refused by the military au­
thorities, notwithstanding that the 
British retreat from Dundee had left 
the British base open to the formid­
able attack of Boer siege guns, and 
that his 4.7’s had a range equal to 
anything the Boers could bring up.
