than thetitle of * Right Honorable,” and

certain claims to precedence. The Privy
Oouneil dates back to the era of the Sax-
on kings, and represents that body of
councillors whose advice was supposed
from the early times of the Constitution
to relieve the Bovereign from personal
responsibility. - It was this institation in
which originated the theory that * the
king can do no wrong.” = Originally the
Privy Councillors were twelve in number,
but they were increased in later times,
antil, in the reign of Charles the Second,
the number was limited to thirty. The
Uabinet Council, however, consisting of
the great officers of State, who are also
Privy Couneillors, has in modern times
superseded the more ancient body, and
the Privy Council, or certain members of
it who are not members of the Cabinet,is
only summoned on extraordinary ocea-
sions. It is, however, quite consistent
with the character of the office that it
should be conferred on persons who, ina
confidential capacity have rendered ser-
vice to the sovereign. Lord Palmerston
offered the dignity to Richard Cobden,
after the negotiati which lted i
the Free Trade Treaty with France in
1860, but Cobdén refused, chiefly, it was
understood, from the extreme reluctance
hefelt to accept any honor at the handes
of a Minister, to whose general policy he
was 80 determinedly hostile. There is
nothing exceptional, therefore, in Sir
John A; Macdonald being made & Privy
Councillor ds an acknowlegement of his
services on the Washington Joint High
Commission. In addition to those who
are made Privy Councillors by Royal fav-
or, certain per are Privy Council-
lors by courtesy. Thus the Lord Mayors
of London, York and Dublin are styled
* Right Honorable ” although they are
n:;iver called upon to sct or sworn into
office.
