If the senate does not throw ont 
the bill, the women compoeitora who do 
night work, and who constitute a well 
paid and respectable body of work­
ers, will be deprived of their 
occupation. The new measure will 
also affect injuriously a number of wqmen 
connected with the greet markets of 
Parti.

London, March 5.—The Parnell Com­

mission reassembled this morning. Sir 
Richard Webster, Attorney-General, re­
lated the facts already made^known about 
Pigott’s communication to Solicitor 
Soames’ office from Madrid. The Attor­
ney-General said it is now desired to take 
up that part of the case which related to 
Irish work. Presiding Justice Hannen 
decided that the fact that the Irish World 
raised money for the Irish cause did not 
make the recipient of the money responsi­
ble for the paper’s articles, but it offered 
an important link of evidence regarding 
the distribution of newspapers inciting to 
outrage. Evidence submitted proved 
that between the years 1880 and 1881, 
copies of the Irish World were sent out 
either directly or indirectly from the 
offices of the National League 
and were found in possession of the League 
officers. The evidence on this point, 
therefore, is admissable. Upon applica­
tion from the Parnellite counsel, the court 
gave permission to John Dillon to go to 
Australia. Attorney-General Webster 
then resumed bis reading from the Irish 
World articles, in reference td Michael 
Davitt; also a speech of Dillon’s urging 
the destruction of the police engaged in 
the protection of landlords. Attorney- 
General Webster stated that another let­
ter from Pigott, posted March 2nd, had 
been received to-day. It had been sent 
to Soames’ office for “Mr. Ponsonby.” 
The letter was not read in cdhrt.

No army that it is possible for 
her to raise can do one tenth part as much 
for her safety as the fleet which she can 
build and man with comparative ease. 
There is talk about fortifying London, but 
men of experience say that London’a.f orti- 
fications must be on the British seas, that 
she must be in such a position that it will 
be impossible for a foreign army to land 
on her shores.

England’s naval supremacy is the great 
condition of her national existence. This 
is seen and acknowledged by the great 
fighting powers of the world, and they, 
have ot late years been spending large 
sums of money to contest with her that 
supremacy. France has been adding to 
her fleet a large number of vessels well 
calculated to do immense damage to the 
commerce of any nation with which she 
may be at war. She has afloat a fleet 
of fast-sailing cruisers, and is building 
many more. Admiral Krau, who is at 
the head of the naval department, has 
now in course of construction eleven 
armored vessels, five of which will be 
completed this year, and the rest in 1890 
and 1891. He is also building two steel- 
clad cruisers to run twenty knots an hour; 
these will be finished next year and the 
year after. He has also on the stocks 
eighteen cruisers of not less than 1,000 
tons displacement. Expenditure has also 
been authorized for strengthening the 
harbors of Cherbourg and Brest. What 
do these preparations mean ? These ves­
sels alone would make a formidable fleet, 
to say nothing of those that are already 
built and in commission.

As regards the merits of the little rule

As the 
President and President-elect appeared 
there was tremendous cheering from the 
dense throng surrounding the platform 
steps and porticos. The north and south 
ends of the Capitol were black with peo­
ple, while every window of the great 
building was framed to a sea of faces. 
Cleveland and Harrison were seated in 
front of the stand, the chief guests on the 
right and the sergeant-at-arms of the Sen­
ate on the left. When all were seated, 
Harrison arose and the Chief Justice ad­
ministered the oath of office. The crowd 
remained standing with uncovered heads 
as Harrison with bowed head kissed the 
open book. The crowd cheered again and 
again.

The President then delivered the in­
augural address. He referred to the 
European policy, touched on the tariff 
question, and said, we shall in the future, 
as in the past, use every endeavor to 
maintain and enlarge our friendly rela­
tions with all great powers, but they will 
not expect us to look kindly upon any 
project that would leave us subject to 
danger of hostile observation or environ­
ment. We have not sought to dominate 
or to absorb any ef our weaker neighbors, 
but rather to aid and encourage them and 
establish free and stable governments. 
We have a clear right to expect there­
fore, that no European government will 
seek to establish colonial dependencies 
upon the territory of independent Ameri­
can States, and that which a sense of jus­
tice restrains them from seeking they 
may be reasonably expected willingly to 
forego. It mnsfc be assumed, however, 
that our interests are so exclusively 
American that our entire inattention to 
any events that may transpire elsewhere 
can be taken for granted. Referring to 
the surplus, he said: 4‘While the treasu­
ry surplus is not the greatest evil, it is a 
serious evil. Our revenue should be am­
ple to meet ordinary annual demands on 
our treasury, with sufficient margin for 
those extraordinary but scarcely less 
perative demands which arise. Our 
expenditures should always be made with 
economy, and only upon public necessity. 
It will be the duty of congress wisely to 
forecast and estimate the extraordinary 
demands, and having added them to our 
ordinary expenditures, to adjust our rev­
enue laws so that no consideiable annual 
surplus will remain. ” He concluded thus: 
I do not mistrust the future. Dangers 
have been in frequent ambush along our 
paths, but- we have uncovered and van­
quished them all. Passion has swept 
some of our communities, but only to 
give us a new demonstration that the 
great body of the people are stable, pa­
triotic and law-abiding. The peaceful 
agencies of commerce are more fully re­
vealing necessary unity of all our commu­
nities. The intercourse of the people is 
promoting mutual respect. We shall find 
unalloyed pleasure in the revelation which 
our next census will make of the swift de­
velopment of our great resources. Each 
state will bring its generous contribution 
to the great aggregate of the nation’s in­
crease, and when the harvest from the 
fields, the cattle from the hills, and the 
ores of the earth are weighed and counted, 
we will turn from them all to crown with 
the highest honor the state that has most 
promoted education, virtue, justice and 
patriotism among its people.

Italy possesses a number of the heaviest 

battle ships in the world, and she is mak­
ing large additions to her fleet. It is 
suspected that her immense iron struc­
tures are out of date, but they have not 
been put to the test. Her “ programme 
for 1889 to 1891 contemplates a gradual 
increase of every class of ships from 
armored battleships through protected 
cruisers, of which class this nation owns 
some splendid specimens, down to speedy 
torpedo craft and armed sea-going tugs.” 
It will be seen from this that Italy has of 
late years risen to be a first-class naval 
power.

Russia, too, is preparing to contest 
with Great Britain the supremacy of the 
seas. She has a fine ifoet of ships of mo­
dern construction -and armament, and is 
building many more. Her Government 
proposes
battle ships, four second-class and ten 
ffrat-class cruisers. This fleet is not 
merely on paper, the ships are being 
built, and are turned out at the rate of 
three or four a year. Two battle ships 
are on the stocks, and four more cruisers 
have been ordered. Russia seems deter­
mined when war breaks out again to have 
a fleet that will not have to run under 
the guns of her forts for protection.

