One shot
exploded on the bridge, and strickingly
demorstrated the effeet of shell fire,
everything around being torn to tat-
ters and resembling the debris of a
machine shop. All the torpedo tubes
were filled after the fight, indicating
that mone had been fired, e Rus-
sians knew evidently that they were
going to inevitable deafh, = yet they
fomgit until their ship was unmanage-
able.

The. fact that no bombardment was re-
ported indicates that the Russians did
not find the enemy’s bawme, and the
search for it will probably Be continued
until it is crowned with success, Batis-
faction is expressed with Vice Admiral
Makaroff’s daring, as not only has it
established the fact that the Russian
fleet is intact save for the battleship
iCzareviteh and is ready to fight if nec-
essary, but also because it is certain
to encourage the personnel! of the Russian
force and cause the Japanese to believe
‘that the Russians may net after all re-
main on the defensive.

Exchange @reetings on Board

Naples, March 26,—King Victor Em-
manuel, accompanied by Foreign Min-
ister Tittoni, arrived here at noon and
shortly atferwards boarded the German
Imperial yacht Hohenzollern. After
lunching’ with = Emperor William, the
King went on board the Italian flagship
Sicilia, where he was rejoined by the
Emperor, with whom he inspected the
Italian fleet, amid the pooming of can-
non, the cheers of the crews and a great
display of enthusiasm on ®he part of
the population.” It rained in the morn-
ing, but the weather cleared in the after-

IKing Victor toasted Emperor William,
saying: “My people and I recognize and
love your Majesty as a faithful and
sure friend.

Biitish Metiopolis Shocked By
a Rival of “Jack the
Ripper”

Tondon, March 26.—Public interest"
continues to be largely absorbed in the
extraordinary developments following
the suicide of a man named George:
Crossman. On the night of March 23rd,
Crossman, who was living in the re-
Spectable suburbs of Kensalriz, killed
himself to avoid arrest by the police,
whose suspicions had been aroused re-
garding the contentg of a trunk which
Crossman was sending away from his
house.

On opening the trunk the body of a
woman was found encased in cement.
An investigation proved that she was
murdéred about six months ago and
that she was one of Crossmans eight
wives.. Five of his wives were traced
and found alive, and one is dead and
two are missing. - The identity of the
body found in the cement cannot yet
be ascertained on account of decompo-
sition and injury to the skull, which
had been split by an axe or some other
instrument. The police believe it pos-
sible that the investigation may prove
that Crossman adopted a simiar me-
thod in ridding himself of other super-
fluous wives, of which it is suspected
Wie snay have had several who have
not yet been traced.

Though only about thirty years old,
Crossman’s career rivals that of the
most famous criminals. Under various
aliases he led a double, and even a
triple, married life, posing successtully
‘accerding to the fancy of the moment,
46 un engineer, compositor or wigmaker
or bookmaker,

‘His chief means of support, however,
appeured to have been derived from his
Wwives,  several of whom he secured
through advertisements. His neighbors
always regarded Crossman as a respect-
able man who led a quiet and uninter-
esting life,

ICrossmans first wife died, apparently
of natural causes, in 1897. He 1e-
married in 1898 at Maidstone, and the
same year contracted a bigamous mar-
Tiage at Maldon, with the result that
he was sentenced to five years’ penal
servitude. (Good conduct in prison en-
abled Croseman to avoid the tull térm.

©ne free, he set to work to marry by.
wholesale. Wife-number four was quick-
ly secured. She and her baby were-
lving at Crossman’s house at Kensal-
riz. At Reading Crossman secured a
fifth wife,, Under the name of Seaton.
4 month later, he married again. The
whereabouts and fate of this sixth wife
are still uncertain. He took his seventh
and eighth wife in the young daughter-
of a London railroad man, and she is
supposed to be the victim he encased
in cement,

At - the time of his swicide Crossman.
thus had five wives besides several chil-
dren. The discovery oecurred through.
the suspicions of a lodger to whem.
Crossman let some rooms at Kensalriz.
Crossman was_ living with one of his-
many ‘wives, who occupied the same
room where the dead body of the other
wife was concealed in a trunk. The
lodger traced an odor thereto and
Crossman commenced to send the trunk.
away. When he attempted to do so
the lodger notified the police, and when:

‘they attempted to arrest him, Crose-

man cut his throat and died iustantly.
The, body found in the trunk, from
which the eement has mew been chip-
ped off, is that of a young woman.

