fruit growing country today.

“After going through the castle we
walked back to Montreux, remaining
on the boulevard to watch the dark-
ness creep stealthily over the shores |
of the lake before returning to the
hotel.”

In a recent issue of the British Co-
~1L:lmbia Gazette the following appear-
ed:

{ “In future theé survey fee for all
i lands surveyed by the Government of

British Columbia on the Mainland and
Vancouver Island will be at the rate of
twenty-five (26) cents per acre. On
Queen Charlotte Islands the survey
feel will be charged at the rate of fity
(50) cents per acre.”

Perhaps mot unnaturally the an-
nouncement excited the protest of the
“Queen Charlotte News,” which paper
printed the appended comment, which
is being freely quoted in the Liberal
press throughout the Province:

“Why the pre-emptor and purchaser
of land on the Queen Charlotte Islands
shoyld pay 25 cents more for having
their land surveyed than those on the
Mainland and Vancouver Island we
would like to know. It is well known
that surveyors in Vancouver and Vic-
toria would be only too glad to do the
same work at 25 cents per acre on the
islands. The work is not' by any mans
harder here, and in many respects is
much eéasier to survey than on some
parts of ‘the Mainiland and Vancouver
Island. It is nothing but a hold-up
and the sooner the government realize
this the better. The people here are
as anxious as the government to see
gettlers coming and take up land,
but if this policy is continued for the
sake of a few select surveyors that
are’ sent here then it is high time a
change was made, or else the govern-
ment will be sadly disappointed in the

CONSUL  STICKS

Refuses to Take Orders From New
Government of Nicaragua, Which
He Holds Unconstitutional.
NEW YORK, Dec. 28.—Pio Bolanes,
the Nicaraguan consul in New York,
refuses to take seriously his discharge
as consul by the new Madriz govern-
ment at Managua.. The consul declares
that he will not recognize the order
from Managua cancelling his patents
and relieving him of his duties as con-
sul. Today he gave the text of the
following cablegram he had sent to
| Mangua: “Baca, Managua. I will not
receive any orders from you, being
convinced that they are not from a
constitutional government, and I will
not receive orders in the future unless
it is from a government which is
recognized by the United States.

(Signed) Consul Bolanos.”

{  “This despatch,”’ said Mr. Bolanos,
{ «was sent in reply to a communica-
{ tion received in this consulate by a
gentleman - calling himself Minister
General, from Baca, at Managua, and
advisipg the consul that his letters
patent had been cancelled. I main-

iisaued from Madriz are void.”

CONSTANTINOPLE, Dec. 28.—Hilmi
Pasha, the Grand Vizier, resigned to-
day. The immediate cause of the resig-
nation is not known. But more than
once recently there have been attempts
in the chamber to overturn the minis-
try. It is believed that the Committee
of Union and Progress has decided upon
a change in the ministry, because they
have arrived at the conclusion that the
accusations against the former grand
vizier, Kiamil Pasha, which caused his
resignation, were unjust.

The whole Turkish cabinet r-=igned
this evening following the res gnation
of Hilmi Pasha, the grand vizier, who
withdrew from the ministry earlier in
the day. It is reported that serious
conflicts have occurred at Bagdad, but
this is not confirmed.

Hilmi Pasha was appointed grand
vizier by the Sultan on the resignation
of Kiamil Pasha on February 14, 1909,
and the new cabinet was constituted on
May 5th. Soon after its formation the
chamber of deputies and senate, with
scarcely a dissenting voice, voted con-
fidence in the ministry, after the gov-
ernment’s policy -was explained. This
policy incdluded the enforeing of econo-
mies to meet the financial deficit and
the eradication of the elements Wwhich
led to the Adana outbreaks.

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UNITED STATES AND CANADA.

Mr, Newham Davis, whose letter we
print this morning, seems 10 regard
the suggestion that the United States
would defend Canada against invasion
with a good deal of dislike, and he
proceeds to show why in his opinion
such a defence would be of little use
to us. We thought we had made it
pretty clear that in the opinion of the
Colonist for the Dominion to reckon
upon such a defence would be un-
worthy of our country, but we are not
quite as certain as our correspondent
that in the event of hostilities the as-
sistance of our neighbors would be of
little value. In such references as the
Colonist has made to a contingency
of the nature referred to, we have nev-
er had in mind the possibility of Can-
ada being at war on her own acceunt
with any foreign powers. While Can-
ada remains within the Empire its
wars will be the Empire’s wars. There
is no reason to suppose that Canada
would be at war with either Germany
or Japan, and the United Kingdom be
standing in the attitude of a disinter-
ested spectator. When we hayve spok-
en of an invasion of Canada from the
sea, we have always had in mind the
possibility that the ‘United Kingdom
would Ye engaged in hostilities and
that the attack upon our shores would
only be one incident of a general war.
Against such an attack the help of
the United States would be of great
value if we had to rely upon it. That
ought not to rely upon it, if as a peo-
ple who have any sense of self-respect
goes without saying; but one of the

THE HOUSE OF LORDS.

