¢‘St. Paul” at the Pavillon—Operas at the

Mendelssohn’s “oratorio of “‘St. Paul” was
performed by the Toronto  Choral Society last
night in Horticultural Pavilion before a very
large audience. "This was the society’s first
concert-of the season, and the work chosen was
one with which the audience were not entirely
unfamiliar as 1t was performed by the Phil-
harmonic Society a few years ago. ’

The Choral Society’s work last night was
scarcely up to the standard-of its perform-
ances in the past, but it may be that had time
permitted a few more rehearsals wounld have
over! the defects which fwere apparent.
Mr. Fisher was the conductor.

The chorus turned out some 200 strong, and
although in numbers the tenor and bass were
in the minority, they made up for this, as far
as could be expected, in quality of tone. The
altos were however weak in both respects.
The choruses as a whole were fairly well
rendered, but there was considerable un-
certainty and wavering m attack and ap in-
clination to drag, which prevenied the
desired  cris;ness - of  delivery. The
choruses “The Gods Themselyes,” “This
is Jehovah’s Temple” and the closing number
“Not unto Him™are worthy of special men-
tion as bemg their best efforts. ‘The orches-
tra was decidedly indfficient and was evi-
dently not sufficiently acquainted with the
work. There is no doubt, therefore, that for
this reason the chorus was considerably ham-
pered; while between the conductoe, the solo-
sts and the orchestra there was'a complete
absence of unity of action; indeed so great was
the discrepaney that Mr. Fisher found it nec-
essary to stop the orchestra on two occasions,

The Telephone Man as a Teacher of *“*Visi-
ble Speech.”
From the New York Sun.

Prof. Bell attends all the argiments in' his
telephone case in the Supreme Court, and
listens with the same demeanor which marked
his attendance tipon the hearing before Secre-
tary Lamar last year. * He says that if the
opposition breaks down his patent he will give
up every cent that has come to him from it,
and look about tor a place to earn his living
by teaching something, which, by the way, he
can do in a masterly manner. He is an excel-
lent teacher, and enjoys nothing better than
lecturing or conducting a recitation With aclass
of mutes: He hasmadea specialty of teaching the
dumb to speak, -and his theory of visiblespeech,
or the communication of ideas by the use of
the muscles of the face and lips, is fast coming
to bean accepted-science. Mrs. Bell, who was
a mute, has been under the professor’s tuition
so long that she has no difficulty at »ll in
speaking and being understood. Judge Kelly,
speaking the other night of the progress made
by teachers of the dumb in assisting them to
speak, told an interesting experience of his
while in Europe a few years ago. "He was at
Dover, waiting to cross the channel. He
stepped into an eating house. for his midday
lunch, and while at his table observed
a party of three gentlemen sitting a short
distance from him.. One was an old gen-
tleman with a full white beard, another a
middle-aged man, and the third a fine-look-
ing fellow of twenty five. They were con-
versing in an animated manner, and he
could not help hearing what was said. I
noticed,” saicl the Jndge, ‘“that the young
man’s speech had something peculiar about
it. If there ever was a voice from the
tombs it must have been something like his,
It was a geave imhuman speech, but ordi-
narily no one would have taken much notice of
it.
