Those 
interested in its success have much reason 
to congratulate themselves on the ener­
getic aud experienced board of manage­

stThe Kilties Create a Fnrere of Enthusi­

asm In the Herder City.
Windsor, Out., May 24.—The eight com­

panies of the Kilties, 462 strong,reached 
Windsor shortly before 7 o’clock. The 
train stopped at the Driving Park,where 
Major Gillott of the 21st Fusiliers warm­
ly welcomed them. The men were dis­
embarked with great dispatch, and in 
a few minutes were upon the camp 
ground. No tents had been erected for 
their occupancy, but after a short de­
lay they were seryed with a substan­
tial hot breakfast under the grand stand. 
Subsequently the force marched towards 
the town and were joined by the Kings­
ville cavalry, the 25th Bptt. of St. 
Thomas and the 21st Batt. of Windsor. 
Two juvenile brigades swelled the force 
still later.

Windsor celebrated Her Majesty’s 
birthday right royally. The streets were 
well-nigh impassable owing to the 
crowds of onlookers and pleasure-seek­
ers. And a fair estimate places the 
crcAvd at 65,000, exclusive of some 
1400 or 1500 men in uniform. Fifty- 
three hundred people passed through 
the turnstile into the driving park to 
witness the military evolutions. All 
day long there has been an unremitting 
fusilade of fire-crackers, and the Gov­
ernment cruiser Petrel fired the royal 
sainte at noon.

The Kilties’ appearance and deport­
ment elicited unqualified expressions 
of approval from all quarters. The unit­
ed forces returned to camp after the 
street parade and dined. Trooping the 

.colors, a feu de joie and various field 
manoeuvres occupied the afternoon. 
These movements were executed with 
but little cause for adverse criticism. 
Deputy-Adjutant General Smith of Lon­
don is in command of the forces.

Early Saturday the regiments go to 
Walkervllle by boat and will march back 
in time to parade and have an after­
noon of sports.

The people of Windsor are leaving no 
stone unturned to contribute to the com­
fort and pleasure of their visitors.

I will say a few words upon the 

principal witnesses we have had. First 
there is Ayleswortb.

Yes, my learned 
frfiends say truly and with force, “What 
terrible event has happened, what ter­
rible thing operated in the mind of 
that woman to bring her into the box 
to testify against her husband ?” I ask 
the same question *: what terrible thing 
has happened which compels that wo­
man to go into the box? And do not fail 
to realize that her brother was the dead 
victim of these men, and that she was 
the living viettm ? Yes, something hap­
pened. But my learned friends do not 
dare to ask her what it was, although 
they could have done so. They content 
themselves by saying that she is "lost 
to honor, pride and shame,” but they 
bare not ask why she was there. They 
content themselves with abuse. They 
àsk you to reject that poor woman’s 
oath and find that there was some rea­
son why she went into the box. But the 
reason they have carefully avoided find­
ing. Yes, something happened that has 
persuaded her mind that It was her 
duty to come forward and , testify 
against the men whom she believes had 
committed this deed.

Now, gentlemen, with reference to 
the other prominent witnesses the 
Crown put into the box. The Crown 
accredits to some extent the witnesses 
they put in.

Higher prices for many staples at 
Montreal, together with cold weather 
part of the week, served to check the 
demand and movements somewhat, but 
the outlook remains favorable.
