lother Watford Boy
Makes the Supreme Sacrifice

As mentioned in these columns last 
week, Russell H. Trenouth, son of Mr. 
W. J. Trenouth, of Watford, was killed 
in action in France on Tuesdav, May 8tb, 
and his name has now been added to 
that imperishable roll of brave heroes 
who have given their lives that others 
might live in peace and security.

Russell Howard Trenouth was born at 
Powassan, Northern Ontario, and came to 
Watford with the family m the fall of 
1910, and attended high school here. 
The martial spirit being strong in him he 
enlisted in the 71st Battalion of infantry 
in 1915, and was promoted to sergeant of 
the signal section. When the Lambton 
battalion (149) was organized fie asked 
to be transferred to it, and remained with 
that unit for some mouths, being given a 
commission as Lieutenant. Finding that 
there was little chance of going overseas 
for some time he threw up his commis­
sion and joined the 70th Battery as a 
gunner, and went overseas in October, 
1916.

His death is the first break in a large 
family. Besides his parents he leaves to 
mourn his death one sister, Miss Evelyn, 
teacher in the North Bay schools, and 
six brothers, Jeffrey, who is now in 
France with the 162nd Battalion, Bruce 
in England with the 149th, Roland in 
Toronto, Gordon in Saskatchewan, and 
two younger boys at home.

Gunner Trenouth was only 19 years 
old. He was quite popular among his 
associates and had the respect of all who 
had the pleasure of his acquaintance. 
The entire community mourns and sym­
pathizes with the family in their afflic­
tion.

T# Get RM tf Crqws

Mr. Chas. Richardson, Sr., has 
drawn our attention to the following 
plan of getting rid o< crows, vouched 
for by Mr. G. N. Payne of Victoria 
County, Ont. Mr. Payne writes :— 

“As the time is near for corn plant­
ing, farmers will be trying out differ­
ent ways of baffling crows. I have 
L-ed poisoned eggs for the last six 
years, and am satisfied that I have 
not lost six hills of com in that time. 
About six eggs are enough for a large 
field. It is not necessary that they be 
fresh. I put a small bole in one end 
with a penknife and then work in 
what strychnine I can lift on a pen 
point. I place the egg hole end up 
in the part of the field that the crows 
are most likely to frequent. It is 
just as efficient for any kind of crop 
as it is for corn, for there is nothing 
that crows are as fond of as eggs.

We were troubled for some years 
with cotton tail rabbits, and we tried 
the stychnine on pieces of sweet ap­
ples. It never missed. Just as sure 
as we put the apples out at night 
we found the rabbits dead in the 
morning.

Don’t think you have to poison all 
the crows. If one gets it that will 
suffice, no more will light on the 
field. Two years ago we would 
have lost five acres of peas if it had 
not been for the poisoned eggs.’’

Quakers in the Firing Line

What the Quakers are doing in 
England and their attitude toward 
the war is explained in a commun­
ication to the Philadelphia Ledger 
by a prominent English Quaker, in 
answer to some charges made again­
st the society by an American writer. 
He admits that there are at the 
present time between fifty and sixty 
English Quakers serving terms of 
imprisonment because of their re­
fusal to take part in any work con­
nected with the war. On the other 
hand, there are now about 300 young 
Friends serving in the army and 
navy. These men were for the 
most part volunteers, and though 
their numbers will be reduced by 
death and wounds, there will be 
heavier reinforcements from among 
conscripted Quakers who have great­
er conscientious objections to serv­
ing prison sentences than to killing 
Germans.

A Notable Tribute

The New York Tribune, one of the 
greatest of American newspapers, 
printed in a recent issue, the follow­
ing remarkable tribute to the ach­
ievements of Canada in the war :

“Canada’s part in the war is one 
of the most brilliant chapters in the 
worlds history.

“In two years and a half a nation 
of eight million, trained in the arts 
of peace, indifferent to the manoeuv- 
rings of war has become a big factor 
on the battlefield and in the financial 
operations on which military success 
is based.

"This peaceful energetic neighbor 
of ours decided to raise an army of 
50,000, increased it to 400,000, and 
is now aiming at 500,000 with a cer­
tainty of success.

“A year before the war Canada’s 
trade balance was §430,000,000 on 
the wrong side ; its exports for the 
present year exceed its imports by 
§345,000,000. Though not fully 
developed industrially, the Dominion 
has been able to provide fully for its 
armies, to manufacture munitions 
for its allies, finance the payments to 
raise millions for war relief and to 
participate in British loans.

