As the meet-
ings of the Grand Council are sossions
of a purely deliberativo and highly
important assembly, it will be seon at
a glance by even tho most unobserved
that therc is a special need of sxper-
ienced representatives to conduct with
propriety and effect the groat amouat
of weighty business which necessarily
comes up for consideration and des-
patch.
