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EDITORIAL NOTES. ;

Some twenty years ago Herr Falb, an Austrian scientist, first suggested
the possibility that the moon may act upon the great ocean of molten matter
beneath the earth’s crust exactly as it acts in producing the tides of the
external ocean of water. He now considers that the reality of such action is
proven, and that the carth's crust is severely strained, more or less warped
and broken, at tho times the theory would indicate. It is during
the periods of greatest strain resulting from the moon'’s attraction that earth-
quakes appear to be most likely to occur, and the gases seem to be, forced
into coal mines to such an extent as greatly to increase the explosions.

s larger number than tlie pet increase of the French population of the Pro-
vince for the year could possibly be. If these figures are correct and-if the
French of Quebec have filled up New England as rapidly as their orators
claim we shall expect to sec thisshown in the census returas of 1891.  The
Quebec French in 1881 numbered 1,073,820. The extreme limit of natural
increase, even.among the French, is put down by the best authonties at 24

The engineers on the Dartmouth ferry steamers sent in their resignations
last week, on account of new rules holding the employes responsible for
all accidents caused by neglect of duty. The resignations go into effect on
the last day of the month.

The Montreal Herald building was completely gutted by fire last Satur-
day night _The loss to the Herald company-will be about $30,000, partly
covered by insurance. This is the third time within seven years that the
Herald has been burned cut.

In the vice-admiralty court at Quebec, Judge Irvine has given judgment
holding that the steamship Polynesian was wholly to blame for the fatal col-
lision with the Cynthia near Montreal in May last, and condempying the Allan
company 10 pay damages and costs.

The repairs to the war ship Amphion will not cost as much as antici-
pated. Probably $40,000 will cover the loss. Members of the Vice-regal
party deny that the accident was caused by the captain running the ship
close to shore in order that they might enjoy the scenery.

Miss Florence Nercale, an Indian lady from Grand River reserve, near
Brantford, has arrived at Ottawa to take a position in the department of

Indian affairs. This is the first instance on record in which an Indian lady'

has secured an appointment in tho departmental bu ildings.

. Aninquest was held on the body of Patrick Foley, who died on the 20th
inst., under suspicious circumstances, at the Victoria General Hospital. The
Jury rendered a verdict to the effect that the deccased'’s'death was caused
by injuries reccived at the hands of persons at present unknown.

The publicity of lifo
in a boarding houss absolutely blote out the poesibitities for deep, tender,
racred associations that are common to family life whether the roof tree is
that of peasant or prince. Beside this moral—spiritual—call it as you like
—aspect of the matter, that I have barely suggested, there is the material
side. There are boarding houses and bosrding houses, and so far as creature
necessities and luxuries go one msy find in public as in private quarters
whatever his purse will. sfford. The unstableness of hotel life, where tho
death of the proprietor is liable to change the character of the house-ata
day’s notice, whero the carelessness of tho engineer is liable to blow up, or
burn down, the building with no notice at all, these and other considetations
all militete sgainst the selection and arrangement of one’s housshcld goods
under any public roof with snything of the character and inflaence that
they have behind one's own doors.  Still, for all practical purposes, one may
live as expensively as he will, the boarder no less than tae householder.
When we come to the matter of relative cost there can be no question as to
which method of living costs- more money. Housekeeping expenses for
parallel accommodations are fully one third less than' the cost of boarding.
Granted, of courss, that the wife and mother, supposing her-to-ba the
managing head of the household, gives of herself, miud sud body and soul
in exchange for the savirig in money, yee, but also in exchange for the actusl
family life that is priceless, In exchangs for oune’s gold-mine the host of
the inn gives light, bread and meat, and takes bis time to negotiste with the
butcher, the baker, the candle-stick maker, but beyond that, nothing.
Housekeeping brings reponsibilities,but home-making generates an atmosphere
that is fatal to the evil tendencies which, if they are got, like bell boys,
charged for in one's bill, do most certainly lurk in the sir of surface living
that is the natural outcome of boarding-houee and hotel existence.

