Hork ror TnE Native —It is comforting to note that amid all the
uncortainty of life in India thero is yot an intelligent intorest being shown
by tho moro progressivo of the natives in the cause of education. Soveral
of tho young native princes who havo boen oducated in Great Dritain have
8.t alout to cffect a reformation in the lives of the noxt genoration. Inone
state au Act onfurcing compulsory cducation on both girls and boys has
boen passed, and although the age for educatlon for boys—from soven
to twolvo yoars of agoand for girls from sovon to ton yoarsof sgo—
is not in accorl with our Wostorn ideas, still the very existonce
of such an act is a step in tho right direction. Tho oarly maturity
of tho native children and the comsequont youthful marriages provents
it is s id, tho futuro continuance of tho educational poriod. Another
prince is ondeavoring to train his peoplo ioto the civilized modes of proce-
duro with respect to city and stato goveromont, and the parliament which

ho has summoned, although not as yet a legal body, may have groat weight
in Apglo-Indian affuirs,

NeoLecT or IavoraNce.—A curious and a'so & sorious state of affairs
hss beon revealed in Ottawa during the invostigation into the case of the
Rustler, The Rustler, it will bo romemnb-rod, was a passenger s'eamor ply-
ing on the Mirawmichi River. Early in the month of Septerbsrshe deviated
frumn her usual courso, from what ciuse is not yot knswn, and collided with
a wharf. Ono lady passongoer was instantly killed. whi e another losing her
head in the fright threw herself from a cabin window and was drowned.
In the investigation which onsued it was shown that the eteamer was not
provided with a cortificd mastor and cortified mato as tho law directs It
now appears that for the last ten yoars ths law pertaining to the proper
ufficering of passenger boats, forry boats and tugs has been a dead lotter in
the Mantime Provinces, although it has bson observed in other portions of
Capada. Tho Doputy Minister of Marino is now trive'ling in our Provin-.
ces inves-igating the cause of the non enfurcomon* of thy A-~t. It isthought
that soverai suits will b at voce bogun against officials who have not re-
garded the provisions of tho Act.

Tne Errect or Over-Eptcation.—Dr. Cyrus Edson, a Commissioner
of Health for New York, has beon making inquirios into the condition of
hoalth artong American women of the Fastorn States. He reports that the
gonoral hoa'th of the young as woll as the o'd womon is not so good as the
avorage heaith of twenty yoars ago, and he accoants for this changa for the
wotes by depluting the whole mudera systom of female education. He
a seris bu.dly that the youog git's betweon fifteen and sixtsen jears of ags
have it le oppurtunity to develup phyaically, end that the energy and
slamizs which shuuld proinots their budily growth is turned into an un-
patural channel, su that the su-calied caltivated womin ~that is the woman
whuse mind 1s cultivated at the expense of her body—may be produced.
DUr. Edson sums up his argument in theso pithy words —** Just as for cen-
turios tho minds of womoen wero sactificed to thoic bodiss by the will of
othors, 80 now by their own will they are sacrificing their bodies to their
minds,”  Ho thinks that within another score of years a better system of
tducatior will prevail, and that as a result women wi'l be trained intellec-
tually and yot in such & manoer that the educa’ion of the mind will not
wterfoio with the physical trainiog that every wuman who may become
wife and mother shou'd receive.

Fansneas Bavy Sonv.—A numbet of farmers in the vicinity of Mon-
treal have had a sharp experioncs in their dealings with an unreliable
{ produco agency wluch wis oponed not lung ago ir that city. Ths experionco

lus pothaps taught the [iraors that they shuu.d deal only wi.h roputable
ficrs, add wo trust that 1i may also sotve as a warning to our own agrical-
turists who way at any timo be similarly tompted. Tho firm began their
operations on & largo scile by sdvertising themsslves as produco merchants
and by flooding the surrounding country with circulars and "ottersin which
they guarante.d the sale of all produce sont them for tho small commission
of 2} por cont  Thoy succeeded spoedily in obtaining a large patronage.
Twoaty soven agoents wore then appointed in various market centres to buy
up pruduce on the same torms and to forward it to Montreal. Carloads of
stull camo into the heal office. As tho purchase monoy was not to be for-
warded fur & fow weoks tho shippers and their auppliors made no complaint.
[iosontiy tho noighboring prodac: morchants bogan to feo! the offect of cut
j btic 8. Apples worth §3 por barrel were s0'd by the now firm for $2, and

