It reminds us of a beautiftul sirile in the Ioves of Medeca
and Jason, in the Argonattics of Ap)olloliur< Roitlius : It Lis
there applied to the waveriig resolves of a love-sick maiden,

Roflectel frtm the tlin'A, fiar c ler ray,
As quivering beamîs fr m t'in water play."

The primnitive Chiristians spient the night p-ecetding Easter
Day in prayert. and praisues till the timue of co k-croi, the sup-
posed hour of our :'avioirs rising. For, as Durant tells us,
it is universally assentedi t by the Latit church, tat after
our Saviour hai conqueed death, and bi oken the gates oIf hell,
he arose from the dead,.not at nitdniight, but in the tmornnig
at the time of coc'k-crow ; which nlot the ceks, but the angels
themselves proclaimed.

TThe Primitive church set apart the whole weck aftcr Easter
for to praise and glorify God, for our Saviour'tu resurrectio'n !
n which time all labour ceased, that servants, as well as

others, might bc present at the devotions of the season. All
public shows and ganes were forbiddtn as being foreigt to
the holiness of the season. Int after-ages when the Churnh
fell lnto corruption, and the substance of religion decayed in
the shadow of ceremonie s tht praises and devotions orf the
season were either much neglected or but superficially ob-
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served ; for Belithus, a ritualist tells us that It was custonary
for the bishops sud archbishops themnselves to play with the
inferior clergy, even at hand-ball, and this also as Durant
witncsseth even on Easter Dav itself, This was called the
liberty of Decenber, according to Belithus, because that for-
tnerly it was cistoaitry among thel heathiens il thiat nonth to
indulge their servants with a certain time of liberty; when
thev were on the level with their masters.

'the custom of this hand-ball playing is doubtless the origi-
nal of our preseit recreations and diversions on Easter holi-
days, and inl particular in playing for tanzy cakes, which at
this seasoti was generally piractisedl.

We find in the writings ofJ; Boëtus Abtianus a description
of ancient rites in his coutitry (Franconia that there, were
foot courses in the meadows in% whici h the victort carried ofTa
cake given to be run for, as we say, by sone rich person in
the' neighboutriood.

In the north of England, more particularly at Newcastle,
there was an ancient tcistom for the Mayc>r and Corporation
and the SherifT, accompanied by a large number of the bur-
gesses, every yer, at the feast of Easter and Whitsuntide, to
go out inîto2anopen place to play at had-bal-the iayor and
SherifT unbending the bow of authority ant partaking with
thevir happy and conitentedi townsmen the puierile pleasuires of

tht festal season.
S'Iden, in his mos t delightfuil table'-talk quaintly says :-

l Our meat.s anti our sports have much of theri relation to
cl.urch w%-orks. The coliti of our Christnas pies, in shapv long
is in imitation of the crauch) a rack or manger) ; our chosinig
Kings and Queens on Twelfth Niglit have refertnce to the
tiree Kings ; so likewise our cating, of fritters, whippi tig of
tops, roasting of herrings, j tek of lents, &c, tey are ail imi-
tations of chuirch-works, e'mbleius of mnartvrdom. Our tanzies
at Eatstur have refe'retice to the bitter herbg, tihiougi at the
saine tine 'twas aI wavs the falhiotn for a man to have a gain-
m'n If biacotn to slow hi mislf iti no Jew."

Tanz' y cakes and tinzy puddings are still favourite dishes at
Easter in imany parts of England, more particularly in the
westeri icounties. lit soume parisies the clerk carries round
to everv house a few white cakes as an Easter offering. In
retutru for these, cakes, which are always distributed after di-
vinle service omn God iFriday, the clcrk receives a gratuity

according to the circutistanees or getnerosity of the house-
holdet'r.

sengers ; they experie'nced boisterous weather, but ail went
welI1 till n'->on on Mondriy, the 311,tuilt., whei n the ispply of
coal being nearly exhaisted the captain detriminel to put into
Halifax. About three o'clock on the morniig of the Ist inst.
the steamer rtruck ont Meatlier ts Island, off Prospect, 22 mies
west of Ialifax, where sh now lies a total wreck. h'lie lobs
o(f lif' was somethitg fearfujl. Nearly 550 souls perished on
tliait awful morning, and the scenes as de!scribel in tite public
accounts are heart-rending. One of thei forms ithem ubject off
ouir firt page illustration. Mr. Fritht, te chief officer and
the "hero of ite scelle, who hati takeun rfuge in the nizzen-
nmast rigging, gives the following description :-- When day-
lirht cane I u cotunted 32 ptrsons in the mizzen-mast rigging
with me, including one woman. Whe'n tliee saw that there
pwere lines buetweeni the sip aind the shore many of them At-
temptel to go forward to the liiesand in doing so were
washed overboard aind drowned. M any reach.d the shore by
atid of the lines, and the fislernîetî's boats reocuied manyI more.

