OPENING OF THE MILITARY COL-
LEGE, KINGSTON.

We this week present to our readers a view of
the New Military College, Kingston, which was
opened without any formal ceremony on the 1st
of June, when the cadets, to the number of eigh-
teen, having previously received orders from the
Commandant to report themselves to the Captain
of cadets between the hours of°10 and 12 on
that day arrived, several of them being accom-

ied by theil;surents. A regimental number,

y which the cadets will be known during their

term of service was then assigned to each and a

copy of the regulavions and standing orders for

the college distributed to them. Each cadet also
had a room allotted to him.

At 12:30 they paraded for the first time to the
sound of the bugle and their ap) ce out of
uniform augured well for their future when they
will appear in martial array. At1 p.m. they
were marched to the mess room where they dined
together. The nparents of the cadets and the offi-
cers of the college also dined together. In the
afternoon the cadets were measured by a military
tailor for their uniform. This will consist of a
handsome scarlet cloth tunic with blue cloth
collar and cuffs trimmed with gold lace ; blue
cloth trousers with scarlet stripe and shako with
white horse hair drooping plume. Each cadet
has a seperate room which is furnished with a
bed, wash stand, looking glass, writing table,
lamp, bureau, shelf and pegs for his knapsack
and accoutrements and a stand for his rifle. The
study room will be furnished with large writing
table and desk combined, one for each cadet,
which will be retained by him during his term
of service. The course of instruction will occupy
four years. The curriculum of study, will, when

| the development of the staff and institution

allows of it, be very comprehensive, embracing,
primagily, all the military sciences and the drills
and exercises of all branches of the military ser-
vice together with gymnastics, swimming and
riding. The natural sciences, drawing, civil
engineering and a high course of mathematics
wiﬁlge taught. Iustruction will also be given in
the French and German lan, . The staff at
f{:sent consists of Lieut. Col. E. O. Hewitt
al Engineer, Commandant ; Capt. J. B.
Ridout, 9th Light Infantry ; Capt. K. Kensing-
ton, Royal Artillery ; The Rev. Professor Fer-
guson B. A, The non-commissioned staff com-
Tifesa t-major,a -master sergeant,
E col'pO't‘tslmrs::rt‘il a bugler. m are alsos;ortgx: ser-
vants, dressed in a suitable plain grey lively with
red collar and cap band, whose duty will be to
keep the extensive premises in order and to at-
tend to the nece: requirements of the cadets.
The college is excellently situated upan a well
fortified piece of land almost surrounded by
water am;) within easy distance of the city of
Kingston, also in close proximity to Fort Henry.
Indeed no better spot could have been selected
for a college of this description. The youth of
Canada have now an opportunity, should their
circumstances and inclinations permit, of obtain-
ing in their own native military college an edu-
cation which will place them upon an intellec-
tunland‘ymtimlmil}i)tary and civil footing second

‘to none in the world, as every arrangement will

be made to render the college as complete and
efficient in every respecs as t of Europe and
our neighboring Republic. The internal arran-

ments of the college are marked by an elegance
that is compatible with durability, and in keep-
ing with the dignity of its occupants ,and the
honorsble ambition in life which it is hoped will
inspire them, whileat the same timne the laws of
hygiene have beep carefully considered. One

of the upper story is devoted to hospital
g::-tpouu. Tffe culinary department has been

most admirabl d.and the mess of the
cadets is excellent. - reading and recreation
rooms and library are la¥ge and lofty apartments
and will contain respectively ull that is desirable
for the use of the ts. t houses will be
erected and a boat, cricket and base ball clubs
organized at once. Several very important ad-
ditions which have been réecommended by Col.
Hewitt will at once he commenced upon, which
when completed will render the institution
perhaps the most petfect in point of arrange-
ments of any one on the American continent.
The only coat:to the cadets at the sdmirable in-
stitution will’ be'to pay for théir uniform a
text books, every other cost being defrayed b
Government. Two examinations for entrance

will probably be held annually at each of which

there will be about 30 cadetships given. The
nextlexamination will be toward the autumn of

the present year.

The Dukes of Edinburgh, Con-
naught, and Cambridge were close behind the
Prince and Princess, and the rest of the dais
was occupied by the suite. When the cheering
abated the muricipal deputation of Portsmouth,
headed by the Mayor, advanced to the dais, and
the Town Clerk read an address. After the reply
of the Prince, he received the casket containing
the address, shook hands with the Mayor and
other other members of the deputation,'and the
Mayor's daughter had the honor of being pre-
sented to the Princess and of handing to her a
bouquet. The ode of welcome was sung with
fine effect, Sir Julius Benedict, the composer of
the music to which the words were set, acting as
conductor, Immediately afterwards the royal
party drove in carriages to the station on their
way to the metropolis.
