The three fedtures brought oit by the resolutions pre-
sented to the Board by its Couneil were, that the Colo-
nies and dependencies of Great Biitain should contribnte
to the naval and military defences of the Empire. Fuy-
ther, that the vavious outlying portions of the Empire,
as well as the Mother Country should adopt a tarift that
would practically be a zollvervein for the encouragement
and protection of all Tmperial coriimercial interests as
agninst the world. = Next, that the decimal system, as
regards weights, measures and currency should be adopt-
ed for the Bmpive. To dispose of the latter at once
we may say.that common sense ought to be able to bring
that ahout in regard to currency.  Almost the only
country that holds on to the antiquated money forms of
ages gone by is Great Britain, Tn this respeet the con-
servatism of the nation is remarkable. = The tenacity of
the people in their love for the 1.8, D. is unexplainakle,
but the change will doubtless:come in time. At any
rate the Canadian recommendation in favour of the
change will doubtless have weight.

Tt is unfortunate that the other two features should
have heen locked: togelher in one rvesolution.  The
question of conlributing to the naval and military de-
fences of the ¥mpive and the trade relations of its com-
ponent parts are {wo entirely distinet questions. - The
one is hased on sentiment, the other on material advan-
tages. - The first section declares that the time has
come when the colanies should contribute to the main-
tenanee of the naval and military protection given.by
the Mother Country. .. This is a reasonable proposition.
Not only has this country and the other outlying por-
tions of the Fmpire the benefit of this protection, but-
they all have the henefit and advantage of the vast con-
sular svstem which is provided by the Mother Country,
at a groat expense, and without cost to any colony, or de-
pendency.  We do not find any objection raised to the
prineiple involved in this.  As an independent resolu-
tion this would, in a1l probability, have been generally
conenrred in.  The events of the past few months have
prelty well established that not only Canada but the
other eolonies are prepared for this.  Leaving out all
the preliminary featnres that have invoked political dis-
eussion, the final action of Parliament that has approved
of the sending of two thousand men from Canada to aid
in South Africa and the vote of $2,000,000 to cover the
expense of that expedition is sufficient proof of the de-
termination of the people of this country in this respect.
A precedent has heen established that will hold in all
foture emergencies that may arise wntil a well-consid-
ered and permanent basis for the eost of mutual. protec-
tion is mrrived at.

The conditions that will avise out of the present. war
in South Afviea will hasten on- the time for a full con-
sideration of this question. Tt may be said - that-hith-
erto Camada has not done anything in this direction in
the past but that view is-not altogether correct. At a
great cost Camada has Dbuilt a transcontinental railway
from the Atlantic fo.the Pacific ocean which has been
most, successful and this, in the future, will prove to he
of Imperial-advantage from its being an alternative ronte
That'is an accomplished fact, to the credit

 of Canada, but the future has to be provided for.

" 'The; other feature of the-resolutions adopted by the
majority at the Board of Trade meeting had a direct
connection with the one we have commented upon. It
simultaneously asks for a chatige in.the fiscal policy of
the Mother Country from what is called FFree Trade to-
& diseriminating tariff in favour of the productions of
the colonies and, as far as possible, a [ree interchange.of
trade within all the dependencies of the Empire. Taken
as a general principle, there is no doubt about the sound-
ness of the latter view. 'I'hetrend of events all lead {o
the helief that such a policy will he evolved in the conrse
of time, -and will he instrumental in still further. pro-
moting the vhity of the Bmpire, It will prove mutnally
beneficial to its outlying parts us well as the centre.

This feature of the resolutions agreed to by the ma-
jority of the Board of Trade meeting was the one strong-
ly objected to. As we gather from what was said it
was not hecause the idea embodied in it was objection-
able, but rather that it was inopportuns.  The feeling
in the minds of those objecting was, that at the present
time, when the sentiment of paying our share of Tmpe-
rial protection, was so strong, it would look ungracious
in the same breath to ask and press for trade advan-
tages Tor ourselves at the apparent expense of the
Mother Country. = The difference in the posmons as-
sumed by the advocates of these diverse views raises a
very inportant question. Ome may be styled selfish
and the other not so, hut generous.  Which of the two
principles shall cventually prevail will, as a matter of
course, he decided hy the Tmperial Parliament.

We wmay have o sympathy with -the speakers who
earnesily advocated the unselfish view, but without a
doult it can safely be said that after the present war
troubles nve over there will be a re-arrangement of the
relations of the constitient parts of the Bmpive. Im-
portant changes in the Tmperial tariff as ﬂ, affeets the
colonies may probably follow.

