Ia the baitle for
rights C.tclios were aselated by a poriton of
the Protestant electorate, whe had a gr a'er
spirlt of charity than many of their misie.

battle Cbristlan faith had trlamphed. Tte
Catholios would always belteve that among
the Protestants thoy had friends possensted ef
s most desirakls splrit of charlfty. Here-
terred ¢ his reosnt action ia behalf of the
Roman Uuthellc children and to his baitls
with one whom he tormed s leader of tne
fanatios,” who hnd trisd to iojire the church
and with his follewers wanted te rob Uatho
lios of thelr isith.

On srriving at tha Windeor the Pontifical
Zaves bad an audience at which an address
was read and replied to, Duc d'Orleans presens-
ipg a lstter to the corps from General Charette
anaouncing tbay she Pope has decided to give
to each of the Zouaves the bene merenti medal
formerly in use in the Papal army.

Before his deparsure on Sunday, tbe Comte
de Paris banded His Worship the Mayor an
enveinpa containiog $200, with the request that
it abonld be distributed, ak he thought fit,
among bhe cidy charittee, especislly remember-
ing the French National Rsfuge.

The Germanic nation, including
the Anglo-Saxon, the last to bend their
necks to the yoke of Christ, were the
first to rebel. They were wily and
rebelled while professing to love and
adore Him. It has taken thrce cen-
turies for them to drop the mask. In
the countries that adhered to the
Church the enemy was at work while
men slept, when the clergy were care-
less he sowed his tares, his brambles,
his weeds. The good grain was
choked up, the field of gmod grain
grew smaller.

Those who wish to serve God and
obey His holy law respect the rights of
others, they love their neighbor and
seek to aid him for this world and the
next ; those who say, “I will not serve,”
are conscienceless, they yield to temp-
tations of power, lust and wealth,
Hence they succeed in gaining power
and abusing it. Their course leads
them to a terrible end : but the evil s
permitted for the trial and the triumph
of the just. The kingdom of heaven
is the reward of those who sufler tribu-
lation for God’s sake and the tribula-
tion comes as all earthly trials come,
that we may use them as xtepping
stones to heaven.— Catholic Nezos.

THE TRUE CHURCH.

That Jesus has established a Church,
and that this Church is composed of
all the faithful who have existed up to
the present time, and of all those who
may hereafter exist, to the <nd of the
world, is a thing well demonstrated.
That He has established but one, is no
less certain. He has called men of
different conditions and countries, but
united them in belief and doutrine. 1f
He has sent the * apostles to the dif-
ferent countries of the world,” H¢ has
expressly charged them 1o preach
everywhere the same Gospel ; to teach
the same doctrine, and to agree exact-
ly in faith and morals. His manifest
intention was to found his Church
without distinction of climate, country
or nation, so that however dispersed,
believing the same truths, they should
comprise but one Church. =~ .

He who believes not all that has
been taught by Jesus, canunot rcach
heaven ; for without faith, it is impos-
sible to please God.

See the sentence that Jesus has pro-
nounced Himself, against those who
hear not the Church: ‘If he hear not
the Church, let him be to thec as the
heathen and publican;” that is to say,
as those who have not the faith. Re-
fuse to believe a single article that the
Church tzaches, and you place vour-
self in the condition of those who be-
lieve none of them ; and eternal repro-
bation is your lot.  Whoeever traus-
gresses the law in a single point, is as
guilty as if he transgressed the whole.
Our Divine Master gives nc hope of
salvation but to those who accept the
entire law, Those who reject’a por-
tion shall be as the Pagans; their
judgment is already pronounced ; their
reprobation certain ; from whence it
is certain that there is no salvation out
of the true Church.

Where, then, is this true Church?
"I'his is most important to know. What
are its distinguishing marks ? Behold
what we must endeavor to discover,
since out of it there is no salvation
“There are certain characters or marks
which belong only to the true Church,
and they serve to distinguish it from
all others. ‘

According to the symbol drawn up by
the General Council of Constantinople,
and which is but an extension of that
of Nice, the Church is One, Holy,
Catholic, Apostolic. The four char-
acters united, mark the true Church.
The Catholic Church—that is to say,
the societies of the faithful, that' in dif-
ferent parts of the world recognize the
Roman See as the center of Catholic
unity, and its Bishop as their head—is
the only Church that unites these four
characteristics. o :

