The
designers -- Bent Boys, Laura Kapp, Alfred Sung, Price Roman,
Michael Tong, Tu Ly, Babel, Anne Seally, Comrags and Zapata,
from Toronto, and Thalie and Denomme Vincent from Montreal --
a mix of world trend setters and talent newly discovered by
expert buyers from Liberty .

Says Paul Muller, Liberty's director of promotion
and visual design : "London, Paris, Milan, Tokyo and New York
are no longer the exclusive preserves of young fashion
leadership . New young Canadian designers are setting
standards which are attracting attention world-wide" .
