Rév. W. A, Earp States That Not
Enough Attention is Paid
to Unrest.

Preaching in St. Cyprian’s Church
on Sunday evening, Rev, W, A. Earp,
principal
School, Kangra, India, who i« in Can-
ada on furlough,, spoke ‘at  some

aZhe coupons can .be used.in restau-
rafits, each half-coupon entitling the
holder to one meat meal. / The pres-
ent prices of meat vary from about a
shilling a pound for ‘'inferior grades to
one shilling and ninepence for the best
cuts, so that the persons contented
with inferior cuts could obtain rather
over a pound of butcher’s meat for
three coupons of a total value of fif-
teen pence.

In war time, the sort of neurasthenia
which is called shell-shock, originates in
a similar way. But where, in civil life,
it takes months’or years of overwork
and worry to sap a man’s nervous energy
to the point at which he becomes neuras-
thenie, in war time, the same evil results
may be obtained in a split fraction of 4
second. ;

The bursting of a high-explosive shell
may, in the wink of an eye, take out
of a man's nervcus system as much
energy as overwork would remove in
years, and leave him a trembling wreck.

It may ¢ven sap out all & man's ner-
vous energy and kill him, altho it may
not inflict so much as a bruise any-
where on his body. :

For ljgh-explosive shells release a
pressure of tons to the square yard—a
pressure that no man in the near vicin-
ity can sustain without injury.

These nien—the victims of shell-shoclk
—are the most horrifying sights one sees
on "the streets of London, .. Soldiers who
have lost a leg or two legs or an arm
or two arms are to be pitied, but the
absence of the leg or arm explains, and
explanations satisfy. But when one
comes acroes a man in hospital blue, ap-
parently ‘without a mark on his body, yet
shaking all over like an automobile run-
ning on the rim, and barely able to
speak for stuttering, and slopping his
tea. when he lifts his cup—when one sees
nim in a restaurant with a woman who
laughs merrily at the things he suc-
ceeds in saying and tries not to notice—
when everybedy else is looking the other
way and trying not to notice—that’'s the
most horrifying thing in London—that’s
shell-shock.

The only cure for it 'is to reduce the
expenditure of ergogen in the brain cells,
by rest and sleep, and to increase the
income of this precious substance by

plenty of good food, ?fn other words, to
vegetate. ”

Dr, Lumsden's scheme, which has
droused the greatest interest all over
England, is to secure country homes for
shell-shocked men thruout England, and
to allow the quiet of rural England to
work ‘its cure in them. -He has ap-
pealed for “hosts’’ for his ‘“guests” and
what a number of offers from ‘‘hosts’”
he has received! ‘ '

A member of the peerage, the dean of
one of the oldest cathedrals, a score of
wealthy landowners, and hundreds of the
humbler classes, have hastened to answer

his appeal.

The ideal “host,” Dr, Lumsden told
me, would be the country parson with
some little amount of work to be done
in the garden, or some country house
Wwith a small plot of ground to be work-
ed. He is not accepting offers from
townspeople to billet the men in their
houses, for “it is essential to the mental,
as well as the physical, restoration of
these men, that they should have spa-
cious surroundings for the present,”’ he
says.

He is anxious, too, to keep shell-shock-
ed men from returning to their old
homes. The constant commiserations of
friends, as well as of well-meaning
neighbors, would be distinctly retarding
in its effect on his patients, he explains.
Nothing could be worse than the con-
stant turning inward upon himself of the
patient's thoughts, he told me.

Dr. Lumsden also insists upon the
complete separation of the men from the
army for the present, an insistence which
Is aimed at the suggestion from certain
Guarters that men who' are able to do
a little work might be allowed to do it
in the army.

'REMAINED CALM
Captain aﬁd‘?of‘_f;ers Showed

Splendid Courage as
Ship Sank.

@clean, of the Tuscania, has submitted
a repert to his- owners and to tne hoard
of trade and the naval autiorities. He
declined to make a statement for pubii-
cation, remarking that {he main facis
of the disaster already had been fairly
stated. A young Irish lad, a residznt of
Glasgow, who acted as Captain Mac-
Lean's boy, was interviewed by the Asso-
clated Press correspondent. 'Thel boy said
that afier the torpedoing Cantuin Mac-
Lenn lcoked to be the coolest man con
hoard, giving orders as
happened tc interfere with the ordinary
ship routine,

“He was just like a father looking af-
ter his ch'léren,” the boy .said, “and rr.-
poatedly enccuraged smaill parties who
were hurrying to get into lifeboats.”

The lad added that the captain’s amaz-
inz coolness had a marvelous effect upof
the Amer.can soldiers, The second offi-
cer, who superinterded the launching of
the boats on the starboord side, - the
boy said, slse gave a splendid example
of courage. exercisirg great contrsl over
the men and repeatedly risking his life
to. get the boats away.

