Inspector Ward fit the Toronto east 
school district, fh: which the over­
crowding at some sdhoote is causing 
the board of education considerable 
difficulty, says in many 
class rooms are too small and the 
number of pupils in a class too large 
for the doing of efficient work.

Rev. A. E. Ribourg preached at Saint 
Alban’s Cathedral Sunday evening on 
“Large and Small Heartednesa,” show­
ing that it was great heartedness that 
ruled the world.

Overwork and worry are 
its chief causes and the result Is a loss 
of nervous energy, or, specifically, the 
store of ergogen, the st*stance In the 
brain cells whicti enables them to send 
out orders to the various organs, becomes 
exhausted. Hence arise the symptoms 
usually called functional, since the or­
gans, altho healthy, cannot do their 
work properly in the absence of instruc­
tions from headquarters—the brain.

In war time, the sort of neurasthenia 
which is called shell-shock, originates In 
a similar way. But where, in civil Hfe, 
it takes months * or years of overwork 
and worry to sap a man's nervous energy 
to the point at which he becomes neuras­
thenic, In war time, the some evil results 
may be obtained In a split fraction of a 
second.

The bursting of à high-explosive shell 
may, in the wink of an eye, take out 
of a man's nervous system as much 
energy as overwork would remove In 
years, and leave him a trembling- wreck.

It may even sap out all a man’s ner­
vous energy and kill him, altho It may 
not Inflict so much as a bruise any­
where on his body.

For high -explosive shells release a 
pressure of tons to the square yard—a 
pressure that no man In the near vicin­
ity can -sustain without injury.

Paris, Feb. 10.—Beyond the expect­
ed appearance of ex-Fremder Joseph 
Caillaux, the .trial of Bole Pasha on a 
charge of treason Saturday was bar­
ren of sensation and virtually none of 
the evidence was materially damag­
ing or otherwise.

Several directors of Paris news­
papers appeared- to tell ot. efforts Bolo 
had made to got control of their pro­
perties. At last the defendant rose 
and protested in his best manner that 
if was ridiculous to suppose that his 
dally occupation was the purchase of 
newspapers.

The cross-examination of M. Cail­
laux brought «ut the declaration that 
ex-Minister of Subsistence Maurice 
Vloilette had told him in September, 
1917, that It was believed in parlia­
mentary circle» that the third war 
council, which Is now trying Bolo, 
-had about decided to nolle proeequ-ere 
the case because of lack of evidence. -

The attorneys for Bolo Pasha im­
mediately attempted to call M. Vtol- 
lette as a witness to corroborate (his 
statement, whereupon the atate made 
a violent protest- After a stormy 
scene the court ruled against hear­
ing M. Vloilette, who had been hast­
ily summoned on a chance that he 
might testify.

Former Premier Bart ho u said dur­
ing his examination that he had 
drawn the attention of President 
Poincare to reports connecting the 
names of the president and Bolo. They 
were to the effect, he said’, that Presi­
dent Poincare had entrusted a mis­
sion to Bolo.

"The president burst into laughter,” 
added Barthohi. "The truth is Presi­
dent Poincare had seen Boto but once 
and Madame Poincare had never seen 
Madame Bolo.

“President Poincare said,” contin­
ued Barlbou, “that he had given no 
mission, to Bolo, and that Hcaret's 
name had awakened his suspicions in 
the only conversation he - had with 
him."

M- Caillaux was called as a witness 
for the defense. His appearance was 
easily the sensation of the trial. Be­
fore Caillaux was summoned to the 
stand the judge warned the turbulent 
audience that he would got only clear 
the courtroom if a demonstration was 
made, but would take proceedings 
against anyone making a noise.

There was no manifestation from 
the spectators as, accompanied by 
two plalnclothesfneni he marched to 
the stand. He gave his address as 
“Sante Prison” in a dear tone. Speak­
ing with almost passionate intensify, 
M. Caillaux defended his acquaint­
ance with Bolo. He said that he met 
him! thru an introduction by Judge 
Fernand Monier, The direct testi­
mony lasted scarcely ten minutes.

Answering in Ms cross-examination 
M. Caillaux denied any -knowledge of 
Boto’a acquisition of Le Journal on. 
his trip to America- A jeweler who 
often sold gems tx> Bolo Pasha, in­
cluding one necklace costing 70,000 
francs, testified: “Bolo was the only 
customer I had to whom I never pre­
sented a till twice.”

Paris, Feb. 10.—Nothing surprises those 
arriving at Paris from London more than 
to find how little the war seems to In­
terfere with the material comforts of 
life In the French capital. They can 
easily recall each occasion cm which they 
had been able to obtain a small amount 
of butter os- margarine In London res­
taurants Is a week, and can name the 
days when meat was procurable in 
Strictly limited quantities.

