Some Ceremony in Connection
the Departure.

Havana, Oct. 13.—Secretary of War
Taft and Assistant Secretary '313 State
Bacon completed their labors here to-
day, and this afternoon departed for the
United States on board the battleship

Louisiana. They were followed to sea
and acclaimed by many Liberal and ex-
revolutionary leaders, but the former
government officlals showed no dispo-
sition to join in the farewell.

The principal event of -the day pre-
ceding the departuye of Messrs. Taft
and Bacon was the. taking over of the
government by Charles Magoon,

Secretary Taft's governorship ceased
at noon, and at 3 o'clock he and Mrs.
Taft and Mr. and Mrs. Bacon held a
farewell reception at the palace. Imme-
diately thereafter the secretaries and
their party were driven in. automo-
biles to. the Caballeria wharf, where
they met Mayor Cardenas, who present-
ed Messrs, Taft and Bacon with two
bouquets., Brigadier-General Funston,
who had preceded the others, had start-
ed for the battleship Virginia in a
launch. Mr. Taft handed the ladies
into a’'launch-and the party started for
the Louisiana. Within a few minutes
the party had boarded the vessel and
received a secretary’s salute of seven-
teen . guns,

The Louisiana passed out first,. thun-
dering a salute of 'twenty-one guns to
the Cuban flag and the band rlaying
the Cuban National Hymn. The gaiute
was returned by the Cabanas fortress.
In the wake eof the flagship came _the
Virginia, ecarrying General Funston,
and then came the New Jersey.

The army transports Niagara and
Seneca. and a flotilla or gally decorated
launches followed, carrying ‘mostly lead-
ing Liberals and ex-rebels, flying Lib-
eral banners. The battleships were es-
corted to the harbor mouth, where the

FRUIT MARKET WINDS UP.

e “ 2
Season Has Been a Record One.
Recent Storm Losses, :

' The close of the wholesale fruit mar-
ficet, which took place on Saturday
-afternoon, ends one of the most suc-
‘cessful seasons in the history of this

rtant branch of agriculture. In the

mount of fruit receiwed, in the variety.
and excellence of the shipments, and |
in the facility with which the whole- |
sale market wds able to receive and
dispose of enormous shipments, the sea-
son constitutes a record. On many oe-
casiong’ the inadequacy of the old
Scott-street building was manifest, but
the clvic authorities have never shown
any desire to cultivate the trade, in
ccnsequence of whicwe 1t is saia that
much of it has already been lost to the
leity.:

Another fea.ture which has done much
to milstate against the fruit trade, and
has caused no end of hwrtburmu is
the disregard shown by the rallroad
companlea in the times at which ship-
ments are landed on the wholesale
‘market. An enormous amount of time

has been wasted thru this cause.”
Reports which have wiready been re-

mpectlng the damage from the late
storm in the Niagara Peninsula confirm
the generally expressed belief that ir-
retrievable loss has been inflicted upon
the peach crop, and the outlook for next
year is not reassuring. Whole orchards
have been practically strlpped of their
branches and will require to be cut
under the most favorable circum-
stances, !
Another loss to which the growers
heve been subjected during the last
week is from frost, which is estimated
to in me sections to have ruined
one-fourth of this season’s crop of
grapes. The grape vines have, how-
ever, received no permanent damage,

The new “Beverly Jones Cottage”
which has recently been added to. the
buildings of the Victoria Industrial
School,  was formally opened by His
Honor 'the . Lieutenant-Governor on
Saturday afternoon. The structure
complete cost $21,000 and is the finest
of its kind on {he continent.

It has.accommodations for 40 of the
largest and oldest boys in the institu-
‘tion, ' is fitted with every conveni-
ence, sitting rooms, dormifories, lava-
tories, etc. g i

In his opening remarks the Shair-
man, Stapleton Caldecott, spoke very
highly of the work the institution was
doing in training the boys, and en-
tered a strong protest against the
corruption. récently oxposed in ' the,
London bribery and insurance investi-
gations, declaring emphatically that
those who had practiced such pninci-
ples should be put behind prison bars.
He emphasized the necessity of incul-
cating the youth of the country with
ithe higher ideals of Christian. citizen-
ship, so that when they come to ex-
ercise ‘their franchise “such base prac-
tices” would be next to impossible.
Lieutenant-Governor Clark also refer-
red to the excellent work done by the
school in the past. He deemed it one
of the greatest powers for good in the
country to-day.
