OWEN SOUnSd, Oct. 21—(Special.)— 

A few minutes before 5 o’clock this 
morning James Farlsh Creighton, who 

. was condemned to death for the mur- ! 
der of his wife and two step-daughters J 
in May last, died in his cell. The 
news created a sensation In the town. 
The Inquest was opened this after­
noon, the first witness being Mr. John 
Miller, the jailer. He stated, that since 
his conviction Creighton had never 
been left alone ^for a single moment. 
His meals were prepared by himself 
of the turnkey and the cell searched 
In order to ascertain that it contained 
nothing with which he could injure 
himself. The only outsiders who had 
seen the prisoner were his spiritual 
and legal advisers.

Hie Condition Mystifying.
Dr. Middlebro, the jail physician, de­

clared that whefi he saw the prisoner 
last Saturday all that seemed to be 
the matter with; him was a plain at­
tack of indigestion. He had given him 
powders, but these had done no good 
and on Tuesday morning his condition 
was so serious that he thought It ad­
visable to consult with Dr. Lang. That 
same night the prisoner was in a se­
rious condition and in great agony. 
He complained of severe pains In his 
stomach and vomited a great deal of 
brownish matter. He could not tell 
what was the cause of death until he 
had examined the body. It might be 
due to some inflammation of the stom­
ach and the symptoms before his death 
were such as might have been 
duced by a number of different poisons.

Decide on. Post-Mortem.
Dr. Lang also declared that he could 

not tell the cause of death, altho It 
might be due tp gastritis. It 
then decided to «hold a post-mortem 
examination and the inquest was ad­
journed till Friday afternoon.

The Jurymen viewed the body, which 
was laid out in the condemned man’s 
cell. It was swollen and discolored. 
Creighton’s unexpected death Is the 
sole subject of conversation here.

In most of the self-governing Bri­

In Canada, for Instance, 
the constitution divides the Dominion 
Into precisely such grades and units 
as have been indicated, provides pro­
per authorities for each unit, and 
logically and accurately defines the 
affairs to be allocated to such class of 
authority. In this respect the United 
Kingdom Is not so fortunate. The con­
stitution, venerable and valuable (ho 
it be, has not been reformed in ac­
cordance with modern necessities and 
sentiment, and as a consequence the 
imperial parliament 

''with work with which it is now quite 
unable efficiently to cope, and much of 
which could well be delegated to some 
subsidiary authorities; while there is 
at the same time a powerful and in­
creasing feeling not only In Ireland, 
but among the people of all the four 
natiohs which compose the United- 
Kingdom, that the time has come 
when the management of purely na­
tional affairs should be entrusted to 
representative national bodies. It is 
obvious that a double benefit would 
thus be conferred by the application 
in the home country of those same 
logical constitutional principles which
