H. A. Harrington, fuel administrator 
for Ontario, has issued the following 
statement on the coal situation:

“The rules and regulations Issued by 
the board of railway commissioners as 
fuel controller for Canada, under the

GOLDEN AGE SPIRIT

►powers conferred by parliament of 
Canada are now in the hands of the 
municipal authorities and coal-dealers 
thruout the province.

"Municipalities have been requested 
to promptly appoint a fuel commis­
sioner, whose powers and duties are 
defined by the regulations, and coal 
dealers are requested to heartily co­
operate with their fuel commissioner, 
so that our combined efforts will 
minimize to the greatest extent the 
danger of shortage of domestic coat.

“As a result of the untiring efforts 
of the coal dealers to secure supplies 
early ln the season, any necessity of 
drastic orders restricting deliveries of 
coal have been so far deemed unneces­
sary, but this in nowise relieves the 
consumer of the essential obligation of 
conservation, and all consumers thru­
out the province are warned that evi­
dence of waste will be thoroly sifted, 
and if justified, drastic action will be 
■taken in the Interest of public safety.

Central Ontario Shortage.
“In central Ontario, we are now 165,. 

000 tons short of our normal supply ol 
anthracite; the effects of such a short­
age have not been very evident, due to 
the mild weather and careful distribu­
tion, but it must be remembered the 
winter Is only beginning: we have four 
months before us, and while I firmly 
believe the severe winter of last year 
will not be repeated, and that no seri­
ous snow blockades will occur, yet, the 
great shortage here, and the huge 
shortage at the mines will keep all con­
cerned constantly on the move. To 
further lessen the dangers, I have 
(urged the briquette manufacturers to 
•peed up production, and coal dealers 
are now advised in the Interests of 
their communities to avail themselves 
promptly of this very satisfactory sub­
stitute.

Christians and Churches Must 
Return to It, Dr. Ribourg 

Says.

Rev Dr. Ribourg, preaching at St 
Alban’s Cathedral, last evening at J 
“The Lord’s Witnesses," said in part:

','In the midst of our modern un­
believing world, every true disciple of 
Jesus Christ should be a living wit­
ness of .God’s power to save and to 
redeem.

‘‘The Christian Church wiUl only 
be able t<4 serve mankind effectively at 
this juncture of the world’s state Just 
insofar as she realizes that she 
exists, not for herself at all, but for 
humanity and for the’ interests of the 
kingdom of God. Too many church 
members today are thinking more of 
their own Interests and of the inter­
ests of their own little organization 
then they do of humanity’s interests. 
No man can live unto himself, neither 
can an organization. A man or a so­
ciety who live for themselves alone, 
will dry up and die without impart­
ing a blessing to others. The stag­
nant pool imparts no freshness out­
side of its own neighborhood, and it 
finally dries up, while the stream 
gives life, beauty abd freshness where- 
ever Its pure and refreshing waters 
flow.

"If Christian people and Christian 
communities are to be witnesses to 
God ln this age, they cannot live for 
themselves, but for the world and for 
the larger interests of God’s king­
dom.

"This was the spirit of the apostolic 
age. The men of those days grave 
themselves to the cause of their Mas­
ter. and Stood four-square to the 
winds that Mew, true witnesses to 
Christ and His Kingdom to the higher 
Ideals.

"The seme self surrender to these 
same Ideals of the kingdom of God is 
demanded of Christians today, and 
so before the Interests of God’s cause 
and humarjlty’s cause, all self In­
terest must yield, or else they shall 
he treated by the men of the 20th 
centpry as the salt that has lost its 
savor, and shall be trodden undier 
men’s feet.

"The apostolic age was the golden 
age of the church; It produced true 
witnesses to God’s kingrdom, and to 
the spirt of that age, should the 
Christians and the churches of to­
day return.”

DELID ACQUITTED
OF MURDER CHARGE

CANCER SERUM REPORT 
NOT READY FOR MONTHS

From The Sunday World.
’’Not guilty” was the verdict given 

Sa*urday afternoon by the jury who 
eat on the Ramuah Hassan murder 
case.

In. addressing the jury, Judge Len­
nox carefully reviewed the case and 
charged the jury with a sane, impartial 
view of the pqints.

