HISTORICAL SKETCH.

St. Francis Xavier's College was founded in 1854 by the Right 
Rev. Colin F McKinnon, Bishop of Arichat, for the higher edu­
cation of students aspiring to the priesthood and to the learned 
profesions. ^n this respect it has more than fulfilled the hopes 
of the Right Reverend Founder. Another and very important 
work done by the College is that of preparing young men for the 
teaching profession. It has in fact ever since its inception and 
particularly in recent years been the chief factor in supplying 
teachers for the Counties of Antigonish, Inverness, Richmond 
and Cape Breton. Of late its constituency has become much en­
larged, a considerable portion of the students now in attendance 
being from Western Nova Scotia, Ne c Brunswick and the United 
States.
following Act of the Legislature of Nova Scotia :

In I860 the College received University powers by the

An Act to Enadle the College op St. Francis Xavier, at 
Antigonish, to Confer Degrees.

(Passed the 7th day of May, A. D. 1866.)

Be it enacted by the Governor, Council and Assembly, as follows :

1. St Francis Xavier's College, at Antigonish, shall be held 
and taken to be an University, with all and every the usual privi­
leges of such an institution, and that the students in the said 
College shall have the liberty and privilege of taking the degrees

of Bachelor, Master and Doctor in the several Arts and Faculties, 
at the appointed times, and shall have power, within themselves, 
of performing all the scholastic exercises necessary for the con­
ferring of such degrees, as shall be directed by the statutes, rules 
and ordinances of the College.

In 1880 a new brick wing was erected by the Right Reverend 
John Cameron, D. D., the work on which was done under the 
direction of the Rev. John Chisholm, P. P., of Heatherton. The 
funds for the erection of this building were contributed chiefly by 
the Bishop and Clergy of this Diocese. His Lordship contributed 
over six thousand dollars; the Very Rev. Neil McLeod, V. G., 
8990; the late Rev. John Quinan, 8250; the Rev. Ronald 
McDonald, P. P., of Pictou, now Right Reverend Bishop of 
Harbor Grace, 8200 ; the rest of the Clergy, $2,224.14.

In 1881 the Provincial grant, which varied from eight to 
fifteen hundred dollars a year, was withdrawn, and His Lordship 
Bishop Cameron appealed to the people of the Diocese to form 
an endowment fund. For this purpose the sum of over twenty 
thousand dollars has been collected and invested.

In 1882 a Board of Governors was organized under the fol­
lowing Act:

The material 
is brick, which has proved to be of excellent quality. The build­
ing is well plumbed and ventilated and is heated throughout with 
hot water.

In the spring of this year, 1895, a further addition to the 
College buildings was begun, the work on which is now in pro­
gress. This addition was rendered necessary by the inadequacy 
of the kitchen accommodation. It consists of a wing running 
west from the present kitchen to a distance of about sixty feet 
with a breadth of forty feet. The building will be two stories 
high having a mansard roof and will contain a well furnished 
kitchen and bakery, a large washing and drying room, and on the 
upper storey an infirmary thoroughly equipped and ventilated.

of time assigned to the various subjects are set forth in and may 
be easily gathered from the subjoined Time Table. For the 
greater convenience of students intending to qualify for Provin­
cial scholarships the text-books used are as far as possible the 
same as those prescribed by the Council of Public Instruction of 
this Province for the County academies.

At the end of 
each session there will be a written examination. One will begin 
early in January and will be known as the Sessional Examination ; 
the other will begin in June and will be the Terminal Examina­
tion. Upon the results of both these examinations promotion at 
the end of the year will depend. To secure a pass into the next 
year an average of 50 per cent, on tlie papers set at both exam­
inations must be made. No less than 50 out of a possible 100 
may be made in English, Latin, Christian Doctrine and Philosophy, 
nor less than 30 in any other branch.

THE LIBRARY.
The Library consists of over 2,900 volumes. Over fifty years 

ago a student named John Ryan, of Halifax, died in the Propa­
ganda College, Rome. In his will he bequeathed his property to 
the Church in Nova Scotia, and after the division into two 
dioceses, that of Arichat received its share of Ryan’s bequest, 
part of which was a large library purchased in Rome. The 
present College Library is in great part made up of the Ryan 
collection ; but both Bishop McKinnon and Bishop Cameron con­
tributed from their own libraries many valuable works. The late 
Rev. Alexander McLeod, of Arisaig ; Rev. John V. McDonnell, 
St. Andrew’s ; Rev. John Quinan, of Main-a-Dieu, and Rev. John 
McDougall, Red Islands, also bequeathed their Libraries to the 
College.

To make up for the depletion in the Library consequent on 
the unavoidable wear and tear of books in frequent use a sub­
scription list was opened by the Librarian and the sum of 8170 
secured. A list of the works added to the Library by means of 
the fund thus collected is given below.

With the formation of the Association of Alumni a new era 
has opened for this department of the College. Each alumnus 
promises to contribute yearly or induce somebody else to con­
tribute something to the library, or to the museum, or for the 
maintenance of the outdoor and indoor sports. It was largely due 
to the members of this Association that the collection for the 
library above referred to was so successful. The following is a 
list of works procured during this year with the sources from 
which they came :

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' SOURCES OF REVENUE. \

The revenue of the College is derived from an Endowment 
Fund, from tuition, and from occasional donations. The
Academic Department receives the usual grant according to the 
average attendance. Were it not for the self-sacrifice of the 
Reverend Professors, who, besides their board, receive little more 
than a nominal salary, the revenue from the above sources would 
be insufficient to meet expenses. Although the College is now in 
a position to pay all the old debt on the buildings put up to the 
present year, this fact does not relieve it of anxiety in regard of 
its finances. The first of two new buildings which will probably 
cost, when finished and equipped, over $20,000 is now in course
of construction. These buildings are rendered necessary by want 
of Kitchen and Infirmary accommodation and by a change in the 
Kitchen management. It is confidently expected that they will 
greatly add to the efficiency of the College as a boarding house 
for students.

They have acquired habits of obser­
vation and are able to judge with some discrimination. By 
Information Lessons, they have obtained a fair knowledge of the 
classification of animals, plants and minerals, and have become 
acquainted with a large number of facts connected with the 
Natural Sciences.

The study of Christian Doctrine, systematically continued 
throughout the entire course, here produces a fuller insight 
into the Grounds of Faith and the effects of Christian Morals 
upon society.

The Mathematical Studies are still pursued, with a view to 
strengthening the reasoning faculties.

The proficiency in English already acquired, admits in this 
advanced department of a more comprehensive study of its Lead­
ing Authors. Lectures on English Literature are given three 
times a v/eek by a Professor of St. Francis Xavier’s. French 
and Latin are elective. The latter branch, and also Physics and 
Chemistry, are taught by Professors from the College.

The scholastic year is divided into two sessions of five months 
each. The first session begins the first Monday of September 
and ends January thirty-first. The second begins on February 
the first and terminates with the Commencement Exercises in the 
last week of June. A written examination upon which future 
classification will largely depend is held at the end of each term.
