OTTAWA, May 1—There was a warm
debate in the house yesterday over the
North Atlantic trading contract.  Sir
WWilfrid Laurier defended 'the contract and
heavily scored Mr. Foster, whom he
charged with distorting the facts in order
to bolster up a case: against the govern-
ment.

The
same system was carried on by the Coh-
servatives. What Mr. Sifton did was to
put more energy ‘and enthusiasm into a
system that was 'dn vogue with ‘the Con-

IN WALL STREET LAST WEEK

Big Plungers Threw"Over Hdldings---Aggre;ive Bear Opera-
tions Accelerated the Decline---Favorable Steel State-

ment Had Little Marked
ing Disquietude.

spring money stringency was unable to ac-
complish, since, undaunted, they contimu-
ed to foster am April boom, the unex-
pected in the éhape of the San Francisco
calamity with its $300,000,000 property
loss has brought about.

Although only twenty-thres years of age
he has been sent by King Edward on sev-
eral diplomatic missions to Gotha, Berlin
and Rome as the represent.mtl\e of the
| sovereign. i

He is the son of King Edward’s soldier-
brother, and the grandson of Prince Fred-
grick Charles of Prussia, surnamed the
“Red Prince,” who was one of the gre.xtest[
captains of his. time, and crowned his ex-
ploits in 1870 by the siege and capture
of Metz; while through his grandmother,
Princess Irederick Charles, who was a
princess of Anhalt-Bessau, and one of the
greatest beauties at the court of Berlin, |
Prince Amthur is directly descended from
the “Old Dessiner,” who was the virtual
creator and drill-master of the Prussian
army—itHe instrument which Frederick the
Great found ready to his hand for the ac-
hicvement of his victeries.
