Farmer's Talk.

Eps. Cyrtrvaror—If there is any one
class of citizens and laborers that I feel an
interest in, more than another, it is the far-
mers. If I were asked the reason of this
feeling, I should answer, it is because [ am,
myself, one of that class.

It has been ofien said by agricultural wri-

1845 to 1851 in exploring the Arctic regions,
and in search of Sir John Franklin. Among
the more remarkable features of this uninvi-
ting region are the ice-cliffs crowned with
o and luxuriant vegetation. The following
aeocount of them will be new to most cf our
readers:—* The soil is always frozen, and
merely thaws during the summer, a few feet
below the surface.” But ' thawing is by no
means uniform. In peat it extends not deep-
er than two feet, while in othe: formations,
especially in sand or gravel, the ground is
free from frost to the depth of nearly a fathom,
showing that sand is a better conductor of
heat than peat or clay, and corroborating the
observation of the accurate J. D, Hooker,
who, after a series of experiments in India,
arrived at the same conclusion. The roots
of the plants, even those of the shrubs, do not
penetrate into the frozen subsoil. On reach-
ing it they recoil as if they touched upon a
rock through which no passage could be for-
ced. It may be surprising to behold a vege-
tation flourishing under such circumstances,
existing independent, it would seem, of ter-
restrial heat. But surprise is changed into
amazement on visiting Kotzebue Sound,
where on the tops of icebergs, herbs and
shrubs are thriving with luxuriance only
equalled in more favoured climes. There,
from Elephant to Eschscholtz Point, is a
series of cliffs from seventy to ninety feet high,
which present some striking illustrations of
the manner in which Arctic plants grow.
Three distinct layers compose these cliffs.
The lowes, as far as it can be seen above the
ground, is ice, and from twenty to filty feet
high. ‘I he central is clay, varying in thick-
ness from two to twenty feet, and being inter-
mingled with remains of fossil elephants,
horses, deer, and musk oxen. The clay is
covered by peat, the third layer, bearing ‘the
vegetation to which it owes its existence.
Every year, during July, August, and Sep-
tember, masses of ice melt, by which the up-
permost layers are deprived of support, and of
icemelt, by which the uppermost layers are
deprived of support, and tumble down. A
complete chaos is thus created ; ice, plants,
bones, peat, clay, are mixed in the most dis-
orderly manner. It is hardly possible to ima-
gine a more grotesque aspect. Here are seen
pieces still covered with lichens and mosses,
thete a shoal of earth with bushes of willows ;
atone place a lumpsof clay with senecios and
polygonums, at another the remnants of the
mammoth, tufts of hair, and some brown dust,
which emits the smell peculiar to burial-pla-
ces, and is evidently decomposed animal mat-
ter. ' The foot frequently stumbles over enor-
mous osteological remains, some elephants’
tusks measuring as much as twelve feet in
length, and weighing more than 240 pounds.
Nor is the formation confined to Eschscholtz
Bay. Itisobserved in various parts of Kotze-
bue Sound on the river Buckland, and in
other localiti’es, making it probable that a great
portion of extreme Northwestern America s,
underneath, a solid mass of ice. With such
facts we must acknowledge that terrestrial
heat exerciges but a limited and indirect in-
fluence upon vegetable life, and that to the
solar rays we are ‘mainly indebted to the ex-
istence of those forms which clothe with ver-
dure the surface of our planet.” A curious
fact is stated respecting the condition of the
vegetable world during the long day of the

ters that farmers, as a class, are the least in-
telligent and poorest educated of any, and it
often seems that we have the least influence
and are the least respécted. Whether this
ilea be correct or not, may be of no particu-
lar consequence in itself; yet, if such be the
case, it is well to inquire whether, as farmers,
we have not something to do in this matter.
It is certainly remarkable to notice what a
small amount of useful knowledge, we can
content ourselves with, The reason of this

left to starve. The great object of life ap-
pears to be to make money and buy more
land. The life of an American farmer has
always been and must ever be, one of labor.
This law of labor we cannot alter, and we
would not if we could, because it is just and
right. Yet I am satisfied that the mass of
farmers labor a great many more hours in the
year, than is necessary, because they do not
work to the best advantage. We do not
combine half enough of genuine head labour
with our hand work, and for the ostensible
reason that we can get along just as well
without it. But it is not enough that a far-
mer can improve his s0il 5o as to make it pro
fitable, for huudreds of farmers do that, who
possess an amount of general knowledge which
every good citizen ought to be ashamed of,