If he 
had known this, would he have placed

Mr. W. F. Bullen, secretary of the Albion 
Iron Works, in conversation with a Colo­
nist representative the other day, stated 
that he could not understand why such a 
strong stand had been taken ou the ques­
tion of admitting mining machinery free 
of duty. There was no necessity for the 
miner or company to go beyond Victoria 
in order to secure all the machinery he or 
they required. For years past the Albion 
Iron Works, Mr. Bullen said, has been 
making various kinds of mining machinery 
which have given every satisfaction.

So far as quartz mills are concerned, the 
genial secretary remarked, they are of the 
roughest kind of machine work and can 
be easily manufactured. In regard to 
patented concentrators and chlorinators, 
so soon as there is a demand for them, it 
would be an easy matter to arrange for 
their manufacture on payment of a roy­
alty. At present there was no demand, 
but as soon as there is, the Albion Iron 
Works is prepared to meet it. The com­
pany have been adding modern and costly 
machinery, are employing the 
best workmen and can turn out 
any character of iron work, ex­
cepting an ironclad or a locomotive. 
To-day the works are building engines of 
eveiy kind, including a triple expansion 
marine engine, and a variety of other 
complex machinery, and it would be 
absurd to say that they could not manu­
facture an infinitely simpler character of 
work.

They were prepared to-day, Mr. Bullen 
said in conclusion, to furnish, say a ten 
stamp mill, f.o.b., for about #1,800. This 
was much cheaper than the same machin­
ery could be imported for from San Fran­
cisco or Chicago.

“SISTER BOARDS OF TRADE”

was proposed by Mr. R. H. Alexander.1 
He hoped to see a provincial board formed, 
to hold meetings, annually or semi-aimu- { 
ally, at which matters of general interest 
to the province could be thoroughly dis- ^ 
cussed.

Mr. Robert Ward, president of the 
British Columbia Board of Trade, was 
first called upon to acknowledge the toast. 
He went back briefly to trace the history 
of commercial organizations in the pro­
vince of British Columbia, 
first “chamber of commerce” was formed 
in the city of Victoria, about 40 merchants, 
only one of whom now remains, joining 
together at that time to advance the 
interests of trade and commerce. From 
’63 till the early ’70’s came a series of de- ; 
pressing circumstances in provincial trade, 
and the chamber of commerce in ’73, to 
use a common expression, was on its last 
legs. It was resuscitated, however, and 
continued to exert a beneficial influence 
upon commerce until 1878, when the 
British Columbia Board of Trade was in- ) 
corpora ted under an act passed in 1876— ■ 
the Trades Act. The British Columbia 
board since its formation had been of 
great benefit to all classes of trade. It 
had given many reports to the provincial 
and Dominion governments, which had 
been followed and had been produc­
tive of much good to the country, 
and now numbered in all upwards of 100 
members. In New Westminster a Board 
of Trade was next organized and now has 
a membership of 56. It had accomplished 
much useful work, and had at its head a 
man than whom no better could be found 
—Mr. John Hendry. The Vancouver 
Board was last organized and had now 
some 60 members. The report had not 
yet been presented but it would no doubt 
show that the work of the Board was on 
the same magnificent scale as their prince­
ly hospitality. He referred to the com­
mercial prosperity of the province, quot­
ing a few figures to show the magnificent 
condition in which trade stood to‘day.

building was certainly at the time far in 
advance of any existing church edifices 
in the province in point of architectural 
beauty and adaptability as a place of wor­
ship. The foundation stone of the church 

laid by the Free Masons on the 20th 
August, 1868, and the usual deposits 
placed in the stone, interesting speeches 
being delivered on the occasion. Dr. 
Powell, as Master of the Scotch Lodge, 
laid the stone and received the gift of a 
silver trowel to be used on the occasion. 
The building was completed and dedi­
cated on the 4th of April, 1869, the Rev. 
Dr. Lindsley, of Portland, and Mr. Ait- 
ken, of the First Presbyterian Church in 
this city, assisting thereat. In 1870 the 
Rev. Thomas Sommerville was succeeded 
by the Rev. S. McGregor, who labored 
faithfully for eleven years against the tide 
of depression, which might well have led 
him to seek for a more promising field. 
In 1881 he resigned his charge and re­
turned to Scotland, where he still labors 
as minister of the parish gi Appin. 
Mr. McGregor was succeeded by the Rev. 
R. Stephen, who entered upon the pas­
torate in 1881 and resigned in 1886. In 
1887 the congregation determined to 
unite with the Presbyterian Church in 
Canada, and having obtained the consent 
of the Colonial Committee of the Church 
of Scotland, they applied to the Presby­
tery of Columbia at the meeting in 
November, in Victoria, to be received, 
requesting at the same time that the 
necessary steps be taken towards moderat­
ing in a call to a minister. On December 
8th s unanimous call was given to the 
Rev. P. McF. Macleod, which was as* 
cepfced by him, and on the 7th of March, 
or just a year „ ago to-day, Mr. Macleod 
was inducted into the pastoral charge of 
the congregation. This first year of the 
present pastorate has proved an eventful 
one in the history of the congregation,and 
the record of the year’s work is attached 
to this statement. The Pastor and 
Building Committee desire to record their 
thankfulness to Almighty God for all the 
mercies bestowed upon them in the past 
and earnestly trust that the erection of 
this new building may bind the hearts of 
the people together and lead to new con­
secration in the service of the Lord.

The tug Sea Lion returned to Port 
Townsend on Wednesday evening from 
the scene of the wreck of the Port 
don. Following is a statement of one of 
the men on the tug, as received from the 
mate of the stranded ship :

The vessel went ashore at daylight on 
the 27th of February, in thick weather, 
so thick they had no idea of their position 
on the chart. They struck the sand 
beach about seven miles below Destruc­
tion Island and went on head first. 
Being loaded with pig iron and fire brick 
the bark soon went to pieces. There was 
a big sea, and one boat containing four 
men was crushed and the men lost. The 
mate and 12 men arrived on the Sea Lion. 
The captain and six men started for Ta­
coma via Gray’s harbor.

News of the wreck was brought to 
Neah bay by Indians on foot from Quil- 
layutte. The Sea Lion picked up the 
men at Naas head, they coming out in 
canoes.

A SAILOR’S NARRATIVE.From The Daily Colonist. March 8.

LOCAL AND PROVINCIAL. The mate of the Port Gordon made a 
statement to the British vice-consul, but 
declined to give the same to the public, 
preferring to leave that to the captain. 
From a very intelligent sailor who came 
in on the Sea Lion the following thrilling 
story was obtained by the Post-Intdligen- 
cer correspondent :

“The vessel struck about 3 a. m., and 
the very first breaker swept the deck, 
carrying away boats, cabin and everything 
else clean. The vessel was held to port, 
and the only place where the men could 
live was on on the starboard side of the 
forecastle-head, and that with great dif­
ficulty.