Russlans See Signs of Japan-
ese Violating Territory of

Mikado’s Disguised Soldiers are
Located Along Manchurian
Roads.

New Movements Seem to Indi-
cate Complete Change
of Plans.

St. Petersvurg, March 24—~The war
office is in receipt of persistent reports
that thé Japanese are preparing to land
on Chinese territory on the west coast
of the Gulf of Laio Tung, either at
"Tien Kian Cheng, in Kin Chau Bay,
‘or at Shan Hai Kwan, although slow
to believe that Japan deliberately con-
templates a violation of her, pledge to
respect neutral Chinese territory, the
reports received at the ministry of war
aer so specific that they compel consid-
eration,

, The presence of daisguised Japanese
soldiers acting as epies along the Shan
[Hai K'wan road has been established,
and Russian agents report that there
is every indication of an intended land-
ing on the west coast of .the Gulf of
Liao Tung. The information conveyed
by these agents seems conincident with
their information indicating a complete
change in the Japanese plan of cam-
Daign or of its entrance into a second
stage, practically involving the aban-
donment of further heavy landings of
troops in Korea. ;

According to advices received by the
government there, there are only about
70,000 Japanese troops in the Hermit
(Kingdom at present. It ig considered
possible that the Japanese reckouned on
a complete mobilization there much
sooner, but that the difficulties met with
in transporting troops from Japan and
over the roads in Korea proved more
serious than expected and the Japanese
found themselves unable to deliver a
frontal attack in Manchuria before the
Russian troops arrived in sufficient num-
bers to check them. : e

‘At any event the latest advices indi-
cate that the Japanese will not send
many more -soldiers to Korea. They
may make a diversion at Possiet bay in
the direction of Vladivostock, but their
main objective point north will be in
the Gulf of Liao Tung. :

The only two points for landing are
Chin Wan Tao and Tien Klau Cheng,
which are connected by railway  re-
spectively with Shan Hai Kwan and
Kau Kiak, on the Pekin road The
landing at either place would give the
Japanese possession of splendid strate-
gic line by which to strike the Rus-
sian flank, and if so desired, to hold
Pekin in subjection. The 'Russians have
little faith in-the Chinese generals, Ma
and Wu, who might disregard orders

Pekin and join forces with Japan.
The Russian military authorities have
felt themselves to consider ithe fore-
going possibility and take the necessary
precautions. ‘The intermational comphi-
cations which might arise out of Jap-
anese landing on neutral Chinese terri-
tory have also received carefml consid-
eiation, for although it is specifically
declared it is not believed the Japanese
would dare to violate the agreement
made jn mesponse to the note of the
Uwited States Secretary of iState Hay,
as well as of Japan's other public pro-
fessions, there is no reason to affirm
that the Russian line. of conduct in
such a contingency -has already been
decided upon in principle the assurances
obtained from Pekin might require that’|
the (Chinese authorities should oppose
‘with their army such a step on the
part of Japan.. A high Russian of-
ficial said to the Associated Press: “It
would have worse consequences for
other powers than Russia if Japan
should enter neutral territory, for such’
a step would obviously be for the pur-
pose of inveigling China into the fight,
If Japan should be successfu) in this,
ithere would be an uprising agafinst
the foreigmers, which would be temfold
greater than the Boxer affair. The mere
“possibility is pregnant with all sorts of
«langers, ‘but we can hardly believe that
the Japanese will venture to violate the
Meutrality of Chine as she did that of
Korea,” It is learned that the Russian
military attache at Pekin is mow in
New Chwang watching the movements
of the Chinese troops.

SPECIAL SESSION
OF JAPANLSE DIET

Meeting Yesterday Takes Up
Business For Which it Has
Been Called.