' Bvents bave brought the House of
Lords into the limelight . tol such an
extent that some little information
concerning the individuals constituting
that body may be both timely and in-
teresting. On the Roll of the House
of Lords there are 8ixX hundred and
fwenty-two names, but as five of these
are repeated under different titles, and
one peerage is vacant and ten are held
by minors, therefore the actual num-
ber of individuals entitled to be called
to a meeting of the hereditary. cham-
ber is 606. There are 87 Scottish peers

- and 175 ‘Irish peers, who are not en-

“+

titled of right to a seat in the House
of Lords. Of the former 15, and of
the latter 34 are representative peers,
that is they have been chosen by their
fellows to sit in the House of T.ords.
A pumbér of both the Scottish and
irish peers sit in the Lords by virtue
of their ranking in the peerage of the

i United Kingdom under some other—

or perhaps the same title. Of the peer-
ages of the United Kingdom, the
holders of which only have & heredit-
ary right to a seat in the Upper Cham-
her 349 were created since the acces-
sjon of Queen Victoria; therefore very
considerably more than half the House
of Lords is of comparatively recent
origin. The House itself may be sur-
rounded with all the -dignity which
age can give, but most of the peer-
ages are very modern.

There are 22 dukes in the peerage
of the United Kingdom . 8 in the Scot-
tish peemgé and 2 in the Irish Deer~
age. Only the first referred to sit of
right in the House of Lords by vir-

* tue of their titles. Of these 3 are royal

dukes, namely the Prince of Wales,
who is Duke of Lornwall and York,
and the King's brothers, the Dukes of
Connaught and Albany. The other
dukes in order of precedence, which is
dependent upon the date of the cre-
ation of their titles are Norfolk, Som-
erset, Richmond and Gordon, Grafton,
Beaufort, St. Albans, Leeds, Bedford,
Devonshire, Marlborough, Rutland,
Brandon, Portland, Manchester, New-
castle, Cumberland, Wellington, Suth-
erland, Westminster, Fife, Argyll

The first English duke to be created
was Edward, the Black Prince, who
was made Duke of Cornwall, and con-
gequently this title, which aprpertains
to the oldest son of the reigning sov-
ereign, is the premier dukedom in one
sense o° the word; the premier place
among the dukes not royal is held by
the Duke of Norfolk. ' 'The first duke-
dom .of Norfolk was created in 1483,
but the title became extinct in 1572,
when its holder was executed: for high
treason, 'Fhe title. was  revived “ by
Charles II. The latest duchal cre-
ations,  Fife . and. . -Argvll arose
out of the fact that the for-
mer married the - daughter of the
King and the latter his sister. They
were hoth elevated to their present
status during the-lifetime of ‘WJueen
Victoria. The Duke of Westminster is

the second to hold the title, the Duke
of Sutherland the fourth, the Duke of
Wellington the fourth, the Duke _ of
Northumberland the seventh, the Duke
of Newcastle the seventh and the oth-
ers are of yet older origin.

There are twenty-three marquesses
entitled by birth to -sit as legislators.
The title of marquess is older than
that of duke, and the title of ear], of
whom there are 145, is older still of
the viscounts there are 39; and of the
barons 339. Twernty-four bishopns have
geats in the House of Lords and two
Archbishops. Therg is, strictly speak-
ing, no such title in the peerage as
“Lord.” It is commonly  applied  to
barons.  Thus we have Baron Strath-
coha and Mountroyal, to whom we al-
most always refer as Lord Strath-
cona. The title “lord” is given fto
other members of the peerage. Thus
we speak of Lord Aberdeen, although
his title is Earl, of Lord Milner, al-
though he is a viscount, and so on.
Baronets are not entitled as such to
sit in the House of Lords. There are
baronets of BEngland, Great Britain,
the United Kingdom, Scotland, Nova
Scotia and Ireland. The - vecognized
Laronetcies are numerous and many
persons claim the title on more or - less
defensible grounds. It is hereditary
and the prefix “Sir’ is used with the
name. Knights, the matter of what or-
der, have no right as such to a seat
in the House of Lords. This brief re-
view will give readers a general' idea

ABOUT GOING WEST.