‘ Starting out with a loan on the 
mother country, Canada soon found 
as the result of interior reforms for­
ced by the war that she could pay 
her own way and this she is doing 
ungrudgingly."

Dr. T. Wickett of Hamilton, formerly 
of Watford, has received the following 
letter from the commanding officer of 
the Flying Corps to which his son Hal 
belonged :—

“May 13, 1917.
Dear Sir : I am writing as your son’s 

late squadron commander. He left at 
in the morning on the 10th inst., with 
the remainder of his flight to do 2 
hours patrol on the far side of the lines, 
This patrol attacked a hostile formation 
of seven or eight German machines and 
eventually succeeded in driving them 
down or away. Tn doing so, the patrol 
became separated, and it was not until 
some time later that the remainder suc­
ceeded in getting together again. When 
they returned to the aerodrome, >our 
son and another man were missing. 
None of the patrol saw them go down. 
We have every hope they are only pris­
oners of war. The fighting took place 
some distance over the lines. An un­
fortunate bullet through the engine or 
petrol tank may have forced him to land.

“Am obtaining permission to drop a 
message over the lines asking for inform­
ation. If I get any, will let you know 
immediately.

“I should like to let you know how 
strong a personal loss we feel at the dis­
appearance of your son. He was always 
cheery and good-natured, besides being 
quite devoid of fear.

“Please accept our sincere sympathy, 
and believe me, your sincerely.

“OWEN T. BOYD”
“Major, O. C. 66th Squadron.”

On May 7 “Hal” writes home: “By 
the time you receive this you will have 
learned about Capt. Ball having been 
lost, missing or killed. I saw him leave 
his aerodrome at the head ot a formation 
of eleven. They probably met the trav­
eling circus, the crack German squadron, 
which is opposite this front. I am quite 
well and feeling fit, etc.”

It is to be hoped “Hal” has met no 
worse fate than prisoner of war.

There is nothing in the theory held 
by some people that at this stage 
of the world’s affairs it is possible 
to live apart and remote from the 
rest of humanity, or that the nation 
can separate itself from the other 
nations and take no thought of them, 
nor feel any concern about their fate. 
If Canada should attempt such a 
course she would pay the price sub­
sequently as well as in the course 
of current events. Individuals who 
chose to pursue the policy of se- 
clusiveness will find themselves 
stranded, and by their unfitness to 
participate in human affairs as a 
result of their withdrawal in times 
of urgency, will be left behind in 
the thrr ng.

Canada is intimately associated 
with the war, not only taking part 
military fashion, but in the pro­
duction and distribution of food, 
in which the whole world has an 
interest. The thrift, the economy, 
the foresight of the whole world is 
needed at present to rescue friend 
and foe alike from the great neril 
and famine. Germany, like a blind 
Samson, would drag down the world 
in her ruthless despair. The food 
supplies are scant, but in Canada 
it is not of scarcity, but of what can 
be gained from the scarcity that 
most are thinking. It is different 
elsewhere. In Belgium and other 
parts of Europe the people are dying 
for want of food. Even in the old 
country the warning note has been 
sounded. A letter from a young 
lady at school says:

“The King’s proclamation was 
read in church last Sunday about 
bread economy, so we’ve been hav­
ing a great time all week making 
calculations about how much bred 
we eat. Most of us only eat 7i 
slices of bread per day—the ration 
being nine slices. We don’t use 
sugar except what is put in cooking, 
and the ration is six teaspoopsful. 
So you see we are economizing all 
right. To-day — speaking in golf 
terms—I’m three slices up and six 
to go.”

The spirit that lies behind this 
attitude is what may be relied upon 
to bring the empire through the 
great tribulation, but we should have 
more of it in Canada and a fuller 
realization of what is needed, both 
in action and in restraint, to make ns 
worthy of the fellowship of the 
entente alliance.

The Submarine Manace

Maxim’s announcement that he 
has perfected a device which will 
make ships immune from the attack 
of submarines' torpedoes is one of the 
most encouraging pieces of news the 
Allies could receive. If his promise 
is filled, it means that the last pos­
sible chance of Germany averting de­
feat has been swept away, and mer­
chantmen’s crews will in future be 
able to laugh at the U-boat, especially 
if the vessels can be fitted with the 
device immediately,