Yes, I know, there must always be theso make-shifts for homes to
accommodate people who for one or anothor reason cannot have s home, but
that anybody who can have a home should elect to go homeless is a deplorable
factor in our civilisstion. There is not an apparent advantage in boarding
over housekeeping that cannot be handsomely counterbslanced in private
living. Name one that cannot, for I know you are skeptical. It is because
you are weary, and are letting the housekeeping overtop the home-making.

For a chicken to roast, weighing aay 4 lbs., shell 24 big Italian chestnuts;
blanche by pouring boiling water over them, letting them stand in it, and
sfterward remove the thin whita skin upon the nuts. Drain off the water
snd pound tsn of the nuts to a paste, add one common -cracker rolled fie,
one-quarter pound finely chopped raw meat, (vesl is best,) one teaspoonful
chopped parsley, the same of salt, a saltspoonful of pepper, the same of
thyme, two tablespoonfuls butter, and the twenty-four whole chestnuts. Mix
well, and use in the neck and body of the fowl, as you would any stuffing.
Try this and prove its toothsomeness.

With roast fowl serve potato puff. To one pint hot, smoothly-mashed
potato add one tesspoonful salt, one teaspoonful pepper, half that quantity
of celery salt, one tablespoonful butter, and iiot milk enough to moisten
well.  When partly cool add the yolks of two eggs beaten welil, then cuf in
thoroughly the whites of the egps beaten stiff. Bake 10 minutes.

OUR INDIA LETTER.

Daar. Critic,—* See Delhi and die,” sayeth a Hindoo adsge. I Ziaveseen
Delhi. We must all die somelime. With the exception of Lucknow, Delhi is
perbaps the most interesting of all places in this wonderfnl country. Remaine
of jits ancient splendor meet one at every turn, side by side with reminiscen-
ces of that darkest pagain Indisn History, therevolt of the Sepoys in 1857.
It is difficult to describs how vividly this is recalled to one, Everywhero
it has been the object of the Govornment to leave uneffaced the traces of
thet terriblc siege, undertaken in the hottest months of a kot year, from
May to September, and which terminated in one of the most gallant assaults
recorded in Military History. A result attained -at.s terrible sacrifice of life
on both sides, and an example forever of what heroism and determinstion
can‘and will do ageinst overwhelming odds, On every side ono sees traces,
still fmlg, of this final effort of the Delbi Field Force and their Brigadier,
who fell in the moment of victory, leading the asseult on the Kashmir Gate,
the sssault that took Delbi and gave the finishing stroke to the Indian
muliny, Delhi the great, the stronghold of the mutineers, fell to the

undaunted resclution of one man, whom History counts proudly amoug her
heroes. He was indeed a man among men. His grave with its simple
inscription is characteristic of himself—*In Memory of John Nicholson,
sged 35 years, who commanded the Delhi Field Force, aud fell mortally
wounded while lesding the assault on the Ksshmir Gate, in the moment of

victory, Sept. 14th, 1857.” His nawmo is a byword fo;.determinod '}«ill and
absolutaly undaunted coursge among tho natives to.this day, and even the
gocond and third genoration since tho mutiny, know and talk of “Jan

now exactly as they stood on that hot Septombor morning thirty-two years {
agu, battered with shot and shell, cruwbiing away iu places from tho terrific R

are marked by tututatute swnd paiapste. [waglae e eeute, tio luog
oxtont ol the city walts blazipg with i i guns in the Bastions peuriugu
deadly raiu ou thu assauiting coituns, the hervic Bugine ., Salkeld nul
Home, rushivg forward with their puwdei Ligs, Salkeld falliug mortally

our lroups, 62ud and Rifle Lrigade shoulder to shoulder with Sikh and
Ghoorka, all mad for thoe blood of the murderers of Cawapors und Lucknow ;
the Indian sun just risen beating dowu in his strongth alike on vieter and
vanquished, a sceno of caruage and blood—1Jelhi had fallen! .
What au oxperienco that siege must have boon fow of us cau imagine,
Ths mero living in tents under that sun for three months must havo beon
trying enough. [Fighting and working under it during the diy must have
been terrible, for in those days, remomber, thore were no Delhi helmets, or
even white upiforms. Our troops fought in their shakos and their high-
stocked coatees, It is almost impossiblo to realise i these days how thoy
did it and lived. Passing through the Kashwir Gato the Fort is distant
about half a mile, standing slone, overluoking the Jumna with its high red
sandstone walls and tall minarets, standing conspicuous and picturesqus.