poaltry, cheese, butt.r, otc., wont at tho same rates. This business hss been
| kopt ap for the past month, but now the bottom has fillon oat of it, the

a disgracoful ono, but as its recital may prevent its recucrence in our own
Provincoe it is woll that it should be widely known.
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SnouLd nE ENoounAoxp.—A new Soclety in Doston is koown by the
nsme of “ The Watch and Word.” The object of the Socitty is to put
down gembling and other forms of vice which are demoraliz'ng the young
men of the H{ub, Especlal attention has been directed towerds the preva-
lent syatem of polley-gambling, and since June 1st over seveoty proprietors
of gambling resorts have been convicted of corrupling their young custom-
ers. ‘The Boston Z'ravellcr has taken up the work with ontbusissm, and is
prepared to back all efforts of the * Watch and Word " men.

Tux Bror oN SOUTHERN JUSTICE — At last there bas been a symplom
of consclence shown by the law courts of Virg'nia. We do not mean to
say that justice is never administered in the courts of that southern State,
but we do mesn to assert that when a case comes up in which a negro 1s
concerned, he is almost sure to be the loser of his suit. A recent homible
lynching has, however, aroused public feeling, and no less than nineteen
{ndictments have been iasued against participants in the horrihle murder of
the negro. It remains to be seen, however, whether the indictments will
end in convictions or whether by delay, by technicalitles or by gubernato-
tlal clemency, the guilty men will not escape.

Tue *BLakr's* MeEN Nrepep.—Durlng the Franco-Russian fervor
which has recently prevailed, a Frenchwoman, wrapped in Russian flags,
flung herself into the river, expecting a glorious rescue by both Russian
and French seamen. Reporters stood ready to chronicle the noble deeds
of ber saviours, but an unexpected incident occurred. The woman was
drowned. We are confident, that if the gallant seaman from the Blaks
had been present the accident would not have happened. When the
Dlake was at anchor at New York several boatloads of sightsecra were
overturned, but in cach case the Jack Tars were promptly and efiiciently to
the reecue, It reslly seems too hard that the combined naval powers of
both France and Russia should not suffice to save one woman's life,

Ax Apuse or PriviLkGE—~Governor John P. Altgeld, of the State of
Illincis, Is currying favor for himself with a band of desperadoes, or at least
he is Jaying himself open to that suspicion. The Governor has been in office
but seven months. Oane of his first and mest signal performances was to
free the notorious Chicago ansrchists, snd to the document which gave them
their freedom to reflec: severcly on the Judges aod juries before whom they
bad been tried. In this shost time of cffice he has freed nearly a hundred
convicted criminals, of whom forty were cither murderers or mankillers,
Over a score of these were practised burglars, while fifteen are classified
either as thieves or robbers, The balance of the liberated men have com-
mitted grave and revolting offences, but this does not alarm the Governor.
He is determined to use his power of exccutive c'emency to its fullest
extent; and if he keeps on pardoniog at his pre.cnt rate, he will have
succeeded, when his four years of cflice aro up, In pardoning over six hua-
dred criminals. The Democratic party who elected Aligeld 10 office have a
terrible responsibility on their hands.

A PLASTERER ON STILTS —\We sre always glad to chronicle the inven-
tlons of any of our Proviocial men, and we must confess to a curiosity to
see with our own eyes the mechan'cal contrivance patented by Nathaniel
E. Pitman, of Port Maitland., Mr. Pitmin has been considering for scm-
time the dissdvantage to whbich builders and workmen are put by the labor
and expense necessary In order to construct proper staging for lathing and
plasteripg. Instead of building a staging for each piece of work, Mr. Pit-
man hit upon the idea of raising himself 1o his work by means of stilts.
These stilts are made in two pieces, between which the stitrup is raised or
lowered ss required, and iostead of the usval uastoady bise there is a flst
lyiog wooden shoe. The stilt isfastened totheleg belowthe knee, and doosnot
interfere in the Jeast with the free use of the limb. Mr, Pitmao clalms that
for plastering and for celling making bis method is particularly good. The
workman has a far looger reach, and can move from room to room with
great case. Many of the cltizens and visitors in the town of Yarmouth have
been visiting Mr. Pitmav, who is now employed in the large hotel which is
shortly to be completed in the eeaport town.