At tw
o'clock lit the afternoon, after we had beenl in the rigging tel'
hours, the Rev, Mr. Ancient, Chuîrch of Englandut clergyman
whose noble conduct I ean never forget whlîe, I livogota
crow of four men to row hit out to the wreck. le got int
the main rigging and procured a hine, then advanced als fa
as he could towards me and threw it to mo. I caught it,maade
it fast arundi my body, and then julped clear. A sea swept
mie off the wreck, butMir Ancient hield fast to the line, pulled
tue back, and got tme safey ln the boat. I was then so ex.
hausteud and benumbed that I was harily able to do anythitg
for myself, and but for the clergyman's gallant conduet i
must have perished soon. The woman, after bearing up w'ith
remarkable strength under lier great trials, hati died two houri
before Mr. Ancient arrived. lier half-naked body was still
fast in the rigging, lier eyes protruding, the nouth foaming
a terribly ghastly spectacle, rendered more ghastly by the
contrast vith the nunerouks jewels which sparkled nt lier
hands. We hatîto leavîe ber body there, and it is probably
there yet. le scenle at the wreck was at awful one, suchi as
I hadt never before witnessed, and hope never to witness
again."

GOSSIPS ON POPULAR SCIENTIFIC SUBJECTS.

NO. X.-METEottootcAL INtTRcMENTs.

THE DRY AND WET BLLB THESRMOMETER oa HYoROMETER.

This instrument, which is also called Mason's hygrometer,
consists of two precisely similar thermmoeters, mounted at a

distance of a few inches from each other, the bulb ai one

being covered with muslin, which is kept moist by einans of

a cotton wick leading from a small vessel of distilled or filter-
ed rain water. The eraporation which takes place fram ithe
moistened bulb produces a depression of temperature, so that
this thermometer reads lower than the other by an amout
which increases with the dryness of the air. The instrument
must b mounted in such a wav that the air can circulate
very freely round the wet bulb;> and the vessel containing
the water should be placed a few inches ta the side. The
level of this vessel must b chigh enought tu furnish a supply
of water which keeps the muslin thoroughly moist, but not
high enough to caue a drop t forn at the botton of the
bulb. Unless thxese precautions are observed, the depression
of temperatnre will not bo suffieiently great, especially in
calm weather.

The great facility of observation afforded by this instru-
ment bas brought it into general use, to the practical exclu-
sion of other forms of hygrometer. As the theoretical rela-
tion between the indications of its two therniometers and the
humidity as well as the dew point of the air is rather comn-
plex, ani can scarcely b said to be known with certainty, t
it is usual to effect the reduction by means of tables which
have been emperically constructed by comparison with the
indication< of a dew-po it instrument. The tables universallv
used in Canada and the United States Nere constructedi b'y'
Arnold Guyot, Professor of Geolog'y and Plhsical Geography,
College of New Jersey.

In connection with the barometer and thermometer, this
instrument affords infallible notice of impending weather.
lu addition t its value ta the meteorologist, there a-e many
cases in ordinary life fr which this instrument mnay be used
to advantage, and the simple inspection of the two thermom-
eters will often afford a better criterion of the weather and
the probability of rain than the barometer itself.

The importance of this instrument in a sick chamber eau
hardly be over-rated, and it is a great matter of surprise that
the medical faculty do not insist in its use, more particularly
in hospitals and infirmaries. Mr. Glaisber, of the Greenwich
Observatory, says:-

I It would bi well for the medical profession to enforce, asi
far as lay in its power, the use of this simple and effectual in-i
strument, which at alil times is valuable with reference to the
record of external tempeîature, as well as bygrometric condi-i
tions of the air, and which in case of sickness gives indica-i
tions su important to the comfort and convalescence of the
patient. If the air in the department be too dry, that is to
say, if the diffTrence between the readings of the wet and dry i
thermometers is very considerable, it will be necessary to ex-
pose water in some shallow vessel of some extent of surface,
so that the evaporation arising fron it, mixing with the air,
shall create a greaterdegrce of humidity. This process may bo
considerablv accelerated by heating the water, when the
evaporation wilil proceed more rapidly. The reading of the
instrument will point out when the properdegreeof humidity
is attained. If by heated water, the evaporating surface
should be either covered over or removed ; if by cold water,
it may be suffered to remain.