It would seem to he inevitable that this will follow the
rapid growth of the greater dependencies of the Empite.
In the course of ten, or fifteen years, the great seat of
the Binpire will be independent of all foreign countries
for the food supplies it now has to import, which the
colonies will be abundantly able to supply. In the
meantime it can do no harm fo discuss these questions
in the fullest manner, so that the people will be educat-
ed up to the requivements that will certainly heecome
live. questions before many years have passed. The
idea of Tmperial federation was started in this country
only a few ycars ago by a few sanguine spirits. It took
some time to make headway but now it has become a
living force which promises to have a powerful influence
in determining the future of the British Tmpire and its
relations to the other nfmons 6f the world. The changes
and progress made in ocean I!&Vlg'ltlon in the latter part
of this century hive brought: the different pfuie of the
Tmpire very close to"ether for commercial  purposes. .
The coming century will surely find them bound -to-
gether faster than they have hitherto been, not’ only by
national sentiment but also by mutual commelclal in-

ter ecta ;

We
hope the owners will secure their claims, but, if they do
not we shall feel no swrprise.” Against those 14 com-
panies the policyholders have no legal elaim. If the
policies are repudiated the insured have no recourse, as
the companies have not a cent of funds in Canada, and
it they had it would be unavailable; it could indeed be
attaclred for breach of the insurance law of Canada. Swr-
prise has heen.cexpressed that so extremely loyal a vody
as the Masonie fraternity, should have given any coun-
fenance to Amerieans who enter Canada to conduct a
business which is'under the ban of the laws of this coun-
iry. It was on the Masonie Temple Building, London,
that these wild-cats had written risks, doubtless on the
solicitation of hrothers, who probably used their influ-
ence contrary to the very basal principle of Masonry, as
it is to the law of insurvanee in Cannda. To have 14
American wild-cats running loose in a Canadian city is

not pleasant for peaceable, law-abiding people, and the :

MR. KRUGER O\T THE FUTURE OF SOUTEH
' ATRICA.

Whether there was, or was not a movement amongst
the leaders of the Boers in the Transvaal, before the war,
to destroy the British power in South Africa is a most
important historid cuestion.
there was, and the Premier of Bngland may be allowed
to have hetter information than his irresponsible eritics.
In his reply to the recent appe sal ‘of the President of the
Republics, Lord Salisbury fold them that for years they
had been accumulating armaments secretly which counld
not possibly have been intended for anything but an at-
tack oni the British power in South Afriea.  In the T.on-
don “ Spectator” of 3rd inst., is a veport of an election
speech made by Mr. Rruger at Heidelbarg, near Preto-
via, in 1898. He said: '

“ As President of this State T hold the highest posi-

tion it is possible to hold, and in that capacity T have
secrets which T cannot impart to my burghers, hecause
it I do they are no longer sccrets, hut this T may tell you,
that if we succeed in onr endeavours we may become a
great and mighty Afriean nation”

Here, then, we have an avowal of “scevet™ policy
being pursved, of endeavours heing in progress to carry
out that policy, and that policy is declared to have as its
tim, the founding of “a great' and mighty African na-
tion.” This avowal of Mr. Kruger settles the contro-
" versy, as it demonstrates theiv having heen secret en-
deayours in progress in 1898 to cstablish a power in
_ South Africa, which, by neeessity, involved the destrue-
tion of the authority of the British Empn*o in that part
of the world.

—'f'he Arbitration. Committee of the
New York Meveantile 18xchange recent-
Iy announced its decision in a so-called
sanded butler case. 'I'he history of the

case, briefly, is this: Wm. I% Covwin &
Co. bought ten tubs of butter from J. D.
Stout & Co.  "Lhe butter was sold to a
liotel, where it was discovered that it
contained sand, Corwin took the but-
ter back and requested Stout to take
it off his hands, ‘Fhe latter refused,
and made o complaing 1o the Complaint,
Commiltee of the lixchange, because
Cerwin refused to pay for the goods.
"Phe Complaint Commitice was unable
to cflecl o seltlement or muuce ae par-
tieg interested to arbitrate.  The case
.then went to the Execulive Committee

[

and Corwin was suspended from the
Exchange for 30 days for refusing to
arbitrate, He subseuqently recomsid-
ered his action and upplied for rein-

statement, agreeing to arbitrate. The

lixecutive Committee granted his re-
quest and reinstated him.  The deci-
sion of the Arbitration Committee is as
follows: “In- the matter of the dispute
between Wm, P, Corwin & Co., and J. D.
Stout & Co., relating to the purchase of
19 hibs of butter by Corwin & Co. from
Stout & Co. on January 8, 1900, the de-
cision of the Arbitration Committee of
the New York Mereantile Exchange is
that Stout & Co. shall take back all the

goeds in (uestion now'in Corwin & Co.’s

possession, and that Corwin & Co. shall
be credited with the actual amount of

butter so returned at the purchase
price. The decision of the commiitee
is based upon the evidence that the
goods in question contained o foreign
substance, unfit for food, rendering the
same unmerchantable as pure butter,
and that at the time of the purchase o
these goods, the buyer did not detect
nor was he apprised of the presence of
any such substance, the conclusion of
the committee being in view of these

“facts that the goods in 'dispute were

not o merchantable delivery of butter.

" 'T'he coimmittee find that there was no

intentional deception nsed in the tran-
suclion, and in view of this conclusion
it is decided that the cost of the arbi-
tration shall’ e borne ‘equally by -

_Mcssrs. Corwin and Stout.”