A LAUGHING I'LANT,

While the Stanley expedition was cressing
aportion of the seuthorn extremlty of the
Sibara Dasert, thoy wore made acqusinted
with the peoalfar propertics of a plant known
only to that reglor, called by the Arabs cuili
kols, or the langhing plsut. Prof, S.lohl,
attached te the expedition, waa fortunate
enough to procare sevoral fine specimens of
this peculiar plant, which he ls at present
onltlvating wits a view to practical experl-
ments, The production of laughter by artifi.
ols] meant, it Is thought, can be reduced to n
aclonce now that the discevery of a plant,
the propcrties of which are a direot incentive

to laughter, haa baen made. Any amonnt of
oachinnatien can be produced by aimply ic-
oreasiog or dimiaishing the laugh-produolng
dose. There wae a time when the somuel:nt
effscts preduced by the poppy wers nct gens:
rally koown, but the ‘wopasrfio properties of
this plant are new beyond cavll and in a short
time It 1s expaoted that Prof. Saleht will have
acrop of the liugh-preducing plante large
enough for practiosl experlments, Tae neow
almost upknown plint will soon become a
staple article of commerces and the principal
cereal cult vated ln many a vaat garden will
b3 the langhter-producing plant, As oplam
je gertaln to produoce sleep, so oan the liugh-
ing plant be at all times relled npon to pre-
duoe laughter in all anlmated creatures, from
the miloro-organizma of the escillator'z up to
the genus homo. Thle strange plant grewe
in t1e arld descita of Arabla and on the vast
asa of the whit: sand knewa as t1e Dasert of
Sahars, {n Africa. The plant Iv of moderat>
slzs with bright yellow flowera and wmoft,
velvety seed pods, each of whioch contalns
$wo or three seeds resembling emall black
beans. The natives of the diatrict where the
strango plant grows dry the seeds in the sun
snd reduce them toa fiae fmpalpable poewder
by o process of maceratlen between two
stonee. A emall dome of thls powder has
similar effscta arisiog from the inhalation of
linghlag gas. It oauses the mest seber per-
son to dance, shont and langh with the
bolstereus ‘exeltement of'a madman, and to
rush about catting te most ridiculens oapers
for abouv an heur.

GLADSTUNE SPEAKS

At Edinburgh on ,Irisk Afalrs-MHe Con-
demns the Government Programme,

Lonvox, Octeber 21,—Mr, Gladstone ad-
dressea 5 000 persons in t1s Corn Exchange
st Edinburgh this evening. Irclind, hemaid,
centioned to eclipso all cther subj-cts. The
count-y now fally recogniz.d that the lrish
question muat be settled before others. Tae
oppenenta of home rule had hoedwioked and
deluded their conatituencles by pledglocg
themsalves agsinat ooerolon, promiaing looal
government and expresing thameelves sgainst
granting lurge advances of British meniy to
buy out landlords. Yet, their first favorite
measure after gaining power was coerclop.
Local guvernment was vanishing in thin alr
and there was a proposal befors Parliament
granting £40,000,000 to buy ouk the 1.nd.
lorde. The Conservatives took ocredlt for
wottlng Ireland right by firm and reaclate
government. The administration of the law
was worse than the law I1t-elf. The etate of
thinge was suoh that the Irish eught te bate
the law, though he would not aay they onght
to break it Tae government iftelf was &
perfest pattern of illegslity. Its methods
tended to proveke the peuple, Mr., Glad.
stone then referrsd te the Tipperary sfilr.
It war grossly fllegal, he said, to close the
daors of the court house agaln t the peeple.
The appelntmeny of Magistrats Shannen to
try the case was & gross soandsl, not merely
beoause he wam an oxsoutive offi ser, but also
besause he had been invelved iu a serious per-
sonal altirecation with Mr, Dillon. 1f such
tricka were played lu E 1gland by wantonnem
of power & very ehort way would be feund to
remedy such abuse, After the examples of
police miscondues at Mitohellstown and Tip-
perary It was.

To be Built at Victoria B.C.—Laying the
Foundation Stone—A Ploneer Bishop.