The bey $saw him lifting an uncon-
sctous: man_and leaning over the ship's
side at a dangerous angle, placing him
in 1 boat which was being lowered. Tile
conduct of all of the officers and ciew
was magn-ficent the boy dez.ired, and
they stuck by e ship until all c¢f the
soldiers had disembarked.

ASSOCIATION ASKS
" FOR MORE MARGINS

National Paéer Trade Associ-
ation Want an Increase
for Wholesalers.

ECONOMIC NECESSITY

Pregident Ol;nsted Wanits
Trade Commission to
Recognize Jobbers.

Washington, ¥Feb. 9.—Increase in
the commission margins allowed
wholesale paper dealers in the agree-
ment made last March with the fed-
eral trade commission was asked to-
day by the National Paper Trade As-
sociation in the price ﬂxlng hearing
devoted to the jobbers' part in -the
trade. The association also asked,

thru President George Olmsted of
Chicago, that the federal trade com-
mission recognize ‘the jobber as an
economic necessity in distribution.

Mr. Oldsted said the paper ‘mer-
chants were willing to continue hand-
lng newsprint in carload lots at 'the
former margin.-of 5 per cent., which,
on the basis of the present thriée-cent
price, would make the price $3.15 per
100 pounds for roll paper and $3.656
for sheets. ‘The association asked,
however, that the 121 per cent. mar-
gin for less than carload lots but more
than one ton .should be Increased to
15 per cent. ‘That would make the
prices $3.40 for rolls and $3.90. for
sheets. In less than one ton lots the
association wants a 25 per cent. com-
mission, instead of 20 per cent., ‘the
prices to be $3.75 and $4.25.

Resale Prices.

In fixing prices the committee was
asked to establish resale prices in
dollars and cents, rather than a per-
centage to be added to the merchants’
base cost. Mr. Olmsted was ques-
tioned by John Walsh, chief counsel
for the ecommission, as to why an in-
crease in commissions was asked.

“When the March prices were set,”
he replied, “the paper tnade was in a
chaotic condition, many papers were
threatened with extinction due to
paper shortage, and we Were endea-
voring to relieve a condition rather
than enunciate a principle. We are
asking for a fair and reasonable re-
turn for service rendered.”

George E. Hosmer of Denver, re-
presenting th¢’ National Editorial As-
socialtion, why the differential
Fetween roll and sheet news was 50
cents a hundred pounds, whichk, he
usaid, generally was 156 cents. Mr.
Olmstead contended f{the differential
should be greater than 15 cents and
usually had been.

Jobbers’ Troubles.

Disagreement as to the necessity for
increases in the commission margins
was expressed - by . Bryant Venable,
representing a Cincinnati paper com-
pany. He said his company was cer-
tajn they could make a profit without
any advance in the margins and were
“very well satisfied” to continue the
present margins, provided the govern-
ment did not interfere with their com-
petition for the larger trade:

Unless the wholesalers are recog-
nized as a necessary part of the paper
trade’ American mills ‘will face com-
petition which they cannot meet as
individuals from the pool of Canadian
mills, in the opinion of Mr. Venable.
He declared the distributing facilities
built up by the jobbers could not be
replaced by direct sales from the mills
without large and concerted price in-
creases which would be illegal. This
would leave the. American market, he
said, open to the domination of a for-
eign combination not subject to Amer-
ican laws, which, he declared, hap-
pened with disastrous results in the
dyestuffs. industry.

Mr. Venable said his company
thought the commission had not lived
up fully to its agreement with the
jobbers when it diverted tonnage last
year from mills to publishers’ -asso<
ciations.

TRADING WITH THE ENEMY

He pointed out that Canadian edu-
cation was a matter of provineial,
rather than federal, control, and ex-
pressed the hope that some method
would be formulated to co-ordinate
under federal control educational
matters coming in the purview of the
provinces.

He advocated the extension of the
pensions systems to include every
province. The Ontario pensions
scheme could be improved if the pro-
vincial governmeént would contribute
214 per cent. of the salaries and in-
vest the funds in Domindon annuities,
as Canada has the finest system of
annuities in the world.

BOTH SHOW PROFITS

St. - Thomas Hydro and Water Plant
Have Geood Surpluses.

St. Thomas, Feb. 10.—The fine sur-
plus of $5091 has been earned by the
St. Thomas hydro plant, according to
the report just issued. The total
revenue for the year was $98,393,70
and the expenses were $76,560.43. The
debenture debt was reduced by
$4653.68, and $12,088.46 was allowed
for depreciation of plant. In addition
to the street lighting’ there are 3108
services, including domestic, commer-
cial and power privileges.