The contrast in Paris Is striking. They 
see butcher shops filled with meat—a 
aigit London has forgotten. They see 
no long lines at the doors of groceries. 
If early risers, they may observe a dozen 
persons before the milk depots, or far 
greater number» before tobacco shops. On 
the days the djelivery of new supplies is 
made they can order a whole chicken In 
the restaurants, or a steak. It Is true 
that prices have increased Immensely, 
but there is no sign of deficiency in the 
supply.

May obtain 
pre-emption patent as soon as home­
stead patent on certain conditions.

A settler, after obtaining homestead 
patent, If he cannot secure a pre-emp­
tion, may take a purchased homestead 
in certain districts. Price $3.00 per acre. 
Must reside six moiykAin each of three 
years, cultivate 50 acres and erect a 
house worth $300.90.

Holders of entries may count time of 
employment as farm laborers in Canada 
during 1917, as residence duties under 
certain conditions.

When Dominion Lands are advertised 
or posted for entry, returned soldiers 
who have served overseas and have been 
honorably discharged, receive one day 
priority in applying for entry at local 
Agent's Office (but not Sub-Agency).

Zurich, Feb. 10.—After an interval of 

nearly three and one-half years the 
Austro-Hungarian Bank has published its 
returns. These show a note circulation 
at the end of 1913 of 2,460,000,000 crowns. 
In 1914 the amount was 5,300,000,000; In 
1915. 7,200.000,000; In 1916, 10.880.000,000; 
in 1917, 18,440,000,000. The average
monthly increase In 1915 wae I$6,ou0,000, 
which nose to 640,000,000 in 1917.

Meanwhile the gold reserve to cover 
this circulation steadily has decreased at 
a rate which threatens Its total extinc­
tion. In 1914 It wae 22.9 per cent of 
the note circulation; In 1846, 9.4; in 1946, 
2.8, and In 1917 only 1.6 per cent.

.A» the gold reserve has decreased the 
loan» of the bank to the Austrian and 
Hungarian Governments have increased 
enormously. In 1946 they amounted to 
626,000,000, or seven per cent, of the 
note circulation. I» 1816 they amounted 
to 5,299,000,000 crowns, or 46.6 per cent, 
of the note circulation. At the end of 
1917 they totaled 13,690.000,000, or 78.1 per 
cent. . ,

Attempts are now being made to re­
duce the note circulation ‘by issuing Inter­
est-hearing bonds by the Austro-Hun­
garian Bank.

From the Dulmen, Westphalia, camp 
there are reports from many indepen­
dent witnesses tiorLcernlng the way 
the Italian prisoners are treated. It is 
stated that the prisoners were marched 
all the way from Italy with no other 
food than bread. They also were 
knocked about and starved and other­
wise treated with inhumanity. English 
prisoners gave them their German ra­
tions.

One witness said that three or four 
weeks before he left Dulmen 200 or 30C 
Italian prisoner# arrived there. All of 
them were virtually starved. >1 saw a 
German sentry drew his bayonet 
against these men and beat them,” 
said this witness.

In Casse 1, it is reported the Italians 
are treated worse than the British, 
being pushed about or struck by Ger­
man corporate. At 
bame brutali/ty ,is regularly practiced. 
One witness said the Italians traveled 
12 days on three issues of soup. Tho 
Italians rushed madly for the food and 
some of them were layoneted. The 
Germans, this report said, were giving 
them only half rations:

Other Instances.
At Muon star it was testified the be­

havior of the Germans to the Italians 
had become much worse since the re­
cent Hrge capture of Italians. Tire 
prisoners suffered very much from the 
cold and were wrapping themsettves in 
blankets whenever they could. This 
bad conduct and bllyir g on the part 
of the Germans set in only recently. 
One witness said he saw the Italians 
knocked down frequently and also hit 
with the butt end of rifles- This 
treatment was root due particularly to 
bad conduct and bullying on the part 
ers, but simply because they were Ita­
lians. These men have one ration of 
soup and bread daily.

Similar evidence comes from Zerhst, 
Anhalt, where Italian prisoners after 
five days’ journey, without food, 
driven back by the Germans with 
drawn swords as tlioy were going to 
get their soup allowance. Another 
witness testified that at the Hemeln 
camp the Italians wore nearly starved 
and fought among 12emselves for a 
piece of bread thrown 
British prisoners.

At Fried rlehsfeldo, Province of 
Brandenburg, the treatment of the Ita­
lians was equally barlbarlotrs. Here 
sentries shot Italians for trying to get 
food from British prisoners.