“Ae far as I know,” said Judge Len­
nox," “there is not one particle of evi­
dence ta shpw that the murder was 
committed on March 4 or et any sub­
sea uent time. Hassan may have been 
murdered ln any place. He was ln 
the habit of frequenting a house ln the 
eastern part of the city for gambling 
purposes: murders arising out of 
gambling are not unknown.

''The witness Adosey was very active 
end he may or may not be an honest 
man. I cannot attach any importance 
to the evidence of the accused, but 
there was a warm comradeship be­
tween Bell and Hassan.’’

Judge Lennox stated further that ln 
all his nine ye£rs on the bench the 
present case was the flrst In whltih 
he had the happy experience of charg­
ing in favor of the prisoner.

The crown’s case rested on Mano- 
met’s evidence as to having seen Bell 
throw away the purse belonging to 
Hassan, but, the judge continued, 
Manomet had destroyed the evidence 
In that he threw away the purse and 
defaced the coin therein and If Mano- 
meVs evidence ' could not be relied 
on. not one tittle of evidence wae there 
on which the crown could rest its 
case.

“The crown has no case,” said the 
judge. "It only pieces impartially be­
fore you all the facts of the case.”

In his address to the prisoner ln 
the dock. Judge Lennox deplored his 
attitude toward women, as established 
ln the trial, and adjured him to1 live 
uo to a better standard In the future.

"If you are guilty, you will go out 
from here with a guilty conscience," 
said the judge. "British law has done 
Its duty." i

That therd will be no difficulty In 
obtaining an adequate supply of pure 
water for North Toronto, should it set 
up as a city on its own, was the opin­
ion expressed by Mr. R. O. Wynne- 
Roberts, C.E., chairman of the Toronto 
brfCnch of the Engineers’ Institute of 
Canada, when speaking before the 
North Toronto Ratepayers’ Association 
Saturday night on the possibilities of 
a supply from Lemonvllle. His con­
tention was supported by C. E. James, 
York highways engineer, and the for­
mer engineer for the old town of North 
Toronto, and also Mr. Warren D. Max- 
son, who really developed the wells at 
Lemonvllle. The speaker allowed for 
a population of 15,000 for North Tor­
onto and 60 gallons per head, making 
a total consumption of 900,000 gallons 
per day, which, he said, could easily 
be obtained. He said a supply of pure 
water could also be brought from Scar- 
boro Beach, but he enumerated many 
disadvantages attached to this source 
of supply, and recommended rather the 
supply from Lemonvllle, which he de­
clared was the purest which gcould be 
obtained. According to Mr." Si 
who, as far back as 1900 sunk 84 
wells, each with only two-inch pipes, 
there has been • for the past twenty 
years 2,000,000 gallons of water running 
to waste per day.

Water Frotn Lemonville.
- Lemonvllle lies 6% miles north of 
Toronto and 7% miles east of Bond 
Lake, and la approximately 1,000 feet 
above sea level. The water would 
flow down to North Toronto by gravi­
tation and would require a 24-inch 
pipe, which Mr. Roberts advised should 
be of wood. Ex-Counctllor F. Howe 
stated that he was of the opinion that 
they would have to go to the legis­
lature for special permission to get the 
water, but Mr. Roberts did riot antici­
pate any trouble on that account, and 
Mr. Donnelly said that, as a city, they 
were entitled to go a distance ot thirty 
miles for a water supply.

Speaking on the present sewage sys­
tem In North Toronto, of which there 
has been considerable criticism during 
the past years, Mr. Roberts said he 
was of the opinion that the sanitary 
sewers were large enough, but to take 
care of the roof water some of the 
trunks were not large enough and 
would require tanks In those places 
where they were laid not deep enough.

Considerable discussion took place 
over the recent petition presented to

New York, Nov. 21.-—Certain changes 
for the better have appeared in busi­
ness, says Dun’s Review, issued Sat­
urday. The improvement Is slight 
and none at all is visible in various 
quarters, but some of the indications 
are more favorable than in recent 
weeks. While Immediate commercial 
revival te not expected, sounder con­
ditions in the futiire are foreshadow­
ed, and a long-range view of the sit­
uation gives rise to confident hopes. 
With lower temperatures In. most 
sections, demand for seasonable goods 
has moderately increased, and offer­
ings of merchandise at lower prices 
seem to be meeting with a somewhat 
broader response. At the best, how- 
ëver, the buying Is etill conservative 
and restricted, and curtailment of 
production thru lack of new orders 
has not yet ceased. A resultant de­
cline in employment, with reduction 
of wages in some Industries, in turn, 
tends to limit consumptive purchas­
ing, and preparations for the coming 
holiday trade are on a smaller scale.