There is a principle beyond all this, which
every farmer ought to recoguize, that is, to
adopt improvement for improvemen’s sake.
Not so mush to gratify a selfish and penurious
appetite, as to refine. and enlarge the gene-
rous, noble feelings of the man. Like all
other classes of men we are in pursuit of hap-
piness, and one of the most common methods
of seeking it, yet by far the most unsatisfacto-
ty, is in the pursuit of wealth,

Oue of the best antidotes for this restless,
craving feeling, is to seek for and cultivate a
contented mind, but not a dull and sluggish
one; for with all the followers that *¢ Igngora-
mus” has had from time immemorial, he has
never succeeded in making a single person
ationally happy and contented. I believe
firmly that the occupation of the farmer is
better calculated to ensure real enjoymenn
than any other business. Still there are hune
dreds of farmers who live a toilsome and com-
plaining life because they do not labor for
the right objects.

I am well aware that it must be the far-
mer’s general rule to carry on his business
for profit, and I find that those farmers who
adopt the most improvements, both useful and
ornamental, are the ones who succeed -best
and make the most money.

We have often to struggle against poverty,
but this should not discourage us. Honest
of purpose, with an indomitable perseveranci
and energy, will eventually accomplish: any-
thing. e may safely depend that in indus-
try and the improvement of the mind; we are
laying the foundation for future good and real
success.

Beeeding Rtock.

Eps. Covrivaror,—I have been a reader
of agricultural papers for many years, and
frequently feel a desire to shed ink in the
cause; but, by patiently waiting, have gener-
ally found my subjects ably treated by better
pens. I dream of good cattle, and acknow-
ledge receiving many a valuable hint on

Arctic sammer.— Although the sun never sets
while it lasts, plauts make no mistake about
the time, when, if it be not night, it ought to
be; but regularly as the evening hours ap-
proach, and when a midnight sun is several
degrees above the horizon, droop their leaves,
and sleep even as if they do at sunset in more
favoured climes. “If man,” observes Mr.
Seemann, ‘“ should ever reach the Pole, and
be undecided which way to turn, when his
compass has become sluggish, his timepiece
out of order, the plants which he may happen
to meet will show him the way; their sleep-
ing leaves tell him that midnight is at hand,
and that at that time the sun is standing in the
north.””

Influence of the Moon.

A Paris astrosomer has published the re-
sults of twenty years’ observation upon the in-
fluence of the moon upon the weather. From
the new moon to the first it rained (during
the period of twenty years embraced in the
calculations) 764 days : from the first quarter
to the full moon it rained 845 days ; from the
full moon to the last quarter it rained 761
days; and from the last quarter to the new
moon it rained 896 days. So that during the

I own a valuable bull, whose services
are in good demand; now, if the Doctor's
theory is true, how unwise are my friends
to pay me 85 for calves from old cows,
whose blood has been contaminated by inferior
bulls. The most sanguine of our breeders
can never hope to see the various pure
breeds occupying the place of the common
cattle of the country. The true course for
farmers will be to send their best cows to
well bred males. This course, steadily fol-
lowed for a few years, will give us a stock,
that for all practical purposes, except bull
breeding, is fully equal to any imported;
yet were not the above theory of contami
nation fallacious, how utterly futile would be
such efforts at improvement. In conclusion,
allow me to say, that I write not as one
having authority but as one who six days
of the seven wears Taick Boors.

kies; wild and domestic birds; the richest
anatomical collection in Europe, comprises
over 15,000 preparations; 60,000 specimens

a nawral history library of
some thirty thousand volumes; besides which
there are experiments in all departments of
horticultural constantly in progress, and gra-
tuitous lectures delivered by the most eminent
scientific men. Now the question naturally
suggests itself,—which would be the greatest
benefit, to the people of this country, such an
institution as this, at $100,000 annually, or a
navy costing yearly ONE HUNDRED TIMES this
amount,

To have a Good Horse.

It is not sufficient to have a good colt, the
product of a superior mare with a stallion of
good blood and established reputation. ‘This
1s necessary, but it is not all that is necessary.
A most promising colt that attracts ‘universal
admiration while it follows the mare may be
grown into an almost worthless horse: lHow
then, having a good begiuning, shall we grow
a good horse, for good horses alone :are pro-
fitable to raise? By exercising the greatest
care in their management until they have
ceased to be colts. Many almost ruin a colt,
the first winter, by starvation, by turaing it
into the yard to run with the young caitle, to
pick up a scanty nourishment and that of the
cheapest and coarsest food. There is on the
other hand - no -one~-season of its life when
care, and good. and full feeding of appropriate
food will tell so much for good as this same
first winter. A friend, who, for now many
years has annually sold two or three young
horses at the highest market prices, has ofien
assured us that at no time in the life of his b
colts did he take so good care of them and
feed them better than during their first win-