“One seaman, a Mexican, volunteered 
to swim ashore with a line, and lost his 
life in the attempt.

“It was almost high water when the 
vessel struck. About 1 p. m., at dead low 
water, a raft was constructed by lashing 
the four hatches together. Two men pad- 
died the raft to shore, about four ship- 
lengths away, carrying a line with them, 
while another line ran back to the ship.
In this way two men at a time reached the 
beach. Twice the line broke, and was re­
placed after great trouble.

“One man fell off the raft and was 
drowned in the breakers. The cook and 
steward died from exposure a few mo­
ments after reaching shore. Indeed, the 
cook was dead before he reached land.

“The names of the men are Matthew 
Campbell of Greenock; Valentine, the 
cook ; Sackie and Gassey.

“The last man reached shore about dark, 
when the line attached to the raft parted, 
and Capt. Gibbs, who had not yet left the 
ship, had to stay all night in the foretop. 
He was rescued next day by Indians, but 
in what manner the sailors are unable to 
say, as they could not understand the 
Chinook language, which the Indians 
spoke.

“The men capped in the brush that 
night, and next day walked to an Indian 
village near Naas head, 15 miles distant.

“The ship’s back broke about the mid­
dle, but the mast was standing when the 
men left the scene. Nothing reliable can 
be learned as to how the ship happened 
to be in such a dangerous position, but it 
is thought that owing to the thick weather 
the master had no means of knowing his 
position. The cargo consisted of 500 tons 
of pig iron and about 400,000 fire brick, . 
consigned to Balfour, Guthrie & Co. and 
valued at $25,000. There was no rail­
road iron among the cargo, as at first re­
ported.

The Qaeen’s Navee.

London, March 7.—In the Commons, 
this evening, Lord George Francis Ham­
ilton, First Lord of the Admiralty, said 
that the vessels now being built, would 
be supplied with guns by the end of 1889. 
It was proposed, he said, to build eight 
first-class men of war of 14,000 tons, two 
of 9,000 tons, nine first-class cruisers, 
four of the Pandora type of cruisers, and 
eighteen of the sharpshooter type of tor­
pedo boats. Lord George said the total 
tonnage of the proposed ships would be 
318,o5o, and the total cost was estimated 
at £21,600,000.

London, March 7.. — Lord Charles 
Beresford /complained of the illogical na­
ture of the programme. The government 
could specify no real reason why just so 
many vessels, no more and no less, 
should be built. He gave notice of an 
amendment that the naval force of 
England ought to be kept equal to that of 
any two of the great powers, of which 
one should be France.

George Hamilton’s scheme.

Lord Hamilton asked that £10,000,000 
of the amount be granted from the con­
solidated fund, the remainder to be pro­
vided for in tiie ordinary estimates.

London, March 7.—The news of King

chain of events caused Milan to relinquish 
the throne at this particular time. The 
Pott Afall Gazette congratulates Russia 
upon the abdication, and boldly asserts 
that Milan’s principal object m thus 
abandoning his rights was that he might 
with more freedom indulge his unholy 
Mission for Madame Cristitch, wife of the 
Servian minister at Berlin. Milan’s in­
trigues with this woman are well known, 
and have been retailed in every European 
capital. It was because of his disgrace­
ful connection with Madame Christitoh 
that the friends of Queen Natalie sought 
to prevent Milan from obtaining a divorce 
last year.

The Strike at an End.
The strike on the O. R. & N. Com- 

>any’s lines has come to a speedy 
festerday morning the steamer North 

Pacific arrived from the Sound, bearing 
the good news that all hands had returned 
to work, the Company agreeing to 
tinue to pay the old rate of wages. The 
pay of those upon whom the cut was 
made was as follows: Captains*, $100, 
$126 and $150 per month, varying ac­
cording to length of service and size of 
steamer commanded; first officers, $60 to 
$76; pursers, $60; chief engineers, $100 
to $125; second engineers, $60 to $75; 
stewards, $60. In all cases in addition 
to wages the officers received board and 
lodging. Some of the employes state 
that the reduction was made without the 
usual warning, and that the pay already 
was 20 per cent, less than the scale paid 
on the same class of boats running out of 
San Francisco. The men have shown 
their good sense in returning to work as 
they did, and the general public is no 
doubt well pleased that the trouble had so 
speedy an end.

Tke Wanes at Miners.

It is reported that when the price of 
coal went up the wages of all miners on 
Puget Sound were advanced 15 per cent, 
on the stipulation that if the price of coal 
went down wages should be lowered as 
much as they had been (advanced. During 
the past few months the price of Seattle 
coal has dropped from $10 to $6 in the 
San Francisco markets, the supply being 
so much greater than the demand. Owing 
to drop in prices the coal companies 
now dainvfcbat at the present prices coal 
cannot be mined and marketed so as to 
leave a fair margin of profit. To meet 
this exigency meetiners have been held by 
the mine operators, and a reduction of 16 
per cent, in the wages of miners has been 
determined upon. Just when this reduc­
tion will go into effect has not been defin­
itely determined upon, but it will not be 
longer than a few days.

The stand taken by the Provincial Gov­
ernment’s counsel was: “Tour being pre­
vented by the Courts of British Columbia 
is nothing to us; ire did not ask the courts 
to stop you therefore you must pay the 
penalty agreed upon—$260,000.” The 
judge goes on to argue that when the 
non-performance of a contract is caused 
by events which oould not be foreseen or 
guarded against—the party making default 
cannot be held liable. The erroneous judg­
ment of the Supreme Court is what no 
man, however shrewd and far-seeing he 
may be, oould have anticipated and pro­
vided for. What the judge says on this 
point well deserves to be quoted:

“Can it be reasonably supposed,” he 
asks, “that the. circumstances of an 
erroneous -judgment and order being 
made by the Supreme Court of the 
province was in contemplation of the 
parties at the time this contract was made, 
or that it was a contingency that a pru­
dent man should have foreseen and 
guarded against? Most unquestionably 
not. Such a thing was never heard of 
before or such a stipulation never made. 
Then it was not a contingency to be 
guarded against or an incident as con­
nected with the subject matter of the con­
tract that oould be reasonably expected.”

Again he says : “It is impossible to 
conceive anything more disastrous to the 
country than to establish the doctrine 
that a man may be punished by fine and 
imprisonment if he does not obey, and 
then afterwards by a heavy penalty be­
cause he does obey the oider of the high­
est court of justice.” i Ur

It is said that'good law is common 
sense, and this is an example of it. It 
would be monstrous to punish any man 
for doing or reframing from doing what 
the law commands. If by obeying the 
law a man injures his neighbor, that 
neighbor should not have it in hie power 
to invoke the aid of the law to punish the 
law-abiding man fqr his obedience. If 
any one is to be punished it is the min­
ister of the law under whose order the 
injury was done. But as Judge Gray points 
out judges are not held personally respon­
sible for, the consequences of any error in 
judgment they may make. It is quite 
evident that if the province was injured 
to the extent of $260,000 by the mistake 
which Mr. Justice Begbie made in issuing 
the injunction, it would be, Judge Gray 
argues, unjust to compel the Railway 
Company, which was also injured by the 
mistake in other ways, to bear the con-' 
sequences of the mistake. There may be 
no remedy for the wrong done the prov­
ince by the delay of which the erroneous 
judgment was the cause, but whether 
there is a remedy or not Mr. Justice Gray, 
in his excellent judgment, shows very 
clearly that it is not fair that it should be 
provided by the -Railway Company. It 
apj>ears to us that the proposition which 
Mr. Justice Gray lays down and which he 
elaborates with such skill, is—that up man 
should be punished for obeying the law.