Tokio, March 23.—The special ses-
sion of the Diet today entered upon
the business for which it was called,
and Katsura, the Premier, and M.
Komura, the minister of foreign
affairs, addressed the house. The Pre-
mier said the Diet had been’ sumanoned
at an unparalleled moment in  the
annals of the country., He counted it a
great honor to share with the members
the duty of upholding the noble policy
of the Emperor. The maintenance of
perfect balance in the Far East, the
Consolidation of the position of the Em-
peror, the promotion of friendly rela-
tions with the great powers and the re-
spect for the legitimate rights of poOw-
ens was, he said, the established nation-
al policy of Japan. Continuing, the
Premier said: “Russia not only failed
to meet the Japamese proposals, but de-
fiantly resorted to actions caleulated to
injure the national rights of Japan, and
Japan was compelled, in self-defence, to
terminate the mnegotiations and take in-
dependent action.”

The Premier placed before the house
the full text of the diplomatic corres-
pondence with Russia, beginmg with
the ‘opening . of pegotiations last July
and ending with the instructions to
Mr. Kurino, Japanese minister to Rus-
sia, to withdraw from St. Petersburg.
The substance of this correspondence
has already been made public. Mr.
Komura, the minister of foreign affairs,
said he was confident the workd would
recognize the justice and patience uni-
formly exercised by Japan in carrying
forwand the negotiations with Russia.
The minister says he was anxiously
desirous of peace, being mindful of the
woeful consequences which war brings
to mankingd.

No reference was made in the hotse

Vladivostock Was
Panic Siricken

Just Returned Fur Dealer Re-
lates Experlences on Out-
break of War.

Terror Stricken Crowds Expected
Iimmediate Bombardment
and Fled.

Seattle, Mareh 24.—W. J. Lippy, a 8i-
berian -fur trader, has arrived in this
city direct from Viadivostock, with news
of conditions in that port resulting from
the war between Russia and Japan.
One of the first moves of the authori-
ties following the declaration of war,
was to proclaim martial law in Vladi
vostock and to hand the British consular
agent at that point his passports, with
instructions for him to leave at the ear-
liest possible moment, which he did.

With many others Lippy and the Brit-
ish consular agent took passage on the
German  steamship Stolberg, which
sailed February 20th from Vladivostock
for Nagagaki, taking about 1,500 pas-
Seugers, the majority Japanese and Chi-
nese fleeing from Siberia. At Nagasa-
ki he parted company with the consular
agent, taking the train for Kobe, where
he embarked on the Boston Steamship
Company’s Shawmut, whichy reached
the Sound Monday.
For three years Lippy has been a 8i-
berian fur trader, operating in that sec-
tion of the Czar’s domain, Last Au-
gust he left East Cape on Behring
strait, crossed to Nome and there took
passage for Seattle. November 17th he
booked on the Nippon Yusen Kaisha’s
Kaga Maru for Viadivostock by way of
Japan and Korea. At Kobe he boarded
the Chefoo Maru, of the same line, for
Vladivostock, which made the Korean
ports of Fusan, Gansan and ‘Woosan,
where Japan first began the mobiliza-
tion of her troops.
At Fusan, which he reached Decem-
ber 6th, he eaw thousands of Japanese
soldiers, and nearly as many at Gansan
and Woosan. »4Those ports. at that time
bore a most warlike appearance., Every-
thing presaged war. The Chefoo
reached Vladivostock December 14th,
and that great port bore a hardly less
beiligerent air. The city, nestling be-
hind hristling fortifications, presented
a warlike appearance.
Mr. Lippy was in ladivostock when
the news came of the Japanese naval,
attack on the Russian fleet at Port Ar-
thur. The scenes ot excitement, he says,
were indescribable. The people, panie
stricken, fled from their homes to the
interior. The news same the day fol-
lowing the attack. For two weeks prior
to the beginning of hostilities an attack
waq. daily expected. All during this
period the Japanese were fleeing back
to their native land.
On the day previous to the attack on
Port Arthur 3,500 Japanese left Vladi-
vostock on a single vessel—a collier,
Many more had preceded them, and
their 'departure was followed by 1,500
Japanese in the country about Vladi-
vostock, who had been rounded up by
the Russian military and told to leave,
They were, Lippy says, afforded every
opportunity for doing so, and were con-
siderately treated by the Russians.
'Everywhere in Vladivostock the
Americans, Mr. Lippy reports, are
shown the greatest respect. Richard
T. Greener, United States commereial
agen* gzemains at his post, though the
British and Japanese consular agents
had to take to other lands. The Japa-
nese consular agency was left in charge
of Mr- Greener.