A writer in the Farmer's Advocate
recommending young men to stay on
the farm and not go West. Excellent
advice, no doubt, and it is to be hoped
thait many farmers’ sons in the East
wil heed it, for there is doubtless a
fine field for°their energy in that part
of Canada. Not every one ought to
come West. Our streets are not pav-
ed with gold. What we get out here
we l}ave to work for. Perhaps the
prizes are bigger, but ‘the ' work ‘is
certainly no easier. And we are not
so sure that for every one the prizes
are bigger. There is  more of a
“chance” here; that is to say, if a
young man has the right sort of ma-
terial in .his ' make-up, he stands a
chance of doing betfer here than in
the East, for there are more things
and bigger things to be done. But let
fio Eastern youth deceive himself
with the notion that when he comes
‘West he will be met by a delegation
of folks offering him a fortune, Most
.of us are too biisy ‘with our own' af-
fairs to hand out fortunes to others,
even it we had them to spare. 2

It may not be amiss to make a few
observations of a practical nature to
those persons in the East, who think
of coming West. ' Very many of them
come ‘with éntirely’ wrong ideas, Let
us take a few Trepresentative cases.
Every now and ' then some bright-
looking young fellow will call at this
‘p-ftice and ask if there are any va-
cancies on the staff of the Colonist. A
little consideration ought to have
shown him that newspapers ' here
must necessarily keep their staffs full,
and that the most any new man ean
hope to get, unless he comes here on
an engagement. is casual employment,
with the prospect of being taken on
if he "makes good,” and an epening
occurs. A few years ago a young man
came to Victoria from an Eastern
province and called on the Colonist
to ask if‘'there was an opening for a
drug store in the city. He was told
to go around town, see what drug
stores there were and make up his
own mind, He did sv, and came back
to say that he thought there were
enough already. Whether he was
right or wrong we are not going to
say.

President Taft wants Congress to
pass a general law for the United
States providing for the incorporation
of companies doing an intérstate busi-
ness. This is . a similar question to
one that has arisen’in Canada, and it
is not devoid Of serious difficulties. It
ig even more dificult in the Republic
than it is in the Dominion, because in
our country all legislative power is
vested either in Parliament or in the
local legislatures; whereas in the
United States Congress and the state
legislatures only have such jurisdic-
tion as has been specifically assignedf
to them respectively. There seems to |
be pressing need in the latter country
of greater legislative control over cor-
porations than is possible under the
laws as they now stand. This is not
as vet felt to anything like so great
an extent in Canada.

UNITED STATES TRADE

Customs Figures Show Imports In-
creasing’ and Exports Decreasing
—Revenue Much Larger.

NEW.YORK, Dec. 28.—An increase
of $41,800,502 in United States customs
receipts in 1909 over 1908 is shown in
Collector Leob’s annual report, issued
today.

The total duties collected at the port
of New York for 1908, amount to
$217,602,897.

Gold imports for the year show
decrease of approximately $8,000,000.
Exports of domestic gold, on the other

hand, were $138,080,564 in 1909 and

$96,086, 300 in 1908. Exports of for-
eign gold for 1909 were $3,816,741;
against $1,680,370. -

In all, the total imports on merchan-
dise in 1809 were $886,002,775, compar-
ed with $6560,200,792 in 1908. Domes-
tic merchandise exported amounted to
$612,898,647, a decrease of about $12,-
000,000 from 1908.

Belgian Socialists.

BRUSSELS, Dec. 28.—The Social-
ists in the chamber of deputies today
opposed the civil list of the King,
which amounts to 3,300,000 francs,
($660,000) and reaffirmed their alle-
giance to a republic. - Mr. Royrier de-
clared that the royal chateaus should
be turned into sanitariums. The ap-
propriations, however, were adopted by
a vote of.100 to 29. The King’s civil
list is the same as that granted to
Leopold, the new sovereign declining
the Catholic party’s suggestion of an
increase. The Soclalist amendment

calling for an inventory of the con-
tents of the various palaces, so as to
prevent the sale of national property,
as under King Leopold, was defeated.

STRIKE PROSPECTS

Railway Unions Await Word From
Federation Council—~Mr. Per-
ham’s Mission.

ST. PAUL, Dec. 28.—President Haw-
ley, of the Switchmen’s union, discuss-
in the strike of affiliatedl unions talked-
of for tomorrow, said: “I hope they
won't do sueh a thing. I do not believe
the general strike which now seems cer-
tain will come about uniil Saturday.”