Socialist is Made to
Sing National Anthem

Guelph, May 31.—One of the most 
exciting meetings held in Guelph since 
the war started was that held this even­
ing in the trades and labor hall, under 
the auspices of the Socialist-Democratic 
party, ^"he meeting was called for the 
purpose of opposing conscription and, as 
was anticipated, the hall was filled to the 
doors. The 64th Battery, about 75 in 
number, marched to. the meeting in a 
body and occupied the first seats, and the 
returned soldier's were well represented. 
It was rumored during the day that the 
soldiers would make trouble if any of 
the speakers made any seditious utter­
ances, and their presence at the meeting 
ho doubt had an effect on the speakers, 
as they spoke in fair moderation, giving 
their reasons for opposing canscription. 
M. A. Farley was chairman, and the 
speakers were : Messrs. Lowe Cunning­
ham, of this city, and Mervin Smith, of 
Kitchener. The former got a very good 
hearing, although he was frequently inter­
rupted by soldiers and others with 
pertinent questions, which he failed to 
answer satisfactorily. The audience was 
not so generous with Smith, however. 
He had a stormy time of it at the close 
of his address when the soldiers surround­
ed him and insisted that he sing “God 
Save the King,” and after a great deal of 
persuasion he complied with their re­
quest, one of the soldiers accompanying 
him oil the piano. After the meeting 
the 64th Battery and the returned soldiers 
paraded the streets, and Smith was com­
pelled to march at the head of the 
parade. Thëre was a large crowd in the

People of Paris Had Great Faith |a 
Madame Thebes.

An extraordinary career ended 
with the passing away of Madame 
Thebes in Paris. Until the outbreak 
or the war her prophetic genius won 
world-wide renown, but for the last 
year or two her guessing has been 
wont to miss rather than make the 
mark.

She has been one of the romantic 
figures of Paris for a number of 
years. With good looks, magnetic 
personality, and her uncanny insight, 
she has won her way into some of 
the most exclusive salons. She al­
ways wore an air of mysticism, and 
after the manner of her kind was 
apt to go into trances for indefinite 
periods. Her tongue was two-edged 
and she was feared as much as she 
was feted.

Madame Thebes has had a lengthy 
career and for some time past her 
health had been failing. Her son 
was killed recently in the war. When 
interviewed in Paris last March she 
was a broken-down old woman shiv­
ering by the fire, but with lambent 
flames of her old spirit still appear­
ing at times.

“The disappearance of one of the 
principal authors of the war will 
bring about a great change," she 
said on this occasion.

“Which of the two I cannot tell. 
The future is too dim. Many shape­
less shadows pass before my eyes. 
The sinister old man and the modern 
Nero. Both of them are marked 
men. Death follows them and will 
suddenly betray them both. The 
Hohenzollem will die a madman or 
else by violent means, suicide, or as­
sassination, I cannot say which. The 
Empress and Prince Henry of Prus­
sia and perhaps one of his sons, will 
alone survive the Kaiser." The “old 
man" referred to is presumably the 
late Francis Josef of Austria.

She foretold with accuracy the 
date of the death of Pope Plus, and 
months before the war clouds loom­
ed up she prophecled that France in
1914 would be drawn into a great 
war from which she would emerge 
victorious.

It was the habit of Madame 
Thebes to issue an annual book of 
predictions, and in her volume for
1915 she foretold the latest earth­
quake in Italy which occurred in 
January, 1915. Among other suc­
cessful prophecies were the fall of 
Khartoum, the assassination of 
President Carnot, and the death of 
Queen «Victoria.

One of her really remarkable pro­
phecies was that of the great bazaar 
fire which occurred in Paris some 
years ago, and in which many of the 
French noblesse lost their lives.

It must be admitted that most of 
Madame Thebes' prophecies regard­
ing the war have already proved 
fallacious, anT her popularity waned 
in proportion. There was a time 
when the French people had the ut­
most faith in everything their seer- 
ess tetd them.

In any event, the sayings of Ma­
dame Thebes will be missed from the 
strange conglomeration of fact and 
fancy that is Paris.

A German authority, writing at the 
• beginning of May. said that up to then 
the war had cost Germany a loss in kill­
ed of 1,300,000. This, together with the 
decrease in births, makes a reduction of 
3,800,000. Tlie surplus of females over 
males in Germany has increased from 
800,000 to far above 2.000,000. “The 
nations have bled as they have never 
done since the Thirty Years' War,” he 
adds. And the bleeding is not yet near 
an end.

So as to permit of 
the students helping on the farms for a 
longer period, Mr. Kelley will recom­
mend to the committee the advisability 
of asking the department of education 
not to reopen the collegiales and high 
schools of the province till October 1 in­
stead of September 1, as* in the past.