Passing through the Lahore Gate,.bofore which the mutineers were blown
from guns, you onter a long covered arcade or bazasr ; beyoud this is a great
square some 1000 yards each way, bounded on threo sides by tho walls of
the fort, on the fourth looking over the river. Troes, gardens, and many
stone bupgalows occupy the space. Oae of the buildings is the Hall of
Audience of the Delhi Kings, with a great marble diis oslled tho Peacock
Throne. 1t is now used as a soldiers’' canteeu, In the far corner aro the
palaces of besutiful white marble, with glided ceilings and frescoed mosaic
walle. Thess buildinga, the Hall of Nobles, the Zsnana, the Bath Houso,
aud the Motes Musjid or Pearl Mosque, form a group, perhaps the moat
beautiful architecturally in the whole of Indis. Instead of windows there
aro.marble screens carved like the finest lacework. The Hall of Nobles is
open on all sides ; & great white marb'e terrace, covered by a massive matble
roof, supported on many square pillars, all of beautiful cool white marble ;
tho ceiling and the mosaic patterns on thowalls being perfectly exquisite. Tho
Bath House is like a description one reads of old Rome: baths at Pompeii.
It is like stepping into a picture of Alma Tadema’s without hia beauiful
figures, There is ono room, for the King, one for his Queen, and another
for the Royal children, each with a great squaro marble bath in the middle
of the floor, with apertures for the fountains which used to play continually,
hot and cold water from each side and coruer of the room. T:uly a Royal
Bath House. Pass oat sgain through the frowning Lahore Gate. It was
hore, as I have said, that they blew the mutineers from guus affer the cap-
ture of Delhi, and it was here they wero forced to uss half charges, because
‘they found the full chargo of powder blow the condemned men into such
indistioguishable fragments. Dues that ehoek you, wmy Critic ? Many shock.
10g things worse than that happeued ju that dreadful time. )

Closo o the Fort 1s the Jumma Musgpd, the groat Mahommeden shrino,
Wi hits three whita domes and two tall winarels, The greabmosqus i3 250 yds,
luby, is clevated svaue 40 fooi above tho ground ievel, and is approazied by
three great flights ot stone steps. The eastside is covered in, and some few
feot higher, snd over it rise the three domes. The floor is marble, paved
with slubs of equal size, each suppused to acéommodate ono worshippor,
who prays thers, facing Meces. Oue slab in front they showed us was to be
used only by the King; thoe head Moulvi or High Pricst stands in a small
pulpit, its three stsps cut out of a single block of marble. Ho dictatds, the
prayers, which aro repeated by s second Moulvi standing in a small pulpit
overlooking the great square, and are then repeated by the thousauds of
people kneeling there. At one corner is the shrine itself, where a white-
bearded Moulvi showed us the relics of Mshomet. His Koran, writlen in
Arsbio, his shoe and tho print of his foot in the rock when he stepped ashore
at Medinah, These were shown and heundled with the greatest reverence.
Several Mussulmans came and kissed them roverently. Leaving tho Jumma
Musjid we drove through the Barziar, where-tho jewellers shops are. Delhi
jowellery has always been celebrated as the fineet in India. Though much
of it now is inferior many very beautiful thingscn be bought. * Delhi the
Mngnificent” was no empty name. Outside Delhi wo saw. Nicholson's
monument on the Ridge, with the names of all officers who were killed during
the siege, and an abetract showing the names of tue Regiments engaged, and
their casualties, Hindoo Rao's hounss, which is now used-as a convalescent
hoepital, the Flagstaff Tower, whence the Brigadier directed the fire ‘of his.
long range Batteries, and the Metcalf Estate, where one of tho principal
breaching Batteries was placed, all about this locality lio the remains of the
old cantonments, ruined Bungalows and deserted compounds, which have
never been tenanted since the mutiny, all toll of that time—a time to remem-
ber and shudder at as long as our Invian Empire lasts, .