Tue MaTtaBere PeorLe —The wooted war between the British Samh
Africa Company 2nd Lobengula, the King of Matabeleland, is delayed only
from day to day. The Company still msintsios ils tradiog posts in
Mashonalatd between the Zsmbesl and Limpopo rivers, and Lobengula
holds himself in readiness to make 21 onslaught on short notice. The
disputed district is rich in its agricultural possibilities and In {ts mines, and
it is neceseary to the prosperity of the Trading Company that the British
power should be upheld. Lobengula is the acknowledged sovereign of a
host of natlves, and he has the reputation of beiog the only shrewd man
fn the “gang” While his people suffer from poverty he revels in luxury
snd levies taxes in the form of coro, beer, skins and ivory. The British
traders have propitiated him with maoy gilts, sand at each new moon the
Btitish mine owncrs are obliged by the terms of their contract to pay him a
substantial royalty. His people uce numerous but discontented and terror-
stricken, The arbitrary metbods of justice which prevail render human
life most insecure, as s man may, in order to avepge himself of a slight,
denounce and cause to be slsin his brother with bis wives, children, ser-
vants and cattle, Rider Haggard, the novelist, is probably as well
informed as aoy living man ss to the habits and customs of Matabsle, and
he testifies that they are a long-suffering and degraded race, and that their
record Is one of uotirlog massacres of inoff:osive human belogs.

A Brnssurss Lig.—If Lord Aberdeen intends in the future to trouble
himself about bogus newapaper reports, he will find that he is making a
vain fight, The best policy by far {s to disregard the utterances of the
Amecrican prees on all matters of personsl impart.  Since it has become the
fashion to slander Lard Haddo, the fourteen year old son of the Governor-
General, our Canadian papers, to their shame be it sald, have not hesitated
to holp keep the ball a-rolllog, The charge agaioat the lad is not an espe-
cially heinous one. He is reported to have refused to pay the rental of a
boat which he had hired, and in consequero® of this eccentric action, he is
said to have been handed over to the Sheriff of New Brunswick—rather a
strange form of procedure uuder any circumstances. What the real facts
of tho cise were the publlc will never know, Youug Hadlo has never
been in the Maritime Provinces, and as he has baen kept strictly at school,
has had 1o opportuoity, suppostog that he had the incliation, for such an
escapade. We regret exceedingly that the details of a wholly imagloary
episode should have had 8o wide a circulation,

To Puriry Mecca.—Many theories, praciical and otherwise, concern-
{ng the suppression of cholera, bave been presented to the reading public
during the last two or three years, but it appears to us that Mr. Luondberg,
the United States Consul at Bigdad, bas touched the root of the matter in
sn uoofilcial report of the statc of affuirs {o the Tutkish Emplre. The
mottality from cholera at the city of Mecca has been appslling.  Although
it is almost impossible to obtain data on which to biss a conclusion, it 1
thought that from fifty to seventy-five thonsand pligrims have perished of
the dread disease in that sacred city. Thore i not a doubt that Meces is
the source and centre of the cholera scourge. The throoging pilgrims bathe
in aud driok polluted water, and those wh> live to travel back agalu scatter
the seeds of disease aloog their route, Mr. Luadberg thinks that in common
justice to humanity, the nations should unite io framlog a policy by which
this plague spot of the world should be effectually clesnsed, and the pil-
grims obliged to conform to sanitary laws. If the Sultan of Turkey will not
consent to co-operate with the European powers he should b2 compelled to
doeo. \Wars have been waged for far less cause, and even the miseries
consequent on a war with Tuikey need not weigh with communlties who
are opposed on principle to war, for there is no strife between man and mag
so deadly as the struggle b:tween man and cholera,