If, on the contrary, the air should be tou moist, or should
be required toube remarkably dry, all water must either be
removed or covered over ; and the require degree of dryness
will b obtained either by raising the temperature, or by
plac ng in the room sulphuric aciid or any other medium
which bas the prope'rty of rapidly absorbing ail watery vapour.
By these simple means an artifcia locality may be produced,
and invalids whose circumstances or avocations prevent them
from seeking a climate suited to their peculiar constitution,
ma' to a great extent, by the assistance of this instrument,
obviate the necessity of su doing.

I In regulating the hygrometrical state of the air in con-
servatories, &-c., it may be made to reader the most essential
service, the temperature of the air being regulated by the dry
bulb, and the degree of humidity by the difference between
the two .

" It is well known that in greenhouses the plants often
become shrivelled or otherwise injured before there is any
suspicion of an alteration in the state of the air; with the
view of remedying the evil, aquantity of water, without any
guide as to the amouint required, is thrown upon the walls;
and at other times, with the view of preservation, itl is admin-
istered in the saime inidefinite manner, on the supposition or
the air being too dry, as determined by the senses. These,
with regard to heat and humidity, are very fallaclous guides;
and everybody must have felt in summer the heat at times to
b almost insupportable, without any apparent reason as
shown by the reading of the thermoneter; tbis arises from
the air being nearly calm and moist."

Ai<KMoà&masznt

The instruments for measuring either the force or velocity of
the wind are called anemometers. The anemometer which has
yielded the most satisfactory reults is that invented by Dr.
Robinson of Armagh. It is exclusively used on this conti-
neut by the observers connected with the International
Meteorological Service. Il consists of four hemispherical
cups attached tu the ends of equal horizontal armas, forming a
horisontal cross, which turna freuly about a vertical ais.

By means of an endless screw oarried by the axis, a train of
wheel-work is set in motion; and the Indication is given by
a hand which moves round a dial; or, in somne instruments,
by several bands moving round different dials like those of a
gas meter. The anemometercan also be made to leave a con-
tinuous record on paper, for which purpose varions contri-
vances have been successfully employed. According to exper-
iments conductei by Professor C. Piazai Smyth at Edinburgh,
and by the Astronomer Royal at Greenwich, it lias been pro-
notunced the only velocity-anemometer whose indications are
exactly proportional ta those of the element to b measured.
Its price is thirty-ûve dollars:

The direction of the wind, as indicated by a vane, can also
be madte to aleve a continuous record by various contrivances,
one of the most common being a pinion carried by the shaft
of the vane and driving a rack which carres a pencil. But
perhaps the neatest arrangement for this purpose is a large
screw with only one thread composed of a netal whicli will
write on paper. A sheet of paper is moved by clock-vork in
a direction perpendicular to the axis of the screw, and is
pressed against the thread, touching it of course only in one
point, which travels parallel to the axis as the screw turtis,
and cames back to its original place aflter une revolution.
When une end of the thread leaves the paper, the other end at
lie same instant comes on. The screw turns with the vatie,
so that a complete revolution of the screw corresponds t a
complete revolution of the wind.

TH71RAIN oAtoE.
This instrument was described in 14Gossips" No. lx. It

should be securely tîxed in the ground so that the top projects
about six inches, and the aperture uof the funnel must be kept
clear from leaves, &c. It is desirable that the gauga be eqîtally
exposed to ail points of the compass.

Su much for the necessary instruments required for ordinary
observations in the pursuit of weather wisdom. A little irac-
tice will enable the observer to judge-for himself conceràn;g
coming weather. To doubt that science of weather is poli-
sible, would be to doubt that atmospheric disturbances are
governed by fixed laws.

CANADA, AS SEEN BY ENGLISII EYES.

Q'EDEC TO MONTREAL.