The coruer stene of the new osthedral at
Viotorla, B.O,, was ]atd on the 5th Qatober
by the Right Rev, D Lootenr. Tue partly
oempleted bullning war decorated by Young
Men's Inatitute N». 85, Hundredaof fi ge
and cttreamers fioatsd from the walls and
evergreens wers sutwined In the ralllng
around the maselve granlts bleck which was
snspended from a deoerated derrick. The
Dom'plon 1l g, side by elde with St, Acdrew’s
flag, flwating anbove the derrick, while the
green Hiag of E+in waved over tho assembled
muoltitud: Precleely at thres o' lick the
mambers of Y.M,I, Na, §2, marshed frem
their rooms t1 tha entrance of the pro-Catbe-
dral. They formed a guard of honor for the
prelates and clergy and aeslsted materially in
the success of the ceremiony, Short'y after 3
o’clagk Biehap Lootens snd L>mmens, with
Fithers Van Nevs!, Nicolaye, Darand, Donc-
kels, Sobry, and Heynen, left the pro-Cathe-
dral and prooesded te the new butldirg, The
procession waa headed by a mllitary band.
After the conmecration of the tt,ne it was
placed la pesitlan by Blshop Loct-ns, It {s
a mass of fine granit>, welghlog Initipre

sent condltion five and one half tons. [Ite
dimenslons are 5x5x3 feet, one corner being

Dominlon, papers, eto. It fs expeoted that
the cburch will ba ocompletid about August
1at, 1891, and it wlll cest when complet d to
tha neighborhood of $80,000. Already $50,-
000 bave been aubsoribed. The material
used {o Its construction ls brick, with cut
stone trimmalngs, and about one tilrd of the
brick work Is fliiehed. The ocorner atone la
Inid ot the basa of the proposed tower, and
faces both View and Blanchard strests.

His Lordship Bishop Lommens of Van-
oonver Island delivered an addrese, in which
he referred to the presenca of the Vsnerable
Blshop Lyotens, saylog—'*Rt. Rav. Blshop
Laotens is the ploneer misslonary of this pre-
vinoe, It is he who opened the list of the
clergy of Vanconver Ieland, he belng the firat
priest that wae ever ordalned for this dlocese,
His Lordahip s the ollest clsrgyman of any
denemination, in point ef residence, in thls
country.

The statisticn are very painful
reading. We are $old that last yesr cne
office, of the Directora ef Publlo Instractions,
sent three theusand three hundred porsons
to the publio charitable Imstitutiens, and
thereby nscessarily stamped them as paupers.
Last year a sonp house was epened, and be-
tween Feb. 15h to April 6:h, er 50 days,
furnished 75234 mealy per day, or in all 37,629
to 7,407 destitute families, In 1888 in aixty-
nioe days 884 meals per dsy were furnished,
or a total of 61,497 te 12,583 families, and
the extont of private charity sannot of course
be ertimated. Six philanthrophiste kave pnt
thelr heads tegether and ventured on a
“aymposinm” In the Arena. Each has his
theery an to the canse of the hideous fact
that ** within gunshet of the palaces ol the
Back Bay and the gilded deme of the State
Hoase there existe most abjaot poverty and
wretohadness, such destitution as a fow years
ago called forth the ‘bitker ory of entiast
Londen.’” But theery does not onre the evil
theorfzad about, The trath s that heart.

THE IRISH PABLIAMENTARY MACE,

In aepeech delivered nob long since in Eag-
1and the Spaaker of the House of Commons 1¢-
ferred to the Mace used during the rergn of
Charles the First, and sbated that it was new
used in the Legisiavare of Jamaica. In conse-
quence of this gpesch the following interesting
letter was writben to the fimes by Mr J. G.
MacNeill, of Dublin: ‘The remarks of the
Speaker at Leamington with reference o the
bistory of the muces of the Brimsh Hours of
Commons have attracted so much atteation
that I venture to think some account of the
mace and other relics ot the old Irish Houee of
Commons will not be devoid of intercst. In
1¢63 the iate Mr. Whiteside, who then repre-
sented Trinity College in Parliamens and was
afterwards Chicf Justios of Irrland, delivered a
lecture in Dablin on the Irish Parliament, and
thus notices the mace of the Eouee of Com.
mouns :— -

*' I have been reminded,” he ssys, ** by Sir
B. Burke that the mace of the Irish Honee of
Commons is nuw at Aatrim Castle, an honored
heirloom. The iaet Speaker, Mr. Foater, a de-
termined anol.-Unionist, refused to_surrender
¢ the banble' to any bud the constituted suthority
by whom it had been Intrusted to his keeping,
snd consequently it has descended to M.
Foster’s grandson snd heir, the present Visconat
Massereene-and Ferrard, K.P.” ('* Life and
Daath of Irish Parliament,” p. 204)