The repdrt of the water commis-
sioners of ©St. Thomas showed a net
profit of $2338 for the year 1917. 'The
total receipts amounted to $43,411.27,
which, after expenses were paid,
showed a gross surplus of $21,5677.07,
which was expended as follows:
$9776.20 interest on debentures, and
$11,800.77 on debenture principal.

It is
one of absolute necessity!

Food includes beef, mutton, pork,

ultry, corn, wheat, oats, rye, bar-
ey, potatoes, turnips and all that con-
tributes either to the table or to the
ration of farm animals.

No need rehearsing the, story of
starving myriads in Europe, of mil-
lions ¢f patriots in training camps, of
the desfructive power of thé devils of
Berlin and their secret vassals in our
midst. For our own preservation our
1918 yield must be maximum, states
Prof. Henry G. Bell in The Manufac-
turers’ Record.

We have no patent for favorable
growing weather next spring and
summer. All the more reason why
we should considér now, in all ser-
fousness, the needs of our allies, who
at present are fighting our battles,
und the needs of our home folk. All
the more reason why we should ac-
tually put knowledge into practice.

I venture the opinion that 60 per
cent. of the poor corn now in the mid-
dle west could have been changed to
high-grade corn if we had only done
last spring what we know.

But this is no time for regrets. The
rapacious Hun 1is on the road to
America, determined on pillage and
destruction of property and the abso-
lute wiping out of the principles of
democracy. The thin red line of gal-
lant Belgian, British, French and,
thank God, American heroes, is all
that holds him back. American farm-
ers are behind their defenders, Nine-
teen-eighteen crops must show the
world that this is so.

In a month or two every state will
be actively campaigning for maximum
crop acreage. Every means possible
to increase total crops will be urged,
and rightly. .

The farm tractor has made possible
the working of large land areas. Es-
pecially has the tractor been useful
for the first stage of soil preparation,
plowing. Enormous reduction in cost
of plowing under favorable conditions
has been made possible by tractor
power,

The gcareful use of stock manures
and abundant use of fertilizers has
made it possible for farms that em-
ploy these means of Ccrop increase to
the full to harvest over double - per
acre of what is produced on hungry,
half-starved soils. Not only has this
been the case in good seasons, but in
poor and good seasons alike: in fact,
proper crop feeding very often has
paid a higher per cent. on investment
in' bad seasons than in good.

Larger areas worked by tractor.
ilarger vields produced by fertiliza-
tion.

A new idea? No! An idea that
was put into practice in England dur-
ing the last dark days of America,
when the sons of America fought anc
died so that a great basic principle
ot democracy should live.

In 1861 John Prout, of Sawbridge-
worth, Eng., began operating a farm
of 4560 acres, or rather a combination
of two farms totaling this acreage,
employing as his principle power,
steam tractors, and as his source of
plant food, fertilizers.

Did he succeed? Did it pay? Didn't
he keep Mve stock? Wihat effect did
the system have on the permanent
productivity of the farm?

These are the practical questions
an average American farmer wishes
answered.

Let Prout defend his own case. He
considered the following things indis-
pensable to most economic farm op-
erations:

(1) Effectyal soil drainage.

(2) Fields. of considerable dimen-
sions,

(3) Straight fences.

(4) Sound head-land noads.

(5) Convenient field water supply.

Item numler five is about the only
thing that is not essential in the op-
eration of a similar area at the pres-
ent time, since gasoline engines use
but little water.

Before discussing Mr. Prout’s fig-
ures let it ‘here be noted that this
article is not intended as an advocate
of farming without live stock, or of
continuous cropping without system-
atic rotation, both of which practices
Mr. Prout followed on his own farm.
The only live stock that were kept
on the farm were from six to eight
farm horses, and one cow to supply
milk and butter for the household.

The average of the last four years
(Column 3) shows the financial re-
turns when Mr. Prout’s system was,
established. He made $6315 per an-
num on. an investment of about $80,000,
an interest rate of a little less than
8 per cent. But mark that this rate
of interest (8 per cent) was made in
years when the price of wheat ranged
from $1.32 to $1.86, average $1.62 a
bushel in England. These prices are
far exceeded at the present time.

Niow, as to the permanent effect
upon the soil of this great farm, the
problem was stbmitted to the re-
nowned soil authority, Dr. Veelcker,
who gave it exhaustive study. He
summarized his findings in tne fol-
lowing sentence: :

“I can see no reason why, with this
system of manuring and an occasional
dead summer fallow in order to give
a thoro cleaning to the land, Mr. Prout
should not be able to grow wheat or
barley profitably for an indefinite
number of years without injury o his
land.”