Liquidation in commodities and 
curitles to serving to lessen the : 
tary ertrlngency, yet this does 
mean that there has been any de­
parture from the prudent policy in 
banking circles, or that credit 
stralnte have been relaxed.

Iron and Steel Yield. 
Narrowing of" the disproportion be­

tween the prices of Independent steel 
companies and those of the leading 
producer has continued in a few 
cases, with the former Interests mak­
ing further reductions, the margin of 
difference has been eliminated. The 
demand nearly everywhere has reced­
ed, and the percentage qf active cap­
acity at blast furnaces and steel works 
Is declining steadily.

cf affairs in connection with the gas 
Question. Instead of an advance in the 
oresent price of gas there should, under 
the circumstances, be a substantial drop 
In the price of the illuminant.’’

\V ard Five Ratepayers’ Association 
will discuss the gas and other import­
ant questions at their meeting on Wed­
nesday in Givens street school. George 
R. Ellis, president, will occupy the chair.

Quotations on iron and steel continued 
to recede, and weakness again predomin­
ated in the minor metals, tin being 
especially easy.

Announcement of further price conces­
sions in textiles was not unexpected, and 
the yielding In hides and leather has 
been extended,, altho there is hardly 
enough buying power- to really test the 
market, and prices are more or less un­
established. In rubber, the reactionary 
tendency has continued.

at Rochester, Minn., this morning, of 
Charles E. Hill, one of the best known 
telegraphers in Canada.

Previously 
he was employed by the Canadian Pacific 
Telegraphs at London, Ont.

From January, 1911, Mr. HiU was tn the 
service of Canadian Press, Ltd., but al­
most two years ago was. compelled to 
give up work, and since then had been 
making a brave fight against an attack 
of aggravated colitis.

Mr. Hill had been a prominent mem­

I Free .trade with Great Britain only, 
and not with the United States, was 
the farmers' policy, as declared by A. 
A. Powers, president of the Farmers’ 
Co-operative Society, yesterday after­
noon, when addressing a mixed audi- 
ert£,® at forum, Foresters' liall.

The speech had for its object the 
showing of how rural problems could 
be solved, but eventually developed 
into a long attack on the tariff policy 
of the government.

The speaker at some length admit­
ted that the farmers had a great many 
problems, but not many solutions, but 
he considered that the proper economic 
conditions which the farmers had in 
mind would benefit the population 
equally, and- it was only by the free 
trade policy they advocated that these 
conditions come about.

Mr: Powers further argued that any 
measure or law that curtailed imports 
must necessarily make unemployment, 
and added it wag their opinion that all 
taxes should be taken off food and 
foodstuffs, gasoline, and all machinery 
used by the farmers In the cultivation 
of the soli. The farmers, complained 
the speaker, liad no one to get back 
at, and they could not afford the high 
wages as paid in the towns, while all 
the produce they .made could only be 

are a turned out in a raw state, and further 
and a showed that the bankers and manufac­

turers received the largest share of 
the profits, since some of them got 
over 18 per cent on their capital, a 
percentage the farmers had never 
made. All this, he maintained, would 
be eliminated by their free trade pol­
icy. which, in his opinion, would en­
tirely change the economic conditions 
of the country.

Farmers’ Political Position. 
Discussing the political position of 

the farmers,' Mr, Powers emphasized 
the fact that they were just coming 
into their own, and pointed to what 
he considered the splendid showing 
made by the farmers’ government in 
Ontario, where, according to the gen­
eral opinion of the public, everyone 
was satisfied. Their policy, however, 
had not the approval of (he prime 
minister, who, the speaker declared, 
had recently stated that any free trade 
policy was disastrous to the interests 
of the country.

At the close of the speech. Mr. 
Powers was bombarded with questions 
from all manner of budding politicians, 
and one man naively inquired why the 
farmers wished free trade with Great 
Britain and not with the United 
States, which the speaker answered by 
saying that already the farmers had 
submitted a tariff policy to the states, 
but nothing had been done, and until 
they came to an agreement, they must 
protect themselves.