The 
report was “ read and adopted and or­
dered to be printed. ” It was so recorded in 
the votes and proceedings and was so re­
ported in The Colonist and Standard, 
but when the journals of the House ap­
peared it was seen that , the entry had 
been tampered with. - The word- “ ad­
opted ” was left out and the word 
“received” placed in its stead. The alter­
ation was ordered by Mr. T. Fell, 
clerk of the House, but on whose author­
ity he could not remember. The report 
of the committee was not printed in the 
journals of the House nor in the sessional 
papers for that year. According to the 
testimony of Mr. Richard Wolfenden, 
Government printer, the order not to 
print it in those records came from the 
Hon. Mr. Humphries, then Provincial 
secretary. This case of garbling, sup­
pression and contempt for the authority 
of the Legislative Assembly took place 
under the administration of the gentle­
man who now endeavors to get the House 
to censure a Government which did all 
and more than all that the select com­
mittees recommended. This is a good 
deal worse than inconsistency. With 
such a record behind them it is surprising 
that the members of the Opposition would 
have the effrontery to reproach any Gov­
ernment with having acted in an un­
constitutional manner with respect to t(he 
Reports of Special Committees.

The Leader of the Opposition appears 

determined to show in the most striking 
manner possible the poverty as well as the 
numerical weakness of his party. It can­
not be truly said of him that he despises 
the day of small things. On the con­
trary, he appears to have an uncontroll­
able desire to. magnify trifles and to deal 
seriously and solemnly with insignificant 
matters unworthy the attention of 
sensible men. On Thursday he com­
mitted the inexcusable blunder, from a 
party point of view, of moving a vote of 
censure on grounds so weak that defeat 
was inevitable. A motion of censure is a 
serious matter, and should not be hastily 
made or without good and sufficient rea­
son.
strength under circumstances in which 
defeat is both certain and disgraceful. 
But this is what Mr. Beaven did when he 
moved:

“That, in the opinion of this House, 
the action of this House in agree­

ing to adopt the report of a select 
committee of the House, and not 
subsequently carrying into effect its re­
commendation, is incorrect.”

The reader Will see in the first place 
the motion is exceedingly indefinite, so 
much so, that both the Speaker and one 
of his own followers, Mr. Bole, character­
ized it as “an abstract question. ” The 
idea of condemning a Government on an 
“abstract question” is simply absurd. A 
charge that is>made against a Government 
cannot be too clear, too specific or too 
well defined. The House and the coun­
try should be able to see at once what 
the act or omission is arakwhat is its im­
portance. The motion was in fact just 
the opposite to what it ought to have 
been.

But Mr. Beaven’s speech was not so ob­
scure as his motion. He according to the 
report in the organ of the Opposition ac­
cused the Government of not having car­
ried out the recommendations of the re­
ports of select committees in the cases of 
Samuel Greer, Rev. Mr. Ditcham and 
Messrs. L. and E. Gold. The reports of 
these committees had been adopted by 
the House and Mr. Beaven contended 
that the Government was in duty bound 
to carry out the recommendations they 
contained. Those who heard Mr. Beaven 
must have come to the conclusion that 
the recommendations of the reports were 
absolute and that the Government 
had. no alternative but to fol­
low a certain course which they 
indicated. If this was not the case the 
Leader of the Opposition was spending 
his strength in vain. He had in the pic­
turesque language of his organ no “am­
munition” to fire off, no “data” upon 
which to base an argument. He was 
simply wasting the time of the House and 
making a very unnecessary display of his 
poverty and his weakness. When we 
turn to the reports of these select commit­
tees as they appear in the journals of the 
House we are amazed to find on what a 
shadowy foundation the Leader of the 
Opposition’s charges were built. The con­
cluding sentence of the Report on Mr. 
Ditcham’s case is as follows:

“And we most respectfully recommend 
that the Government should take into 
their consideration the advisability of is­
suing a crown grant of said land to said 
George Ditcham upon payment of one 
hundred and sixty dollars for said land 
and a further fee of five dollars upon the 
Crown Grant.”

The Report of the select committee in 
the case of Samuel Greer ends in these 
words:

“We beg most respectfully to recom­
mend to the Government to take into 
their earnest consideration the advisabil­
ity of issuing a Crown Grant of the land 
comprised in pre-emption 1003 to Mr. 
Greer, or take such other steps 
Mr. Greer’s title to the land.”

In the case of the claims of Louis and 
Edward Gold the report concludes by 
recommending “that the Government 
should take into their consideration the 
advisability of allowing Messrs. Geld to 
complete the purchase of said land at 
$2.60 per acre.”

It will be observed that in each of these 
cases the select committee went no further 
than to recommend the Government “to 
take into consideration the advisability,” 
etc., and this left them at perfect liberty to 
adopt or reject the recommendation of 
the committee as they might see fit after 
having duly considered the matter. It is 
evident when a body of men are asked 
whether they consider it advisable to do 
this or that they have the alternative 
either to accept or reject. If this is not 
tbe case the words “take into consider­
ation the advisability” are a mere empty 
form. Receiving such a report does not 
by any means commit those who receive 
it to act according to any recommendation 
it contains. To be. asked to consider a 
proposition is a very different thing in­
deed from assenting to that proposition. 
But the Opposition appear to believe they 
mean one and theaame thing. If some friend 
of the Leader of the Opposition recom­
mended him very strongly to consider the 
advisability of taking a voyage to Europe 
would he not look upon him as a fit can­
didate for a lunatic asylum if he should 
declare that by merely listening to his 
proposal the Leader had consented to take 
the voyage?

It is quite clear that when the govern­
ment considered the advisability of doing 
what the committee submitted to them, 
they did all that was requited of them, 
no matter what action they afterwards 
took. They were asked to take the mat­
ter into consideration and these terms im­
plied the liberty to do as they thought 
right. So the Government's contention 
that by taking the recommendation of the 
committees into consideration, they did 
all that was required of them, is unques­
tionably sound, and that when the Lead­
er of the Opposition asked his followers to 
•ensure the Administration on the ground 
that they had not carried out the recom­
mendation of the report ef a select 
mittee, he placed them in a position which 
sensible men who understfcnd the English 
language would not care*to occupy.