“l wag in Vladivostock when the
uews came of the bombardment of Port
Arthur. The people were thrown “into
a state of exeitement bordering on a
panic. The scenes enacted I shall not
soon forget.

‘With the receipt of the news
of the beginming of hostilities the com-
mander of the distriet jssued a procla-
mation deelaring martial law, All
courts, sehools, colleges and public insti-
tutions gemerally were closed.
“The Japanese deserted their stores
Some of them earried heavy stocks of
goods. This made no difference. The
Vladivostock ‘banks and other Russian
institutions  having firgucial  claims
against the Japanese trancs people came
and took .what they considered™ the
equivalent of the indebtedness, The
Japanese offered no protest. They were
quite satisfied to see everything go, &o
long as they could get away themselves,
On a single vessel, a collier, 3,500 Japa-
nese departed the day before the attack
on Port Arthur. Fifteen hundred other
Japanese were brought in from the ru-
ral distriets about Vladivostock and sent
out of the country. I will say, how-
ever, that the Russians treated them
‘with ecivility. They did all they could
to assist them out of the cvuctry.
“Vladivostock under normal conditions
a bustling city was lifeless when we left.
Stores which employed twenty-five
clerks were left in charge of a keeper,
and perhaps one salesman. The Impe-
rial Bank of Vladivostock, its clerical
force, treasure and records had moved
to Habarosk, a place 600 miles in the
interior. There was somewhat of a run
on the banks with the mnews of the
breaking ont of the war.
‘“The British consu:ar agent at Vladis
vostock was notified to_move out and
he promptly complied. He was a pas-
senger with the rest of us on the Stol-
berg to Nagasaki. Richard T. Greener,
the commercial agent of the United
States at Vladivostock, was mnot dis-
turbed. He and all were treated with
the utmost respect. So-far as I could
see there was no ill feeling existing to-
wards the citizens of this country.”

government,

Japanese wera, tenfold more s0. It was
only by the most earnest solicitations
and entreaties that they were allowed
to pass into the so-called neutral terri-
tory of Korea. They were passed on,
with fresh scerutiny "at every post, to
Fusan, where they at last &ot aboard
a steamer bound for Nagasaki, and
from t‘}lenoe't;hoy reached Yokohama
by train in time to conmect with the
ghxai:mnmt. They are proceeding to New
ork.

‘The two refugees say that all Janu-
ary the Russians were making the most
anergetic use of their time on the forti-
fications. Bomb-proof shelters for
Stores -were being erected, big guns
mounted on the batteries overlooking
the channel and harbor entrance. Mines
were laid evergwhere about the en-
trance to the harbor and along the long
and tortuous c¢hannel, Tioops arrived
almost every day from Harbin and were
cantoned in tents until the barracks of
stone being erected could be made ready
for them.

Batteries of field artillery, hundreds

of 'hors_es, hospital and tmansport stores
came in regularly in° long t¢rains from
the west, and by the end of January
the plece was overcrowded. The stores
were heaped up in gigantic piles, covered
with tarpauline or roofed with boards.
Lange forces of men were employed on
the buildings, and everywhere an ac-
| tivity almost feverish reigned. -
Before the mews of the war came
the Russian naval squadron used to
leaye the harbor nearly every day and
cruise the Japan sea, returning at
night. The big ice-breaker at Vladi-
wvostock started out regularly every
morning at daybreak and ploughed a
passage through the ice six miles out
'to sea, returning in the evening to the
harbor. This left @ free chamnel' all
day for all sorts of craft. The weather,
up to January, was mild, and the sea,
instead g being frozen fourteen files
10 sea the lightship, was frozen
only six miles,

Wihen the news of the fight at Port
Arthur came there was great excite-
ment amongst the officials, and all for-
eigners were warned to prepare for ex-
pulsion. The sqaudron anchored in the
harbor with steam always mp, but mever
ventured out to sea after the Port Ar-
thur fight. It was rumored that an
overwhelming Japanese squadron was
waiting outside for the Russians.

Behind Vladivostock lies one of ' the
most Tertile agricultural regioms in east-
ia, and the fugitives from that
point do mot think that the towm or
garnison would suffer any inconvenience
from w sea siege.

‘Well would it be if they said: ‘““We
decline to have this quantity of men
without the mnecessary corpany of a
wife or a sister to see that he has the
comforts common to an English laborer
‘at home, Men thus forlorn and cheer-
less flood our hotel bars and gambling
'places, and soon grow unfit to be good
colonists.”