Members of the unipns, of freight
handlers, clerks, machinists and main-
tenfince of way employees say the vote
was practically unanimous to go out on
recommendation of the Federation
Council and upon notification by their
officers.

So far as can be learned tonight, the
switchmen’s strike in the northwest is
awaiting the action of H. B. Perham,
who is on his way to ‘Washington to try
to procure federal intervention in the
controversy between the railroads and
the switchmen. On the outcome of Mr.
Perham’s mission, as chalrman of the
railway branch of the American Fed-
eration of Labor, will depend the future
action of the allied baodies, looking to
a possible general strike of railroad
employees affillated with the American
Federation of Labor.

VENEZUELAN TROUBLE

Negotiations With France Broken Off
on Account of Reparation De-
mand.

CARACAS, Dec. 28—The Venezuelan
government has terminated the diplo-
matic mission of Dr. Carlos Grisanti
to France because France insists up-

on the arbitration of the claims of
the French citizens expelled from
Carupano by Castro. Venezuela bases
its action on the treaty of 1885. Dr.
Grisanti, who was appointed diploma-
tic agen to France and Holland last
August, will continue negotiations
with the latter country, looking to the
re-establishment of mutual . friendly
relations. ;

In February, 1908, President Castro
expelled from Carupino the Spanish
vice-consul and eight French mer-
chants. The reasons for this action
were not divulged, but it served to
increase the resentment of the French
public against Castro’s treatment
foreigners. ]

President Gomez, on assuminjg office
declined to accept responsibility for
all Castro's actions, and it was for the
purpose of negotiating a settlernent of
certain claims which France and Hol-
land had set up that he sent Dr, Gris-
anti to those countries. The French
government has insisted upon full re-
paration..

Important Measures

One of these bills provide .for the
cyeation of the promised University
Commission, with- which will be left
abgolutely the location. of the new
provincial university, which it is hop-
ed to convert into an accomplished
qut during the ensuing decade. In
view of possible even if unintentional
prejud_xce, the appointees upon this
commission will exclude McGill and
Toronto University men and will be
chosen from the Provinces of Sas-
katchewan, Alberta, Manitoba, Ontario,
Quebec and the Maritime Provinces,
Ontario being represented by a man
from Queen’s (Kingston) and Quebec
by a graduate of Laval,

Another government bill in which
Hon. Dr. Young is taking especlal in-
terest provides for compulsory medi~
cal examination at frequent periods in
the public schools throughou the jur-
isdiction of the city trustee-boards,
which- may be counted upon to adopt
the principle by this legislation ap-
proved as in the public interest. The
examinations prescribed are to be
made by the resident medical officers
in each specified district, provision
for an honorarium ror the additional
work being 'included in the contents
of the prospective legislation.

To License Nurses,

Still another bill contemplates the
estahlishment of an association of
professional nurses and the limitation
of the practice of nursing .to duly
qualified and registered practitioners
of this profession. Until 1912 s al-
Jowed for the registration of nurses
now engaged in practice throughout
the province, without gpecial examina-
tion. Afterwards registration will be
accomplished by presentaticn of cer-
tificates and diplomas from Trecog-
nized schools, or upon examination by
a council of five appointed from active
nurses graduated at least five years
and having had two years' teaching
experience.

The latter measure is of course very
much of the rough as yet, and capable
of material amendment before it is
presented to the Legislature (for con-
sideration and endorsement.

NEW GAS DISCOVERED

Neon Thought to Be Cause of Aurora
Borealis Phenomenon—Iinterest-

ing - Experiments.

BOSTON, Dec. 28.—Neon, a newly
discovered gas, is the cause of -the au~
rora borealis, according to a statement
made by Dr. W. L. Dudley, of Vander-
bilt University, of Nashville, Tenn., be-
fore the division of physical and inor-
ganic chemists at today's session of
the association for the advancemert . of

science.

Dr. Dudley showed what he said was
the only sample of neon in this country.
It requires over a hundred ‘tons of air
to get a pint of it.

Dr. Dudley has discovered that the
friction of neon against mereury in a
Crooks  tube produces a vellow light,
and when held mear a wireless coil,
Hertzian waves will illuminate the gas.
Dr. Dudley’s conclusions are that at
the magnetic poles of the earth, neon,
under high pressure because of cold, is
acted upon by magnetic currents, thus
producing the aurora borealis, a phe-
nomenon that has always puzzled sci-
entists.