Befcre leavin% Telhi I'was persusaded to go to a Turkish Bath, for which
they told me Delhi was famous. Do you remembar Mark Twain's descrip-
tion of his Tarkish Bath in Turkey! His experience was mine. It wae
very nasty, Just look up that description if you'd like to know how nasly, *
and add to it one half, I don't thiok.X shall try it again. Being’ sham-
pooed isone thing. Being shampuoed by the hands, feet, body and knees -
of a man who is not particularly clean is another! Never again, thank you
very much. -

THE JERSEY STOCK FARM.

On & rocout Saturdoy a distinguisbed parly of soventeon or eighteon
gontlomon, including tho Hon, Mossrs. Fiolding, Longley, Frasor, McGillo-
vry and MoNoil of the Local Governmont, Prof. Lawson, Josaph Sooton,
Collector Harrington, Stipondiary Motton, C. Sydney Harrington, G, E.
Forsyth, J. A. Chipman, Mr. Harris and othors, at Mr. B, W. Chipman's invi.
tation, paid a visit to his noted stock farm noar Milford Station. It was a
bright clear morning with just a tingo of frost in tho air, and the party on
alighting at the station thoroughly enjoyed tho three quarters of a milo watk
to tho farm, formorly thoold Yooman property. Aftor resting snd refroshing
thomsolves in tho large and comfortablo farm-houso, whoro biscuits and
dolicious Jorsoy buttor washed down with puro Jorsoy milk—nothing woaker
—1nade a capital lunchoon, the psrty under tho guidanco of Mr. Chipman
groceadod to iuspoct the large hord of sixty-six high grade Joersoy cattle,

heso woro found comfortablo housed in threo or four large barns, where
porfoct cleanlinoss and ordor provailed. Of all breods of cattlo commend
us to the Jorsoy for beauty, docility and yield of rich butter-making milk,
Tho deer liko:head, the beautiful, kindly eoye, the compact form, the trim
log and small hoof, combinod with tho black points, muzzle, tonguo, tip of
tail and hoofs denoting purity of breed, make thom tho real aristocrats of
cattlo, In onobarn was a long row of growing calves and heifers quistly munch.
ing thoir shoppod feed, apparontly oblivious of tho admiring oyes of the visi-
tora. We asy apparently oblivious, as & prominent barnator, who was too
closely examing tho points of ono of tho * bosuties,” suddenly shot into tho
sir and came in violont contact with the side of tho barn, Ho boat o hasty
rotreat, it boing tho only timo ho was ever known fo fsil in oppesing o
motion. In another barn wore twenty-six of tho best milch cows, four at
the end of the row being espocinlly large milkers, notone of which a thou-
sand dollars would havo tomptad their owner to part with, Theso cows had
their names painted over tho stalls, and a number of red tickets nailed to