Fearuerep WoMex.—1It is surely b--ause women are ignorant of therw
responsibility 1n the matter that the fashion of wearing feathers is so widely
toleratsd. Of course there are feathers and feathers, but the majority ot
the bright wings, milliners' birds, and algrettes or ospreys, which are woro,
are only obtalped at a cost of valuable bird life. 1t Is strange that a tendsr-
hearted woman sbould array herself with groups of murdered innoceots,
when she has at her command s variety of feathers which can be obainoed
without unnecessary slaughter, as well 33 a hundred trifl2s of silk, velvets,
flowers, etc,, to choose from for ber adornment. Sarely the womta who is
tempted with the airy lightoess of the “algrette * for instance, will wi h-
stand the tempiation wheo she considers the history of the feathsred
trophy. The egretsare beautiful birds, and during the breeding seaeon they
congregate like herons on the rocky coasis. After the young birds ars
batched, but before they are fledged, the plumage of the parent birds
reaches perfection. The bird-hunters watch for this time carefully. They
capture aond kill the parent birds, and in coonequence of this slaughter the
fladgliogs are forced to die in the nests of slow starvation, The entire race
of egrets {s therefore fn danger of extinction, for the wholesale murder of
old and youog birds will fo time prevent the perpetuation of the species,
We are confident that if the history of the egret were but more widely
known every woman would hesitate “ere she robbed natute of its
beauty without addiog to her own,” and that she would endeavar in all ways
to put a stop to a cru:l and senseless custom.

CoLLEGE HazinG.—Thne batter class of Unjversities and Colleges have
done much dariog the past few years to discouatenance the ancient custom
of hazing. There is, however, still much to bz done before the custom
shall have been brought ints the distepute which it merits. A receat ba-
barity pergetrated at Prioceton nearly coet the life of a young freshmao,
whose coostltution was not sufficiently strong to endure a sudden immersion
in 2 canal and a loog exposure in wet clothiog to the chill vveningsir. A
vicious custom such sa this should not bs tolerated among raspectable peo-
ple. There is nothing «f the mischlef-loviog element among the young
fellows who combloe t5 so torture a fellow-siadent. It is not simply the
high spirits of youth fiading an outlet in a reckless prank, but it is the
beginning of brutality which, under other conditions, will lead to torturings
and to lynchinge. There Is no semblance of re.300 in the practise of
haz'vg. The freshman at a resldentisl college is of necessity placed in 2
new and trylog position. e may or may not bz conceited and * cocky,”
but the chaoces are that he will be quite harmless. His persecators oo the
cther hand are usually the stamp of worthless students who have litile scli-
respect.  Scldom, if ever, does the scholarly element in a college take part
in an outraze of this kiad, although it is but natural that students of botn
classes should bear the s'igma of brutality. The prompt and decsive
measures which the ficolyy of Princeton hive taken for dealing with the
offenders in this last ercapade will meet with the approval of all rigbt-fecl-
ing people.

A FriGHTFUL TrAGEDY.—The tragedy which startled Halifax this
week has not been equalled io this clty for many years. Richard D. Savsge
shot and killed his wife and child and then put a bullet in his own head in
a house on Barrington St. at about 9 30 on Tuesday morning. The detalls
of ihe story are most barrowing. Richard Savage, of Halifax, marrled
Maggie Lipham, also of Halifsx, about slx years ago and went to reside In
the United States. For sometime the couple lived together, but owlng to
the cruelty of her husband Mrs. Savage was compelled to leave hlm, and
about three months ago came to this city with her five years old son. After
vieiting relatives for some time she secured cmployment from a city tailor-
ing eatablishment and took up her abude in part of the house, No. 11 Bar-
riogton St.  Last Monday Morning Savage unexpectedly appeared at the
home of his wife, and it would scem tried to induce her to returna to New
Yotk with him. This Mrs, Swvage refused to do. Oa Tuosday morning
Savage sgain put in an appesracce st his wife’s rooms, and a shoit time
sfter fired three shots from a revolver. The first entered Mrs. Savage's
brain, the second instantly killed her child as he sat at play and the third was
sent into the skull of the murderer. The alarm was given by the women
liviog in the house with Mrs. Savage and a crowd was soon at the scenc of
the murder. The man and woman were taken to the Victoria Hospital
where the woman dicd two bours later. Savage lived until ovening. The
coroner's inquest brought out a sad story of an unhappy married life, of
persecutions and cruel action on the partof the husband and of long-suffer-
Ing patience on the wife's side. Savage was about 3o years of age, bis wife
some five years youoger. Both are known 1o Halifax, and the traglc evont
has caused a great scnsation in our usual quiet community,