I left Quebec with a feeling of regret, for I scarcely expected
to find anything more interesting than the quaint old city, its
people, and its surroundings. Everybody, and everybody's
uncles, aunts, and nieces, bas heard of the Grand Trunk Rail-
way. Evterybody who takes up a daily journal in England
has IlGrand Trunk " inevitably staring him in the face oi
some page of the paper. I had seen so much of this that I
had an immense respect for the Grand Truuk-the sane sort
of awe which a child might bave fur the Great Mogul, the
Khan of Tartary, or somie other grand puissance be bas heard
very much about, but has never understood. At half-past
seven in the evening I consigned myself to the keeping of
this Grand Trunk. A large, ugly-iouking, dirty, covered-in
raft of a steam ferry boat conveyed me and my impedimenta
across the river, and I there first made the acquaintance of
another renowued invention of the New World-the Pullman
Silver Palace Drawing-room and Sleeping Railway Car.
This aftair was fitted up, according to the advertisement
phrase, "regardless ofexptnse;" it was really tuagniticent.
I took my seat and awaited with a great dtetl of curiosity the
time to go to bed, for I saw nothing of beds, or any arrange-
ment which gave the slightest indications of sleeping accomn-
modation. I also saw no indication of noving, and began ta
think that this Grand Trunk was possessed ofsome magic, by
mians of which it could transport us to Montreal without the,
necessity of getting up ste-am, and that Pullman was a minor
magician in his own line. But about an hour after the start-
ing time from Quebec proper, on the other side of the river,
we began to move out of the station at a rate which by no
means impressed me over-favourably% with the magic powers
of locomotion possessed by this self-sane Grand Trunk ; anti
a short time after, Pullman's magic art became t me plain and
simple machinery. An ebon-skinned son of America came io
four seats placed in pairs vis-à-vis, gave a pull upon the cushions
on either side of him, and the bottom unes came together in
the space between the seats, whilà the back ones took the
places of these, making a very fair sort of arrangement on
which ta place a bed. From underneath came pillow6t; a
handle above was pulled, and what hadt appearod to be the
ceiling of the car came down to withii about three, feet o the
transformed seats. Out of the hiding place thus brougiht to
light came two mattresses, one of which tound its place upon
the seats below, and the other rernainedi for those who should
Aleep in the attic. Sieets, pillowcases, blankets, and ail the
appliances ftrr two well-appointed beds, came frotm the saine
place ; a pîolished walnut partition ails" wais disclused, which
afterwards served to divide these beds from their neiglbours ;
and heavy rep curtains fell down in front of the two bed, se.
parating theinmfron the rest of the carriage. Everything wts
luxurious, and su far it was as complote as une cuuld wish ;
but I waited in vain for some further magic which should
disclose a dressing-room or soint' necessary means ot utilising
the goods already provided. Feiling this, and aillthe seats
being rapidly appropriated, I was compelled to crawl inside
the curtains and lie down in my clothes, and I remained there,
about as uncomfortable as possible, till morning. The very
provision so bountifully made for comfort, which a lady undier
such circumstances could not possibly enjoy, mad, my posi.
lion still more intolerable. Theru was too little room b etween
the upper and lower atory for sitting uprighlt in bued, and the
motion of the carriage wa disagreeable-mtci mre s îo thit
if I could bave resunei the ordinary sitting posture. 1ihad
had a rather severe time uof it in crossing the ocean, and in a
little while I experiencei a sicknes of the same descr i ption
as the mot violent aliment which bad made my sea voytge su
unpleasant.

That littie crossing-sweeper is,
however, only a type of an unfortunate class
to whose wants, 1 fear, we pay too little leed
-our city arabs, drift-wood on the shores of

the world'd rolling waters.
aThese poor, little, dirty, rag.ged children i1
1 often wonder when I see tlhem in the streets
of our city, where they all corne fron anti
'altre they find homes. They are su pretty
some o f the. I often lie such dear little
curly heaids, and sweet faees, withl rnerry
laughin)g eyes, that any mother shîould be
proud If aian guard Ls a choice treasure. And
vet ti dirty rgs in which these little ones
aire clothed, anid their whole neglected appear-
aince, show too plainly that they have no one
whIîo cLreS for them. Whîen the sun agoes dilow,
andI darknss fallis on the streets, what be-
c of theei children ? A few we nay still
mret, pepinig into lop wiundows, to thein so
bright und ternpting, where cheiap toys, sweet-
ineat sand pictures are indiscrimiiinately jura-
betd togethelir for sale. But usemt of the waifs
lhavc gone home-for however poor or miser-