The meoe of the Irish House of Commons
was better known % the public ab large than
the mace of the Eoglish House of Commons,
The Irish Speaker (if I may use the expression)
resided, not in the environment of the House,
bub in Molesworth atreet, In fice weather he
used to walk in his robes from his residence to
she Honse of Commons, preceded by the Serge-
ant-at- Avms baariny the mace, aud as he passed
through the streets was received with honors of
which Royalbyitself might well be d)roud. Scme
other relics of the Irish House of Commons can
still be traced. X saw a few years ago in an ex-
hibition in Dublin the exqaisitely-bound Prayer
Book uzed by the chapiain. A magnificnt
candelabrum was suspended from the centre of
the ceiling of the Irish Houss of Qommons.’
When that chamber was, & fow years after the
Unlon, demolished to meet the requirements of
the Back of Ireland, the candelabrum was
traneferred to St. Andrew’s Ohurch, Dablin,
which bore in former yesrs the same relation %o
the Irish Parliament that St. Margaret’s, West-
minater, bears at present to the British Parlia.
ment. On the destruction of St. Andrew's
Church by fire in 1860 this precious relio waa
saved and found a place in the Examination
hall of Trinity College, where it etill remains.
The benches on which the membera of the Irish
House of Oommons sat are now in bhe rooma of
the Royal Irish Academy, in Daweon street,
and are sometimes ococcuplad by she members of
that learned hody. The destiny of the division
bell of bhe Irish Houss of Commons ia remark-
able, Itfound ita way after the Union to the
Theatre Royal, Dublin, and was in use in that
establishment for over half a century, sharing
its fate when destroyed by fire about ten years
ago. The interest of this subjeot wiil perhaps
excuae i3 irrelevance, The NSpeaker ssems to
incline to the conjecture that the maoce of che
Loog Parliament is at Kingaton, Jamaica, If
this be 8o, it {s intersstiog think that the historic
¢ bauble” in ita new home beyond the seas waa
once more the symbol of anthority of an as-
-sembly which endeavored to maintain ita righte.
¢ Tn Charles IL.’s time,” ssys Mr. Long, * the
Esrl of Oarlisle was sent bere (to Jamaica) as
Grovernor and bronght with bhim a body of iaws
fashioned afyer those in Ireland pursuant to.
Poynings’ Act with inatruoctlons to get them.

Conrequently, the graveynrds were crowd-
ed to excess ; basty and Inefficent burlals were
erly too frcguent.

Ssravenous were the people, tbat they
would eat almoit anything, Landewners
had to sat night watibes ever thelr turnips
and maugold fislis lest tbe crops should be
stolen by morning.

And outrsges, In consequ noe, wore so
numereus that the pelioe were noable t1 cope
with them ; aud we had to be called In for
tha purpaee of patrolling the roads at night.

Irsed to be often sent cut with a file of
men for that parpese.

DISTRESS IN IRELAND.

A Saffering Crowd Beek in Valn for Help
From Parochial Authorities.

New York, Oastober 22,—A Londen des-
patch to the Sun sayas : ** Telegrams frim
Skibbereen, aounty Oark, atate that a hears-
rending sceno was witneeseed yertsrday at the
meeting of tha board of guardians for the
poor lsw uzlon of Sshall, Balleving taat the
guardlans had the power of relleving the die-
tress cau3ed by the failure ¢f the p: tate arop,
a crowd of ragged farmersand laborers, seme
of them brlog ngz thetr wives and ohildren,
flooked loto tho town frem Mtzzenhead,
Orookhaven and other ramote sea-board die-
triots. Not a few were half naked, snd s}
had astarved appearance. The sympathlz'ng
t)waslclk formed the poor oreatures into &
wort of proocession which marched to the
bosrd reom, Some ot the visltora car-
rled on sticks black - cloth banners upon
which were wrliten In rnde characters:
“Work, net oharity, we want,” ““Thousands
for cosrclon, not a penny for employment,”
and other similar devioes, They beeleged the
beard room to the accompsaniment of sobs and
waila and teld pitiabla tales of thelr suffor.
isge. They declared mest cf shelr people
were already half atarved and the only thing
they conld get t3 eat were diseased potatoes.
They were anxlous to get work and weuld
prefer that to any other form of reliet, Seme
el the guardiaoe were deeply sffected, butf
they were compelled to tell ticir wietohed
petitioners that the law did not permit the
board to grant relief In the form demanded,
althongh if any of them (1iimed shelter, room
in toe workbouse must be founnd for them.
The pcople wept bitterty upen recelving this
reply aod rectred disconstlste. There s
grave reason t> bellovs that seriens destross
prevaila in the remote dhtrlols not only of
Cork bnt all ether cemntien, but the aun-
.thorftles are still engaged upen their pre-
liminary enquirles.”

Before the Bar of Public Opinifon by II. jor
Barttelot’s Wiftings,