Prout used, in recording the purchases

excepition of guano, all the foregoing
carriers of plant food are found in
modern fertilizers; hence the results
obtained are quite comparable with
those posible under present conditions

Mr. Prout’s experiment is of special
interest to American farmers at the
present time, (irst, because he em-
ployed tractor power for the major
operations of a large farm long be-
fore modern -gasoline power was
thought of; second, 'because he guc-
cessfully produced large acreages of
wheat and sold off ‘the grain while
he malintained the fertility of the eoil
by the use of commercial fertilizers
entirely, and by so doing not only
made a material increase in his an-
nual net returns from the farm, but
actually increased the productivity of
his land.

Meanwhile -the gold reserve to cover
this circulation steadily has decreased at
a rate which threatens its. total.extinc-
tion. In 1914 it was 22.9 per cent. of
the note circulation; in 1815, 9.4; in 19186,
2.8, and in 1917 only 1.8 per cent.

As the gold reserve has decreased the
loans of the bank to the Austrian end

ungarian Governments have increased
enormously. In 1915 they amounted to
$25,000,000, or seven per cent. of the
note circulation. In 1916 they amounted
to 5,299,000,000 crowns, or 48.8 per cent.
of the note circulation. At the end of
1911 they totaled 13,690,000,000, or 76.1 per
cent.

Attempts are now being made to re-
duce the note circulation by issuing inter-
est-bearing bonds by the Austro-Hun-
garian Bank.

London, Feb, 10.—Reuter's: Limited,
has recelved copies of carg’ully veri-
fied sworn statements from British
goldiers who have Jeturned from Ger-
lman prison camps and hospitals re-

| garding systematic brutality practiced
{by the Germans upon Italian prison-
rers. These - reports do not efmanate
from one parficular centre only, but
come from over a dozen different parts
of Germany. They have been confirm-
ed by independent testimony. The
reports ‘are of reeent orvigin, as the
soldiers who gave the testiinony lef:
Germany oniy recently, a majority of
them ‘having been reicased from prison
camps about & month ago.

Regarding the eamp at Langenszaiza,
Saxony, ‘evidencs has Leen received |
from move than o dozen indepeéndent
{sources, In November about JG00
Italian prisoners were brought in and
tlaced in a separate part of the camp
behind barbed wirz. Accordiag to the
reports they were unnecessarily knock -
ed about by under officers and guards,
who struck them with rifle butts and
scabbards. it

The Italians seemied Tamished #nd
used to rush for thair soup. The Ger-
mans, however, stabbed them with
swords and ‘bayonets, killing or
wounding many of them. Seven or
eight Italians were dyirg from star-
vation in the camp every day. One
Italian testified that hs had been 15
days on the journey to the camp and
had had only three meals during all
that time.

Italians Die Rapidly.

There is a strong fesoling amang the
English prisoners - that something |
should be done for the Italians, who |
are dying at the rate of six or seven a
day thru starvétion or dysentery.

From the Dulmen, Westphalia, camp
there are reports from many indepen-
dent] witnedsss cdoncerning the way
the Itallan prisoners are treated. Tt is
stated that the prisorers were marched
ail the way from Italy with no other
food - than bread. They also were
knocked about and starved and other-
wise treated with inhumanity. FEnglish
Pprisoners gave them their German ra-
tions.

One witness said that three or four
weeks before he left Dulmen 200 or 300
Italian prisonars arrived there. Al of
them wers virtually starved. I saw a
German sentry drew his bayonet
against these men and beat them,”
said thiy witness.

In Cassel, it is reportdd the Italians
are treated worse than the British,
being pushed about or struck by Ger-
man comporals. At Mannheim the
same brutality is regularly practiced.
One witness said the Italians traveled
12 days on three issues of soup. The
Italians rashed madly for the food and
some of them were layoneted. The
Germans, this report said, were giving
them only half rations

Other Instances.

At Musnster it was testified the be-
havior of the Germens to the Italians
had become much worse since the re-
cent krge capture of Italians. "The
prisoners suffered very mucih from the
cold and were wrapping themselves in
blanke's whenever they -could. This
bad conduct and bllyirg on the part
of the Germans set in only recently.
One witness said he saw the Italians
knocked down frequentiy and also hit
with the butt end. of rirles. This
treaiment was niot diue particularly to
{ bad conduct and bullying on the part
| ers, but simply because they were Ita-
Hans. These men have one ration of
goup and bread daily.

Similar evidence comes from Zerhst,
| Anhalt, where Italian prisoners after
five days’ journey, without food, were
driven back by the Germans with
drawn swords as thoy were going to
get their soup ‘allowance. -Another
witness ‘testified th:at at the Hemeln
camp the Italins ware nearly starved
and fought among tremselves for a
piece of bread thrown to them by
British prisoners.

At Friedrichsfelde, Province of
Brandenburg, the treatment of the Tta-
lians was equally barbarious. Here
gentries shot Italians for trying to get
food from British prisoners.

Equally revolting stories come from
Hemmelburg, Stendal, Sokau, TLim-
burg and Hamburg.