ACLEAN UP.

We are glad to see that the Board of 
Aldermen are beginning to think of turn­
ing their attention to health matters. 
Couldn’t they hurry up a little? The 
weather is getting warm and parts of the 
city are already becoming odoriferous. 
Could not some system be devised under 
which property owners and the occupants 
of dwellings could be compelled to clean 
up their premises ? If they neglect this 
necessary business the city ought to un­
dertake to do it at the owners or occu­
pants expense. A few examples of this 
kind would brighten the ideas of a good 
many with respect to the necessity of 
keeping their places as clean as shovels 
and brooms can make them. No time 
should be lost in getting the system of 
sewers under way. Every day the ground 
near the dwellings is becoming saturated 
with noxious matter, which in time will 
breed disease.

This work of cleaning and draining is 
economical. If the citizens attend to it 
they will save some money—hard cash. 
Disease is expensive and funerals are 
costly. The scavenger is more easily paid 
than the doctor. Dr. Playter in the last 
number of the Health Journal gives its 
readers an idea of what epidemics costs. 
He calculates on the basis of 
civic statistics that in twenfy of 
the pargest cities and towns of 
Canada there occurred in the year 1887 
a total of 1,768 deaths from diphtheria, 
typhoid fever, measles and scarlet fever. 
At this rate, according to him, there are 
14,000 deaths from these diseases in the 
Dominion in a year. It has been proved 
over and over again that a proper regard 
for the laws of health diminishes the death 
rate from these diseases very greatly, and 
from all diseases to quite a considerable 
extent. If by doing what is known to 
be necessary for the preservation of the 
the public health even five thousand lives 
were saved in Canada yearly, what a gain 
this would be to the country and to hu­
manity. Our City Fathers should remem­
ber that every year in this city of Victoria 
men, women and children are poisoned by 
dirt as certainly as if opium or arsenic 
had been administered to them. If on 
the tombstones of all who die from pre­
ventable diseases the words “Killed by 
neglect”were carved people would be hor­
rified at the number of graves over 
which the condemnatory inscription would 
appear.

The judgment of Mr. Justice Gray in 
the case of Her Majesty’s Attorney Gen­
eral for the Province of British Columbia 
versus the Canadian Pacific Railway Com­
pany and others, which we publish to-day, 
is an exceedingly interesting document. 
The Judge shows his learning and his abil­
ity by making his decision so clear and so 
simple that a layman of ordinary intelli­
gence can fully comprehend his argument. 
It contains but few technicalities to per­
plex the general reader, and his lordship 
carefully avoids the use of words of 
learned length and thundering sound. 
The judgment is more like an appeal to 
the common sense of the public than an 
authoritative decision from a Judge’s 
Bench, and we are very greatly mistaken 
if nine out of every ten intelligent men in 
the country do not acquiesce in the con­
clusions at which Judge Gray has arrived 

The case is fortunately not a complex 
one. The Canadian Pacific Railway Com­
pany
1886, agreed with the Government of 
British Columbia to extend the railway 
westward from Port Moody to English 
Bay and Coal Harbor, and to erect term­
inal works in the vicinity of Goal Harbor 
on or before the 31st day of December, 
1886. Her Majesty, which in this case 
means the Government of British Colum­
bia, agreed to give the Company six thou­
sand acres of land at the proposed ter­
minus of the road. The Company com­
menced to build the road according to 
agreement, but certain land owners 
through whose property it was to pass re­
fused to permit the Company to 
proceed. They went to law with 
the Company and won their case in 
the Supreme Court of this province. 
They obtained injunctions forbidding the 
Company to go on with the work.

A WARNING.

A warning comes to British Columbia 
from the East. Fisheries there which a 
few years ago appeared to be inexhausti­
ble now show signs of giving out. The 
reason of this is plain. The fishermen have 
been too greedy. They have over-fished 
the waters, and they have used methods 
of fishing which were altogether too des­
tructive. They have been treating 
the goose that lays the golden egg in such 
a way ad very nearly to destroy her laying 
capacity. A tew years ago the lobster 

fisheries of Prince Edward Island were 
exceedingly productive. Lobster can­
neries were established at short intervals 
all round the edast of the Island and large 
numbers found employment in catching 
and canning the lobsters. The first sign 
of exhaustion was that tile average lob­

ster had become smaller and it took 
more ' of them to fill a can. Then 
the catch became small in number 
as well as m size, and many of the can­
neries were closed. A few years ago, 
178,000 cases were packed on the island; 
last year the number dwindled down to 
19,600. This year the outlook is not 
cheering for the lobstoroatohers. In Nova 
Scotia the same process is going on. In 
1887 the number of
139.363, and in 1888 it had decreased to
119.363. The Government is trying to 
preserve this source of wealth to the 
eastern maritime provinces by lengthen­
ing the close sèsson, but the improvident 
fishermen and cannera are howling against 
the salutary regulations. If it forbade 
the catching of lobsters for export alto­
gether for tworor three seasons, it would 
hardly repair the damage done by the 
wasteful methods employed by the fisher-

The catch of mackerel, too, on the 
eastern coast is becoming small by degrees 
and dishearteuingly less. As long as 
mackerel was caught with hook and line in 
the Gulf of St. Lawrence the average 
catch was good both as to num­
ber and quality. But after 
aeinee and traps were used for a few 
years the mackerel became scarce. Ac­
cording to statistics issued by the Boston 
Fish Bureau, the catch of mackerel in 
American and Canadian waters has dimin­
ished from 196,478’ barrels in 1878 to 48,- 
206]in 1888. This diminution is startling, 
and shows that the mackerel have been 
either driven off the coast or the waters 
have been overfished.almoet to the point 
of exhaoation. These figures and facts go 
to show that it is quite possible in the 
fishing business to carry enterprise too far, 
and that methods of fishing can be used 
that will in a few years exterminate the 
fish. It is to be hoped that the lesson 
which bitter experience has taught the 
eastern fishermen will not be lost on those

The time has, in the opinion of many, 
arrived when Victoria should have the 
services of a permanent assos .or. 
city would gain much if its property were 
valued according to some well understood 
principle. Many of the valuations are at 
present arbitrary and unjust. Some prop­
erty is valued too high and some too low. 
Property which is being benefited and 
enhanced in value by the labors of enter­
prising citizens is assessed far below its 
market value, while property on which en­
terprising men are straining every nerve 
to improve is heavily assessed. At pres­
ent energy and enterprise are taxed while 
indolence, apathy and greed are at a 
premium. What is wanted is a system of 
taxation which will be just to all, and this 
we can never have until an assessor is ap­
pointed whose business it will be to make 
himself acquainted with the circumstances 
of the several localities and with the value 
of the property in them so that it will be 
made to contribute to the civic revenue in 
proportion to the advantages it derives 
from civic institutions. It is foolish to 
expect the treasurer to do the work of the 
assessor as well as his own. He cannot 
devote the time to the business of assess­
ing that it requires. His own peculiar 
duties are quite sufficient to occupy the 
whole of his time, and if he performs 
them well it is more than has been done 
for a long time.