And what do the sisters themselves
'say, for it is also as their advocate that
speak? Every student of character
knows the pride a young girl takes in
‘her bachelor brothers. And, unknown
to themselves, the first heart-beats of
their young companions are for the
idealized individuais of their school-fel-
low's relations.

And how is this early dream realized?
The girls leave school to return to their
different homes. Their respective moth-
ers call upon each other; they assemble
at their “At Home” days, to drink tea
and chat. But where are ‘“Tom,” Dick”
and “Harry,” the lads whose qualities
stirred the admiration of the
girls* 'They are only present in their
photographs, placed conspicuously on the
piano or tables, for as they are clerks,
doctors, barristers, etc., they are kept
at the wheel all day, and thus their ac-
quaintance with the girls "described o
attractively by their sisters is nil, for
‘the drawing-room is deserted when they
return home in the evening.

Is not this. social system very like
that of the old-fashioned country barom-
‘eter, which never permits the littie man
and woman—representing respectively
good and bad weather—to be out or in
at one and the same time? and is it not
curious that this system of contrary
motion should be practiced when pro-
pinquity is one of the great means of
compaSsing happy, and therefore desir-
ive girls flood the drawing-rooms in
the afternoon, and the evening, when
Tom, Dick and Harry could look in,
they have left, and so the young men
Tetire to music halls and hotel billiard
rooms, to seek the society’ which they
should find - at home; and' who kmows
‘what mesalliances might be prevented
if drawing-rooms were more used ae
haveus of social recreation in the eve-
ming ?

' It seems strange that mothers anxious
for the well-being of their daughters
should be blind to the disadvantage of
the separation of their girls from eli-
gible young men.

‘come rarer, and finally, the vulture of
ennui picks the flesh from their bones.
‘Would not this ennui fly far hence ‘f
pleasant companionship without the tra-
ditional, warpaint,. suggested books to
read, music to study, and sundry other
resources for which sympathy doubles
the interest.

Believes Gravest Consequences
Will Result to all
South Africa.

Yesterday afternoon a representative
of the Colonist waited upou Hon. Rich-
ard McBride, premier, and asked him
for a statement of his views on the
announcement that the British govern-
ment proposes to allow the unrestricted
immigration of Chinese into the Trans-
vaal. The Premier willingly discussed
the subject, which was one on which
he felt very strongly, and one which
he had studied with considerable care
for many years. He submitted that
one born and bred in the province of
British Columbia should be in a good
position to talk intelligently mwpom the
Clirese question, particularly as it af-
fected white labor,

“I certainy think.” said the Premier,
“that the British government is com-
mutting a very serious error in throw-
ing open the Transvaal to Chinese
labor. Presuming that the reports
which have been cabled to the press
here are correct, I cannot see how very
gravest consequences are to be
avoided from this legislation. The Chin-
ese will compete with the white and
native dabor in the Tramsvaal, and 1
am sure that we shall see soon the com-
mencement of a long and probably very
bitter labor struggle. It is a desper-
ate remedy to take; and I had no idea
that the case in the Transvaal was
80 serious as to warrant such a heroic
measure. Evil consequences, I fear,
must inevitably follow such a policy,)
and I am sorry to see the Imperial gov-
ernment so ill-advised in this matter.”

“Eastern Canadian public men h\z;ve
approved the British government’s ac-
tion, (Mr. McdBride, would miot tleir
opiLions have some weight?”

“They might, but I am afraid that
Fastern Canadian. public men do not
understand this Chinese guestion quite
as well a8 we do here in British Colum-
bia, which is, as a matter of fact, prac-
tically unique in the British Empire in
its experiences of Chinese labor. It
was to this province and its Tong and
veried experience of the Chinese that
the British government showld have
looked for an example of the sort of
thing which it is proposed to introduce
into the Transvaal. That government
would then have learmed that British
Columbia, after exhaustive tmials, is not
favorably impressed with Chinese labor,
and is strongly desirous of stopping the
further influx of those people. Eastern
public men who oppose the imposition
of a prohibitive head tax, as the 8500
head tax at present in force practically
i§, dlearly do mot understand the ques-
tion, It is not to be expected that they
should; they survey it from an academic
standpoint; we here, from a practical.”