- tho wall donotod the firat prizes recoived and proved the purity of their

blood. In tho last-barn visited wero a numbor of young cows, and ono
pastioularly fino enimal porsisted in eating its food kneeling on its foro loge,
causing tho Attornoy Goneral to romark that it wes piying homage to Mr.
Horrington, who at the time stood at its head, At the ond of tho barn was
stalled the grizzled bull, the monarch of the hord, s magaificont animal,
occasionally switching his tail tipped with flowing black hair, boding no good
for the onlookers if be conld only have got at thom. Tho lying in bospital
was then visited and consisted of a number of comfortablo box stalls whore
overy care is shown tho mothers and tho now arrivals. All the calves woro
such * things of beauty " that the perty decided that to bo called calf would
be a compliment provided the word Jeisoy was profixed. A conveniont
portablo eugino furnishes the power to drive the bay cutling machine and
to run tho large chura in the dairy, and so perfoct is the system inaugurated
by Mr. Chipman that 3 man and two boys have entiro charge of the berd.
For badding Mr. Chipman obisins sawdust from the mill closs by —a
possible eolution of the vexed sawdust quostion—and it makes an oxcollent
manuze for the soil, which is somewhat heavy. There is also a silo in one
of the barns, and every convenience for storing and handling hay and other
feod. What should prove one of the largest barns in tho Province is well
under way, Mr, Chipman having purcha-ed an old drill shed from the
meuno_n Governmen?, torn it down, and erected it on his own premiscs.
Eis ambition is to sce his herd number one hundred, when ho can casily
clear $5,000 or $6,000 ger year, his profits at piesent amounting to one-half
of that sum. It is neodless to say that the guests were both dolighted and
amazoed by this trip through the barns, and that sll wereloud in praiso of Mr.
Chipman’s enterprise snd pluck. A visit was then paid to the deiry, where
evorything was scrupulously clean, and where a churn of great capacity and
driven by steam prodaces the famous gilt edged dairy butter so prized in
Halifax. The butter is dumped direct from tho churn on to a long inclined
tablo provided with a roller held in position by iron brackets at tho sides,
allowing it to play up and down the board. The butter is thus mado without
being handled by tho operative, and is placed in neat round boxes with metal
bound edges ready for market. In addition to butter making sfr. Chipman
pays attention to pork and chickens, the former fattening on the butter milk
and the latter turning in no inconsiderable sum from the egg product.
Having seen all that was to be seon the gursts returned to the house, and
with appetites whotted by ths koen, pure country air, thoroughly enjoyed a
really excollent dinner, Toasts were thon the ordor of the day and withy
such excollont after dinner speakers as tho Premier, tho Attorney General,
.stipondiary Motton, Mr, Joseph See on, Mr. Harringlon and numerous
others, it goes without eaying that a delightful time was spent. Prof. Law-
son delivored a capital speech on the practical side of the questiew, nnd Mr,
Chipman in response to tho tosst—QOur host—gavo a history of his stock
farm since its inception, conpled with practical adv.ce, that should reach tho
cars of overy agriculturist in the Province. Commencing with only a fow
Jerseys of the best stock that he could purchase his herd hes steadily increased
until 1t now numbers sizty-six. Ho has proved in spito of tho croakersthat
there is money in the Jersey breed, and that they sre eminently adapted to
this country Any farmer and sons with such o herd as his could easily ciear
£1,500 or 1,600 por year, provided thoy wore nesr a shipping point. If
not they could turn their attention to cheess making or gointo the rajsing of
¢boroughbred horses, tho demand for which wos unlimited. Tho Premier,
Mr, Motton and MIr. Rarringlon made speeches brimming with humor, and
Mr, Seeton fairly outdid himsolf making several speeches, and closing the even-
ing with the offort of his lifo, which was greated with uproarious applauss. So
with mirth and lavghter soupled with much that was roally instructive, the
hours-rolled quiotly by, and &ll too soon came the announcement that it was
train timo, It wasa jolly party that boarded tho evening express, and all will
long remember the pleasant day at Mr. B, W. Chipman’s Jersoy Stock Farm.,

INDUSTRIAL NOTES.

Thore is quite a boom in the bridgo-building linoe in the vicinity of Mono-
ton this fall. Contractor John M, Brown is making good progress with his
bildgo over Robinson's oreek on tho Church stroct oxtonsion. It is to be
trostlo work, to bo planked 100 foot, with a total lengih of 180 foct from
dyko to dyke. Tho suporstructuro will bo built principally of princess
pino procured from the lands of A. Milton, Coverdalo, Mr. Murrayis work-
ing at his contract building tho roadway from Church stroet northiward, and
it 18 likely that both ho aud Mr, Brown will havoe their work comploted ina
month, Tho contract prico of tho bridgoe was 8485 and tho roadway $400.

Mr. John M. Brown loft for Buctouche recently to prosure lumbor for
a now bridgoe crossing tho Buctouche river on the McLoughlin road, somo 22
miles from Moncton, It will also bo trestlo work, tho span being GO foat,
and tho total longth 200 feot. The two approaches will bo constructod of
blockwork, Ti.o bridge is to be douo this fall.  Mr. Brown's contrast price
was in tho vicinity of $800.—Monclon Times,

COMMERCIAL.