Dear Sir,—Among your intererting notes this weock 1 notice a criticism
in the economical vein of the ceremony of a roysl proclamation at the Mar-
kot Crose, Edinburgh, recently. This 1sin many respects s uulitstian age,
and yet constantly thore keops croppiog up & return to earlier traditions.
This symptom of the spirit of the ago has evinced itself most strongly dur-
ing this summer when, in Chicago, in tho most mstior-r* fact bustling city
in tho world, many millions havo been lavished for artistic purposes eolely.
“ Men liveth not by bread alone.”” At first sight the money spent upon a
royst proclamation might scem & trifle oxiravegant, whilst the uniform of the
pereons officiating is to eay tho least santiquated. Bu', the ceremony itself
18 based on historical and pational considerstions of great importanco and is
one which no friond of Scotland would willingly see omitted. The Mar-
ket Crots, or * Merkat Croce,” of Edinburgh is of great antiquity, About it
havo revolved many of the greatest events in Scotiish llistory. It stands
pretty woll up io High Streot and just below St. Giles’ Church, Daring
the stormy period ot Scottish History tho crosa like most sctors of the time
suflered many vicisitudes acd at lsst stood a mero battered shalt inside the
street railing of St Giles. Howover defsced snd mutilated it might bo it
8till stood for royalty aud all nationsl prcclamations were made at its post,

At Jast Mr. Gladstone, having conquered tho hearts of S:otchmen and
recorved many flattertng tostimouials of thoir appreciation, began thinkiog of
how he could best sigaify bis gratitude. and finally decided to restoro the
old Matket Crozs.

After many consultations with architects and antiquarians he mado a plan
of a suitably decorated and emblazoned foundation, something like a nttle
castle, and get up tho old cross in the midat, I was in Edinburgh daring the
general olection in November, 1885, and witnessed the dedication of the
crose. In tho morning s drapery covered the whole structure and workmen
wore busy tearing up tho cubblo stones of High Strest and puthing up a
massive wooden 1a11ng to fonco off the populsco. About noon Mr. (ladstone
drove into the city in Farl Roseberry's carrlage with four horses and out-
ridera ‘The old Statesman dismounted and walked up into the cross where
a clorgyman stoor. ready to invoko a blessing. At this moment a guard of
nhonor, tho Scots Guards, with thoir band playing ** The Gurb of Qid Gaul,”
marched down from the castle and etood by the cross. Mr. Gladstono madea

eature of displeasure at the interruption of the blossing and the band eud.

only stopped plsyiog. Thoo Mr, Qlade'one walked round and inspected
tho work snd oxpressed his approval of it and drove sway, I heard him
agoak splondidly in making his closing spoech of tho campaigo at four o’clock
that sftsrnoon iz the Music ILsll.

As he loft the oross Lyon-King-at-Arma and tho other companies of the
College of Ileralds presonted themsolves st the door of tho crois snd, in
apswor to a question by the proper officer on guard, said that thoy came tg
announco the dissolution of tler Majesty's Parllament, Way boing mnie
for them they mounted the cross and prucesied to rosd the proclamasiun,
One herald etanding st a cornor of the cross looking down High S.reot read
oight or ten words, snd then thoso words were duly repeated by another
herald stationed at the opporite corner. Tnen tho first horald shoutel soms
moroe words and thess words being repeated by the othor the proclamation was
gradually got through with, and the ceremony was st an ond. High Streot
and evory doorway aud windsw in the vicinity wera black with apsotstors
durlog the ceremony., In order that nothing might be left uudono that
might stimulate the pride of the people aad lond drgaity and iotercst to the
occssion the old Blue Blanket, the famous banner under which the city
band of Edinburgh marched to Flodden, was displayed. ItJloaked just like
the faded old blankot that its name botokens and was aet up on two laths
jast ineide the street raillug. This flig is well referzed to in Agtoun's stir.
ring ballad ¢ Lidioburgh after Flodden.” Its appoarauce is well caloulated
to arouse tho pride of Scolchmen, ns overy man who marched to Flodden
Fiold behind it, save the msn who brought it back to the city, was killed in
that fatal fight,

It will thus bo scen that ceromonies which to us at a distinco eccm
trivisl and unnecessary may yot have vast importanca. IEzery dotsil In tne
pagosnt abovo skotched was intorosting in iteslf and could not have beer
moro perfectly contrived if tho object fu view was to cill out tho patriotiam
and justify the self-reapect of the Scotlish people as an avclont snd honored
constituent of tho British Empire. Yours truly, S.