hka hovel the fanily dwellinag may be, it is
stillhomne to tue child. If ve could follow
tlmtl, wlat sh ouald we se ? A las! in too many
iimstancv', it wouldhbe a asorry sight. A drnnkei
fatier; 1 erhaps-far worse-a drunken tno-
ther ; dirt and wretaehedness on every sidie, a
bundle of straw or ragS, or sornctiing nrot
much btter, for a bed , and nothing puire or
good to be seen or heard. low eCnn these lit.
tir oles grow up to e honest or go od ? Witih
such aoviatiois cintiiutllyL a iroind thema
how can they l:arn to be any different from
thieir fathers andi mnthers? They learn ito
sincke, and drink, and sweir, ahaUost a sooi
as thtr learu to walk and talk. I have sen îi
boys ini thiri city, certainly not more than :ight
cars old, so ragged their clhithis would scarce-

lv bang on their backs, lolling against the
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wall smoking cigar ends, to the great admira--
tion and envy cf a group of other youngsters.b
Juvenile depravity amongst us has grown
apace,when a boy of but thirteen years was veryb
recently brouglit up at Kingston as a commonC
drunkard. A sad commentary, indeed, on oura
social life I1

Yet these little ones enter this world as pure
and innocent as those who are cradled and
nursed with jealous care that no rough windl
nay blow uponI them. But as they grow older,
and are conastatly brought in contact with
what ls debasing and evil, ic very atmosphere
they breathe tainted by the vices with whichf
they are surrounded, cian we wonder that tlhey
grow up vile and degraded ? Bad habits colef
with bad companions. Soon the lads turn out
on the streets to Carni something towards the
fanily's support. Their early training has
led them to be averse to honest, hard work.
Unless regular emplovment be obtained, the
lads drift almaost inperceptibly into living by
their wits. ln a word, if they are not placed
at work by thîeir guardians as apprentices to
trades, they arc earried by force of circum-
stances within the circle of the dangerous class
which dwells In the purlieus of every great
city. Thus many of the bright, intelligent
boys who continually cross our path may by-
and-by, if not assisted by some kindly hand,
lhelp to tilI our reformatories and becone a
burden on socicty. Again, if the boys are in
such danger, surely the girls are in still greater
peril. More confiding, more il need of sorne
one to lean upon, less fitted to figlit alone the
battle of lif, they should not be cast upon the
world without ptrop)er training to enable thera
to earn their daily bread by honest work. If
the girls are intended for domestic servants,
it is certaiinly the duty of the parents to have
them placed early with some respectable fam-
ily wherc the necessary training niay be ob-
tained. Servants are much wanted, but they
nust be thoroughly trained to be efficient'
there are ple)ny of places, but onlly ignorant
girls to tilt them. I f, on the other hand, the
girls are inîtended to work in the factory, they
should be placed under proper lersons, such
as would, whilst giving then thorough in-
structio iini the businss, strive to improve
thir moral character and protect then from
insult. Tou often in these days parents are
indituerenit as to whether their children, when
at work, are brought ito good or bad company,
so long as they earn large wages. It is just
at this tine, however, when bad associatioans
are often foramed, and amongst other dangers,
this shlould not bedisregarded. But whatever
is done in this direction, nu eifort slhould be
spared to keep our younag girls out of our
streets ais much as poessibil. 'ie dangers of

Outside influence can indeed be bronaght to z
bear upon this class to guide them in the right l
course, mainly when they are quite young;
and It is at this time, therefore, we should t
seek to succour them. There are, we know,
charitable institutions of various kinds which a
dho great good; these do not, however, reach
all, since they are principally Intended to pro- n
vide homes for orphans. And a great deal d
undoubtedly still remains to be done to aid
our poor children in setting out in life with M
fairer prospects. Mucli may be accomplished, il
1 think, by individual effort,-by visiting poor
familles whom we know, by endeavouring to o
encourage the children in all that is good, and r
by giving to them while in the early morning i
of life, the helping hand which they so much
need, and which may, perhaps, beneficially in- i

ultîence their w1ole future course. Every
struggling family in our city, which, happily,
contains but a smnall poor population, would
be reached if each of us resolved to give j
friendly counsel and aid in the training of
sorme troop of little ones, dwelling in the
closely packed tenement districts. Wa could a
scarcely engage in a more philanthropic mis- e
sion - we could hardly devote our energies to1
a work which would tend more to elevate our 1
population- If we place every boy and girl int
a fair way to make an honet ilivelihaood, we
do mtch towardsi training the rising genera-r
tion to be better citizens than ourselvei, and to
diminish crime, and the social evils which,
alas! even in the new cities of this continent,
where poverty is more rare than in towns in thei
mothcr country, unfortunately prevail. The
State gives education to our guattr children ;
let us ielp the parents to give them that1
moral training which is even a greater boon.