The city assessor should be an expert in 
his line, and he should be perfectly free 
from all distracting influences. He should 
be also in a position to value property im­
partially without, as the saying is, fear, 
favor or affection. This he cannot do if 
he has a hundred other things to attend 
to, or if he is mixed up in business trans­
actions with the owners of real estate. 
He should be a civic official bound to de­
vote the whole of his time to his city 
work. Such an official would be worth 
much more to the city than the amount of 
his salary. It is to be hoped that the 
Corporation will see their way to obtain 
power to appoint such an official if they 
do not already possess it, and that they 
will place in the position the best man 
that can be had.

The 
Indians for whom these reserves, and two 
others, have been established, are re­
ported to number 639 souls.

Mr. Beaven again expressed dissatisfac­
tion with the answer given by the chief 
commissioner to his question: “What is 
the maximum or minimum area of land 
granted to any one individual or corpo­
ration ?”

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HARRISON’S CABINET.
The Nominations Confirmed by the Senate.
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Washington, March 6.—In the Senate 
to-day, the committee which had been ap­
pointed to notify the President that the 
Senate was ready for business, reported 
that the President would communicate with 
the Senate in a short time. Resolutions 
were offered authorizing the appointment 
of a special committee to investigate the 
method" of transacting the business of the 
executive departments, and declaring that 
the Secretary of the Treasury should pur- 
cease $4,000,000 in bullion for silver coin­
age.

fv A NEW DEPARTURE.

The inauguration ot the President was 
in every way an impressive spectacle. A 
man who was but the other day a bumble 
private citizen, not distinguished in any 
way from thousands of his countrymen, 
has been called upon to be the head of a 
great nation, and invested by its citizens 
with greater power than any crowned 
head, with the exception, perhaps, of the 
Czar of Russia. So sudden and so great 
an elevation is almost without precedent 
in the history of the world. A few 
months ago no particular importance was 
attached to the public utterances of Gen­
eral Harrison. What he said may have 
had a local influence, but it was not felt 
much beyond the county or the state in 
which he resided. But now this is all 
changed. What the President of the) 
United States says in his official capacity 
is of more than national importance. The 
speech which he delivered in front of the 
Capitol in Washington on Monday was 
listened to with profound attention 
by the thousands who assembled to 
witness the inauguration ceremony, and 
was read with the deepest interest by the 
people of every civilized country under 
the sun. That speech was not one of 
mere ceremony. It was not couched in 
the vapid but inflated language of compli­
ment. It was the utterance of a states­
man who was taking upon himself an im­
mense responsibility, and it outlined the 
policy of a nation. From it the world is 
justified.in concluding that the great pow­
ers will not be justified in forming their 
policy and in determining the relations 
that shall exist between them, in exclud­
ing the United States from their calcula­
tions. It appears that President Harrison 
is determined that on this continent, at 
least, the influence of the Republic at 
whose head he has been placed shall be 
constantly felt. He and his advisers have 
evidently made up their minds to assert 
the Monroe Doctrine and not to permit 
any European nation to gain a foothold in 
North America,

“WeKave not sought,” he says, “to 
dominate or to absorb any of bur .weaker 
neighbors, but rather to aid and encour­
age them to establish free and stable gov­
ernments. We have a clear right to ex­
pect, therefore, that no European gov­
ernment will seek to establish colonial de­
pendencies upon the territory of inde­
pendent American States; and that which 
a sense of justice restrains them from 
seeking they may be reasonably expected 
to forego. It must not be assumed, how­
ever,” he adds, “that our interests are so 
exclusively American that our entire inat­
tention to any events that may transpire 
elsewhere can be taken for granted.”

This was said in order that foreign 
powers must . not expect the United 
States “to look kindly upon any project 
that would leave us subject to danger of 
hostile observation qr environment. ” The 
government of France therefore must 
take the hint and not interfere to com­
plete the Panama Canal or in any way 
make that work a national undertaking ; 
and Bismarck was quietly informed that 
he must not calculate to have everything1 
his own way in the Samoan Islands. 
Whether or not the President had any 
reference to Canada is not very clear, but 
the speech is open to the interpretation 
that the Harrison Administration will not 
regard with a very friendly eye the de­
pendency of any European power on this 
continent of North America.

The United States, because 
she is big and strong and is taking meas­

▲ Courageous Act.
The Nanaimo Free Press gives the fol­

time necessary. The doctrine of “nunc 
pro tunc” comes in, and what might and 
ought to have been done then can be done 
note.

It is impossible to conceive anything 
more disastrous to a country than to es­
tablish the doctrine that a man may be 
punished by fine and imprisonment if he 
does not obey and then afterwards by a 
heavy penalty because he does obey the 
order of the highest court of justice in 
the Province. It would be better that 
courts should be done away with and 
government by representative institutions 
in the country abolished.

The proposition that in a contract a 
man must protect himself by stipulations 
against the- errors of such a court is 
equally unfounded in law and unsustained 
by authority. Such a proposition as ap­
plicable to such a court never was heard 
of before, and the more important does 
the necessity of giving weight to the 
principle that protection follows obedience 
to the order of such a court become, from 
the fact that no retfoedy ever, lies against 
the party who obtained the order, if 
fairly obtained in furtherance of what 
he conceived his legal rights. “Nullus 
videtw dolo facere qui jure suo sutitur.” 
The whole difficulty arises from the mis­
construction of the court on a point of 
law, and for that no man is punishabl 
certainly not the judge, for public policy 
does not hold him to be infallible, or re­
quire him to become an insurer; certainly 
not the party, who obeys, because he has 
done what the law requires him to do. 
The plaintiffs in this particular instance, 
perhaps, belong to that class referred to 
in Baker vs. De Crespigney* for whom 
the legislature has not deemed it neces­
sary to provide any particular compen­
sation.

There is yet another point on which I 
am called upon to express an opinion.

“Obedience to the law in tts executive 
capacity will not work a wrong. ” This is one 
of the oldest principles known for guidance 
in;the administration of justice, for, as re­
marked by the whole court in the Count­
ess of Rutland’s case (6 Rep. 63) nearly 
three centuries ago, otherwise “by color of 
law andt justice, they thereby do against 
law and justice, and so make law and jus­
tice the author and cause of wrong and 
injustice.” And in 12 C. B. 416, speak­
ing of the maxim, “An act of the court 
shall prejudice no man,” Creswell, J., 
observes: “It is founded upon justice 
and good sense and affords a safe and cer­
tain guide for the administration of the 
law. By way of illustration, the court 
orders a man not to do & thing, punishes 
him by fine'and imprisonment if he does 
it or attempts to do it, and then 
if he obeys the order and does not 
do U, adjudges him. liable to a heavy 
penalty for failing to do it. To common 
sense that ap] tears queer ; yet, that 
is exactly this case: The Supreme 
Court of British Columbia by a majority 
of its judges, ordered the Company under 
pain of fine and imprisonment not to go 
on with the work of extending that road 
to Coal Harbour and English Bay, and now 
the same court is asked to adjudge a 
heavy penalty against the Company be­
cause they lid not go on.