“Then, yon do not think that the in-
troduction of Chinese cheap labor dinto
the  Transvaal will solve the labor
problem there?”

“I do mot. On the contrary, I am
convinced that the Chinese immigration
into that country will enormously in-
crease the difficulties of legislation for
labor. 1t is, as I said, a grave mistake,
and is bound to have most serious con-
sequences. T believe that the whole of
South Africa, sooner or later, will feel
the effects of the new element in the
labor market.”

Speaking them of the Natal Aict, Mr.
McBride said that he had always main-
tained that if that act worked well in
Natal, jt would work well in British
Columbia; it afforded an easy solution
of the Chinese difficulty.

“You have observed the quotations
from the communication of His Lord-
ship Bishop Perrin to a member of the
British House of Commons?”

“I have, and I cannot agree with the
views expressed. by His Lordship. I
trust that those statements may be tak-
en by the public as nothing more than
the expression of private opinion, and
not as representing public opinion in this
'province, which. as I understand it, is
overwhelmingly opposed to Chinese im-
migration and Chinese labor.”

The Premier concluded by saying that
“the introduction of the Chinese into the
Transvaal can never serve any useful
'purpose, and will only add another com-
plication to a situation which I under
stand is sufficiently complicated now to
puzzle the begt brains in the colony.
I certainly view with the utmost misgiv-
ing this step of the British government,
‘an cannot believe that they have been
well-advised in the matter. Had the ad-
vice of the British Columbia government
or of British Columbia public men been
sought in this matter, as it well might,
owing to their wide experience, there is
little doubt that the British government
would have béen strongly advised to dis-
countenance the proposal to allow Chi-
nese labor into the Transvaal.”

He read a letter ftom Mr. F. Carter-
Cotton, M. P. P., in which the writer
said he was most heartily in favor of
rural municipalities, and  said he hadi
hoped to be able to be present, but'
at the last moment found it impossible,
to attend. Mr. Tanner said he firmly
believed that the government members
were altogether in favor of the forma-
tion of the district into a municipality,
although by so doing much revenme
would be lost. He concluded by hoping
that the district would look at the
matter in a broad-minded way,

Mr. Frank Sere, one of the members
of the committee, gave a resume of
the amounts collected by the govern~
ment from the district during the past
five years. He said it averaged $25,-
000 per annum, and only $3,500 was
gpe'n-t in the district outside of educa-
tion.

W. Loveland argued that politics
would creep into the municipal ques-
tion. He said it had been very appar-
ent at both meetings already meld. He
opposed a pound, and said the majority,
who lived close to the city, would insist
on having one. He believed the dis-
triet did not want a municipality, and
he was thoroughly satisfied that the
ratepayers were opposed to it as a
whole,

Mr. Evans spoke on the question of
a pound inr Cowichan, and said the only
animals subject to pounding = were
horses, rams, bulls and’ boars. Some
of the wards were exémpted by special
bylaw, @s was Chemainus in the pig by-
law some years ago. He said they
had mever had politics yet in the Cow-
ichan mumicipality, and he had as many
Conservatives vote for him as Liberals.

Mr. Few said he had come to get
information, and had learned that those
who bhad had the experience were in
favor of municipalities, and he was
much impressed with the arguments.
Even supposing the taxes were not re-
duced, they would at least have the
pleasure of spending the money them-

selves,

Mr. Yates said Mr. Cammichael’s
angument that the distriet could not be-
compared with Cowichan municipality
would not hold water. There were-
urban districts there such as Duncans,
Chemainus and Crofton, just as would

here in the suburban portions. It
was not a matter of assessment but
of rate on that assessment. He was
sorry Mr. Loveland had said polities
would come in. He thought mot, and
said a municipality would mean “good-
bye” to tHe road machine. He agreed
with Mr. Sere that two-thirds of the:
amount necessary for education could
be got from the government by means
of the per capita grant.

The resolution was put by Chairman
Deans, with the following result: For,
13; against, 12. He, therefore, declars
ed it carried.

‘A vote of thanks was moved, sec-
onded and carried, to Mr. Ewvans for
coming to enlighten the meeting on the
munic¢ipality question, and the meeting
dispersed at about ten minutes past
11 o'cldck.