Tho conditions of trado proviously noted havo continued to provail in most
lines, and tho jobbing busincss in general has not prescnted any particu-
larly new fosturcs. In fact, on tho wholo, thoro aro aigus of a fair dogroo of
activity in most linos, strongthoned by the steady sud in some cases flrm
tondency in tho prices of merchandise, which may be considered fair ovi-
donco of a modorately healthy domand for products.

Tho untoward wosthor that has beon exporiencod during the past throo
or four weoks has vory largoly rotarded tho dovelopment of business.
It is roported that in many of the country distriots wintor atooks have bosn
but slightly broken into, and that it is now cortain that a great many winter
goods will havo to bo carriod over to another sesson, lot the weather turn
out as it may aftor this. The reason given for this is that when tho weather
at the commencomont of winter is unseasonably mild most consumers make
up their minds to uso last winter’s clothing for tho balance of tho secason,
and wait until anothor wintor, rather than invest in new outfits for what
they believo will be o short scason. Althongh it is not oxpected that as
largo a volume of trade in heavy dry goods, furs, otc., will bo donc as
would have beon the case if tho wister sot in eeasonably, still the first signs
of steady winter weathor will greatly improve the situation. While con.
sumers of coal aro dolighted to find that their stocks are boing reduced ot a
much smaller ratio than they anticipated, dealors, on the other hand, are pray-
ing for u steady succossion of vory cold weathor that will veliove their appre-
hensions of being left with too much coal on hand in tho spring. Tho
lumbormen, slso, are anxious for sovero frost and plenty of snow to enable
them to commence operations. Truly the westher has much to answoer for
in this narthern climo of ours, .

Dry Goops.—No particular change bas occurred since our last report,
the weathor not having been of the kind to accolerate movements. Thero
are fow now features to tho market, which, es we have already stated, is a
firm one on all lines of gocds—ospocially woollons. Thare are eymploms
of an improvomens? to the dull feeling which wo have lately noted, and some
houses report that payments are a good deal bettor. Thoy also spoak of
enquiry from city retail dealers in a quiot way for some of the more rogular
lines of goods. Io somo casos travellors have returned from their sorting
trips, but their reports furnish no now particulars, trado being of a quiet
kind, and not at all brisk, as buyers naturally await decisive indications, and
some cold, cloar weathor is necessary to give tho desired tone to the demand.
At present most houses aro epgaged in getting up their samples for next sea-
son’s goods, and thero are some complaints that delays to new lires put back
the start of their travellors. Takon on the whole the market shows but Jittlo
slterstion, with orders coming along in.a moderato but steady iay.

Inon, HaRDWARE axp MErars,—Thore have been no particularly new
dovolopments in the situation during the past weok. The firm tone con-
tinues unabated, tho indications in fact tending directly to tho opposito.
Business does uot show much alteration, tho movement being coufined to
moderale wants as a rule, and it would seem that the disposition to withold
orders in the expectation of botter terms bas not boon a profitablo one. In
this connection a private lotter recertly recoived from Great Britain-saya i~
“If Canada buyers think they can affact batter ratas by witholding orders they
wero nevor moro mistakon in their lives”'; and there are now indications that
many have ronlised this, It is almost unnecessary to say that prices aro
beld in the firmest kind of way. In copper the advance noted last week is con-
tinued under a firmer merket. Tin plate has for some time shown sigus of
an advance, and although no chacgo has yot takan place in spot prices, overy
ono expacts highor figures from day to day. Load is firm at the late increaso,
and all through tho remainder of the list nothing but strength is spoken of,

Breapsturrs.—Tlio flour markot does not presont any partioular featuro,
and the demand continues of a jobbing kind with only a quict movoment to
noto, Prices aro about the same. In England corn has boon etrong, and
whont firmor. Tho weathor in England is coldor. In Chicago wheat was
quiet and stoady ond corn firm. In Now York whoat was strong and activo,
while corn was quiet but firmer,

Pacvistons —Thoro has boeon littlo doing in local provisions, and they
are likely to romain quiet for somo littlo timo. Tho domend is quiet, and
the recoipts not heavy. Prices are unchanged. Provisions have beon quiot
and steady all round in Liverpool. In Chicago the hog market has boen
firmor and advanced Go., though reccipts have continued to bo hoavy. The
cattlo markot thoro was activo and stoady.