The goneral trade situation throoghout the Dominion 18 not matorlally
chapged, romamning on the whole fairly satiefactory, Iho volume of buai-
nesa continues to be modorato, eome hines boing motre ot less offected by the
fine open weather, It goos without ssying that a chabgo io lowor tompora.
ture would be very acceptable to dry guods men, clothiers, furriors, fuel
deslers, and other lines sustable for the fi.. «nd winter season. Travollers
repost trade throughout tho counotry quict and orders only moacrate.
Storekeepers are carrying only light stocks, proferring to ordor frequontly in
smsller quantities, thus curiailing lsbilities, Thie will, in the end, doubt-
lees prove more satisfactory to all concorned. Prices of staplo articles havo
oxpetlenced very littio change during the wook and valuos ruled urm. Taoe
fine, open weather has given the farmors a botter opportunity than usaal to
proaecute their out-door work, which has slmest oxolusively occupied their
attention up to the preseot wriiog, leaving marketing produco and making
parchases until their rusn s over, Storckeepers throughout the country
districts anticipate an improvemont 1n trade sbortly, as farmors gonoraliy
have been fairly successful this year and are in a good position to psy off
old scores and to make iibsral purchsses, Wholesale merchants and job-
bera roport collections somowhst tedious but fairly sati-fictory,

The Canadian Grocer thinks that * the trade eituation in the country is
not at the moment as satisfactory as desired.” It says that *one of tho
soros! spots is the slowness of payments,” and that * until withio the last
week or 8o there seemod to boa gradual, although slow, improvement in
this respect,” and that ¢ the turn in tbe opposite direction is general in all
branches of trade.” It continues:—‘ As to causes a multiplicity may be
advanced. Nesrly everybody who expresses an opinion will tell you that
the journeying to tho World's Fair of so many city and country merchants
is one of the causes., Some morchants, wo ato told, whose circumstancos
wore such that they had not the ready cssh to sparo in order to mako the
trip borrowed tho money to go. The World's Fair wasundoubtedly a groat
educator, but whether ic sceking the knowledge that was thero impatted a
merchsnt is justified in borrowing money or in allowing his accovuts to
become past due is questionable. The community at large as we!l as the
creditor immediately concorned is interosted in the matter, for tha moro
promptly accounts are paid tho freer is the circulation of currency,” Uther
causes that, however, do not apply to this meridian, are mentioned by the
Grocer such as tho low prico of wheat, which induces farmers in the wost to
hold bsck thelr crops and the claims of the implement msker and the coal
dealer, both of whom demand cash, Still the Grocer remarks that no one
looks at the present dull spell with alarm or belioves that it is sny other
than of a temporary character. ** The man would bo short-eighted indecd
who thought otherwise. Canada’s financial position is and has been for
some timo more satisfactory than that of any other country. Our banks aro
in a good, sound, healthy condition, and stocks in tho country sre not, as a
zule, heavy, while a8 a result of the general cautiousness, which has cherac-
terised merchants for eomo timo, sails are well trimmed and reefed. Vhen
the present temporary disabilities have psssed we shall find the merchants
scudding aldog under froer canvass. A noticesblo feature of tho situstion is
that people are asking for shorter terms of renewal than is usual. Confi-
dence,caution and strict attention to business is what is wanted at the moment,
snd the more satisfactory conditions will devolop before long.”

WeeeLY Financiar Review .7 Hesny Ciews axp Co., New Yonk,
Nov. 5.—Last week we noted the beneficial effect upon prices of Wail
Street's anticipation of tho pazssgoe of the siiver ropeal bill. The past week
has shown the eflect of the consurmmation of repesl in an extensive reslizing
of profits upon that advsnce, with a coneequent fall of two to three points
in prices, snd next, in a reaction from that decline.