(Before Mr. Justice Gray.) 

Judgment, March 2,1889.—Her Majesty’s 
Attorney General for tiie Province of 
British Columbia, Plaintiff vs. The 
Canadian Pacific Railway Company, 
Donald A. Smith, Wm. 0. Van Home 
and Sanford Fleming, Defendants :

Mr. Justice Gray.—The importance of 
the principle involved, the high standing of 
the litigating parties, and the large pecu­
niary amount at stake in this cause, render 
it certain that whatever may be my decis­
ion, an appeal will be taken, from court to 
court to the highest court of the em­
pire. I shall therefore deem it necessary 

exDresa my conclusions as briefly as 
possible, consistently with clearness.

On the 26th November, 1886, the Cana­
dian Pacific Railway Company, with the 
three defendants as sureties, executed a 
bond to Her Majesty the Queen for the 
sum of $260,000. The condition of the 
bond was that the Companv should really 
and truly perform ana observe all and 
singular the terms and conditions of an 
agreement made on the 23rd of Febru­
ary, 1886, between the Queen as repre­
sented by the Chief Commissibner of 
Lands and Works of the Province of 
British Columbia of the one part, and the 
said Company of the other. As set out 
on the pleadings, the agreement is as fcd- 
Iows:

This agreement made the 83rd day of Febru­
ary A. D. 1885, between Her Majesty Queen 
Victoria, represented by the Honorable the 
Chief Commissioner of Lands and Works of the

GOLD COMFORT.was necessary in order to teach the people 
how to use the free institutions which 
they gained so stowly, and for which 
many of them paid so high a price in suf­
fering and in blood. It will be interest­
ing to observe what use the Japanese will 
make of the freedom that has been, so to 
speak, thrust upon them. They have had 
no political education. They have not 
paid the price of freedom. Will they 
demonstrate to the world that a free na­
tion can be bom in a day; that there is a 
people who can adapt themselves to new 
political conditions as easily as a man can 
adapt himself to a new coat or a new 
pair of pants? The experiment is an in­
teresting one, and it, is greatly to be 
hoped that it will prove a brilliant suc­
cess.

Our neighbors the Americans, since 
their little misunderstanding with Ger­
many, are turning their attention te their 
means of defence in case of invasion. 
Their harbors and sea-board cities would 
be in immediate danger. What chance 
would they have of preserving them from 
destruction? They have in commission 
the Texas, the Dolphin, the Boston, the 
Atlanta and the Chicago, fine ships, 
all of them. Besides these they have 
five swift 4000 ton steel cruisers of 
the Charleston type nearly completed. 
Then there are ten first-class men-of-war, 
including one armored vessel of 7300 tons 
and two of 5000 tons in course of con­
struction or actually afloat. They have 
the monitors too, which they think would 
be useful for harbor defense. There is 
also a bill before Congress to add fifteen 
more fast cruisers to the navy. Then 
they have sea coast guns which throw 
a nine foot shell containing 600 pounds of 
dynamite. If one of these shells should 
strike .an enemy’s vessel, let it be ever so 
big and strong, it would smash it to 
smithereens. Cataloguing their means of 
defence in this way only shows how very 
weak and defenceless they are. The 
greater and most formidable part of this 
force would not be immediately Available, 
and the énemy’s shifts could destroy or 
very greatly damage every sea-board city 
without coming within range of these dyna­
mite guns. The troth is that our neigh­
bors have neither ships nor guns that 
could offer any effective resistance to a 
first-class naval power. It would suffer 
dreadfully in the first months of a war 
with such a power. “ The Battle of the 
Swash,” though a fiction, shows forcibly 
the harm that such an enemy could do 
with almost perfect impunity. One Am­
erican journal’ seeing how weak 
the United States is, and looking 
round for some means of meeting Ger­
many if the Samoan difficulty should 
lead to war, gives it as its conviction that 
Great Britain would not allow Germany 
to destroy the American seaboard cities. 
It calculates that blood being thicker than 
water, Great Britain, if she saw the 
United States coast threatened by a for­
midable German fleet would interpose to 
prevent the destruction of some of tiie 
finest cities in the world, whose inhabi­
tants are mainly of British origin, and 
who speak the English language. There 
may be something in this speculation, but 
the fact that citizens of the United States 
in view of an invasion by a powerful 
European power confidently look to Great 
Britain as an ally, proves that the two 
kindred nations are not so far apart as 
one would be apt to consider if he heard

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A COLLAPSED CASE.

Tke sadden and complete collapse of 
the Times case was a surprise to the pub­
lic, and must have filled the hearts of the 
Gavemment and their supporters with 
dismay. No one could imagine that the 
case of the Times was built on so unsub­
stantial a foundation. It was natural to 
suppose that statements made with such 
confidence, and which related to subjects 
of such very great importance, would be 
based on something stronger and more 
reliable than the unsupported assertions 
of traitors and spies, who were known to 
be doubly foresworn. Who would think 
that men of business—men who had been 
entrusted with the direction of a great 
newspaper which had become a national 
institution, would be so wanting in ordi­
nary prudence as to risk its reputation 
and a very great portion of its means on 
the mere word of men who must have 
been perjurers and unfaithful to the trust 
reposed in them when they sold them the 
information and the documents on which 
they relied to prove their case. Every 
one takes the evidence of a traitor and a 
spy with distrust. Unless it is confirmed 
by the testimony of honest men whose 
word cannot be doubted, and by circum­
stances which cannot lie it is simply 
worthless. Yet it was on the evidence of 
men of the worst character and 
no other that the managers of 
the Times depended to prove the
authorship of the letters alleged
to have been written at the instance of 
Mr. Parnell and signed by him. 
enquiry must have shown the managers of 
the Times that Pigott was not a man to 
be believed on his oath, and that Le 
Caron had broken so many oaths that he 
would have no scruple in breaking one 
more. What any shrewdinan might have 
expected came to pass. The witnesses 
with such a black record could not stand 
the test of cross-examination. Their test­
imony made no impression on the public 
mind and the witness on whom they 
placed the most reliance broke completely 
down. One cannot but feel sympathy 
with the managers of the Times. Their 
discomfiture is complete and they will 
have, noi|oubt, to pay heavily for their 
rashness and want of discernment. 
No one but the most unreasoning partisan 
supposes for a moment that the British 
Government is responsible for the folly of 
the Times, They will in fact be great 
sufferers by its failure to prove its case 
against Parnell and his associates. They 
will have to suffer severely for having 
placed confidence in the discretion and 
judgment of the managers of that paper. 
But it is useless to speculate on the con­
sequences, near and remote, of this gigan­
tic fiasco of the Thunderer.