Burrsr.—Thoro is nothing to report in connection with this market,
boyond stating that thore is a quiot movement in a jobbing way. Choice
buttor, both creamery and dairy, reaiizes full prices without difficulty.
Indoed it is possiblo that some picked parcols would bring over our outsido
quotations, but thoy would have to bo excoptionally fine.

Cuxgse —Tho market continues to bo very c}uiob hore, aud there are very
fow featurcs to noto.  Business on spot is small and boyond, the usual daily
run of trade nothing is heard of. Thotone continues firm.

Frurr.—In spples tho tone is firm and tho shipments during the week
bavo boon good. Pricos range unchanged. In greon fruit business has
boon quiot and thoro has beon nothing pattioular to note, tho only movo-
mont to spoak of being in a local way, as it is now too late to do wuch
shipping. Piices are hold all round. In dried fruit there have beon sume
transactions into the hands of local retailers which have made up a fair share
of tho week’s movemonta. Prices are steady.

Svoar Axp Morasses.—A good, steady domand for sugar hus existed
during the wack, but without any speculative features. Yellows especially
have bsen in request at firm prices. The tone of the market is stoady and firm
and prices romein unchanged. Barbadoes molasses is steady at tho recont
advance. Other sorts are not changed.

TeA.—The market for Japans has beon steady during tha week, with the
oxception of fine black teas which aro somewhat casior, private advices from
London roporting a drop of 1d. in Pecco Congous. The domand for tess has
been rather quiet, as buyors have boen protty well supplied, and it is likely
to continue so for s fow woeks. Low grades are steady. Young Hyson is
scarco and in demand.

Correcs wers oasior esrly in the waek but later on they strongthoned.
Tho troublo in Brazil had an immediato effect ou Rios, which becamo very
atrong, »nd speculstive interost in thom was excited, but dgalers are waiting
tho resnlt of the mattor.  Rio hero has not advanced, but is strong in tone.
Mocha is steady.

Fisu Qirs.—The Moutreal market for oils is unchanged, Newfoundland
cod oil being quist and steady at 34c. to 3bc. and Halifax at 31c. to 32,
Steam refined seal ofl is steady at 46c. to 474c., and cod liver oil at GOc.
for Newfoundland.

Fisi.—Sinco our last roport receipts of all kinds of fish have improved
in quality., Wo rogret that we cannot record the same of tho prices, in which
thero is a manifest woakness all round. Several cargoes of Gabarus and Bay
cod have arrived. The former have, wo undorstand, beon placed at about
§4.40, and the latte: ot about $3 5U. They will all go into store for the
present. Tho mackerol recontly taken that have beon salted are now begin-
ing to come to market, but figures that aro realised are notsatisfactory to the
fishermen. A fow weeks age extras and No. 1’s ruled ot 322 and $20,
whereas now they only fetch §13 and $12.25. Thers is somo enquiry for
split herring, but fat fish appear to be neglected. Advices from U. S. and
Montroal markots show a fair frade in this kind of fish, but at lower figures
than this market is willing to supply them. Tho receipts of scale fish have
been very smsll, which forms 'the excoption in this case. Our outside
advices are as follows :—Montreal, November 26.—* This market is fairly
active and strong, with the stock on spot as a rule held in few hands, and a
firm tone genorally charac*erising the situation, Green cod, on which we
ll noted an advance last week, ie scarce aud likely to go higher shortly if some
B substantial addition to stock is not made. In herriogs Cape Breton is scarce
snd firm, while Iabrador, as already noted, is plentiful, and prices are
inclined downward, the inside figure now being 84.