For the moment there is some halting in operations, due to » disposition
to wait until estimates of the new situstion croated by repeal are more defin-
itely matured both here and in Londoo. In eome querters disappointment
was felt st J.ondon becoming a seller to the estimated extent of thres or four
millions, instead of a buyer as had been expected. This coorse was, how-
ever, nothing more than might have been reasonably anticipated. In the
firat placo L.ndon speculstors were bolding a considerable amount of out
stocks bought at much lower prices; and in selling upon the Senate’s vote,
they were only taking tho same wiso course as our own oporstors—that is,
making sure of their profits, That course bad not been expected, becauso
London ususlly tskes ite profits afier New York has reslized; in this
insiance it was wiser, In the next place, exchange stands close apon tie
specie-importing rate ; and as further purchases by London might easily
atart exports of gold to New York, with a consequent putting on the ecrows
by the Baok of Logland, it may have seemed moro prudent to first realize
and then buy back at lower prices. And sgain, our suspension of silver
purchases raises some tomporarily serious quostions for London. That cen-
tte hasto face ths neccessity of an intornationsl silver agreoment or the
assured certainty of the final discardmont of silver, with consequences which
Mr. do Rothschild, as one of Ureat Britain's represontativos in tho latosilver
conference, declared would be of ve g serious financisl moment, and eape-
ciilly to ioglend. Omne symplor.atic effect has alroady appeated in the

As the bosrings of this chango will fall first and more ospecially upun
Loodon il is nut surpiisiog that the ruyal exchsngo shouid show sumo caution
abuut oporations that would tend to drasw gold from the Bank of Lngland,
This cautiun, however, has not provented Lundon from boyirg our bonds,
about ono million in smount of which was taken on Wednesday. Thoso
transactions, howover, ropresent tho investment domand rather than the
speculative, and, to that oxtent, thoy arn a legitimato oxptession of the
improvomont of foreign cosfidenco in vut investment arising from ropeai,
It is a favorable indioation that the Bank of Inglsnd did not ou Thuarsday
advanco its rates of discount as had boon oxpou* 1, in faco of tho [t that the
rato of dlscount in the opon matket was only 1 8 bolow tho Link rate
and that gold was being ta{on out of the bank for oxpoit to Now York.
This looks as though the bank managers eaw nothing in thoe rop.al act, ot i
tho situstion otherwiss, to osll fur any immedisto precautionary sotion. A
few days moro will briog forth more distinot symp:ona of what may bo the
effect upon London apcoulative intorests arislng frum the now conditivue
this side 1tho Atlantic.

It would bo a poor resalt of this groat effurt of the Amotican peoplo to
maintain & sound money system if it Jdid not ssuo in = groat rovival ui
cunflidenco in our jnvestments, not only thruughout Lutope, hut also am.oy
our ywn peopio. After such widespread distivst consequent upon the
daogors created by eilver, it convoys an immoasurcablo sssurance fur this
country that it bas kal the wisdom and tho coursge to take the decisive atop
that sottles fur the wutld the yuestion of monetary standards and unifies the
money of tho tao m.st civilized cuntinonta, Wo have not begun tu realice
tho immenasr significance of this action. The unscttled silver problem has
boon a standing throat to finance and investment for the last fiftoon years.
Its romoval gives froo courso to all that has boon obstructed by these mis-
givings. It is an assuranco that great cntorprises oxtending far into tho
foture will no longer bo bampored by queetions about the money of pay
mont. Its effoct will bs mos: important amoag those wh conteal the large:
movements of capital, which hive so long boon hold in suspense by this
unaottled question of standards, Capitsl demands the niost absoluto assur-
spco on this point ; it has long and timidly waited for that assurancoe and
remained [dle in its absence ; it now has all it can ask, and wo may there-
fore expect an ora of rovived enterprise In great undertakings.

Tbis revival caunot be expected to appear immediately. Tho first result
of repeil must Lo a remowal of confidenco in ordioary commercisl and
industrial operations ; whick, howovor, will have o boneficial bearing upon a
wide class of investments, and especislly upon railroad stocks and bonds.
When accumulated capital his had time for selecting its employmonts and
making its plans, wo may look for tho larger developments of this new
elomont of confidence. It is not too early to look for buying of stocks in
anticipation of these larger results. 1Wall streot looks far shoid, and dis-
counts the {:ture as far in advancs as it cin see inlo I, and semetimes
farther. It is not likely to fsil to do so in this instance ; and, from tius
time forward, the larger and moro intelligent oporators may bo expeoted to
iucludo these remotor bonefits of ropeal in their estimates of the current
valuo of stocks.