In the second or present case thé Court 
of British Columbia by a majority, 
stopped tiie Company from going on with 
tiie performance of their oontraçt when 
it had full and ample power and and was 
carrying out their contract.

The Brantford case, therefore, has 
very little bearing and is of no authority 
whatever to show that obedience to the 
order of a court of competent jurisdiction 
is not a justification.

The case of Marcus & Co. vs. The 
Credit Lyonnaise London Agency, A. D. 
1884, VoL I, 60 Law Times, 194, brings 
up the question whether what foreign 
law recognizes as a “vis majore” is to be 
incorporated into an English contract so 
as to relieve from performance, but is ap­
plicable in the present case only as cit­
ing an observation of Lord Ellenborough 
where he says the-rule laid down in Par- 
adene vs. Jane has often been recognized 
in courts of law as a sound one—L e., 
“that when the party by his own contract 
creates a duty or charge upon himself he 
is bound to make it good, if he may, not­
withstanding any aocident by inevitable 
necessity, because he might have pro­
vided against it by his contract.”

Kirk vs. Gibbs et al., 1st Hurst & Nor­
man, 810; Spence et al. vs Chadwick, 16 
L. R. N. S.,2., B., 213; Barker vs. Hodg­
son, 3 Mare & S., 267, are simply as to 
the effect of foreign law and foreign ope­
rations excusing or not excusing non­
performance of a contract made in Eng­
land, unless properly guarded against in 
the contract.

In all these cases ordinary prudence 
could have foreseen or provided against the 
contingencies, which prevented the per­
formance of the contracts made, and 
therefore might have been in general 
terms stipulated* against, because they 
were more or less incident to the busi­
ness, the subject matter of the contract; 
but no one entering into a contract in this 
country is bound to anticipate that the 
highest court in the province will makean 
erroneous decision in law and stipulate 
against it.

Mr. H. H. Cook, M. P., is one of our 

Canadian public men who have so high an 
opinion of their ability that they think 
that they can do their own work and after 
it is done help the legislators of the 
mother country to do theirs.

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THE SCHOOL REPORT.

We have received the Seventeenth An­
nual School Report of the Public Schools 
of British Columbia, 1887-1388. It is 
quite a bulky volume and contains much 
valuable information. It shows that edu­
cation is in a vigorous condition in the 
province. The schools are increasing in 
numbers, and it appears to be the object 
of the Government to place the means of 
obtaining a good elementary education 
within the reach of every child in the 
province. The total number of pupils 
enrolled during the year was 6,372, an in­
crease of 1,027, or about 20 per cent, 
over the number on the roll in 1886. 
This is a good showing. Twenty per 
cent, for one year is a very large increase. 
The daily attendance was 3,093 46, or not 
quite a half of those enrolled. This does 
not look well for either teachers or 
parents, or perhaps both ; 48.64 per cent, 
of those on the rolls is altogether too 
small a proportion. By a comparative 
statement we see that last year’s daily at­
tendance is lower than it has been for the 
lest sixteen years. The Superintendent 
accounts for the decrease in the aveiage 
attendance by “ the unusually revere 
weather daring part of the winter 
session, as well as by the fact 
that contagious diseases, especially in­
cident to children prevailed in nearly all 
the districts.” But he seems to have a 
suspicion that there have been other 
causes at work to keep the children out of 
school for he says “there are school dis­
tricts in which there is shown a marked 
indifference as to the record of tiie schools 
in regard to the average daily attendance 
maintained. It is to be hoped that the 
current year will show an improvement, for 
the inhabitants of this province enjoy 
great educational advantages and it will 
be a great reproach to them if they do not 
live up te their pledgee. The amount ex­
pended on education last year was 9113,- 
679,divided aa follows: Education proper, 
999,902; Land and Works Department, 
913,777. This is a very large sum and in 
proportien to the population we venture 
to say a larger torn than is paid for the 
same purpose by any province in the Po­
rn inion.

The total number of schools in the 
province is 99. There are 3 high schools, 
9 graded schools, 4 ward schools and 83 
common schools. Seven new 
were established in the province last 
year. The districts were Donald, Eng­
lish, Kensington Mountain, Rooky 
Point, Tolmie and Victoria West. Five 
new
tiens made to three. The number of 
teachers on the permanent staff last year 
was 124. This, year there are 133 be­
sides three monitors. The inspector 
speaks highly of the way in which the 
schools are conducted. He says, “As a 
rule the teachers employed in the schools 
visited were laboring with good results. 
Many young teachers taking charge of 
schools for the first time have shown con­
siderable tact and earnestness. ” He, how­
ever, reminds t))e teachers that-they have 
not stripped the tree of knowledge quite 
bare and tells them that careful study and 
intelligent experience will always be found 
essential to the beat*teaohing. Mr. WiP 
son’s report bears indications that he 
takee a great interest in his work and that 
he is competent to perform it thoroughly. 
Inspection is a very important part of the 
educational system. So one thing can

A NATION TRANSFORMED.

The people of Japan have shown in the 
clearest way that they appreciate the ad­
vantage of western civilization. A few 
years ago they appeared to be an ignorant 
people, scarcely more than half civilized. 
They were heathens, too, and it seemed 
that they had a strong antipathy to every 
form of Christianity. All that is changed 
now. The Japanese have proved them­
selves to be the least conservative people 
in the world. They evidently have no 
veneration for anything that is old be­
cause it is old. When they are convinced
that the new ia better than the old they 
adopt the new without a moment's hesita­
tion. The ruling class has studied the 
civilization of Europe and America. 
They find that in many respects the insti­
tutions, political and social, of those 
continents are better than their own, and 
they have transplanted them to Japan 
wholesale. It is some time since they 
have, to quite a considerable extent, 
adopted the costume of the west and the 
east. Their own flowing garments

The Japanese have adopted a ready-made 
constitution. The whole framework of 
government has been re-organized. The 
government provided for them is a consti­
tutional one, that of Germany, it is said, 
being taken ae the pattern. The Mikado 
is still to be the bead of the Government, 
but he is to be a very different ruler 
from the Mikado of former times. He 
is. to be assisted in governing the 
nation, by a House of Peers, some of the 
members of which are to be nominated 
and hereditary, while others are to be 
elected, and a House of Commons of three 
hundred members. The popular chamber 
is to be elected by men over twenty- 
five years old who pay twenty-five dollars 
in taxes. Religious liberty, freedom of 
speech, and the right of public meeting 
are to be secured. This new constitution 
is principally the work of Count Ito, who 
has been studying tiie political institutions 
of Europe and America for many years 
past. How fsr the people of the country 
approve of the change, or whether or not 
they are in a position to appreciate and 
benefit by their new institutions, 
we have no means of knowing.