Dry Goops.—Tho past weok hes not furnished any groat chauge,
although, as noted in our last, the demsnd is beginning to pick up and the
few colder days we have had since have materially increased the movement
of soasonable guods. Cloakings, tweeds, flannels, blankets, and woollen
underwaesr, have been the more active lines. Although the volume of trads
is Dot very large, many bouses roport incroased siles over those of last week.
Jobbers complain that the colliery troubles io Englind have intarfored with
the delivery of somo of their fall supplies of staples, such as linings, otc.
Advices from primary contres report valuea gonerally firm in tone, tho fes-
ture in this conncction being an advance in jute, which is almost certain to
affect values on hemp carpets and such lines of goods as Hessiaus, otc.
Remittences do not furnish any sorious ground for complaint, continuing
fairly eatiefactory. Most of the business that has besn doing from hote
has been on account ot letter ordets from travellers, Tho city retail trade
has been quiet, the fine, warm weather practically stopping all urders fur soa-
sonsble goods from urban buyers. Spriogsamples sro increaging and maony
linesare on the road. Print orders are what the houses are aftor just now.

Breapsrurra —The lccal flour market is unchanged in tone, the demand
belng of the ordinary character—the highor grades receivlog must attenti.c,
Outside enquiry coatinnes quist. A very quiet local trade ta reported in
oatmeal at unchanged prices. Mill feed 18 easy in tone uoder 2 quiet
enquiry. Ian Fogland wheat and corn have b:en vory quiet. The westher
in that country has been milder., In Boston the fl,ur market is quiet with
only a small trade. Wheat bas not changed smuch in tho speculative
matkets, and there is not sufficiont demsnd for flour in Baston to put up
prices. Quotations thore, therefoto, romain without change. Cornmeal is
pretty firm ou the positiun of corn. Bag meal is quoted at 95¢c. to 81, and
barrel meal at $2.20. Ostmesl is not changed.

Provisions.—The supply of pork continues short of the demsnd, and
prices aro steady and hem. A fairly active movement is noted in lard and
cut mests, outerdo prices being obtsinsble for choice city brands. In
Chicago pork has beon active, and prices have ruled strong and very fin,
though no actusl advsnce in figures is noted. In Boston pork snd lard ere
steady with the quotstions unchanged. The local packors there noto a fair
trade 1n baef with prices on the markot a turn firmor. Tho mutton markot

Trade unionism in Canada outside Toronts is of little importance, being
marked by & ttrange lack of cohesiveness, which provents tyo much arbit-
rariness upon tho part of the men. Down in the coalficlds of Nova Scotia
Do very acate strikes take placo , tho miners’ unions aro more paseive than
sggressivo, and it is not to be anticipated that mining entorprise nood fuar
much difliculty jo this direction. The men are, bowever, not by any

o -ns freo irom folly in their unions, or outside in the villsgo sticots, and
requiro o firm hand.

Dolsarto discoverod laws of exprossion and through his d-scovery was
enabled lu producs a scienco, aa att anl & philus,phy of oxpressivn. The
scionce of oxproscivn eliow, us what movements, tones, ote, should bo made
to oxpress any thuught, feo'ing or pas ion. This gives us a guide as to
what kind of gymnastics are necessary fur our improvemont. The differ- :
onco between thé Dalsarte physicil culture aod allthe old methods is, that
the Delsartian systom has always regard to b auty of wovement and to the
moan ng of the movement, [t combines two im portan: features of caltur,
namoly, having physicsl oxerciso avd at the asn.e time loarning sumetbing.
By constint repotition of the Delsartian gymuastics, tho pupil is cnab'ed to
vvercomo Lsd habiis of mutiva, and 1o acgaire the expressivn nocsssaty te
boauty and grace.

Tho srt of expres-in toachoes how to put into offect the scionce, and
iocludes olocuiion, oratory and acting.

Russ-ll says
that in no position does a grscoful womap’s bsauty show to bstter advantage
than in going up and down stairs ; and cothing that a wom.n caa do puts
her in a poor-r light thao ia waddling up and down ss many do  Mus,
Russell's il'ustration of the way a poor walkoer works I thought very good.
Said she, yuu would not at cmpt to tun a sewing michiae by turning the
wheel backward, and yet you aro surprisod whon you find yoursoives tired
and worn out af.er having oxercissd all the wrong muscies 1n walking and -
in goiog up and down staira.

Mrs. Russoll bas but planted Delsartism in Halifax, bat it is now an
assured fact that it has taken root, and it is to bo confidently expected that
it will receive tho proper attention to enmsuro its abundaunt growth.
